Heavyweights from past years set to open season 2023 with
abang

There's no denying that the Eels and the Storm have been to
of the more dominant teams in the NRL in recent years (try
decades for the Storm), so what better way to get the 2023
NRL season underway than getting them to square off at
CommBank Stadium in a rematch of last year’s final round
encounter for a spot in the top 4?

Last year for the Eels was their equal best in terms of
success since 2009, yet still ended in heartbreak, as their
fans have become so accustomed to. Many have been quick
to write off the Blue and Gold as having no chance of even
making it back to the Grand Final, let alone winning it, with
some pundits even tipping they'll fail to make the finals
altogether due to the turnover in personell experienced over
the off season.

In my opinion, much of this has been overblown.
Parramatta’s backline from last year’s finals run remains
completely intact, while key spine members Gutherson,
Brown and Moses are all back and will be richer for the big
game experience. Papali'l and Mahoney are two big losses
no doubt, but if the Eels can get 70-80% of their production
out of replacements Hopgood and Hodgson respectively, this
is still a team that is capable of making deep finals run.

Between injuries in the backline and the departure of
veterans in the forwards, the spine of the Melbourne Storm
is the only position group that remains unchanged from the

side that was bounced from the finals in week 1 last season.
As has been the case almost every pre-season since Bellamy
took over as coach, there have been detractors who question
the ability of the Storm to remain among the competition’s
elite.

While writing off the Storm always comes at arisk, it is hard
to make a case for them being able to make any noise in the
finals this season. Papenhuyzen will once again be out for a
good chunk of the year and their backline simply lacks the
experience and class necessary to compete with the top
sides, while their back row and bench stocks are, on paper,
the worst they've been in years.

The Storm still have at least a top 3 spine in the NRL, and for
that reason they will more often than not take care of the
poorer sides and make the top 8, but ultimately, | believe
their ceiling is to bow out in week 1or 2 of the finals again.

For this game, the 17 named from both sides is relatively
evenly matched across the park. Both the Eels and the Storm
have 3 great spine players and two great starting front
rowers, while both back rows and locks drop off in quality
due to injury and suspension. The interchange benches of
the two sides also offer little impact and will likely have the
primary function of giving the starters a rest rather than
providing an X-factor. The Eels probably have an edge in

the backline, however their defence in that area has been
suspect over the years, and the Storm have the spine to take
advantage should the opportunity arise.

One of the biggest question marks hanging
over the Eels in 2023 is their ability to replace star hooker
Reed Mahoney, who while still providing great performances
on occasion, undoubtedly regressed in 2022. Josh Hodgson
is the man chosen to fill the void, and staying healthy will be
half the battle for the former Raider, who has suffered two

ACL tears in the last 5 years. People are quick to discount
him due to his age and injury history, however Hodgson's
play style isn't one that requires a heap of mobility; a lot

of his value comes from being able to beat opposition
defences through quick analysis of the in-game situation,
be it spotting an overlap and switching the direction of the
play or identifying a fullback out of position close to the line
and putting a grubber in. Hodgson won't feature on many
highlight reels in 2023, but he can still be a good addition to
the Eels.

For the Storm, it's another veteran coming off an ACL injury
in prop forward Christian Welch. It was clear how much
the Storm missed Welch's leadership and impact last year,
and with other experienced big men such as the Bromwich
brothers, Felise Kaufusi and Brandon Smith all having
departed in the off season, Welch's job becomes that much
more important, especially considering this will be his first
full season as captain. As earlier mentioned, both teams
have great starting props, and winning the battle up front
will be pivotal for both teams in giving their halves as much
of a platform as possible to work their magic. It will be
interesting to see how many minutes Welch plays; in 2021
he averaged 49 per game but played for 61 n his lone 2022
appearance. He is coming off a major injury so Bellamy may
well want to limit how much of a workload he takes on, but
the Storm can ill afford to spend extended time without a
leader in the forward pack.

The Storm are two-point favourites over the
Eels in this one.

The Eels have owned the Storm as of late, winning
their last four matches against the men in purple, and they
were underdogs in every single one of them. I'm tipping their
backline advantage will play a part in the trend continuing.

A move to 6 is supposed to be the big key
for Newcastle but with almost no experience in the halves
and only 40 minutes pre-season, he is going to need to step
up in attack. Defensively Ponga is going to find himself in
the front line and he's already proven to be a liability there
at times.

The Warriors are strong favourites for the
contest in New Zealand with a strong line-up and playing
back at home.

The Warriors should be a much stronger side in
this one, the Knights have a couple of good players but the
connection and boost that the Warriors have especially back
at home should see them get a much needed first round win.

It's an exciting time for Rugby League fans with the first round of
the 2023 Premiership just around the corner. We're all more than
excited to watch the return of competitive footy this weekend

and for the lucky Penrith fans, they'll get to celebrate their 2022
Premiership as they watch the Panthers begin their quest for three
consecutive premierships.

It won't be the same 17 that came home with the trophy last season
as the defending premiers waved goodbye to the likes of Api
Koroisau and Viliame Kikau during the off-season. However, the
Panthers still look incredibly imposing led by Australian halfback
and arguably the best player in the game, Nathan Cleary. Cleary
and coach Ivan Cleary will be looking to get their season underway
with a win for the fourth year running and what better place to do
it than in front of their home fans at BlueBet Stadium.

