After a round one upset by the Brisbane Broncos, the 
Penrith Panthers will be determined to get their first win 
of the season as they host the South Sydney Rabbitohs in a 
rematch of last year’s preliminary final.

Ivan Cleary and his side will be disappointed with how their 
opening match of the season turned out. They started well, 
scoring the opening try of the match but they had to wait 
another 69 minutes before adding more points onto the 
scoreboard. The absence of former hooker Apisai Koroisau 
was notable as Mitch Kenny failed to deliver any attacking 
prowess out of dummy-half, which was expected (more of a 
defensive hooker), however, when Soni Luke came from the 
bench, the Panthers started to look a better attacking side. 
His presence was felt immediately with a dangerous dart 
out of dummy-half in the first few minutes of his time on the 
field. It will take some time for Ivan Cleary to work out the 
right rotation for Kenny and Luke and they’ve probably come 
out of Friday nights match noting that Luke will need to 
come into the game earlier than he did against the Broncos. 

On the brightside, their defence was excellent as we’ve come 
to expect, completing 90.6 per cent of their tackles for the 
match. The Broncos managed to score two tries in quick 
succession early in the first half but the opportunities were 
scarce after that. The Panthers defence will be a key for 
them restricting the potent Rabbitohs’ attack on Thursday 
night. Penrith’s back five will be crucial in getting them out 
of their own end and into good yardage positions which they 
did excellently on Friday night with the back five combing 
for 914 run metres. So, two crucial parts of their game were 
sound in the opening fixture, it’s just the attacking cohesion 
that needs discovering, once they do that, they’ll be back to 
their old ways. You can expect them to be fired up for this 
outing as they one, want to put their first win on the board 
and two, want to keep the wood over the Rabbitohs’ after 

eliminating them in each of the last three finals series. After 
their loss last weekend, the Panthers have been required 
to make one change with the omission of Scott Sorenson to 
concussion who is replaced by Matt Eisenhuth.

Contrary to Penrith, the Rabbitohs’ started the season with 
a comprehensive win in their opening fixture in Cronulla. 
It was tied heading into the break, but the Rabbitohs came 
out firing in the second half, winning that term of football 15 
points to six. They were cohesive and dangerous in attack, 
breaking 52 tackles and were able to move the ball down the 
field with relative ease.  Halfback Lachlan Ilias was excellent 
for the Rabbitohs as he opened the scoring for the home 
side, assisted one later on and saved a certain try for good 
measure. The 22-year-old looked extremely confident, and 
he’s got a big test ahead of him this Thursday against the 
reigning premiers. Ilias’ link up play with Walker will be key 
for the Rabbitohs as they’re going to have to create some 
Penrith defensive errors if they’re to put some scoreboard 
pressure on the Panthers. 

Hopefully Souths’ will have their full 17 players available for 
the entire match, unlike Saturday night where the played the 
final 60 minutes with 15 players after losing Tevita Tatola 
and Jai Arrow to injury in the first half. Losing two players 
that early against a Penrith side might make the going tough 
but let’s hope that this isn’t the case on Thursday night. 
Despite the lack of bench players, The Rabbitohs’ defence 
was excellent for most of the game, making 91.4 per cent of 
their tackles, something that they’ll need to replicate again 
this weekend if they’re to continue their unbeaten start to 
the season.

The aforementioned injuries to Tatola and Arrow have ruled 
them out this week with Daniel Suluka Fifta starting at prop 
and Jed Cartwright joining the pine.

WHO TO WATCH: This game has plenty of players to keep 
an eye out for as many of them have the ability to influence 
the result of this game. It’s hard not to mention Nathan 
Cleary who will be extremely sour after their performance 
in round one and will be determined to deliver a win in front 
of their home crowd this Thursday. Cleary missed Koroisau’s 

presence last week and Brisbane’s defence did a good job 
at containing his ball playing, however, the halfback still 
threatened with his ball running and he’ll be expecting to 
influence the game more than he did last week. One of his 
dummy-halves, Soni Luke is one to watch this week as he 
was explosive in his 26-minute stint against the Broncos, 
scoring a try, running for 65 metres, breaking the line once 
and making 13 tackles. His sleight of hand out of dummy-half 
will be key this weekend if they’re to perturb Souths’ middle 
defence. 

