The high-flying Broncos are playing their second of three games at the Gabba this weekend, where they face 
off the Roosters who are attempting to slide their way into the eight after an improved performance during 
Round 22. 

Brisbane continued their march towards finals footy last week where they marked their 14th win of the 
season where beat the Rabbitohs in a thrilling clash that ended with a 36-20 score line. During this game the 
Broncos were down to 12 men for 20 minutes, and within this time they only conceded one try, whilst scoring 
two four pointers of their own, proving the powerhouse side that they undoubtedly are. 

After suffering a foot injury, QLD prop Thomas Flegler returns to the side, causing Keenan Palasia to revert 
to his bench position. Deine Mariner and Brendan Piakura join the starting 17 in place of suspended Jesse 
Arthars and Marty Taupau respectively. Despite leaving the field in the 66th minute of the match last round, 
no injury has been reported of Ezra Mam who has been named in the Broncos side. 

After an average and up-and-down season so far, the Roosters managed to find some form against the Titans 
last round, where they dominated during the first half to go 30-0 at halftime and eventually win with a score 
line of 36-18. The Roosters are sitting in 12th position and one win out of the eight, however they have a poor 
for and against, which leaves them significantly trailing behind. 

Victor Radley returns to the side at lock after missing the teams’ win against the Titans last week due to 
some hamstring tightness. This return causes Nathan Brown to revert to his bench position and pushes Siua 
Wong back to the reserves. Brandon Smith is also named in the starting hooker role this week, after replacing 
Jake Turpin in the run-on side last week. These are the few and minimal changes to the side that was able to 
get the job done and roll the Titans during Round 22. 

The Roosters have history on their side for this game, winning five of their previous games against the 
Broncos, with only eight of the Broncos players in the side ever achieving NRL victory against the Sydney 
club. 

Although history is on the side of the Roosters, it is going to be an uphill battle for them to beat one of the 
powerhouse clubs for the 2023 season. Brisbane sit in third overall for tries scored totalling at 83, whereas 
the Roosters sit in second last with a total of only 53, this difference extremely evident between the two 
teams distance within for and against points.  

WHO TO WATCH: After serving a three-match suspension, Reece Walsh made a dazzling return last week 
where he scored a try, made one try assist, four tackle breaks, two line breaks and 208 run metres. Although 
leading the competition in both errors and handling errors, Walsh is impressive in attack and adds some 
much-needed flare, creativity and speed to the Broncos side, and is still young in his career where I only hope 
to see more improvements.

Struggling all throughout the year, James Tedesco put on a refreshing performance for the Roosters last 
week against the Titans in an important win, where he made 2 try assists, scored his own four-pointer, made 
one line break and ran for 230 metres. Tedesco was dynamic for the Roosters and proved to be an important 
part of the team, and he will have to back up with another stellar performance if the Roosters wish to have a 
chance come Thursday night.

FAVOURITE: Broncos are favoured to add another two points to their count and consolidate their top two 
position for yet another week. 

MY TIP: The Roosters finding some long-lost form last week against the Titans will not be enough to get them 
over the line this week, coming up against the Broncos. Although not flawless in neither attack and defence, 
the Broncos are a powerhouse side of the competition, and the ladder proves it. Despite a sprinkling of poor 
games and losses, Brisbane continue to put on stellar performances, and I think we’ll be seeing another one 
on Thursday night. Broncos by 22.

Finals Threats Look To Bounce Back And Solidify Place In Top Eight

The NRL is having it’s closest season since 2018, when only two competition points separated first and eighth. 
It makes for a superb entertainment product that fans can’t get enough of, but for the teams looking to clinch 
a spot in the finals it makes every game mean that much more, especially when the opposition is also in the 
midst of the dog fight.

That very scenario will take place this Friday night at Marvel Stadium, where the fourth placed Storm will 
host the eighth placed Eels in a match that will likely have major ramifications on the table going forward.

Both sides are coming off poor performances that resulted in losses last start, Melbourne and Parramatta 
each outclassed in 8-point losses to Newcastle and North Queensland respectively.

Much has been made of the Eels tough run home and the likelihood it sees them miss out on finals football just 
one year after going to the Grand Final, but the Storm are no certainties to qualify for their 13th straight post-
season either. In the next three weeks they play the Eels, Panthers and Raiders, all sides they’ve struggled 
against in recent years, while also facing a trip to Brisbane to face the Broncos in Round 27. Melbourne, 
despite currently sitting in the top 4, are only 1.5 games ahead of the 9th placed Rabbitohs, and will need to 
start winning games again soon to ensure they aren’t on the outside looking in come September.

