GANG OF [RUGBY LEAGUE] YOUTHS
Many of the names on this list were 
unknown to the vast majority of rugby 
league supporters at the start of the 
season. Six months on, the latest crop of 
rookies have made an imprint on their 
teams and the premiership at large.

Some were destined to play first grade 
through sheer ability. Others have had to 
persevere for an opportunity that would 
have passed by if not for resilience and 
good fortune.

Some will go on to careers that live 
forever. Others will be here today and 
gone tomorrow.

Such is the nature of the NRL.

Here are the leading 2023 Dally M Rookie 
of the Year contenders, along with the 
entire class of debutants (to date).

THE CONTENDERS 

JAHREAM BULA (TIGERS)
In a team that has borne the brunt of misery on and off the field for the entirety of 
2023, Wests Tigers fullback Jahream Bula has been a shining light of hope for the 
embattled joint venture. Making an immediate impression with multiple match-
defining defensive plays just weeks into his career, the 21-year-old has been thrilling in 
attack to rank as one of the most dazzling rookies seen in recent years.
NRL Debut: Wests Tigers 16 v Manly Sea Eagles 22 - Round 8, 2023 (Fullback, #1) 

JACOB PRESTON (BULLDOGS)
As one of nine players to debut for the Bulldogs in first grade this season, second-
rower Jacob Preston has been the pick of the litter at Belmore. Making the most of his 
opportunity after moving across from North Sydney over the off-season, the 21-year-
old has appeared in all but one game this season to earn an upgraded four-year deal.
NRL Debut: Canterbury-Bankstown Bulldogs 6 v Manly Sea Eagles 31 - Round 1, 2023 
(Interchange, #17) 

ISAIYA KATOA (DOLPHINS)
From the moment Isaiya Katoa was handed his NRL debut in the Dolphins’ inaugural 
match, the young playmaker has performed beyond his teenage years. Enjoying a 
meteoric rise from a Jersey Flegg premiership with Penrith, quarter final appearance 
with Tonga and first grade debut in the space of a few months, Katoa looks set for a 
long career if his current trajectory is indicative of things to come. 
NRL Debut: Dolphins 28 v Sydney Roosters 18 - Round 1, 2023 (Five-Eighth, #6) 

VALYNCE TE WHARE (DOLPHINS)
Developing a cult following among the Redcliffe faithful prior to debuting in first 
grade, Dolphins centre Valynce Te Whare made the entire league community stand 
up and take notice with a brace of tries during Magic Round. Evoking memories of 
Konrad Hurrell with his destructive running style and hulking physique, the Kiwi-born 
powerhouse is sure to attract plenty of interest from rival clubs come 1 November.
NRL Debut: Dolphins 36 v Cronulla Sharks 16 - Round 10, 2023 (Centre, #21) 

ALOFIANA KHAN-PEREIRA (TITANS)
Setting a club record – as a rookie – for tries in a season with 18 four-pointers in as 
many appearances, Alofiana Khan-Pereira has cemented his standing as a white line 
specialist. Penning an extension which will see the 21-year-old winger remain on the 
Gold Coast for a further three seasons, Khan-Pereira has proven to be dynamic in 
attack with 26 linebreaks and 32 tackle-breaks to date.
NRL Debut: Gold Coast Titans 22 v Wests Tigers 10 - Round 1, 2023 (Wing, #2) 

BRENDAN HANDS (EELS)
Taking on enormous responsibility as Parramatta’s main hooker through necessity 
for much of 2023, Brendan Hands has acquitted himself admirably under challenging 
circumstances. Coming through the lower grades with Penrith before gaining his 
opportunity with the blue and golds early in the season, the 23-year-old crossed for a 
crucial try against his former club on debut. 
NRL Debut: Parramatta Eels 17 v Penrith Panthers 16 - Round 4, 2023 (Interchange, 
#15) 

KULIKEFU FINEFEUIAKI (COWBOYS)
Kulikefu Finefeuiaki is the latest in a long line of exciting young forwards to emerge 
out of North Queensland during Todd Payten’s tenure. Promoted to a development 
contract in the early rounds after impressing during his first pre-season, the 19-year-
old has made a big impression despite limited game time off the bench.
NRL Debut: North Queensland Cowboys 20 v Sydney Roosters 6 - Round 19, 2023 
(Interchange, #17) 

