Naming Harry Grant in the starting side after the star hooker came off the bench last week, Reimis Smith has
been preferred on the wing ahead of Will Warbrick after a strong return to the top grade last week.

Winning six matches plus a draw from 12 visits to Wollongong historically, the Storm won their first ever
premiership match at the venue against Illawarra in the opening round of the 1998 season.
