LOMAX BREAKS AMOS’ RECORD AS

DRAGONS BREATHE FIRE
AJLUCANTONIO

Forty-four unanswered second-half points from the St George Illawarra Dragons have
seen them top the half-century for the first time at WIN Stadium since 2017, to defeat
the battling Wests Tigers in Wollongong tonight while Zac Lomax broke Amos Roberts
record for most points in a single match.

The Tigers started with intent and delivered opening points after just 5 minutes of play.
Following an early 40/20 from Api Koroisau, the Tigers set up camp in the Dragons
attacking zone and had several chances including Jahreem Bula going close to scoring.
From the ensuing play, Jayden Sullivan put a clever cross-field kick in and in his maiden
NRL start, Alex Lobb crossed for his maiden NRL try. Koroisau was unable to add the
extras but it was animpressive Tigers start.

Wests were playing such an expansive style of foothall in the early stages causing the
Dragons defence to be turned around early on. St George Illawarra's defence was
further caught napping following a right hand shift, Charlie Staines offloaded it well to
Jahreem Bula to find the space in open field before linking up with Jayden Sullivan who
finished off the movement he started as the former Dragons had their own way in the
opening 20 minutes. Koroisau converted for a 10-0 lead.

After earning the first penalty of the match, the St George lllawarra Dragons had some
field position and worked their way back into the game after forcing some errors from
the Tigers. A clever cross-field kick from Ben Hunt found a swarm of Tigers players
lacking the desire to get the ball, fortunately for the hosts, Tyrell Sloan batted it back to
Kyle Flanagan to get the Dragons back into it at the 23 minute mark.

Five minutes later, Moses Suli caught a couple of shocking Tigers defenders offside and
bumped away from a couple of tacklers to break away. Suli found Lomax who stepped
past a couple of would be defenders to level the scores, Lomax's conversion gave the
Dragons their first lead of the night.

Despite a crazy end to the half, with both sides playing end to end footy, some push and
shove and Flanagan being denied for a double movement, the scores stayed the same
right up to the change of ends. Two late Tigers penalties gave them a late chance, Sullivan
dug deep into the line to find Alex Seyfarth who redeems himself for the penalty that he
conceded minutes earlier and gets the lead back for the visitors on the break.

St George Illawarra capitalised on a slow second half start from the Tigers to cross first.
A nice shift saw Flanagan deliver a wonderful pass to Suli get through a yawning gap
exposing the poor edge defence of the Tigers. Suli got it away to Mat Feagai to cross for
the try. Lomax added the extras for a four point lead. The Dragons soon got an extraman
and a converted try lead when Jayden Sullivan was sin-binned for a professional foul,
Lomax added the penalty goal for a 20-14 lead.

Capitalising on the extra man advantage and some real elementary mistakes including

Solomon Alaimalo mistaking the rules around the sideline. St George Illawarra went
down the Sullivan edge to cross. Hunt caught all the defenders on the right edge napping
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WIN Stadium, Wollongong / Dharawal

as he delivered a wonderful pass to Luciano Leilua to cross. Lomax converted for a 26-14
lead. Ben Hunt added further salt in the wound with a clever individual try to make it
32-14.

The Tigers kept making mistakes and it was their undoing in the second half. Despite
having Sullivan return, the young side made another mistake and Leilua pounced on the
grubber kick to cross for his second. Despite their best efforts, Wests' couldn't trouble
the scorer in the second half after Seyfarth was denied for adouble movement with 15 to
go. From that penalty, Jacob Liddle caused havoc in the middle linking up with his middles
to send Flanagan away before finding Mat Feagai for his second. Lomax added to his try
tally of 2024 with his second.

Two of the most intriguing teams in the comp meet for the first time in 2024, with the North Queensland
Cowhoys travelling to the nations capital to play the Canberra Raiders.

The Cowhoys started the year flying out of the blocks, winning their first three games and mimicking
the purple patch they enjoyed in the middle of their 2023 campaign.

The strong start wasn't maintained, however, as the side riddled with Origin stars has slumped to a
lowly twelfth, with questions on Todd Payten's future getting louder, particularly following their 42-12
defeat to the underdog Warriors in round 15.

