The Wests Tigers have overcome amassive scare to put away the Canberra Raiders 48-

A lazy error from Sebastian Kris a few minutes
later then had the Tigers suddenly on the attack once more and they almost made it two
quick tries, only for Jahream Bula to bounce the ball over the line. It didn't take long for
the home side to extend its lead though and once again it was off the back of a Raiders
error, with Jordan Rapana spilling a Galvin bomb as Luke Laulilii barged over on the next
tackle inhis NRL debut. It was 12-0 at that point with the Tigers challenging the clock and
BenjiMarshall's side almost pushed it out to 18 as Rapana coughed up anather kick, with
Samuela Fainu on the spot to pick up the scraps and flick it to Koroisau in support. But
replays later showed Aidan Sezer making contact with the ball as he contested the kick,
seeing the try overturned as the Raiders hung on - just.

The same was true in the 20th minute as Doueihi looked to have scored in his first game
back from injury after brilliant lead-up work from Galvin and Fainu, only to be held up
after a sensational one-on-one tackle from Rapana. The close calls kept coming as a
Hudson Young toed the ball dead to deny Galvin a try in the 23rd minute before the hand
of Zac Woolford stopped Sione Fainu from charging over soon after. Fainu couldn't be
denied in the 35th minute though as he reached out to extend the Tigers'lead out to 18-0,
although even that was after another missed opportunity for the home side in the 30th
minute. In other words, as much as the scoreboard reflected the Tigers' dominance, it
didn't tell the full story as Canberra could have easily been trailing 30-0 at that point. But
the Raiders couldn't find the final pass on two occasions to end the half as they failed to
convert on two potential try-scoring opportunities. A try definitely went begging in the
39th minute as a surging run from Nick Cotric was backed up by a similarly powerful
Hudson Young charge had the Raiders second rower closing in on the try line. But instead
of trying to get there himself Young attempted to link up with his support on the outside,
only for Bula to get his hands to the ball to save what would have otherwise been a try.
Still, the Tigers regathered the ballin an offside position which saw Canberra get on the
board with a penalty goal to close out the half. If anything, the shaky finish to the first half
wasa good thing for the Tigers because it served as a wake-up call of sorts, proving they
couldn't come out into the second complacent and simply expecting to go on with the job.

They certainly didn't do that, scoring two tries in the space of five minutes to open the
second half and blow away the Raiders. First, a confident shift inside their own half
ended with Galvin scoring his second before another Rapana error saw Koroisau put
Bula over under the posts as the Tigers went up 30-2. Danny Levi was able to burrow
over for a cheap try soon after but had no hope when a clever Koroisau shaped to go
left before sending it right to Stefano Utoikamanu, isolating the Raiders hooker in the
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Campbelltown Sports Stadium, Leumeah / Dharawal

defensive line as the Tigers quickly re-established their ascendancy in the 53rd minute.

(Galvin then showed maturity beyond his years on a chaotic last-tackle play as he took his
time to put in a perfectly-placed kick that ended sitting up for Koroisau to put the Tigers
ahead 42-8. The home side faced some adversity late in the piece as Alex Seyfarth was
sent to the sin binin the 62nd minute for interfering with a Levi quick tap and the Raiders
quickly capitalised on the one-man overlap as Cotric scored. Even still, Canberra needed
amiracle at that point, trailing by 30 points with only 16 minutes left. he Raiders quickly
made it two tries in just as many minutes as Kaeo Weekes sold Doueihi on a dummy and
then outpaced Bula to score, reducing the deficit to 24 with 14 on the clock. Suddenly, the
Tigers were in freefall as Strange went over and Rapana once again added the extras,
leaving the Raiders needing three converted tries in 11 minutes. The Raiders pulled
the Tigers apart on the right edge once more on their next set but a desperate tackle
from Fainu saved the day, although an error immediately after put the home side under
pressure once again. But some more committed defence saw the Tigers hold firm before
Doueihi pounced on a Rapana pass to race away for the intercept try that sealed the win
for Marshall's team.

Blues return to nomadic hunting ground to keep series alive

The NSW Blues return to their happy hunting ground of the MCG in a bid to keep the 2024 State of Origin
series alive against the QLD Maroons.

NSW had a nightmare of an Origin opener. Joseph Suaalii's unfortunate but correct sending off saw
NSW having to play 72 minutes a man short. Despite a brave effort including getting the match back
to within two converted tries, the Maroons simply ran the NSW tank to empty and they would lose the
game 34-10.