The home side is still expected to field 14 of the 17 that appeared in
last year's Grand Final, with Sunia Turuva and Soni Luke promoted
from within the squad and Luke Garner arriving from the Wests
Tigers to round out the 17.

The Cowhboys were solid in the pre-season challenge, going
down 20-18 to the Broncos in their most recent hit-out.

For Todd Payten, signs of rust in attack on Saturday night
will not be much of a concern. What would be worrying
though would be a lack of intensity in defence.

North Queensland built so much of its success last season off
pure hard work defending its line and a lot of that goes back
to attitude. Payten instilled the right attitude in the playing

For the Cowboys to build on their breakout 2022 season,
they will need to pick up where they left off and make an
early statement without the ball in hand.

But there was little doubting Robson was
central to so much of North Queensland’s success last year.
He simplified the game plan when it was needed, taking
advantage of quick play-the-balls and using his speed to
catch the defence flatfooted. When it was on, he was also
happy to spread the ball early and get it quickly to halves
Tom Dearden and Chad Townsend. Even if that connection is
clunky on Saturday, Robson should have plenty of success
just going right through Canberra’s middle defence.

As for the Raiders, if they are to cause an upset on Saturday
it will come from gaining the advantage up front. Canberra
has a forward pack stacked with representative talent,
including a genuine game-breaker in Joseph Tapine. The Kiwi
international, who re-signed with the Raiders last year until
the end of 2027, won the club’s Mal Meninga Medal for best
player of the season and was also named in the Dally M Team
of the Year. Tapine averaged career-high numbers in run
metres (165) and tackle busts (3.1) and is still in the prime

of his career at 28 years old. With Tapine leading the way,
Canberra will continue to keep games close even if the key
playmakers battle early season rust.

The Cowboys are expected to kick off their
2023 campaign with a win.

There are just far too many question marks over
the Raiders’ spine to tip them here. Provided the Cowboys'
defence stands tall, they should have the clear advantage,
particularly at home.

Sheens yearns for a time before the Titans

The opening round of the 2023 NRL season concludes with
two of last season’s biggest underperformers, the Wests
Tigers and Gold Coast Titans, facing off in a Sunday evening
contest at Leichhardt Oval.

Coming off a calamitous season yielding a paltry four wins
and a wooden spoon finish, the Wests Tigers have responded
with a move reeking of desperation to recapture former
glory by appointing Tim Sheens as coach.

Producing inconclusive trial form off the back of a dismal
performance with a second-string line-up against the
Warriors (12-48), the joint venture demonstrated attacking
flair with a stronger side in their final pre-season hit-out
against the Raiders (36-4).

Naming four new signings - Charlie Staines, Apisai Koroisau,
David Klemmer and Isaiah Papalii - young guns Tommy Talau
and Shawn Blore will return after missing the entirety of
2022 through injury.

The Tigers hold an above average record in opening

round fixtures with 14 wins and a draw from 23 previous

(2012) and Sea Eagles (2019).

Aiming to bounce back after managing six wins and a
mediocre 13th placed finish in 2022, the Gold Coast Titans
will be looking to continue a strong record at Leichhardt Oval
following three wins from four prior visits.

Showing promising signs during the pre-season after rallying
from a halftime deficit to walk away with a draw against the
Broncos (24-24) and demolishing the Dolphins (40-16) in an
attacking blitz, the Titans have never lost against the Tigers
during Justin Holbrook's coaching tenure.

Handing Kieran Foran, Sam Verrills, Aaron Schoupp and Joe
Stimson club debuts, young winger Alofiana Khan-Pereira
will make his first appearance in the NRL after demanding
selection off the strength of his performances during the
trials.

Ranking among the biggest transfers in the
player market over the off-season, newly appointed captain
Apisai Koroisau will be determined to make an impression
in his club debut. Joining a club that has qualified for the
finals only three times in history, the three-time premiership

winning hooker will bring a wealth of experience and
professionalism to the joint venture following a hugely
successful stint at the Panthers over the past three seasons.
Coming into the new year without featuring in either of the
side’s trial matches, the 30-year-old Fijian and New South
Wales representative will be hoping to buck a trend having
lost in his debut matches with South Sydney, Penrith and
Manly previously.

Securing afirst grade debut following an eye-catching haul
of four tries in the side’s final trial win, little-known winger
Alofiana Khan-Pereira will be out to make a big name for
himself. Touted as an emerging talent after crossing for 25
tries in 19 matches with Burleigh last season, the 21-year-old
winger demanded inclusion in the NRL side with six tries

in two appearances during the pre-season, including a
hat-trick in the space of 11 minutes against the Dolphins.
Currently able to negotiate with rival clubs for next season,
Khan-Pereira will be out to hold his place on the left wing
with more experienced outside backs Brian Kelly and Patrick
Herbert set to return imminently.

Installed as favourites off the strength of
an impressive attacking display during their final trial
performance, the Tigers are expected to claim their first
opening round victory since 2020.

Having strengthened their roster and performed
admirably during the pre-season, the Gold Coast Titans will
fancy their chances of an upset and recording a Round 1
victory away from home for only the third time in history.