Lachlan Ilias is another to keep an eye on this weekend, 
it’ll be interesting to see whether he can back up his round 
one performance as the halfback seems destined to have a 
breakout year but it’s fullback Latrell Mitchell who’ll draw 
the most attention from Penrith’s defence. Mitchell carried 
the ball for 127 metres on the weekend, assisted a try and 
broke four tackles as he kicked off 2023 with a bang. One 
player who benefited from the ball-playing of Mitchell on 
the weekend was Campbell Graham who fresh off a winning 
World Cup campaign, grabbed a double to kick of his season. 
The 23-year-old centre was damaging with his three line 
breaks, 198 metres (60 of those after contact), five tackle 
breaks and 19 tackles. If Souths’ can give Mitchell and 
Graham time and space on that right edge, it could cause 
some headaches for Penrith’s opposing edge.

FAVOURITE: Despite their loss in round one, the Panthers are 
still the slight favourites. It took a great performance from 
the Broncos to get the two points and given the track record 
between these two sides, the Rabbitohs will need to do the 
same to secure the win. Panthers losing two in a row at 
home? It could happen, but they’ll be incredibly determined 
to make sure it doesn’t come to fruition.

MY TIP: This should be a cracking match, with the Panthers 
being brought down a peg, the two teams are incredibly 
even. I think Penrith are going to sneak home here but that 
depends on a better attacking performance than last week. 
The Bunnies will throw everything at the defending premiers 
and they want revenge from their last outing. It should be a 
cracker. Penrith by 1.

Competition contenders look to bounce back 

The Parramatta Eels and the Cronulla Sharks will be 
determined to open their 2023 accounts by bouncing back 
from first round losses on Friday evening.

Opening the season with consecutive matches on home soil 
for the first time in seven years, the Parramatta Eels will 
be aiming to improve their execution after squandering 
opportunities during last Thursday’s season opener.

Leaving Commbank Stadium empty handed after leading 
for almost the entirety only to concede a try in golden 
point, Eels coach Brad Arthur will be hoping to put aside the 
disappointment of last week’s 16-12 loss to Melbourne by 
commemorating two major milestones. 

In-demand halfback Mitchell Moses is set to line up for his 
200th appearance in first grade and co-captain Junior Paulo 
will play his 150th match in blue and gold colours.

Sean Russell will play his first match in over a year replacing 

Isaac Lumelume on the wing, while Makahesi Makatoa will 
be hoping to get onto the field after spending the duration of 
last week’s loss on the bench.

Hitting the road for the first time in 2023 following a first 
round defeat, the Cronulla Sharks will be looking to post 
consecutive wins over their opponents for the first time in 
five years.

Unable to go the distance with South Sydney during last 
Saturday’s 27-18 defeat at home, Braydon Trindall has 
been retained at halfback with Nicho Hynes once again 
unavailable due to a calf injury sustained in the pre-season.

Coach Craig Fitzgibbon has been forced into changes with 
Royce Hunt replacing Jack Williams on the bench. Wade 
Graham is contesting a reckless high tackle charge at the 
judiciary which sees Connor Tracey come onto the bench.

History shows the Sharks have lost their opening match 
of the season eight times during the past decade; the side 
has bounced back with a win the following week on four 
occasions, including a last-gasp victory over the Eels last 
season.

WHO TO WATCH: Lining up for a milestone match on Friday 
evening, Parramatta co-captain Junior Paulo will be aiming 
to lift his side to victory with another strong showing on the 
field. Running for over 200 metres and snaring a try during 

last week’s loss at home, the 29-year-old front-rower has 
developed into a formidable on-field leader, enhanced by his 
inspirational campaign with Samoa at last year’s World Cup. 
Joining exclusive company as only the 27th man to play 150 
games for Parramatta in first grade, Paulo will be playing to 
look back on his milestone with fondness rather than regret. 

Playing with distinction after earning an unexpected call 
up last week, Cronulla playmaker Braydon Trindall will be 
looking to establish a permanent place in the Sharks top 
17 this season. Starting at halfback in place of Nicho Hynes 
after the reigning Dally M winner was ruled out with injury, 
the 23-year-old performed admirably by scoring a try, having 
a hand in another as well as nailing a 40/20 against South 
Sydney. Playing 39 games since debuting midway through 
the first year of the pandemic, Trindall remains contracted to 
the club for a further two seasons.