It was a similar story in defeat for both the Storm and Eels last week, both sides narrowly losing the battle in 
the middle of the field and being unable to hold their opposition out once they got on the front foot in the red 
zone, with defence among both sets of edge players extremely suspect on multiple occasions. 

Each forward pack is missing a key contributor, with Campbell-Gillard still suspended for Parramatta and 
Asofa-Solomona sidelined with a finger injury for Melbourne. The Eels forward pack named probably has a 

slight edge over Melbourne’s, with Paulo and Hopgood both among the form middles in the competition. 

With both sides spines also being up there with the best of them, you get the feeling the game could be 
decided by in the outside backs. Waqa Blake has retained his spot for Parra despite a diabolical showing 
last Saturday, while Justin Olam has been dropped and Reimis Smith sidelined with an injury for Melbourne, 
meaning a new centre pairing of Seve and Tonumaipea will suit up for them.

WHO TO WATCH: He’s enjoyed a stellar rookie campaign so far this season and deserves to be in the 
conversation for rookie of the year at the Dally M awards later in the year, but last week Will Warbrick 
definitely came back down to Earth in the Storm’s loss to Newcastle. In a tough one for the young winger, 
Warbrick finished with just 67 metres from 10 runs as well as 5 tackles made to go with 7 missed. He also 
made an uncharacteristic error early on, dropping a kick that he would usually swallow in the 16th minute 
that lead to the Knights’ opening try. Despite the poor showing on the defensive side of the ball, he still made 
four tackle breaks throughout the night, and he’s shown enough throughout the season so far to suggest that 
those kinds of performances are the exception, not the rule. Against an Eels backline that is renowned for it’s 
defensive struggles, look for Warbrick to have a resounding return to form if the Storm are to win this one.

While it’s been a mixed season so far for the Eels, it’s been anything but for their captain and fullback Clinton 
Gutherson. I’ve spoken about him before in this section for Eels games to was hesitant to choose him, but 
his performance last week in a soundly beaten team simply demanded it. Gutherson finished with 20 runs 
for 202 metres to go along with a line break, line break assist, two tackle breaks and eight offloads, while 
also assisting all three of the Eels’ tries. They weren’t the kind of ticky-tack try assists that show up on the 
stat sheet but don’t take much to pull off either; the first one saw Gutherson demonstrate some slick passing 
ability to put Sean Russell over, while the next two were almost identical, the King slicing up the middle 
of the field with nothing much on before finding halfback Mitchell Moses on his inside to finish the job. 
Gutherson’s always had this kind of ability, but in the past has struggled to find it week to week. These days, 
you can count on him to produce at a high level basically every game, and I don’t expect this Friday to be an 
exception.

FAVOURITE: The Storm are six-point favourites in this one at the time of writing.

MY TIP: The Storm have the home ground advantage, but I think the Eels forward pack and in particular 
bench will prove too strong for them in the end, especially in the second half. Eels by 14.

Raiders return home to welcome high-flying Knights

With the regular season beginning to wind down, every game is of the utmost importance for Canberra and 
Newcastle as they fight their way to the best possible ladder position. The two sides will meet in what will be 
the first of three NRL games on Saturday - the 5th placed Raiders playing host to Newcastle, who currently sit 
just one competition point outside of the eight. 

Canberra will be heading into this game ruing what could’ve been, after they went down to the Warriors last 
week for the second time in just over a month. Golden point was needed to determine the victor last time 
out, after the Raiders made a late comeback to level the scores in the dying moments of regular time. But 
Canberra couldn’t finish it off, with a Shaun Johnson field goal sealing their defeat.

Corey Hursburgh was in some hot water last weekend, charged with contrary conduct, but he received 
merely a fine and is free to play. Ricky Stuart has named the same 17 which went down to NZ last week. 

Meanwhile, the Knights have snuck their way into some form. Kickstarted back in round 18 with their 66 
point thrashing of Canterbury, Newcastle are on a three game winning streak, helped along on the ladder by 
a bye sandwiched in the middle. They showed plenty of character last week in beating the Melbourne Storm 
26-18, demonstrating how the Knights can perform well against top-end teams on their day too. 

A Saifiti switch-up is necessary for Newcastle this weekend, with Daniel set to miss the match due to a thigh 
strain.