WILL WARBRICK (STORM)
Making the most of his rookie season after an injury-interrupted initiation to rugby 
league last year, New Zealand Rugby 7s star Will Warbrick has made the right wing 
position his own in 2023. Crossing for 12 tries, including a four-try haul against the 
Tigers, Warbrick has proven to be yet another example of Melbourne’s ability to 
develop talent from far and wide. 
NRL Debut: Melbourne Storm 16 v Parramatta Eels 12 - Round 1, 2023 (Wing, #2) 

DANIEL RUSSELL (DRAGONS)
Taking the long road to first grade after years toiling away in the Queensland state 
league, versatile forward Daniel Russell has finished his rookie year as a starting 
player, aged 27. Spending time in the North Queensland system and representing 
Papua New Guinea prior to debuting with the Dragons, Russell has shown promise in 
four appearances to date.
NRL Debut: St George Illawarra Dragons 26 v Canberra Raiders 36 - Round 19, 2023 
(Interchange, #17)

SANDON SMITH (ROOSTERS)
In a year where a lot has gone wrong for the league’s longest continuous club, 
the decision to give Sandon Smith a shot as a playmaker has been undeniably 
right. Gaining his opportunity midway through the year following injuries and 
underwhelming form from more acclaimed players, the 20-year-old has performed 
steadily with four try-assists and a 78% goal kicking record.
NRL Debut: Sydney Roosters 25 v Canterbury-Bankstown Bulldogs 24 - Round 14, 
2023 (Interchange, #19)

Still in the hunt for an unlikely finals berth, the Manly Sea Eagles will need to pull off a miracle on Thursday 
night if they are to pocket a crucial two points as they welcome the Penrith Panthers to 4 Pines Park. 

Manly was thoroughly outclassed by the Roosters 26-16 last week, barely threatening in attack if not for a bit 
of individual brilliance from Josh Schuster late in that game at the Sydney Cricket Ground.

The Sea Eagles had plenty of chances to pile on the points early in last Thursday’s game but instead they 
looked disconnected, disinterested and largely uninspiring in their choice of set plays.

There was very little variety from the Manly attack without the necessary shape or slicing decoy runs to pose 
any sort of threat to the opposition defence.

It resulted in a scoreless first half for the Sea Eagles, who will be without Matt Lodge (ACL) as Sean Keppie 
returns while Ben Trbojevic starts at second row with Kelma Tuilagi shifting to the bench.

History is certainly not in favour of Manly, who have dropped seven-straight games to Penrith with its most 
recent defeat coming at the foot of the mountains in Round 6 this year.

The Panthers jumped out to a 32-0 lead on that Saturday night, finishing 44-12 winners and a similar scoreline 
would not surprise on Thursday.

In fact, considering Penrith’s recent form, it would not be a shock if the defending premiers only improved on 
that 32-point victory when they travel to the Northern Beaches this week.

The Panthers have now won six games in a row and 11 of their last 12, with the only loss in that period coming 
to the Cowboys without all of their Origin stars.

Now, of course, North Queensland was also without a host of big names during that game too but the recent 

run of form is made even more impressive considering the Cowboys only squeaked past Penrith in golden 
point. 

The Panthers haven’t given the Bulldogs, Sharks and Storm much of a sniff in the past three weeks though, 
winning by 20 or more points to safeguard their spot at the top of the ladder.

And the scary part for Manly fans is the fact Penrith’s attack inside the opposition 20 has at times looked 
clunky and disorganised in those three wins. 

All of that is to say the Sea Eagles could be in for a long night against an unchanged Panthers side that is still 
without Izack Tago (leg) and Spencer Leniu (knee).

WHO TO WATCH: If Manly is to cause any problems on Thursday night it has to start with Haumole Olakau'atu, 
who has the combination of strength and finesse to keep the Penrith defence guessing. Olakau'atu was one 
of the few Sea Eagles players that posed a threat in attack last week against the Roosters, running for 132 
metres to go with four tackle busts, a linebreak and a try. Getting the ball in Olakau'atu’s hands early and 
seeing what comes of it is one of the only hopes Manly has of making Penrith’s edge defence uncomfortable. 