Canberra come off the bye, enjoying the two points catapulting them into fifth, in a season where Ricky
Stuart's men defied expectations to be seven wins from thirteen games, despite niggling injuries to
some of their stars. The tenacious competitors continue to write off the critics, but the Cowboys can
be unpredictable, and despite their success, the Raiders have a habit of dropping games they should
win.

With a near unchanged 17 from their victory a fortnight ago, the hosts are confident for a convincing
win the edge them closer into a top four spot. They're holstered only by the return of Hudson Young,
who pushes Ata Mariota to the bench and Simi Sasagi to the reserves.

For the visitors, their team sheet looks far cleaner than it did against the Warriors, with the removed
complication of Origin providing a more straight forward lineup for North Queensland. Murray Taulagi
slots back onto the wing, as does Reece Robson at hooker. Jordan McLean returns from a calf injury
to start in the front row, pushing Griffin Neame to the bench. Origin star Jeremiah Nanai moves to the
run on side, and Kulikefu Finefeuiaki moves to the interchange.

\WHO TO WATCH: When he's good, he's near unstoppable, but Marquee centre Valentine Holmes has
struggled in 2024 by his own lofty standards, with some poor defensive showings and attacking
performances where he's struggled to unlock his full potential. Canberra struggle with conceding big
at times, and Holmes will no doubt look to capitalise on this.

With young halves Jake Clifford and Thomas Duffy coming through, pressure is mounting on former
club captain Chad Townsend to step up. With there being no doubt he's in the twilight of his career, it's
now or never for Chad to prove he's got more to give in the NRL.

Inaninteresting matchup, his opposite number Kaeo Weekes is making the halfback jersey his own in
Jamal Fogarty's absence. Originally dubbed to play fullback or 5/8, Kago's versatility and ability to step
up has been admirable. Winning the play making duel against such an experienced campaigner will no
doubt do wonders for his confidence.

As Cameron Murray returns from injury, Hudson Young and his Origin future has come into question.
He's been a prolific try scorer at Canberra, crossing for 7 tries this season. With the Cowboys having
questionable edge defence at times, Hudson has a golden opportunity to stake his claim for further
representative honours.

FAVOURITE: Canberra are clear favourites to win at home.

Y TIP: Despite boasting one of the strongest sides on paper, the Cowhoys look clunky and disjointed.
Anaway trip to Canberra will surely prove too much. Raiders by 2.

After back to back losses that have led many people to question their standing as a premiership
contender, the Broncos will look to bounce back on the road against a Souths side that looks to have
put a slow start to 2024 behind them.

The Rabbitohs 46-12 thumping of the Titans showed they are a different team to the one that was rooted
to 17thplace in the first third of the season. Latrell Mitchell was at his brilliant best, with atry and three
try assists to go with a strong kicking game, and he'll be looking to replicate that performance as he
pushes for NSW selection. It wasn't just Mitchell of course - Jack Wighton had a try and try assist, Cody
Walker picked up a TA alongside a brace, while Davy Moale, Tom Burgess and Richard Kennar all had
four pointers to compliment strong performances.

The Bunnigs are getting even stronger as well, with captain Cameron Murray set to return from the
hench at the expense of Siliva Havili after a hip injury sidelined him since Round 9.

The Broncos meanwhile struggled mightily against the Sharks, Pat Carrigan and Payne Haas were
hoth at their best, combining for 249 metres and 78 tackles while the former also bagged a rare try.
But the rest of the team struggled mightily, with Ezra Mam, Selwyn Cobbo and Tristan Sailor really
struggling to make any impact on the game, while their bench forwards were steamrolled by Cronulla.

The Broncos have also only made one change - Xavier Willison replaces Fletcher Baker, having missed
the Sharks game to be at the birth of his child.

These two teams met in Round 2 of the season, where Brishane ran out 28-18 winners. But that
Brishane team had star performances from Reece Walsh and Adam Reynolds, neither of whom are
playing in the reverse fixture.