Michael Maguire has overhauled his side significantly for atilt at reclaiming the series for the first time
inthree years. Dylan Edwards has successfully overcome an injury scare to reclaim his fullback jersey,
Edwards has the ability to break the game open with one charge through the middle, with all respect
to James Tedesco, Edwards ability to scheme around the ruck was sorely missed in Sydney. Latrell
Mitchell gets a recall replacing Suaalii, Mitch Moses replaces Nicho Hynes, Cam Murray replaces Cam
MecInnes at lock while Connor Watson debuts replacing Hudson Young. Maguire will need animproved
performance from his forward pack with Payne Haas and Jake Trbojevic significantly limited in Sydney
while Murray and Watson will deliver much needed leg speed around the ruck. Mitchell'simpact on the
edge will be breathtaking to watch and will be a significant point of difference for the Blues.

For QLD, Billy Slater's decision to select Selwyn Cobbo on the bench was an absolute masterstroke with
Reece Walsh's brutal KO seeing Hamiso Tabuai-Fidow moving to the back and excelling, while Cobbo
wreaked havoc on the new look right edge of the Blues. They will be without Cobbo this time as he is
injured along with debutant J'maine Hopgood replaced by veterans Kurt Capewell and Felise Kaufusi
respectively.

To win in Melbourne, you have a feeling that the pack will need to dominate early and maintain the
rage. One area where QLD did fall short was matching the impact brought by Spencer Leniu off the
bench for the Blues, they really fell down a peck or two when he came into the match. So expect Kaufusi
to provide some starch in the middle with some monster shots to try and wrestle momentum away
from the Blues. QLD have only one once at the MCG and that was against the odds in 1995. Out wide,
they have the advantage with Walsh causing havoc out wide, and Tabuai-Fidow back at centre going up
against Stephen Crichton will be entertainment plus.

\WHO TO WATCH: After controversially missing selection in Game 1. All eyes are on Latrell Mitchell.
Since his return from suspension, Mitchell has been in great form for a revived South Sydney outfit.
He has been on the ball and creative for the Rabbitohs and that quality was missing in NSW's attack in
Game 1. When given a chance, Trell can be the best left centre in the competition so expect him to try
and claim that mantle once more at the place he made his Origin debut, six years ago.

For QLD, the focus is going on Reece Walsh. Walsh was arguably one of the best players of last year's
series and is definitely one of the more polarising players in the competition. Walsh has the creativity
that some spine players dream of, but will again be targeted by the NSW side (as he should be, as one
of QLD's most dangerous players). If Walsh can stay on the field and create panic amongst the Blues
defence once more, then the series is as good as won for the Maroons.

FAVOURITES: QLD are favourites for Origin 2. Fun fact, QLD are undefeated at Marvel Stadium,
Docklands. But, as already mentioned the Maroons have struggled at the confides of the MCG.

TIP: Well, I feel the Blues can't have played any worse than they did in Game 1. A new look spine and
kicking game gives the Blues an advantage, so [ expect field position to be closer. The ruck speed QLD
can limit will be important, because if the middle of NSW get the ascendency, with their bench and
impact that was so good in Sydney, it might be a long night, plus the ever increasing threat of Edwards
and Mitchell in the attacking third. NSW by 6.

Decider in Townsville: Sky Blues and Maroons Set for Historic Women's Origin Showdown!

The 2024 Harvey Norman Women's State of Origin series has delivered unforgettable moments,
setting the stage for a thrilling decider in the first-ever Game IIT in Women's Origin history. The New
South Wales Sky Blues and the Queensland Maroons are poised to battle it out at QCBS Townsville on
Thursday, 27 June, with the series tied 1-1 after two gripping encounters.

New South Wales struck first, securing acommanding 22-12 victory at Suncorp Stadium in the opening
match.

New South Wales Sky Blues Coach Kylie Hilder is confident in her squad, fielding the same 17 players
from the first two games. Olivia Kernick will don the No.13 jersey, while Keeley Davis moves to the
bench as No.15. Jakiya Whitfeld and Kirra Dibb remain on reserve.

Queensland Maroons Coach Tahnee Norris continues with the dependable halves pairing of Tarryn
Aiken and Ali Brigginshaw. However, the Maroons face challenges with Destiny Brill sidelined due to
acalfinjury, replaced by Lily Peacock. Keilee Joseph steps into the starting lineup, with Emily Bass and
Chelsea Lenarduzzi added to the extended bench following Sienna Lofipo’s PCL injury.

\WHO TO WATCH: Sky Blues centre Jess Sergis is set to be a key player, determined to overcome
the setbacks of Game II. Sergis endured a high tackle, a corked leg, and cramping yet displayed
remarkable resilience. She stayed down in pain after her clash with Keilee Joseph, which saw her sent
for an unnecessary head injury assessment, and despite further collisions, she remained undeterred.
Sergis's powerful play is crucial for NSW's success, and she's expected to deliver a standout
performance.