FAVOURITE: Gaining the benefit of the doubt after falling 
short in extra time last week, the Eels are favoured to 
maintain an impressive record of never losing consecutive 
matches at Commbank Stadium.

Queensland Rivals to Face Off In Pursuit Of Consecutive 
Wins To Start The Season

For years, the Broncos versus the Cowboys was as good as 
it got in the NRL. From 2015-2017, they played five times, 
and on four of those occasions the match was decided by a 
singular point. 

Since then, both sides have had a tough time remaining 
competitive, the Cowboys finishing in the bottom four every 
year from 2018-2021 while the Broncos collected their first 
ever wooden spoon in 2020 and followed it up with a 14th 
placed finish in 2021. 

It would appear, however, that both of these storied clubs 
are on their way to consistent relevance once again, with the 
Cowboys following up their top four season with an opening 
round victory last week, while the Broncos shocked the 
world by defeating defending premiers the Panthers in their 
own back yard. 

While the end result was a one-point victory for both 
teams, the path to getting there was extremely different. 
The Broncos streaked out to an early 12-6 lead in the first 
half and were able to defend it with extremely tight goal 
line structure and a superb long kicking game from Adam 
Reynolds, who also added what would ultimately be the 
match winning field goal in the 70th minute. 

The Cowboys, however, enjoyed an unprecedented share of 
possession in the first half and were able to give themselves 
an 18-point cushion over the Raiders as a result. When 
things evened up, the Raiders came storming home, tying 
it up at 18 apiece with over 20 minutes to play and looking 
like the better team. The Cowboys were able to dig deep 

though, forcing errors at opportune times and allowing Chad 
Townsend an opportunity to go one up with a field goal in the 
75th minute, which he did like a seasoned veteran. 

With both teams round 1 game so tightly contested, it sets 
up their encounter at Suncorp Stadium on Friday as one that 
has the potential to match the classics of yesteryear. Will the 
Broncos be able to back up a performance which would’ve 
required the use of every last drop of gas in the tank? Will 
the Cowboys impressive first half attack be able to produce 
similar results with a more even possession share? Read on 
as I attempt to answer these questions and more. 

The result last week is one that the Broncos of 2022 would 
not have been able to pull off, plain and simple. Their 
collapse to miss the finals altogether was as embarrassing 
as any that I can remember and showed a concerning lack 
of resilience amongst the playing group. While it remains 
to be seen whether the Panther’s attacking woes last week 
were primarily caused by changes in Penrith or changes in 
Brisbane, they one thing they did show is that the Broncos 
have the capacity to defend several sets on their own line 
when the momentum is against them. 

This should be of concern to the Cowboys. All three of their 
tries were scored in a first half in which they had 72% of 
possession and 81% of the game played in the Raiders half. 
Aside from this abnormally large passage of play, they didn’t 
really look like scoring a try. The first time the Raiders 
got the ball in decent attacking position (which was 39 
minutes into the match), they ran a basic crash play which 
the Cowboys were unable to defend, and in the second half, 
when the stats were much more even, they conceded two 
tries in the first 18 minutes. 

Usually, it’s unwise to use statistics from previous years 
to assess how a team may perform in the present, but 
considering the Cowboys have an identical starting 13 to 
last year’s finals series I think it’s appropriate. In their last 
5 games against top 8 opponents (excluding the Panthers 
reserves in Round 25), they conceded 26.4 points per game, 

which doesn’t include games against the Sea Eagles, Broncos 
and Tigers in which they conceded 26 points each time. 

It will be interesting to see whether the Cowboys have 
moved on from this concerning trend, or if the Broncos can 
showcase what their attack is capable of against a defence 
that hasn’t done much against quality opposition recently. 

WHO TO WATCH: Both forward packs and benches are 
relatively even in quality, so it isn’t a a stretch to say that 
this game may come down to who wins the halfback duel 
between Adam Reynolds and Chad Townsend. 