WHO TO WATCH: Raiders halfback Jamal Fogarty will play a crucial role in the outcome of this game. 
Since playing his first game for Canberra midway through last season, Fogarty has quickly racked up 32 
appearances in the green, rarely missing a game since his knee injury at the beginning of 2022. The 29 year 
old has won almost double the amount of games he has lost while steering around the Raiders from the 
halves, and he has played a significant role in Canberra’s success so far this season.

Knights winger Dominic Young has had a very solid season coming off his campaign representing England at 
the World Cup last year. Despite being dropped to NSW Cup back in round four, Young has shown maturity 
beyond his years to perform consistently and well for Newcastle. The 21 year old is fast approaching fifty NRL 
appearances, and with 19 tries to his name in just 17 appearances this year, Young is a try-scoring machine 
who still has plenty of potential to grow as a player.

FAVOURITE: The Raiders are the steady favourites to burst the Knights bubble and go back to their winning 
ways in front of their home crowd.

MY TIP: Newcastle have a right to be feared, but Canberra should be too good on their home turf. Raiders by

Dragons look to deny Daly’s day 

The St George Illawarra Dragons will be hoping to continue two decades of dominance over the Manly Sea 
Eagles in Wollongong on the day Daly Cherry-Evans celebrates his 300th appearance in first grade.

Making their penultimate appearance at WIN Stadium for 2023 on Saturday evening, the St George Illawarra 
Dragons will be eyeing off back-to-back wins for the first time this season following an uninspiring 18-14 
victory over the Wests Tigers in last Thursday’s “Spoonbowl”.

Holding a dominant record over the Sea Eagles with seven wins from nine meetings since 2017, interim coach 
Ryan Carr has handed Connor Mulheisen a first grade debut off the bench after Moses Mbye was granted an 
immediate release to join St Helens in the English Super League.

Sitting in 15th position with a difficult run of four straight matches against top eight contenders to follow 
throughout August, a win on Saturday evening will all but ensure the Dragons avoid claiming the wooden 
spoon for the first time.

Facing a do-or-die prospect to remain in contention for the top eight, the Manly Sea Eagles will be aiming to 
break a horror streak in Wollongong spanning two decades.

Sitting on the cusp of the top eight in 11th position after nearly suffering the greatest collapse in rugby league 
history during last Sunday’s 30-26 victory over the Sharks, coach Anthony Seibold has named Matthew Lodge 

and Toafofoa Sipley in place of injured props Taniela Paseka and Josh Aloiai with Ethan Bullemor coming onto 
the bench.

Boasting a terrible record at WIN Stadium with one win from ten appearances against the joint venture, the 
Sea Eagles last prevailed at the venue in 2003 – nine months before rookie forward Samuela Fainu was born.

Daly Cherry-Evans will become the 49th player to reach 300 appearances in first grade and only the second 
player, alongside Cliff Lyons, to achieve the feat with the Manly Sea Eagles; Lachlan Croker will make his 
100th appearance in first grade.

WHO TO WATCH: Coming up with an audacious play that proved decisive in the context of the 80 minutes 
last Thursday, centre Zac Lomax will need to have a similar impact if the Dragons are to cause an upset this 
week. Showing glimpses of his attacking best with three tries, two try assists and 15 tackle breaks in his 
past two appearances, the 23-year-old has bounced back following a turbulent start to the year marred by 
being selected out of position and a stint in reserve grade. Scoring three tries in as many appearances against 
the Sea Eagles throughout his career, a strong showing from Lomax will go a long way towards the Dragons 
posting consecutive wins in Wollongong for the first time in a year.

Little fanfare accompanied the signing of a Gerringong Lions junior plying his trade for St George Illawarra’s 
reserve grade team five years ago. Fast forward to the present and Reuben Garrick stands as one of Manly’s 
most consistent contributors with 65 tries and a 77% goal kicking strike rate in 108 appearances. Filling in 
at fullback after spending time at wing and centre earlier in the year, the 25-year-old goal kicker shapes as a 
pivotal figure should the match go down to the wire.

FAVOURITE: The Sea Eagles are favoured to take the two points despite a horror record in Wollongong.

MY TIP: The sense of occasion should carry the Sea Eagles to a win decades in the making. Sea Eagles by 13.

For a team that is yet to prove its premiership credentials this season, the Cronulla Sharks have been given a 
perfect opportunity on Saturday night to prove their critics either right or wrong. 

Facing back-to-back premiers Penrith, the Sharks will be looking to arrest a troubling record against top-
eight teams in 2023, although last week’s loss to Cronulla proved beating lesser opposition is no sure thing 
either.