As for the Panthers, Lindsay Smith has quickly emerged as a key contributor off the bench after limited 
opportunities in recent years. Smith, a highly-touted forward coming through the Penrith system, has long 
been earmarked for the NRL but had to bide his time behind a star-studded pack. However, injuries and the 
toll of the State of Origin period have presented Smith an opportunity to carve out an important role up front 
that serves the Panthers well now and into the future. Such is the confidence that coach Ivan Cleary has in 
Smith that he has been given a starting spot in recent weeks. With Leniu and Jaeman Salmon leaving at the 
end of the year there will be some key minutes up for grabs in 2024 and Smith has certainly put his hand up 
to fill the void left by Leniu in particular. Liam Henry is another one to watch in that regard but Smith’s high 
workrate makes him a valuable member of this Panthers team right now.

FAVOURITE: The Panthers are clear favourites to make it seven wins on the trot.

MY TIP: Manly’s attack last Thursday was unimaginative and uninspiring. Penrith’s defence, on the other 
hand, was faultless save for a poor lapse from Linsday Smith. There is still plenty of room for improvement 
in attack but the Panthers are still piling on the points and the Sea Eagles are still giving them up. This one 
should be fairly straight-forward. It just depends what kind of mood Penrith is in. Panthers by 42.

The Sharks bounced back in an emphatic way with a 26-16 victory over the South Sydney Rabbitohs in Perth 
last weekend. They produced a big revival with an emphasis on open attacking football completing at a high 
percentage and frustrating their opposition with jarring defence. Their discipline was also strong as opposed 
to previous weeks.

Braydon Trindall and Nicho Hynes continue to build their halves combination causing Souths’ makeshift 
edges problems all night long and it could be a long night for the Titans. The impact of Jack Williams and Tom 
Hazelton off the bench has worked wonders and against a Gold Coast pack that has been strong this season, 
their impact will have to be immense. Out wide, their edges were great last start and if Jesse Ramien and 
Siosifa Talakai get some early ball, it will be a long night. 

Kiwi Test winger Ronaldo Mulitalo is back on deck so Mawene Hiroti goes to 18th Man. Jesse Colquhoun 
returns on the bench after being 18th Man last week and Thomas Hazelton is out after being heavily 
concussed in the win over South Sydney.

Cronulla’s game was boosted by Braydon Trindall as he gave Nicho a steady hand and allowed him to focus on 
running the side and orchestrating the team to victory. His individual try in the second half last week showed 
his impact on the side while his short kicking game was instrumental. With 51 touches of the football, 
Trindall’s touches of the footy will increase in coming games.

FAVOURITE: Cronulla come into this match as favourites, since 2007 these sides have met 25 times. Cronulla 
have won 16 of 25 matches, having not lost to the Titans since 2017.

All to play for as finals draw nearer

The Brisbane Broncos and the Parramatta Eels will be looking for big performances from their milestone men 
during Friday night’s showdown at The Gabba.

Coming into the late season contest in contrasting form, the Broncos could finish the year as minor premiers, 
while the Eels face a tightrope just to qualify for the finals after a worrying dip in form over the past month.

Returning home after a fifth win in succession, the Brisbane Broncos will be looking to all but guarantee a top 
two finish with victory on Friday evening. 

Sitting in second position on the same points as Penrith but with a vastly inferior points differential, coach 
Kevin Walters has been forced to make changes following a hard fought 30-14 victory over the Cowboys in 
Townsville last Saturday.

Welcoming back Adam Reynolds, Jordan Riki and Kobe Hetherington in place of Jock Madden, Corey Jensen 
and Xavier Willison, young gun Deine Mariner has been recalled on the wing after Jesse Arthars sustained a 
Category 1 concussion.

Finishing the regular season with a bye, an away trip to Canberra and final round showdown opposite the 
Storm at Suncorp Stadium, the Broncos could claim their first minor premiership since 2000 if results fall 
favourably over the closing rounds. 