Cobbo, Carrigan and Haas will need to replicate the strong performances they had that night for the
Broncos to win in this one, while a stronger performance from Walker and the presence of Wighton
could give the Bunnies an edge they didn't have then.

Brishane's recent slide has seen their attack slide to an average of 25 points per game, good enough for
5th in the NRL. Their defence meanwhile is now leaking 21 points a game, which ranks 8th. Souths for
comparison are 13th and 17th respectively, however that attacking number is beginning to rise and the
defensive side, heavily impacted by blowouts earlier in the season, is slowly falling.

\WHO TO WATCH: The return of Cameron Murray, even if it is off the bench, is a massive boost for
the Rabbitohs. He wasn't at his best to start the season, averaging his fewest running metres since
2018 through his first 8 matches and the worst tackle efficiency of his career. But his leadership is
intangible to the Bunnies, and with an Origin jersey on the line expect him to do whatever he can to hit
the ground running.

The Broncos need Ezra Mam to step up if they want to win this one. He's been a bit of a mixed bag
since halves partner Adam Reynolds tore his bicep, with strong performances against the Eels and Sea
Eagles followed up by quiet performances against the Titans and Sharks. With no Reynolds or Reece
Walsh, Mam playing at an elite level is almost a non-negotiable if the Broncos want to win football
games.

FAVOURITE: The Broncos are the preferred choice to win in this one.

Y TIP: This is either going to be a statement win by the Broncos, or the match where the masses
realise the tide has truly shifted against them. I'm going to pick the former. Broncos by 8.

More than hopefuls: can Sea Eagles, Dragons be the real top eight deal?

The Manly Sea Eagles and St George Illawarra Dragons will look to break away from a pack of teams
vying to play finals football when they face off in a crucial contest on Sunday afternoon.

Grouped among ten teams separated by just four premiership points, the two Sydney rivals, who
missed the finals in 2023, have shown signs of great promise along with consistent shortcomings
during the first half of the season.

Sliding down the ladder following a form slump that has yielded one win in well over a month, the Manly
Sea Eagles will be hoping the rare opportunity to play at home in daylight hours reaps rewards.

Causing Penrith grief before ultimately going down 32-22 away from home last Sunday, coach Anthony
Seibold has been forced into changes with Nathan Brown starting in place of Josh Aloiai (suspension)
and Ethan Bullemor joining the bench.

The Sea Eagles have won four out of five matches at 4 Pines Park this season, along with three out of
four daytime matches at home during Seibold’s tenure.

The St George Illawarra Dragons will be eyeing off three straight wins when they make their first
appearance on the northern beaches in five years.

Posting their highest score in well over a decade with a 56-14 annihilation of the Wests Tigers last
Friday, coach Shane Flanagan has retained the same squad with Luciano Leilua starting ahead of
Raymond Faitala-Mariner in the second-row.

The Dragons have won only one of their past six visits to 4 Pines Park, yet hold a slender advantage over
the Sea Eagles in all megtings this decade with four wins from six clashes.

\WHO TO WATCH: Making the most of a career lifeline by appearing in every game this season,
unassuming forward Corey Waddell will bring up 50 games for the Sea Eagles on Sunday afternoon.
Returning to Manly after spending the past three years plying his trade with Canterbury-Bankstown,
the 27-year-old has performed a reliable role averaging 22 tackles and 75 running metres as a middle
and edge forward. Named on the bench despite Haumole Olakau'atu being under an injury cloud, look
for Waddell to come into contention for a starting position in his milestone match.

Taking the step from talented young gun to long-term first grader, Tyrell Sloan will be keen to build on
his newly inked deal with a win in his 50th game for the joint venture. Enjoying a stellar season with
eight tries, six try-assists and 36 tackle breaks, the 22-year-old fullback has reaped the rewards of
Shane Flanagan's regime to rank among the most improved players in the competition. Scoring four
tries inthree matches against the Sea Eagles - his best strike rate against any team in the league - look
for Sloan to add to his tally as the Dragons strive to record their first win on the northern beaches
since 2017.