Lauren Brown is the Maroons” match-winner to watch. Her calmness under pressure was evident
when she slotted a field goal in torrential rain with less than 90 seconds remaining in Game IL. Brown's
ahility to execute under duress makes her an invaluable asset for Queensland in this decider.

FAVOURITES: The Sky Blues are slight favourites to take out Game IIT and, therefore, the 2024 Harvey
Norman Women's State of Origin series.

TIP: The series has been fiercely competitive, and Game III promises to be no different. With the
momentum from their remarkable comeback, Queensland's home advantage, and the composure
shown by key players like Lauren Brown, the Maroons are slight favourites. However, the Sky Blues,
driven by the formidable Jess Sergis and a cohesive unit, will undoubtedly challenge every inch.

Expect a closely fought battle, but I tip the Sky Blues to edge out the Maroons and clinch the series in
athrilling finish. NSW by 4.

Knights will be looking to replicate their late season surge from twelve months ago by improving upon
gallant losses in recent weeks.

Challenging the likes of Melbourne and Penrith without getting the job done on the scoreboard, coach
Adam 0'Brien has responded by debuting English playmaker Will Pryce in the halves and recalling
fellow countryman Kai Pearce-Paul to bench.

Holding a dismal record against the Eels with six consecutive losses dating back to the end of the last
decade, only Daniel Saifiti and Kalyn Ponga remain from the last side to triumph over the blue and golds
in2019.

Despite winning three of their seven matches in Newcastle so far in 2024, the Knights have enjoyed
tremendous home support with five crowds topping well over 20,000 and strong turnouts for the
other matches played in rain-affected conditions.

Languishing at the battom of the ladder with four paltry wins in the season to date, the Parramatta Eels
will be treating Saturday evening as a must-win encounter if they have any hope of featuring beyond
the home-and-away rounds.

Paying the price for the worst for-and-against record in the league by dropping to 17th on the ladder -
despite getting two points for the bye last week - interim coach Trent Barrett has named Maika Sivo in
the backline, back-rower Matt Doorey on the bench for the first time this season and handed Matthew
Arthur - son of former head coach Brad Arthur - his NRL debut.

The Eels have enjoyed good fortune in Newcastle with five wins from their past seven visits, including
outscoring the Knights by a combined total of 89-10 in their past three appearances at McDonald Jones
Stadium.

\WHO TO WATCH: Emerging as the most consistent performer for the Knights in 2024, centre-turned-
second-rower Dylan Lucas has thrived on either side of the field this season. Averaging well over
100 running metres and 30 tackles each week, the 23-year-old has bagged five tries in 13 matches,
including threg in his past two outings. Contracted to the club until the end of next season, look for
Lucas to attract plenty of interest come 1 November if the Knights don't act to lock him up earlier.

Ifthe Eels hope to extend their record over the Knights to seven straight wins, Dylan Brown will need to
play with the ‘run-first instincts that have served him well throughout his career. Setting up ten tries
and recapturing his running game after a modest start to the season, the 24-year-old playmaker has
been emblematic of the Eels’ decline since reaching the grand final two years ago. Holding an unbeaten
record against the Knights throughout his career, Brown will need to aim up if the Eels hope to get off
the bottom of the premiership ladder.

FAVOURITE: The benefit of playing in front of another crowd in excess of 20,000 will see the Knights
start the match as marginal favourites

MY TIP: XIf the Knights can play with the attacking spark that has threated premiership contenders
over recent weeks, they should prove too strong for the side with the worst defensive record in the
league. Knights by 12.

Panthers and Cowboys Battle for Crucial Points at BlueBet Stadium

The Penrith Panthers and North Queensland Cowboys are set to clash this Sunday at 4 pm at BlueBet
Stadium. Both teams are coming off a bye, with the Cowhoys experiencing their first break of the
season after waiting 16 rounds. The Panthers, currently in second place with a 10-4 record, look to
maintain their strong form, while the Cowboys, clinging to eighth with an 8-7 record, aim to solidify
their position in the top eight.

Before their bye, the Panthers demonstrated their resilience when they travelled to Newcastle to face
the Knights, securing a 26-18 victory. Jarome Luai shone as the chief playmaker, contributing a try and
setting up two others. Despite conceding the first try, Penrith responded quickly, with Scott Sorensen
and Brian Too crossing the line within five minutes of each other. The first half ended inan arm wrestle,
but Luai's individual brilliance gave the Panthers a 14-6 lead at the break. Though Newcastle mounted
a comeback with two quick tries in the second half, Penrith's unwavering resilience saw them hold on.
With several key players named for the State of Origin, the Panthers' ‘next man up' mentality will be
crucial, ensuring they are well-prepared regardless of Origin absentees.