Both veteran number 7’s had games to remember in Round 
1, with Reynolds throwing a beautiful pass close to the line 
to put Herbie Farnworth over for a try, avoiding an intercept 
attempt from Stephen Crichton in the process. His long 
kicking game was exceptional, consistently finding the 
turf in a game where field position was dominated by the 
opposition. The match winning field goal was the icing on the 
cake that gave Broncos fans the all clear to get excited about 
what may be to come in 2023.

The Chad had moments that were equally as impressive 
against the Raiders. His broken-field grubber on the inside 
to set up Scott Drinkwater’s first try in the 18th minute was 
up there with the best play of the round, and he was able to 
force a further two goal-line dropouts, including one that 
came on a scrambling fifth tackle play that looked certain to 
end in the Cowboys giving up possession. His field goal in the 
75th minute was also a textbook display of how to execute 
in close games. 

FAVOURITE: The Broncos are 2-point favourites over the 
Cowboys at the time of writing.

MY TIP: If Round 1 is anything to go by, both these teams are 
in for big years. For me, it’s hard to go past the Broncos in 
this one, they will have had an extra day of recovery and the 
Cowboys defence is too suspect for me to pick them against 
a good team with any confidence. Broncos by 10.

Saturday afternoon rugby league returns to Moore Park 
where the Sydney Roosters will look for a major bounce back 
to form after their historic defeat to the Dolphins, as they 
host first round winners in the Warriors.

Comprehensively outplayed by the Dolphins, the Roosters 
looked a shadow of their former selves in their 28-18 defeat 
at Suncorp. The Roosters had injury issues during the lead 
up and these were exacerbated during the game with both 
Victor Radley and Brandon Smith sidelined at stages during 
the game. 

Injuries aside, the Tricolours performed poorly in the 
contest and no doubt will be expecting much better of 
themselves, particularly in the way of ball security. They 
could only manage a 68% completion rate on Sunday, which 
kept putting them on the back foot, regularly coughing up 
possession to the NRL’s newest side. They are going to need 
to hold the ball better to avoid putting themselves under 
pressure again.

The good news for the hosts is the boost gained by the 
return of Joseph Manu to the side. This sees Drew Hutchison 
dropping back to the bench and Corey Allan - who didn’t get 
to step onto the field -off the bench last weekend - moving to 
18th man. Fletcher Baker comes into the side for Matt Lodge 
who is having surgery on a facial fracture, while Radley and 
Smith are expected to play. The pair will have to pass the 
return-to-play protocols following concussions last week.

The Warriors ushered in the Andrew Webster era with a 
victory last weekend, a tense 20-12 win over the Newcastle 
Knights in Wellington. Whilst the performance was far from 
the crispest, they looked like a Warriors team of old, playing 
with confidence and taking the few chances that they got 
to score.

The Kiwi-based side looked the stronger of the two last 
weekend and this was evident in their high completion rate 
of 89% percent. As a result they were able to make more 
metres on the whole than the Knights, despite having less 
sets. The Warriors’ attack was strong but will need to ensure 
they are as strong - if not stronger - against a quality outfit 
such as the Roosters.

WHO TO WATCH: If he plays this weekend then Brandon 
Smith is the player to watch. One of the biggest signings 

in the NRL for 2023, Smith wasn’t able to make much of 
an impact despite playing for 50 minutes on Sunday. The 
way the game unfolded, the Cheese wasn’t able to make 
the difference that has become expected of him but being 
substituted off for HIA was also a killer of opportunity for 
Smith, and he will be looking for a good showing for his first 
game in front of new home fans.

Warriors fullback Charnze Nicoll-Klokstad had a solid debut, 
getting on the scoresheet as well as notching up a try assist 
and running for over 200m last Friday. The impact that ‘CNK’ 
had was strong but up against the Roosters it will need to 
be as strong to get the Warriors on the front foot and set up 
their attack.

FAVOURITE: The Roosters are the heavy favourites for the 
contest, the line-ups and 2022 form would have them down 
on paper as the much stronger side.

MY TIP: It’s hard to go past the Roosters for this one, even 
though their performance was poor against the Dolphins it’s 
hard to think that they could be that bad again - although 
the game might not be the blow out that people think it is, 
especially with a Warriors side that are going to come out 
with confidence after a first-up win. Roosters by 10.