The Sharks sparked to life in the second half but it was far too late, with Craig Fitzgibbon’s side failing to run 
down a 30-0 deficit in an eventual 30-26 loss at home.

The defeat leaves Cronulla with just a two-point buffer ahead of the ninth-placed Rabbitohs, who could pass 
the Sharks this weekend with a comprehensive win over the Tigers.

It isn’t just Cronulla’s record against top teams that is a concern though, with the Sharks’ recent record 
against Penrith also leaving a lot to be desired.

The Sharks have won just one of six games against the Panthers and will be without Dale Finucane for the 
rest of the season after the lock forward suffered a torn bicep.

Cameron McInnes starts in his place while Wade Graham is named in the second row to return from a toe 
injury and it is a timely comeback too, with Jesse Colquhoun unavailable due to suspension.

Elsewhere, Siosifa Talakai is back on the bench while Brayden Trindall remains the favoured option in the 
halves ahead of the seemingly out-of-favour Matt Moylan.

Unlike Cronulla, Penrith continues to prove itself on a weekly basis as the defending premiers chase three-
straight titles in 2023.

It wasn’t as clinical as coach Ivan Cleary may have hoped but that didn’t stop the Panthers from charging to a 
44-18 win over the Bulldogs last week, although that victory did come at a cost.

It saw Spencer Leniu pick up a knee injury, with Matt Eisenhuth taking his spot on the bench while Izack Tago 
remains sidelined with a leg issue as Tyrone Peachey once again starts in the centres.

This Saturday’s game marks former Sharks forward Scott Sorensen’s 100th in the NRL.

WHO TO WATCH: Without a contract for next season, Tyrone Peachey needs to take every opportunity he can 
get in the NRL this year to prove he deserves another deal in 2024. With Daine Laurie set to return to the foot 
of the mountains though, you wonder whether Peachey may have to look elsewhere for another contract. The 
versatile 31-year-old certainly continues to do his chances of picking up a new deal little harm, seamlessly 
fitting into the Penrith system when required and capable of filling in wherever is needed. Peachey has 
played with a new lease of life in 2023, although he was found out on a few occasions last week in defence. 

Speaking of which, obviously if Cronulla is any chance of pulling off an upset on Saturday night it starts with 
halfback Nicho Hynes. The reigning Dally M medallist had a first half to forget last week before rebounding 
with a few classy touches to inspire the Sharks to a late comeback. That fightback fell short though and 
Cronulla definitely can’t afford to fall behind early against a team like Penrith. As previously mentioned, 
Peachey was exposed a few times in defence last week and Hynes could prove a problem for the 31-year-old 
given not only his ball-playing ability but his threatening running game close to the line. If Hynes keeps 
Peachey and the Penrith defence by extension guessing, he could find a few holes to set up early tries and set 
the tone for the visitors.

FAVOURITE: Penrith is well-backed to build on its recent form.

MY TIP: This shapes as somewhat of a banana peel game for the Panthers, who are cruising at the moment 
and can’t underestimate a Sharks side that can be lethal in attack when at their best. The inclusion of Wade 
Graham on the edge though is an interesting one as the experienced forward, while hard-working in defence, 
doesn’t offer much in terms of speed or dynamics to match Cronulla’s quick attacking raids out wide. Penrith, 
on the other hand, is a machine in attack and defence with few holes. It wouldn’t shock if the Panthers turn 
up flat and the Sharks cause a boilover. But this just shapes as yet another reality check for just how far away 
Cronulla is from being a genuine contender. Panthers by 26.

Two battered and bruised teams; the Bulldogs take the Dolphins up north to Bundaberg to play at their home 
away from home for the weekend, where one team is doing everything they can to avoid the dreaded 17th 
position on the ladder and the other is looking to make a desperate entry to the top 8 for finals.

Isaako 
is the NRL’s leading point scorer sitting on 173 points, and he has played and scored in every single Dolphin’s 
game. His points scoring includes four try doubles and one hat trick, with a total of 15 tries and 56 goals. 

FAVOURITE: The Dolphins are favoured to take another win for the season and add two points to their count. 

MY TIP: Both sides have struggled with both attack and defence throughout the season, and this will be 
an interesting game for each team. I think that the Dolphins have more fight left in them and have more to 
play for, with the desperation of making the final eight starting to hit them. The Bulldogs, despite the return 
of many key players for the round, are nearing the end of a challenging season, and I really only see them 
playing a strong 20 minutes and not being able to withhold against the Dolphins for the entirety of the game.