Facing a precarious run home where one false move could bring the curtain down on their top eight chances, 

the Parramatta Eels will be fully aware of the need to come away from Brisbane with two premiership points.

Sitting outside the top eight on points differential in ninth position, the Eels hold a dominant record over the 
Broncos since 2017 with nine wins from 13 meetings.

Coach Brad Arthur has adjusted the squad that fought back to down the Dragons 26-20 last Sunday with 
Daejarn Asi replacing Arthur Stephen-Miller in the backline, Brendan Hands coming in for Makahesi Makatoa 
on the bench, and Andrew Davey switching places with Ryan Matterson in the second-row.

Coming up against the Roosters at home before an away trip to Penrith over the next fortnight, a bye in the 
final round could make or break the Eels’ chances of qualifying for the finals for the fifth year in a row.

WHO TO WATCH: As speculation mounts over the long-term future of Payne Haas, the herculean front-rower 
will have his sights set firmly on a goal in the short-term: bringing a premiership back to Brisbane. Playing 
his 100th game for the club five years on from debuting as a teenager, the 23-year-old has established himself 
as a fixture of the NSW forward pack along with representing Australia. Averaging 190 running metres in 
just under an hour of game time each week, Haas shapes as the man most capable of making or breaking the 
Broncos’ hopes of ending a 17-year title drought.

Lining up for his 150th appearance in blue and gold colours on Friday evening, Mitchell Moses will be looking 
to assert his credentials as a big game player. Experiencing many highs in 2023, including two appearances 
for NSW and a new deal with the club, the 28-year-old halfback faces the distinct possibility of missing out of 
September with a loss on Friday evening. Producing 15 try-assists, 13 forced drop-outs and a 79% goal-kicking 
strike rate, the Eels will need Moses to stand up and deliver in order to keep their season alive.

FAVOURITE: Winning both of their previous appearances at The Gabba this season, the Broncos are expected 
to keep the wins coming at their makeshift home.

MY TIP: It remains to be seen whether Brisbane are good enough to play in a grand final this year. What is 
clear beyond a shadow of a doubt is that they are better than the team that did so last year. Broncos by 16

Dragons Look to Play Spoiler as Souths Face Must Win Scenario

2023 has been gradually turning into the season that got away for the South Sydney Rabbitohs. After Round 
11, they were sitting on top of the table with wins over the Panthers, Broncos and Storm on their resume and 
looking like the team to beat.

Since then, Souths have gone 3-7 in a shocking run of results that has seen them drop to eighth place on the 
table and having to win at least two of their next three games to ensure their place in the finals. There’s no 
question that when fully fit and in form that Souths can compete for the premiership, but with each new loss 
it’s becoming more and more likely they even come close to getting back where they need to be.

As for the Dragons, they would’ve been forgiven for phoning it in after Anthony Griffin got the sack earlier 
this year and again when Ben Hunt made it public that he didn’t want to be on the team anymore. It’s a 
testament to interim coach Ryan Carr that, while the wins haven’t been there, the Dragons are putting in 
every week and have come close to snagging an upset win on many occasions, keeping it close against finals 
contenders the Panthers, Raiders, Sea Eagles and Eels.

With the 2023 season now a lost cause for St George Illawarra, they have the luxury of being able to throw 
caution to the wind and play like a team with nothing to lose, an attitude which almost and probably 
should’ve got them a win on the road against Parramatta last week. 

The Rabbitohs aren’t travelling much better than the Eels at the moment, so the Dragons will have confidence 
within their squad that they can at least make it a contest. On the other hand, if Souths lose this game with 
everything to play for, it’s safe to put a line through them for 2023.

In team news, Taane Milne is back on the wing for Souths, replacing Tyrone Munro, while Tom Burgess has 
been suspended and will be replaced in the front row by Shaq Mitchell. Jacob Host replaces Michael Chee-
Kam in the back row in the only other change for the Rabbitohs.

For the Dragons, Lomax and Bird are both injured, meaning a new centre pairing of Suli and Max Feagai has 
been named. Francis Molo will sit out with a concussion, replaced by brother Michael in the front row, while 
Ben Murdoch-Masila will start at lock and Zane Musgrove will come off the bench.