FAVOURITE: Sea Eagles are favoured to continue their strong record at home and get the job done in
the first meeting between the two sides at the venue formerly known as Brookvale Oval in five years.

MY TIP: The Dragons have been good enough to win most of the games they should over the first half of
2024. If they are serious about featuring in September for the first time in six years, this is the type of
game they need to win.Dragons by 7.

Knights need to oil their joints against a purring Panthers pack ready to pounce.

McDonald Jones Stadium will host the final game of Round 15 as the Newcastle Knights dig in to stop a
third loss in a row, while the Panthers look to galvanise their position near the top of the ladder.

Coming off the back of a loss to the Melbourne Storm 36-28, the Knights will be looking to turn their
gritty style of footy into a win and head off a mid-season slump. Although disappointed not to come
away with a win, Knights coach Adan 0'Brien was pleased this team was able to put 28 points on a top-
four team. 0'Brien felt the scoreline was a reflection that the halves combination of Jackson Hastings
and Jack Cogger were clicking and even challenging what the opposition put to them.

The game also gave the Knights pathway programme a platform to showcase Fletcher Sharpe at
fullback. The 20-year-old took to the NRL like a fish in water and will be rewarded with the number
1jersey. With a baptism by fire against a team like the Storm, Sharpe will dust off the burn marks
and ready himself for another challenge, which the coach believes he is ready for. The Knights will
welcome back Bradman Best from a hamstring injury, and Daniel Saifiti will take his place on the bench
after knee problems. Anather protege of the Knights program who made us all sit up and look, David
Armstrong, has been named in reserves as he comes back froma quad injury.

Inwhat was atry fest last round for the Panthers against the Manly Sea Eagles, coach Ivan Cleary said
there were plenty of things done right by the team, especially coming back from the loss of confidence
when Manly was hitting back in the 32-22 victory for Penrith. A testament to the Panthers club was the
stepping up of Daine Laurie to fill the boots of injured Origin star Dylan Edwards. Laurie racked himself
up 344 meters and helped the Panthers gain the front foot after the relentless Manly attacks. The
combination of Jack Cole and Jarome Luai proved fruitful, and coach Cleary was pleased with how the
Origin stars that made the field last round backed up, with Brian To'o solidifying his status as one of the
hest wingers in the league with a hat trick, over 200 meters gained and 14 tackle busts.

The Panthers will welcome back Origin hitman Liam Martin to the reserves, as well as Dylan Edwards
heing named as number 1, pushing Diane Laurie to the bench.

\WHO TO WATCH: Plenty of eyes will be on Fletcher Sharpe as he is asked by the club to take charge
of the number 1jersey against last year's premiership winners. The confidence shown by Newcastle
in its up-and-comers is good, and with players like Sharpe and Armstrong answering the call, the
future looks bright if they can hold on to them. Dane Gagai had a blistering performance against
Melbourne last round, and the veteran centre will be looking to inspire his team down their right side
and hopefully draw enough attention from the Panthers to leave holes for Sharpe. Bradman Best will
likely be up against Izack Tago, and the battle on that edge will be a good watch as Best will be keen to
show heisin the conversation for Origin. Dylan Lucas and Leo Thompson have been putting their hands
up for the work in the middle and will have to bring the A game against one of the better packs in the
comp. The energy these two bring to the middle for Newcastle will be key for them to allow the halves
to build a platform to swing out wide.

Dylan Edwards will be hungry to show that he is over his injury and prove his with for the NSW jersey.
One of the hardest-working fullbacks in the game, the Panthers will be pleased to have the sound head
of Edwards directing at the back, closing up some of the gaps in their right edge that the Sea Eagles
exposed last round. Brian To'o will bring fire to his side of the field, and the odds are in favour of the
Origin winger putting at least one try on the Knights. He will also cause trouble with some nuggety,
bullocking runs. The Panthers' back row combination of Luke Garner, Liam Henry, and Lindsay Smith
brings energy to the middle and edges, which will keep the Knights' pack busy. Cleary has used these
players to great effect during interchanges, keeping the opposition on their toes and the Panther's
momentum charging.