The Cowhoys, on the other hand, showcased their dominance in their Round 15 match against the
Canberra Raiders, leading 24-0 at halftime thanks to tries from Reuben Cotter, Griffin Neame, Tom
Dearden, and Chad Townsend. Their goal-line defence was formidable, preventing the Raiders from
scoring on three occasions. Although Canberra staged a second-half fightback, the Cowboys added
two more tries through Valentine Holmes and Reece Robson to seal the win. With six players named
in the Queensland State of Origin squad, the Cowhoys might face challenges, but the team is hopeful,
especially with experienced players like Scott Drinkwater, who had an outstanding game against the
Raiders, in their ranks.

\WHO TO WATCH: The last time these two sides met, Panthers winger Brian Too was sensational in his
100th game, where he scored a try, recorded a massive 17 tackle busts and ran for almost 200 running
metres. Expect him to get over the line at least once, as Too has scored 23 tries in his past 17 games at
BlueBet Stadium, even if he will be off the back of an Origin appearance for NSW on Wednesday night.

With several key players potentially missing from this game, the Cowboys will look to their experienced
players to lead the way. In particular, winger Kyle Feldt will be looking to reach 10 tries for the ninth
straight season. The 32-year-old put on an aerial try-scoring masterclass against the Raiders in the
side’s Round 15 win.

FAVOURITE: Despite having a number of key players backing up after Origin commitments, the
Panthers are clear favourites, especially at home, where they've won 14 of their last 16 games.

Y TIP: Their depth and home advantage should see them through in what promises to be a competitive
match. Penrith by 10.

Canthe Tigers break another hoodoo?

After Benji's babes racked up back-to-back wins in Rounds 3 and 4 against the much more highly
fancied Sharks and Eels, things were looking up in Tigers Town, but then they lost 9 straight games,
falling to the bottom of the table once again, the last 2 losses saw their newly determined defence fall
apart as they lost 42-28 v the Cowboys and then 56-14 to the Dragons after the bye.

But they bounced back brilliantly, beating the Titans 18-10, a team who the Tigers had beaten just twice
in their last 12 encounters. Then last week the Tigers came against an even bigger hoodoo opponent,
Canberra. The Raiders had won 14 of the last 16 games, racking up big scores on a regular basis
(Canberra had scored 523 points in those 16 games, an average of 32.7 points per game). The Tigers
though were clinical in defence in the first half, while showing plenty of composure, capitalising on
the Raiders errors. The Tigers extended their lead even further at the start of the second half, before
Alex Seyfarth was sent to the sin bin, whereby Canberra finally started to get back into the contest
somewhat. The Raiders scored 4 tries in the final 20 minutes, but it was too little too late as the Tigers
ran away 48-24 victors. This week they come up against their biggest hoodoo side of all, the Sydney
Roosters. The Roosters have racked up 21 wins in their last 23 games against the Tigers, and scoring
an average of 33 points per game in the process. The Tigers 2 wins in that run were in Round 1, 2018
and Round 20, 2011.

The Roosters have won 6 of their last 8 games after a very inconsistent start to the season which
saw them win 3 of their opening 7 games. These last 8 games though has seen their attack improve
out of sight, scoring 282 points at an average of 35.25 points per game, while remarkable, 6 of their
last 9 opponents finished the game having scored 18 points (while Tother scored 16). Last week the
Roosters came up the new and improved Bulldogs, who are playing with a greatly improved defensive
grit, yet the mighty Tricolours attack still scored 26 points to record an 18 point victory, even with 2
players marched in the 72nd and 78th minutes, they still didn't concede a try.

They are in red hot form in attack while their defence is solid enough to keep opposition sides honest.
And for this match they will be bolstered by the returns of Angus Crichton (Second Row), Connor

\WHO TO WATCH: Adam Douehi formed a very potent attacking combination with Api Korisau and
Lachlan Galvin last week which will likely develop even further over the year. Connor Watson will be
high on confidence after his Origin call up while Angus Crichton, Spencer Leniu and Lindsay Collins
all played strongly in the first Origin and are expected to do the same again in origin 2 and still back
up for this match.

FAVOURITE: Both sides are playing some very open and entertaining football at present, and while the
lowly Tigers will be regarded as no chance, anyone can tell you that a young team high on confidence
can achieve some amazing results, while at the same time, be erratic in form. The Roosters are a star-
studded outfit also in strong form, but they are also seasoned professionals. They will be the clear
favourites to win here.

MY TIP: If the Roosters rest a
few of their Origin stars then
the Tigers may be able to stay
in this game. Roosters should
still win but a confident Tigers
side might keep it competitive.