Dolphins aim to keep their Phins Up

The NRL’s newest franchise the Dolphins will play their first 
match at Kayo Stadium when they go head to head with the 
Canberra Raiders on Super Saturday. 

The Dolphins definitely surprised many when they were 
able to make lightwork of competition heavyweights the 
Roosters in front of a raucous crowd at Suncorp Stadium. 
Despite only being together for one off-season, they were 
at their scintillating best tearing apart a woeful opposition 
and taking control of the contest in the middle third once 
the Roosters starting forwards came off the ground. Felise 
Kaufusi made his impression known with several big hits 
turning momentum towards the Dolphins, while rookie 
Isaiya Katoa showed the leap to first grade wasn’t beyond 
him with an impressive debut. 

This week they go head to head with the Raiders who 
showed signs of vulnerability under the high ball last 
week with Seb Kris at the back. They should face forward 
resistance with Josh Papali’i still out with a calf injury.

Elsewhere, Josh Papali’i 
is still sidelined with a calf injury so Pasami Saulo gets a 
chance to press his claims up front.  

WHO TO WATCH: Fresh off a World Cup year with Tonga and 
the immense wraps under his belt. It’s safe to say that Isaiya 
Katoa was as close to a home run signing as it came for the 
expansion club. After outperforming Anthony Milford in the 
trials, Katoa was given the keys to the Dolphins attack in the 
season opener. After a quiet first half and getting rocked by a 
hit from Joseph Aukoso-Suaali’i, Katoa showed his toughness 
by laying his hands on Dolphins tries in the second half. If 
this form continues, Katoa will be the franchise player the 
Dolphins were longing for.  

After losing his Origin spot due to an untimely COVID 
infection, Jack Wighton was unable to continue the form 
pre-infection. However, the Raiders were able to get home 
and run the table due to their forwards carrying the load. 
Wighton needs a big 2023 and his challenge only gets harder 
without Savage in the line-up. His greatest asset is his 
running game and looking back at the Dolphins’ debut game, 
Luke Keary and Sam Walker were able to split the defence a 
couple of times so look for Wighton to run the football and 
cause some nervous moments for Dolphins fans.

FAVOURITE: Despite opening round results, the Raiders are 
better favoured by the bookies in this contest.

MY TIP: Well I see the Dolphins facing a tougher test than 
the one the Roosters put in front of them last Sunday 
considering the Roosters gave them that game on a silver 
platter.

A team that is supposed to be on the slide against one that is

For both the Storm and Bulldogs last week it was more of the 
same. Although that meant very different things. 

For Melbourne, it meant another gritty victory built on pure 
effort and willpower, even in the face of a growing injury toll.

 “Just being so gutsy through the whole 80 minutes,” 
as coach Craig Bellamy put it after the 16-12 win over 
Parramatta.

“I don’t think we’ve been like that for the past 12 months. 
I thought we made some steps forward in that area, and 
hopefully we can keep that up.”

As for the Bulldogs, a season that promises so much opened 
in underwhelming fashion, going down 31-6 to the Sea 
Eagles.

Obviously it’s far too early to make any broader assessments 
on whether the new-look Bulldogs will eventually click or 
end up fading into insignificance. 

After all, as coach Cameron Ciraldo said after that defeat, 
the Bulldogs did have three NRL debutants on Sunday while 
four other players were running out for the first time in blue 
and white.

Injuries up front in particular have taken their toll on 
Canterbury-Bankstown early in the season, seeing the likes 
of Jayden Tanner and Jacob Preston rewarded with spots on 
the interchange.

The pair have retained their spots on the bench this week, 
with Ciraldo naming the same 17 that went down to Manly, 
giving his side another week to build on combinations and 
cohesion.

As for Melbourne, the loss of Cameron Munster to a finger 
injury has Tyran Wishart injected into the starting side at 
five-eighth and Aaron Pere returning from a rib issue in his 
place on the bench.

Xavier Coates may be in some doubt after picking up a 
shoulder injury last week against Parramatta, although he 
has been named with Grant Anderson offering Bellamy cover 
on the extended bench.

AAMI Park has not been a happy hunting ground for the 
Bulldogs, who have not won at the venue since 2016. 