Finals desperation meets both sides

The Gold Coast Titans are hanging on by tenterhooks to a chance to play finals footy when they take on the 
North Queensland Cowboys to conclude Round 22 of the NRL Telstra Premiership.

For the Titans, they were completely obliterated by a Roosters side that has itself experienced inconsistency 
this season. Their forward pack was monstered without Tino Fa’asuamaleaui on Saturday afternoon while 
their outside backs had no wriggle room until it was far too late. Jayden Campbell played an impact role and it 
must be said the Titans looked more cohesive with him in the side. 

On the team front, Joe Stimson is back in the starting side after coming off the bench in Round 21, with Klese 
Haas going the other way to join the interchange. Watch for the late switch between Isaac Liu and Chris 
Randall prior to kick-off.

To beat the Cowboys, who have been a much improved side during the Origin period. It also means a 
comprehensive 80 minute performance, something that has eluded the home side for a number of seasons 
now. They also need to win the physical battle and contain Tom Dearden, a challenge that has evaded a 
number of sides so often in 2023, but one that is vital to the outcome of the game.

The visitors had a rough start to 2023, as they battled World Cup fatigue which coincided with a 66-18 loss to 
the Tigers. That loss appeared to be the catalyst for their revival this season with 6 straight wins having them 
on track for finals footy. Scott Drinkwater has been the game’s most energetic and surprising fullback this 
season, causing all sorts of problems for opposing sides. 

The return of Jason Taumalolo has brought a renewed focus to the visitors this season and has seen their 
charge towards an unlikely finals birth exceed all expectations. They do suffer a big blow with Jeremiah Nanai 
out for the remainder of the regular season with a high grade AC joint injury, but emerging forward Kulikefu 
Finefeuiaki has impressed in his limited minutes in first grade and could own that edge jersey with Heilum 
Luki still a few weeks away from returning. 

On the team front, Nanai’s injury sees Kulikefu Finefeuiaki come into the starting pack and mid-season recruit 
Sam McIntyre joins the bench. Jamayne Taunoa-Brown is the other new face on the interchange, taking the 
place of Griffin Neame after the Kiwi failed a HIA in Round 21.

WHO TO WATCH: For the Titans, there’s no bigger name to watch then David Fifita. Coming back into the side 
from Origin, Fifita has been a handful for opposition sides throughout the season. Despite being contained in 
recent weeks by the Eels and the Roosters, Fifita had joy against the Cowboys earlier in the year setting up 
his sides two tries. Watch for Fifita to try and keep his sides finals chances alive. 

There’s been few players to take the game by storm in recent months then Scott Drinkwater. The Cowboys 
rake has been the catalyst behind the Cowboys rise to NRL stardom in the last few months. Despite being 
ineligible to win the Dally M Medal, the fullback has been exceptional scoring 9 tries, setting up 22 of them 
and amassing 71 tackle breaks. With such a game breaker in career best form, watch for Drinky to be back to 
his best.

FAVOURITE: Cowboys are favourites with the bookies for this one, North Queensland have won all matches 
between the sides in the last two seasons.

MY TIP: I think the Cowboys will win this match. Their class and spark will be too much for an inconsistent 
Titans side. The forward battle will be intriguing as the Titans have sorely missed Tino and it could be another 
blood bath. Cowboys by 14.

DRAGONS MOVE CLEAR OF 
TIGERS IN RACE TO AVOID 
SPOON
The St. George Illawarra Dragons have moved four points 
clear of the Wests Tigers, with some Zac Lomax brilliance 
enough to see the Red V home 18-14 on Thursday night at 
WIN Stadium.

In a game that failed to reach any great heights, Lomax 
was a shining light for the Dragons with 197 run metres, 
five tackle busts, a try and try assist. Apisai Koroisau, 
meanwhile, was arguably man of the match even in defeat 
as the Tigers hooker celebrated signing on with the club 
until the end of the 2026 season with a try. Daine Laurie 
also showed what he can offer in the NRL, having a hand 
in all of the visitors' tries as the skillful playmaker looks 
for a new deal.