WHO TO WATCH: Not many (if any) players for Souths can be proud of their performance against the Sharks 
last Saturday night, but centre Isaiah Tass can feel a little less shame than his teammates for his role in the 
debacle. Of the four tries Souths conceded, all four were scored by Cronulla on the edge, but only one of them 
came on Tass’ left side, and it took one of the best offloads and steps of the season being executed by the 
Sharks on the one play. Tass finished the game with 15 runs for 135 metres, a line-break, line-break assist, 
three tackle breaks and an offload. He also scored a late try to bring the Rabbitohs within 10 points and give 
them a sniff, but it ultimately wasn’t enough. Matched up against a makeshift centre/wing pairing of Max 
Feagai and Mikaele Ravalawa, look for Tass to have a standout game for the Rabbitohs.

For the Dragons, big Blake Lawrie is having arguably the best season of his career and has become the 
cornerstone of the Red V forward pack this year. The best part of Lawrie’s game has long been the metres 
and momentum he’s able to generate, and this season he’s averaging 126 per game, his highest since 2020, 
but what’s really impressive has been the development of other aspects; in 18 games so far this year he has 
made 37 tackle breaks. For context, the next highest total for his career was 26, which he made in 21 games 
back in 2021. His tackle efficiency for the year is also up around 94%, again his highest figure since 2020. 
With Francis Molo and Jack De Belin both out due to injury, Lawrie is going to need to produce one of the 
performances of his career if the Dragons are to cause an upset on the weekend.

FAVOURITE: The Rabbitohs are 18.5-point favourites at the time of writing.

MY TIP: I think Souths will win just because of how much it means to their season, but the Dragons won’t be 
easybeats. Souths by 10.

Warriors to continue top 4 assault & Tigers to avoid wooden spoon

The Tigers have unfortunately had another season to forget, with the club only accumulating three wins 
across the twenty matches they have played so far this season.

It’s been another frustrating year for fans as many hoped their club would be able to improve from last 
season’s wooden spoon finish and although they have shown many glimpses of some seriously good footy, 
they haven’t been able to get the results.

Dolphins set for inaugural win rematch on Roosters home turf

After setting the rugby league world alight all the way back at the beginning of 2023, The Dolphins have had 
a quality campaign with a few weeks remaining. Their opponents in round one, the Sydney Roosters, now find 
themselves five months later just one win ahead of the competition newbies. For a team that hasn’t missed 
the finals since 2016, this is undoubtedly not up to scratch.

These two sides will clash on Saturday evening in what will be an intriguing and consequential match-up on 
the hallowed/still-new turf of the Sydney Football Stadium, freshly recovered from FIFA. With the Roosters 
only two points out of the eight, every second of the rest of their season will be of the utmost importance, 
whilst the Dolphins will want to avoid fading away completely towards the back-end of their inaugural 
season, as many pundits have predicted. 

The Sydney Roosters head into the weekend off the back of a ten point victory against Manly across the road 
at the SCG. Despite Nathan Brown being sent off in the 62nd minute, they were able to hold on to their lead in 
spite of a fast finish from the Sea Eagles. Brown has been suspended for that incident, opening up the door for 
Dylan Napa to make a return to the NRL stage.

The Dolphins have gone heartbreakingly close to victories over the past few weeks, falling short by one 
against the Bulldogs and by two against the Knights. Facing Newcastle in Perth last week, Jamayne Isaako 

starred with a first-half hattrick, but ultimately it wasn’t enough for the vaguely Queensland-based side to 
record their first victory since round 19. 

In terms of team news, Ray Stone will join the bench after recovering from a broken hand. His return comes at 
the expense of Herman Ese’ese, who drops out of the 17. Kodi Nikorima has been handed the number 1 jersey, 
with Hamiso Tabuai-Fidow slotting into the centres.

When these two met in round one, scores were locked at half-time. The Dolphins managed to dominate in 
the first twenty minutes after the break, so the Roosters will need to be switched on during this period 
especially. 