FAVOURITE: Even with the home-ground advantage, the Knights haven't beaten the Panthers at home
since 2015. Over the last three games, this and the Knights' leaky defence puts them underdogs in the
Sunday clash.

MY TIP: The Knights have shown they can be a gritty side and stick it to the top teams. But gritty
play can come unstuck against top teams in the last 20 minutes of a game. And with a team like the
Panthers, you will have to hope you stay within and try to push for a win. This game will open up for the
Panthers with the return of Edwards and the halves of Luai and Cole clicking. Panthers by 10.

MENS FINAL: WIGAN WARRIORS 18 WARRINGTON WOLVES 8

With two of Super League's form sides meeting in the Challenge Cup final, expectations were high for a classic
encounter. The two sides duly delivered as an intense battle ended with Wigan lifting the famous old trophy at
Wembley.

Both sides had plenty to play for coming into the game. For Warrington coach, Sam Burgess, there was an
opportunity to lift silverware at the first opportunity in a fledgling career. For Wigan coach, Matt Peet, the chance
to hold all four trophies concurrently for the first time since St Helens achieved the remarkable under Daniel
Anderson feat in 2007 and emulate some of the great Wigan sides of the early 1990s. Ultimately, it was Peet and
Wigan who came out on top.

An impeccably observed minute's silence before the game only served to charge the atmosphere in the stadium
further, as fans paid tribute to Rob Burrow, with the kick-off time pushed back to 15:07 in a break with tradition
to honour Burrow. Warrington's opening defensive set was fierce, and Wigan was soon down to twelve men. In
the second minute, Matty Ashton carried the ball into the tackle and slipped as he approached the defender, Mike
Cooper. The referee deemed that, although Ashton had slipped, there was sufficient force in Cooper's swinging arm
to justify ayellow card.

But both sides were down to twelve men from the resulting set, as Matt Dufty caught Liam Marshall high after
Wigan had recovered the ball from an attempted Josh Thewlis offload. This ramped the crowd to a fever pitch, and
the intensity on the field matched the ferocity of the crowd. The resulting round of applause for Rob Burrow in
the seventh minute was almost deafening, given the action on the field. One thing is for sure, he would have loved
this encounter. Warrington had started the game fast and were ramping up the pressure on the Wigan line. Liam
Farrell was penalised for offside on the fifth tackle of a defensive set, giving the Wolves an easy opportunity to open
the scoring. Thewlis duly kicked the penalty to give the Wire a deserved early lead. A penalty for offside against Ben
Currie gave Wigan precious field position and served to relieve the pressure Warrington had built. The Warriors
made the most of the field position to score the game's first try in the 17th minute. Bevan French, who is so deadly
near the opposition line, threaded a precision grubber kick in-goal. Young centre, Zach Eckersley, in the side for
the suspended Adam Keighran, collected the ball to touch down. Harry Smith was on target with the conversion to
give Wigan a 6-2 lead. Wigan then began to turn the screw. Ashton dropped a spiralling bomb under no pressure
to give Wigan a brilliant field position, with a scrum 15 minutes from the Warrington line.

At this point Warrington looked shell-shocked,
having largely dominated the opening exchanges. However, the game began to settle into a rhythm after the frenetic
opening exchanges. Although Warrington had gained a foothold in the game, a series of unforced errors in Wigan
territory blunted their attacking threat. French went close for Wigan on the stroke of half-time but had his effort
ruled out for a double movement, making the score 12-2 at the break.

Warrington forced the pace right from the start of the set, forcing a Wigan knock-on ten metres out after Ashton
attempted an offload. This gave Warrington a great field position right from the whistle. However, Wigan's defence
held firm and, this time, they were able to force Ashton into touch to avert the danger. Wigan's high kicks were
causing all sorts of problems for Warrington, as Dufty failed to take another after 50 minutes. This gave Wigan
another set of six near the Warrington line, however, they were unable to convert the chance. Their commitment
in defence could not be questioned, however, the challenge was creating a meaningful chance at the other end.
The uneasy stasis on the scoreboard was finally broken after 56 minutes, as Wigan's inspirational captain, Liam