Irrespective of venue though, the Storm have dominated 
recent meetings between the two sides, winning their past 
seven games against the Bulldogs.

WHO TO WATCH: With Munster sidelined there will be even 
more pressure on halfback Jahrome Hughes to create for 
Melbourne while also directing the team around alongside 
the more inexperienced Wishart.

The versatile 23-year-old has 16 NRL appearances to his 
name but has often operated as Mr. Fix It for Melbourne, 
filling the void left in the halves for the next few weeks. 

Being in and out of the team and in different positions 
though means Wishart will be looking for Hughes to 
take on added responsibility at halfback and as the more 
experienced of the two.

While not the most traditional halfback, Hughes has been 
able to find a perfect balance in his game, kicking to corners 
when needed and also taking the line on if the opportunity 
presents itself. This week though, Hughes will have to be 
even more diligent in his decision-making.

It may have been a relatively quiet debut for hyped local 
junior Paul Alamoti but it won’t be too long before the 
19-year-old announces himself on the NRL stage.

After all, Alamoti didn’t really have much of an opportunity 
in last week’s loss to Manly. In other words, he was a victim 
of his team’s inability to hold onto the ball and as a result 
build pressure, in turn creating points-scoring opportunities. 

Even with limited chances, Alamoti finished the game with 
a solid 11 runs for 96 metres and could benefit from getting 
early ball in space to make the most of his power and speed.

FAVOURITE: The Storm are clear favourites but it’s not that 
one-sided given Munster’s injury.

MY TIP: While the revamped Bulldogs are still a long way 
from figuring out their identity, the Storm also looked 
disconnected at times in attack last week.

No Munster hurts but you simply have to trust Bellamy 
will be able to get the job done with a simplified game plan.

A lot has been said about the Dragons in pre-season, with 
plenty of pundits tipping them for the wooden spoon after a 
string of off-field incidents and some putrid displays in the 
trials. The Red V have a chance to silence all of those critics 
for at least another week and show that they mean business 
in 2023.

The Saints do need a confidence boost given their tough next 
few games where they will play Brisbane at Suncorp and 
Cronulla in a local derby. They will be hoping that the extra 
week off they got from the bye can translate into something 
good come Sunday afternoon at Kogarah.

The Titans are certainly not going to make it easy for the 
Dragons though. They were able to win comfortably at the 
weekend and had a number of standout performers in their 
team. New signing Kieran Foran was everything Titans fans 
had hoped for and David Fifita was a barnstorming threat on 
the edge.

The Gold Coast will be sweating on Foran’s fitness ahead of 
the Sunday clash after a knock to his knee that he suffered 

during the game against the Tigers. In positive news, David 
Fifita has re-signed with the club during the week, ending all 
of the speculation surrounding his future and meaning fans 
can breathe a little easier.

Team wise, coaches Anthony Griffin and Justin Holbrook 
named their sides on Tuesday afternoon ahead of the clash.

For the Dragons, Jack de Belin is out after failing to overcome 
a calf complaint that kept him out of the Pre-Season 
Challenge. Francis Molo is to start alongside Blake Lawrie 
in the front row, whilst promising teenager Toby Couchman 
comes onto the bench to make his NRL debut, something 
Dragons fans are very excited to see. Jayden Sullivan has 
won the race for the number six jersey, although Talatau 
Amone has been named in the reserves and will be hot on 
Sullivan’s heels for the five-eighth spot after his stand down 
from the NRL was lifted. Jack Bird will start at lock, whilst 
interestingly Moses Mbye will start at hooker, pushing Jacob 
Liddle to the bench. 

Justin Holbrook has named no changes to the seventeen that 
beat the Tigers in round one. However, there is an injury 
cloud over star recruit Kieran Foran, with Toby Sexton 
named in the reserves and expected to come in if Foran is 
unable to take the field.

WHO TO WATCH: There are a plethora of players to choose 
from to keep an eye on for St. George Illawarra, mainly 
because we haven’t seen them play yet this season. One 
in particular to keep an eye on though is Jayden Sullivan. 
Sullivan will get just his third chance to start in the halves 
in the NRL, and this will be the first time he does it alongside 
club captain Ben Hunt. Sullivan was touted as the most 
talented player to come from the 2019 Steelers’ SG Ball 
winning team. Hampered by injury over the last couple of 
seasons, Sullivan gets his chance to prove what he can do 

on the big stage. With tenacity, speed, sharpness and a 
clever short kicking game, Sullivan could act as a real point 
of difference for the Dragons who need some energy and 
creativity in their side.