The Dragons had the first genuine try-scoring opportunity of 
the opening half, with Ben Hunt shaping to pass and fooling 
Laurie to open up space to take the line on.  Hunt did just 
that and had the try line right in front of him, only for Isaiah 
Papali'i to hold on desperately in defence before Jahream 
Bula joined in and forced the error. It proved an early 
turning point as a high tackle gifted the Tigers field position 
and saw the visitors capitalize immediately, albeit in sloppy 
fashion as a Laurie pass went to ground. Winger Junior 
Tupou made the most of it though, beating two Dragons 
defenders to score in the 10th minute. Brandon Wakeham's 
first attempted conversion sprayed left. The Dragons hit 
back soon after when Talatau Amone drifted across the 
field and popped a ball for fullback Tyrell Sloan, who was 
in support on the inside. Lomax then slotted the extras to 
give the home side a 6-4 lead after 18 minutes. Suddenly 
it was St George Illawarra well on top, with an error from 
Bula deep inside the Tigers' own half seeing the Dragons go 
over once more as Hunt put ball to boot and on a platter for 
Lomax. Another successful conversion pushed the Dragons' 

buffer out to 12-4 but just as Ryan Carr's men looked to be 
gaining ascendancy they came crashing down to earth as 
momentum flipped once more. On this occasion, Laurie - 
who was heavily involved with three try assists in the first 
half - burst through the middle of the field to put the Tigers 
in try-scoring territory. Sloan then later held down too long 
in a tackle, giving the referee no alternative but to march 
the Dragons fullback to the sin bin. It proved a costly brain 
fade from Sloan, with the Tigers scoring two quickfire tries 
to close out the half and take a 14-12 lead into the break.

Laurie was at the centre of both tries, first firing a pass 
to Tommy Talau who quickly shifted it to Tupou for the 
winger's second try of the night. The Tigers five-eighth then 
cut the ball out to Tupou who raced down the left sideline 
and summed up the situation perfectly, putting a well-
weighted kick back inside for Koroisau in support. That final 
try put an exclamation mark on a dominant end to the half 
for the Tigers while exposing serious defensive deficiencies 
on the Dragons' left edge, with Makaele Ravalawa's 
decision-making particularly peculiar. Ravalawa's finishing 
with the ball in hand can't be questioned though, with 
the Dragons winger storming over after a magical offload 
from Lomax to score the first try of the second half in the 
65th minute. Lomax then nailed the sideline conversion 
to put the Dragons up 18-14 as the home side eventually 
capitalised on ill-discipline from a Tigers side that had 
otherwise looked the more likely to score. A 5-0 penalty 
count in the first 25 minutes of the second half, however, 
kept the Dragons in the contest and the constant sets inside 
the opposition red zone were eventually bound to bear fruit.

In the end that, along with a 65 per cent completion rate in 
the second half, proved too much for the Tigers to overcome.

Managing to work their way back into the contest 
after a horror start, Dominic Young (17th minute) 
finished off an enterprising passage of second phase 
play to get the Knights on the board.

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NRLW R2 PREVIEWS
BRONCOS V TITANS, THURSDAY

NRLW heads to the GABBA for the first time ever on 
Friday night as the Brisbane Broncos host a South 
Queensland Derby against the Gold Coast Titans. 
After a poor 2022 season, the Broncos wanted/
needed a good start to build a foundation for the 
season but it was anything but good as they went 
down 36-18 to the Roosters and created unwanted 
history on the Sunshine Coast. The Broncos started 
poorly as they conceded three converted tries 
within the first 15 minutes. They had a moment of 
brightness when they were able to bring the score 

back to 22-18 at half-time before disaster struck. A 
scoreless second half was the least of the Broncos 
problems as new recruit Ashleigh Werner became 
the first ever player to be sent off in the NRLW after 
biting Roosters opponent Jaymie Fressard. Brisbane 
have named Ashleigh Werner on the wing although 
she has been found guilty of biting which means 
Brisbane will be forced into another change on the 
edges after Julia Robinson suffered a hamstring 
injury. Lauren Dam fills the void for the Robinson 
injury but it’s a wait and see for the other wing 
spot. Brisbane have also lost Filomina Hanisi from 
the bench but do see the return of Brianna Clark. 
Also needing a better start for 2023, the Gold Coast 
Titans got that better start they needed but were 
far from perfect as they got an all important 16-6 

win over newcomers the North Queensland Cowboys 
at home last week. It was a slow start for the 
Titans as they struggled to find any sort of rhythm 
whatsoever as they conceded the first points and 
could’ve been more had the Cowboys not had a 
try overturned. The performance from the Titans 
was almost a replica of their 2022 season with 
combinations not clicking and struggling to hold the 
ball and put themselves under pressure. The Titans 
are hoping that the ankle injury to Taliah Fuimaono 
is not as bad as it looked as she races the clock to 
be fit for Round 2 as she is named in the reserves. 
In her place, Gold Coast coach Karyn Murphy has 
named Sienna Lofipo in the five-eighth role in what 
is the only change for the Titans this weekend.