WHO TO WATCH: Siua Wong has enjoyed a rapid rise through the systems into the NRL. A Rugby Union 
convert, Wong entered the Roosters system in 2021, quickly graduating through the ranks. The back-rower 
was handed his debut back in round 18, and is set to make his fifth NRL appearance this weekend. The twenty 
year old also has International experience to his name, having represented Fiji at the World Cup last year. 

Dolphins halfback Sean O’Sullivan is quite the journeyman. Having spent time at five different NRL clubs, he 
is yet to crack fifty top flight games. Moving out of Nathan Cleary’s shadow at Penrith to a clean slate at a 
brand new club in The Dolphins for 2023, his season started well before injury threatened to tear it apart. He 
will want to make an impact on the back end of this inaugural season for the club he is signed with until the 
end of 2025.

The Storm are eyeing redemption after a big loss to the Panthers last week, hosting the Raiders who sit 
behind them one place on the ladder, and are both equal on 30 premiership points. 

Melbourne have struggled with consistency this season, where last week they were defeated by Penrith with 
a 26-6 score line, but the previous week they put on a masterclass against the Eels to seal a 46-16 victory. 
With the home-and-away season almost coming to a close, the Storm must start creating some consistent 
form if they wish to progress through finals. 

After missing out last week’s clash, Jahrome Hughes and Xavier Coates are returning to the side after 
suffering respective ankle and hip injuries. The inclusion of Hughes should provide Melbourne an advantage 
in attack, where in Round 22 he scored his own four-pointer along with three linebreaks and four try assists. 
Reimis Smith is listed among the reserves as he eyes a return after battling a hip injury, whilst Bronson 
Garlick joins the bench with Tyran Wishart dropping to the reserves. 

Canberra managed to come away with a controversial win and two premiership points last Sunday against 
the Wests Tigers. However, this game highlighted some of the Raiders poor form, and how they regularly 
manage to just scrape through, where they only completed four of 12 sets in the opening 20 minutes of this 
match. They also have an extremely poor for-and-against, sitting at -74, the only team in the top eight to have 
a negative differential. 

Raiders confirmed that Sebastian Kris will likely miss the remaining matches of the regular season after 
leaving the ground early last round due to suffering a hamstring strain. NSW under 19s star, Ethan Strange, 
will take his place which marks his NRL debut. 

History is not on the Raiders side, with Melbourne having won five of their last ten matches against Canberra. 
However, the Storm tends to struggle at home against the Raiders, where they have not won a game at AAMI 
Park since 2018, losing their last four games at this ground. 

WHO TO WATCH: Cameron Munster has been quiet and hiding in the shadows for a few matches now, and I’m 
interested to see if we get to see him take a more dominant playmaker role, as we approach the end of the 
season, with finals being just around the corner. Munster is an integral player to the Melbourne side, where 
this year he has assisted with twelve tries, made 20 offloads, and scored six of his own four-pointers. 

Playing his second game of the year in the fullback position, Jordan Rapana is an experienced player in the 
Raiders side. This year he has scored nine tries and assisted with five, he has also scored five tries in eight 
games at AAMI Park and requires two more four-pointers to equal 100 tries for the Canberra Raiders. 

FAVOURITE: The Storm are favoured to claim victory at home and further consolidate a top four position on 
the ladder.  

MY TIP: Melbourne are fresh off an embarrassing loss, and one thing they don’t like doing is losing back to 
back games. Canberra are inconsistent, making many errors and having poor discipline, much do too the 
Storm at times, however I don’t think the Raiders are strong enough to withstand a full strength Melbourne 
spine returning to AAMI Park for the first time since Round 17. Melbourne by 14.

Can the Dogs Dint the Knights finals charge?

Thompson looking to 
return from a long layoff due to multiple injuries. Knight is set to play his second game for the club, joining a 

fortnight ago from South Sydney.

Sunday is the start of three straight home games for the Knights who will look to continue their red hot 
form in front of their parochial home fans. The combination between Kalyn Ponga, Jackson Hastings and 
Phoenix Crossland has gained a tonne of momentum in recent weeks, guiding the Newcastle squad towards 
September footy for what would be just the third time in a decade.