For the Titans, it’s hard to go past Sam Verrills. It’s no secret 
that the Dragons’ weakness lies in their forward pack. At 
points during the game, it is inevitable the Titans’ pack will 
get a roll on, and how Verrills capitalises on that dominance 
will be crucial to the chances of the Gold Coast in this one. 
There could be holes everywhere in the middle of the park 
and if Verrills can continue that momentum through some 
quick darts from acting half, the Titans could be hard to stop.

FAVOURITE: The Dragons are slight favourites to win this 
one at home.

MY TIP:  It’s a hard one to pick really. The Dragons starting 
Mbye over Liddle is questionable at best, given Mbye 
isn’t a noted defender by any stretch. But the Titans may 
be without Kieran Foran who is absolutely crucial to the 
structure and direction of that team.

The Dragons defence based on the trials doesn’t seem to 
have improved. Simple defensive errors and racing out of the 
line indicates that they still aren’t learning the basics. Yet, 
the Titans are notoriously inconsistent and known for their 
defence not being crash-hot either.

I’m going to go with the Dragons in this one. I think the 
game plan just writes itself with the Titans. The Dragons, 
at home, will have two big and strong second rowers likely 
running at Toby Sexton and Tannah Boyd. Fifita and Stimson 
will have to come in to help the smaller halves, which then 
exposes space around the ruck and on the fringes, which I 
will back the likes of Hunt, Sullivan, Liddle and Sloan to take 
advantage of.

The Dolphins have made a statement in their premiership debut 
after stunning the Sydney Roosters 28-18 at Suncorp Stadium on 
Sunday afternoon.

Defying pre-season expectations to go toe-to-toe with their more 
heavily favoured opponents during the first half, Wayne Bennett’s 
men romped to victory after halftime to the delight of 32,177 
supporters in attendance.

Withstanding an early scare which saw Tesi Niu denied a try due to 
a forward pass, the Roosters opened the scoring through Joseph-
Aukuso Suaalii (11th minute), who managed to narrowly ground the 
ball despite interference from Brenko Lee. Hamiso Tabuai-Fidow 
(16th minute) wrote his way into the record books to score the 
first try for the league’s 17th club; the former North Queensland 
speedster supported an incisive run from Jeremy Marshall-King 
to touch down underneath the black dot. The Roosters took 
advantage of an error from the ensuing kick-off with makeshift 
centre Drew Hutchison (19th minute) finishing off a skilful piece 
of footwork and passing from James Tedesco. Refusing to wilt 
in the face of their opposition, the Dolphins, inspired by several 
damaging hits from inaugural signing Felise Kaufusi, struck a blow 
late in the half with Mark Nicholls (36th minute) crashing over 
from close range to send both teams to the sheds locked at 12-all.

Dominating possession with multiple line drop outs early in the 
second half, Connelly Lemuelu (46th minute) demonstrated his 
transition from the backline into the forwards with a powerful 
run to give the Dolphins the lead for the first time. Striking a 
major blow after debutant playmaker Isaiya Katoa opted to run 
the ball close to the try line, a right side shift allowed Jamayne 
Isaako (50th minute) to establish a double-digit lead. The Roosters 
endured further misery with the bunker ruling Daniel Tupou lost 
the ball over the try line; a subsequent error from Matt Lodge saw 
Katoa and Tabuai-Fidow combine from a scrum to send Isaako 
(56th minute) over for his second try of the afternoon. Trailing 
28-12 midway through the final quarter, Luke Keary produced an 
impressive break and kick, which allowed Tupou (67th minute) 
to atone for his earlier blunder and move within five tries of the 
club’s all-time try-scoring record.  Capping a dream debut for the 
league’s newest club, inaugural signing Felise Kaufusi was awarded 
the Arthur Beetson Medal, in recognition of the rugby league 
immortal’s ties to both Sydney and Redcliffe. ROB CROSBY