Player To Watch: Star recruit Gayle Broughton had 
an ok start to her Broncos career but as the season 
goes on she will need to step up her game and 
against the Titans can be the perfect opportunity 
for the NZ international. Broughton has a strong 
running game and if she can use that more than 
what she did in Round 1 then she can set the game 
alight for the Broncos. The running game of Evania 
Pelite is one of the best in the competition and 
that was evident in Round 1 for the Gold Coast 
Titans as she dominated from the back and lead the 
competition in tackle busts across the first round. 
The Titans need Pelite to dominate from the back 
to get the win.
TIP: Brisbane should bounce back here.

RAIDERS V ROOSTERS, SATURDAY

The first of two Saturday NRLW contests comes 
from the National Capital as the Canberra Raiders 
host their first ever home match when they look 
for their maiden NRLW win against the Sydney 
Roosters at GIO Stadium. Coming up against fellow 
NRLW debutants the Cronulla Sharks, the Raiders 
were far from disgraced in their first ever match as 
they went down 28-14 at Shark Park in a match that 
they were expected to lose a lot bigger than what 
they did. The start for the Raiders was slow as they 
conceded three tries inside the first half an hour and 
it could have been more had the Sharks not blown a 
umber of opportunities. The game risked becoming 

a blow out but the Green Machine were able to fight 
back and close the gap to 14-10 just after the half-
time break before the Sharks pulled away before 
the Raiders put on a consolation try just before 
half time. Canberra coach Darrin Borthwick has 
changed a completely unchanged line-up despite the 
defeat to the Sharks last week. The Sydney Roosters 
continued their dominance from most of the 2022 
season as they picked up an important 36-18 victory 
over the Brisbane Broncos on the Sunshine Coast 
last Saturday night. It was a classy performance 
by the tricolours who started the game strongly as 
combinations kicked into gear strongly and new 
recruits such as Millie Boyle added to the impact of 
the forwards. The concern out of the performance 
though for the Roosters was that after opening up 

an 18-0, the Broncos were able to close the gap to 
just 4 points at half time before the Roosters put on 
a clinical second half. The Roosters only have one 
change from last week’s winning side with Origin 
representative Amber Hall ruled out with an ankle 
injury. This sees young Kiwi Otesa Pule coming into 
the second row in jersey 12 with new signing Lexi 
Kiriwi coming onto the interchange bench. 
Player To Watch: Raiders co-captain Simaima 
Taufa had an excellent debut in the Canberra 
green last week as she dominated the forwards 
despite being on the losing team. Taufa possesses 
strong experience and go-forward that she showed 
last week but it was her tackling that made the 
difference with 40 tackles to go with her 142 
running metres. The impact Taufa can make will be 

key for the Raiders if they want to pick up their 
first win. A fan favourite, Isabelle Kelly never fails 
to impress when she’s on the park and in Round 
1 she was at her impressive best yet as her ball 
running from the back made a huge impact. Running 
for 175m, Kelly was able to set up a platform that 
got the Roosters into the best attacking position 
possible and will be a handful for the Raiders to 
deal with.
TIP: It’s hard to look past the Roosters at all in this 
one, they have explosiveness running from 1-17 and 
should make a big dent into the Raiders even if it 
is in Canberra. If the tricolours can be strong for 
the full 70 minutes they should put a big score on. 
Roosters by 16.

DRAGONS V EELS, SATURDAY

The second of Saturday’s NRLW matches also 
comes from the South of Sydney but this time from 
Wollongong as the St George Illawarra Dragons play 
host to the Parramatta Eels at WIN Stadium. Given 
the toughest task of the NRLW season heading to 
Newcastle to take on the defending premiers in 
Round 1, the Dragons acquitted themselves well 
despite a slow start as they fell to a 32-16 defeat 
at the hands of an impressive Knights side. It was 
a slow start for the Red ‘V’ as the Knights just 
seemed to click into the perfect gear straight away 
as they fell behind early and the scoreboard began 
to snowball out of control as they trailed 18-0 inside 
the first half-hour of action. The struggles with 
the ball didn’t help them as they lacked possession 
until a much better second half showed the good 

signs that are there for the Dragons as they began 
to match the Knights for a while before eventually 
falling to the 32-16 defeat. Following the loss to 
the Knights, Jamie Soward has shaken things up 
in the Gong to sharpen things up big time. A new 
wing pairing of Margot Vella and Cortez Te Pou 
are set to make their debuts with Taylor Mapusa 
dropping out of the 17 and Shenai Lendill moving to 
the second row.