WHO TO WATCH: Hard to go past the magician of McDonald Jones Stadium, Kalyn Ponga, who is arguably in 
career-best form. Although not at their brilliant best last week, it was ‘KP’ that got them back on track late 
in the second half. His ability to skip on the outside with his speed, and engage the oppositions edge defence 
is second-to-none. Both Ponga and Brisbane fullback Reece Walsh have shown this year what speed out the 
back does to opposition teams and I think this weekend will be no different.

Another to keep an eye on that rarely gets a wrap is Mat Croker. His impact off the bench this year has been 
great for the Knights. His ability to offload and use late footwork has allowed Newcastle to benefit from 
second phase football or quick play the balls. He has improved out of sight.

For the Bulldogs my two players to keep an eye on are Villame Kikau and Jake Averillo. Canterbury have 
lacked go forward and aggression this year, something Kikau adds. Early ball is the key for him. Feed him and 
give him the time to create some space, and in turn, second phase football for Burton and the backs to benefit 
from.

Jake Averillo has impressed this year and will be a huge loss for the Bulldogs in season 2024. His versatility 
is a great asset, however it has been his speed and ability to pop up all over the park this season that has 
impressed. Imagine how good he would be going if the Bulldogs had an even share of field possession. One to 
watch this weekend, if the Knights turn up with the same questionable defensive mindset they did last week.

WARRIORS OVERCOME 12 MEN 
TITANS IN BIZARRE CONTEST
The New Zealand Warriors have overcome a brave 12 men Gold Coast 
Titans side in one of the most bizarre Friday Night Football matches 
in recent seasons.

The home side suffered a horror blow in the dying moments of 
warm-up when AJ Brimson pulled out, which saw Jayden Campbell 
revert back to fullback.

Both sides had early chances, Jackson Ford was dragged down 
metres from the line. On the ensuing play, the crash ball was 
ineffective. After some tense early moments, the referees' and 
Bunker's high tackle interpretation came into question. Chris Randall 
was only put on report for a high tackle after the Warriors challenged 
a knock-on ruling, the replays showed he was lucky to remain on 
the field 14 minutes in. Three minutes later the controversy reached 
DefQon levels, Mo Fotuaika wasn't so lucky when he collected 
Chanze Nicoll-Klokstad high and left him in Disney Land. Fotuaika 
was sent from the field by Ben Cummins after an extensive delay 
which saw CNK come from the field and fail to return.

After the following set where the Titans hung on their own line, 
David Fifita initiated contact with Marata Niukore before the 
Warriors back-rower slapped back. Niukore was quickly dispatched 
to the bin for "striking". After winning his side a penalty down the 
other end of the field. Fifita went on his own out of acting half to 
cross for the first try of the evening. Tanah Boyd converted for an 
unlikely lead for the 12 men Titans side. That lead didn't last long, 
however. Off the back of some rare field position, the Warriors were 
able to bounce back 13 minutes out from the break. Shaun Johnson 
continued his career reboot with some sensational footwork to beat 
the cover defence to score a great individual try. Johnson converted 
for a 6-6 ball game and it looked like the Warriors were taking 
control. Just before the break, the visitors who had vocal crowd 
support split the Titans open. Johnson broke through some would-be 

tacklers before linking up with Dallin Watene-Zelezniak. DWZ got a 
magical ball back inside to Johnson to cross for his second try who 
converted his own try for a 12-6 lead. The Warriors thought they 
had a third on half-time but were pulled back by the Bunker for 
obstruction and it remained 12-6 at the break.

Gold Coast started the second half in disastrous fashion, Lofi 
Khan-Pereria spilt the bomb from the Warriors' first set of the second 
half giving the visitors prime field position. Johnson this time turned 
provider with an inside pass to Ford who crossed out on the left 
edge after being denied early in the game. Johnson converted from 
an easy distance to make it a two-possession lead for the visitors. 
That comfortable margin didn't last long due to a combination of 
ill-discipline and sloppy ball handling against a 12-man Titans side. 
Tanah Boyd looked damaging for the home side and he split the 
Warriors open. From the ensuing tackle, Campbell grubber kicked for 
Joe Stimson who grounded the ball brilliantly in the in-goal. Campbell 
converted while Boyd was treated for a shoulder injury and it was 
back to a 6-point game.