Player To Watch: Former NZ rugby star Tyla 
Nathan-Wong has only played two Rugby League 
games in her life as self-admitted and she has the 
potential to star but to come straight into the NRLW 
is a very steep learning curve for the young Kiwi. 
Paired up with Raecene McGregor is perfect but the 

Dragons after their Round 1 loss don’t have a lot of 
time to settle in and get things going and it can be 
Nathan-Wong who can be that spark. Winger Zali 
Fay is a player with so much x-factor as shown in 
the past and by the fact that she picked up both 
tries for the Blue and Gold on Sunday afternoon. Fay 
possesses explosive speed and she will need to use 
that both on her wing and through the middle of the 
park if Parramatta want to make a big difference in 
the contest.
TIP: The Dragons should run away with this victory 
and by a big margin as well. Despite their Round 1 
struggles, the Red ‘V’ played some strong football 
last week at times and the depletion that the Blue 
and Gold is facing doesn’t fill me with that much 
confidence. They should be stronger than last week 
but there isn’t a lot to like about the Eels this week

KNIGHTS V COWBOYS, SUNDAY

Reigning champs face newcomers with familiar faces. There's 
no getting around the fact Newcastle started their title defence 
emphatically with a 32-16 defeat of the Dragons in Round 1. While they 
aren't title favourites (that honour belongs to the Roosters) - they are 
certainly among the top echelon in this expanded competition and 
have the star power to back it up. The performance of Tamika Upton 
in particular was outstanding, and the news only gets better for the 
Novocastrians on Sunday with the likely return of Hannah Southwell. 
She's been named in the reserves for the match pending clearing fitness 
tests, and if she is promoted to the starting lineup will play her first 
game of rugby league since injuring her ACL in the opening round of 
the 2022 season (the one played August to October, for those playing 
at home). Notably, the Knights have some other team news - Laishon 

Albert-Jones is going through the NRL's concussion protocol and will 
miss the match, so Kayla Romaniuk - another player who starred in 
last week's big win over the Red V - is promoted to the starting side 
at lock, and Tiana Davison joins the bench. The Cowboys on the other 
hand... they did ok for a first run. Losing 16-6 to the Gold Coast at Cbus 
Super Stadium they did themselves fairly proud, but lost steam after 
halftime despite a strong first half. They missed plenty of tackles and 
made plenty of errors, so coach Ben Jeffries has a bit to work on there. 
Crucially, the North Queensland teamsheet knows how Newcastle play 
pretty well, with Weale, Stephens-Daly, Manzelmann and Dibb all part 
of the Knights' squad last season, the last two picking up premiership 
rings in October. The Cowboys will be better for the outing last week 
and should be able to take the game to the nominal home team on 
Sunday. In team news, Stephens-Daly is the in, with Mia Middleton 
suspended for a dangerous throw in last week's loss. Banu and Faifua 
come onto the bench replacing Ngatunpuna and Naikore.

Player To Watch: Premiership halves pairing Kirra Dibb and Jesse 
Southwell suddenly find themselves as opposing #7's in this weekend's 
clash. The pair were instrumental on October 2nd last year as the 
Knights put the cleaners through Parramatta. Dibb, a Central Coast 
product, is somewhat of an NRLW journeywoman having had stints 
at the Roosters, Warriors and of course Newcastle before joining the 
Cowboys. Southwell in the meantime became the NRLW's youngest 
debutant last season when coach Ronald Griffiths handed her a debut 
at just 17 years of age. She went on to be the youngest NSW player at 
age 18 in this year's Origin series and already has an NRLW title to her 
name. An outstanding talent who will be decisive in Sunday's outcome.

TIP: Newcastle have now won four straight NRLW games going back 
to the end of last season and it's hard to see them giving up this one. 
They'll be made to work for it though. Knights by 8.

Emma Tonegato made 
a seamless transition to 6, while her combination 
with Jada Taylor is lethal enough to match it with 
some of the top class sides in the competition.  Just 

one change to the group who earned Cronulla their 
first ever NRLW win last week and it's a forced 
one, with Rhiannon Byers (wrist) replaced by 
Tegan Dymock on the interchange. Harata Butler 
is named to start in the front row this week after 
being promoted to the starting side prior to kick off 
against the Raiders. Coming into the clash with the 
Tigers, they need to play for the full 70 minutes.

Prior’s ability to see 
an opportunity to run is quite impressive at such a 
young age, she cut Parramatta’s middle to shreds on 
a number of occasions and backed it up with some 
ruthless defending for a solid all round debut.