With 15 minutes to go, the Warriors were looking to seal the deal. 
Johnson's crossfield kick was initially batted back to Ford before his 
pass was picked off by Campbell who sprinted the best part of 90 
metres to score. We were locked up at 18-18 after Boyd's conversion, 
although the Bunker seemingly missed a knock-on from the contest 
by Aaron Schoupp. After a rare sabbatical in the chaos. Both sides 
scrambled to find the killer blow. It took a great crash pass from 
Wayde Egan to find Tohu Harris and the big fella crashed over for his 
maiden try of 2023 and with Johnson's conversion it was 24-18. The 
Titans failed to find an answer and Johnson again put a boot to the 
ball and AKP couldn't collect it as DWZ collected the loose ball for 
number 2 and a comfortable 10-point lead.

RAIDERS HOLD ON FOR

The Canberra Raiders chaotic season has continued, with 
the side from the nation's capital notching up a four point 
win over the lowly Wests Tigers that was anything but 
convincing.

Albert Hopoate made it over the line on a sweeping 
play but knocked on, while in the next set Jahream 
Bula won an aerial contest for the ball but did a double 
movement once he got to the ground.

Despite all the scoring opportunities and close calls, the 
first try amazingly didn't come until the 26th minute 
when Jack Wighton opted to put a lofted chip kick in 
about 30 metres out from the Tigers line. The bounce was 
very kind to the chasing Seb Kris, who grabbed the ball 
and fell to the ground to score.

The Raiders looked to have shaken the cobwebs out after 
that; they got a penalty in the next set for a strip and 
scored a textbook try as a result when Hudson Young ran 
a good line to go through a hole and plant the ball down. 

With 4 minutes left in the half, the Raiders were again 
attacking and could've made things easy for themselves 
with another try before the break. Instead, Wighton 
threw an intercept to David Nofoaluma, who ran 70 
metres before stepping inside and finding Luke Brooks, 
who threw it wide to Charlie Staines who had enough gas 
in the tank to get to the line.

The Raiders extended their lead again, with Rapana 
stepping past a few Tigers defenders before passing a 
nice short ball to Timoko, who scored with ease.

With a 10-point lead against the last placed team at 
home, you'd think the Raiders would comfortably see it 
through to the end, but their job was made harder when 
Nick Cotric left the field for an HIA, forcing a makeshift 
backline to be employed by Ricky Stuart. The Tigers 
struck immediately, with Api Koroisau notching up 
another try assist off the boot when he grubbered for 
Luke Brooks to score under the posts.

It was 22-18 and the Tigers were coming home strong, 
but despite several more chaotic plays and near misses, 
it would be the Raiders who held on for the win to set 
up a clash in Melbourne next week against the Storm 
where the winner will finish the Round in outright fourth 
position.

A battle of the South opens Round 4 of the NRLW as 
the St George Illawarra Dragons host the Canberra 
Raiders from WIN Stadium. The St George Illawarra 
Dragons have had a far from ideal season only 
picking up one win from their opening three games 
but two heavy losses have seen them slip towards 
the bottom of the NRLW ladder including their big 
30-0 defeat to the Sydney Roosters last week.

Coming off losses in Round 3, both teams are going 
to be looking to bounce back when they meet 
on Saturday during the first game of the NRLW 
double-header at Totally Workwear Stadium in 
Brisbane. The North Queensland Cowboys suffered 
their second loss of the season in their clash with 
the Brisbane Broncos in Townsville on Saturday 
afternoon. A scoreless second half from the 
Cowboys saw them go down 40-12 with the Broncos’ 
centre, Mele Hufanga, scoring four out of their 8 
tries.

TIP: Brett Kimmorley has needed made his first 
changes to the starting 17 this season with Vette-
Welsh set to miss the game after failing her HIA. 
Crafty five-eighth Pauline Piliae-Rasabale will make 
a move to the back, while Losana Lutu gets her first 
start in the halve.
