SHARKS RUN RIOT AS API FINISHES ON 
ICE

The Cronulla Sharks have inflicted their most ruthless performance of 2024 with a 58-6 
thrashing of the Wests Tigers as the struggling club lost their captain Api Koroisau to a 
calf injury in the second half. 

Cronulla had early ascendency following an early line-break from Daniel Atkinson, 
splitting some shocking middle defence. From the ensuing tackle, the Sharks moved the 
ball left as Braydon Trindall delivered early, quality ball to Kayal Iro as he got past some 
would-be tacklers for the first try. Trindall added the extras to cement a quality start for 
the home side inside the opening 5 minutes.

Despite a poor start, the Tigers stuck to their basics and got rewarded with a silky try 
following a yardage penalty. Samuela Fainu hit a strong line and was able to get an offload 
away to Jahreem Bula. Bula was then able to offload to Solomona Faataape to restore 
order for the visitors. Api Koroisau added the extras to level the scores after 11 minutes.

After a strong kick return from Ronaldo Mulitalo who combined with try-scorer Iro, 
the Sharks turned momentum back in their favour almost immediately. The home side 
stripped the Tigers for numbers and Mulitalo fended away from Alex Lobb to score for 
the Sharks. It looked like the Sharks were going to add a third after another break from 
Mulitalo, he linked up with Trindall and was brought down. The Sharks winger forced a 
professional foul by Koroisau and despite the Tigers hooker pleading his best case, he 
was sin-binned by Adam Gee.

The Tigers have struggled when being down to 12 men this year. That continued here, 
as after successive sets on the line the Tigers wall cracked. A brilliant, lofted pass from 
Briton Nikora delivered a saloon passage to the line for Sione Katoa who crossed for 
the home side in the dying stages of Koroisau's sin bin period. This was nearly extended 
further but just as the sin-bin period came to a close, the Sharks butchered an easy 
scoring opportunity.

Wests seemed to dominate field position after a prolonged period with the football. 
However, Aidan Sezer's pass was picked off by Jesse Ramien who sprinted 80 metres 
before getting caught by Bula and Staines. There was a lack of onside players in defence 
which allowed Katoa to run from dummy half and cross for the fourth try of the night and 
make it a 24-6 half-time lead for the Sharks.

After the break, Cronulla continued on their scoring ways. A well worked set play saw 
Atkinson draw in some horrific edge defence to send Mulitalo away in the corner after 
48 minutes. Six minutes later, the suffering continued when Blayke Brailey delivered a 
brilliant pass to Braden Hamlin-Uele to cross. The returning prop delivered one of the 
best celebrations of #TryJuly so far to extend the gap to 28.

Four minutes later, Mulitalo grabbed his hattrick after a brilliant kick return from deep 
inside his own end. He got on the outside of Bateman and got up to halfway before finding 
Trindall. The half juggled it but did well to haul it in before offloading back to Mulitalo to 
cross for his hat-trick. Three minutes later, Trindall again delivered with a brilliant pass 

to Nikora to make the deficit 40 points for the home side. The Tigers did show some fight 
with a brilliant cover tackle from Fonua Pole saving a certain four pointer for Trindall 
with 15 to go. Despite showing some fight, the Tigers defensive inefficiencies again 
reared themselves to the forefront. Ramien brought up the 50 as he manhandled Heath 
Mason on his way to the line. In the dying moments, Trindall crossed through two middle 
forwards to cross to bring up 22 points for the evening and secure a 52 point win. 

The only sour note for the Sharks was a potentially serious knee injury to returning prop 
Jesse Colquhoun. The front rower was returning from injury for his first NRL game 
of the year when his knee gave way with 20 to go. While for the Tigers, Koroisau was 
assisted with a calf injury and left the match with 15 to play.

Jayden Campbell starred in game 50 setting up three Titans tries as the Gold Coast 
secured three straight wins for the first time since 2021. 

Gold Coast capitalised early after a suspect tackle in the air penalty. Jojo Fifita broke 
through for the opening line-break before sustained field position eventually took it's toll 
on the Parramatta defence. A lovely cut-out ball from Jayden Campbell found Alofiana 
Khan-Pereira who crossed untouched to go top of the try-scorers tally for 2024 and his 
17th try in 17 games at CBUS Super Stadium. Campbell capped his return from injury 
with a great sideline conversion for 6-0.

The Eels refused to do little favours for themselves after conceding a penalty which 
allowed the Titans to march down field. David Fifita linked up with Campbell who found 
Khan-Pereria to cross for his second in three minutes to continue his impressive streak 
with his 11th career double. Within a blink of an eye, it was 12-0 after 14 minutes.

Matt Doorey thought he capitalised on a rare mistake from the Titans, but with the line 
open he spilled it. After some back and forth moments, Jake Tago was crunched in a 
great shot from Campbell which forced the ball loose. The Titans capitalised on the error 
by shifting the ball to Phil Sami. Sami was able to beat the covering defensive efforts to 
cross for the Titans' third and it was 18-0 after 20 minutes.

Parramatta were guilty of over-trying, but eventually some chances were going to stick 
and it did in bizarre circumstances. AJ Brimson went for a dart out of dummy half and 
offloaded it straight to Blaize Talagi who got it onto Luca Moretti. The Clovelly Crocodile 
crossed with his first touch to bring Parramatta back into the contest with ten to play in 
the first half. Both sides did squander good field position and scoring chances, so at the 
end of the first half, the Titans were in front by 18-6.

Parramatta started with fire and were nearly rewarded when debutant Lorenzo Mulitalo 
got within metres from the line in the opening set of the second stanza. AJ Brimson had 
a successful return from injury and was replaced un-injured with 25 minutes to play 
by Keano Kini. The Titans had the first of the second half after a clever grubber from 
Campbell caught Clint Gutherson out of position. Brian Kelly won the race to the ball for 
the first of the second half to extend the gap to 18.  

Parramatta weren't going away. After Klese Haas was slow to clear the ruck, the Eels 
responded as Will Penisini muscled his way to the line. Penisini beat three disappointing 
defensive efforts from the Titans on his way to the line with 20 to go. Gold Coast suffered a 
blow with 20 to go, with David Fifita having to depart following a category two concussive 
incident following a tackle on Penisini, but would return in the dying moments.  

Gold Coast were starting to fall off tackles and Parramatta were marching up field. 
With 15 to go, Gutherson got into dummy half and managed to beat three defenders on 
his way to the line. Referee Todd Smith was in the best position to see if the ball hit the 
line and awarded the try which was confirmed. Asi quickly converted from in front and 
Parramatta had gotten the margin back to a two possession game.

The Parra half would come from the field with 10 to go, making that task even harder. 
Gold Coast thought they had the game secured with 5 to go after Khan-Pereria thought 
he had a hattrick but he was denied in a brilliant try-saver from Brown. Despite last ditch 
efforts, Parramatta were unable to muster up the score to set-up a grandstand finish.

MATCH PREVIEW

A rather topsy-turvey Origin series will be decided on Wednesday night at Suncorp Stadium in 
Brisbane, when New South Wales takes on Queensland.

Queensland dominated a 12-man Blues side in Game I, winning 38-10 after Joseph-Aukuso Sua’ali’I 
was sent off very early in the match. In Game II, New South Wales turned the tables with arguably the 
most perfect first half in Origin history, as they raced out to a 34-0 lead. Queensland fought back in the 
second half but the task was too great as they lost 38-18.

When it comes to Game 3 deciders, Queensland absolutely dominate the Blues, winning 15 of the 22 
occasions, 2 other occasions were draws which resulted in Queensland retaining the shield, while 
New South Wales has won just 5 deciders.

The injured Latrell Mitchell has been replaced by 2023 Blues Origin centre Bradman Best, while 
extended bench player from the first two games, Mitch Barnett has been brought onto the bench to 
make his Origin debut, replacing Haumole Olakau’atu.

For the Maroons, a number of changes have been made. Jaydn Su’A, Murray Taulagi and Xavier Coates 
all set to miss the decider. This see’s Selwyn Cobbo getting a call up to replace Taulagi on the wing, Dane 
Gagai will line up at centre to replace Coates, Kurt Capewell moves from the bench into the run-on side 
to replace Su’A. Capewell’s place on the bench has been filled by Kalyn Ponga.

The Maroons bench is smaller than the Blues, with Moeaki Fotuaika and Felise Kaufusi as the only 
forwards on the bench, which will place a lot of extra work on the Maroons middle forwards. 

The Blues have less versatility on their bench, running with just one genuine prop in Spencer Leniu, 
however Isaah Yeo is capable of playing as a front rower if needed. If the Blues have an injury in their 
spine or backline, there may be a few players getting shuffled about which is never great to a teams 
defensive cohesion, especially in Origin.

Both teams are very strong on the edge of the ruck and that is precisely where much of this game 
will be played for both outfits. Holmes shifting to the wing from centre is a good move, as he was 
outmuscled frequently by Mitchell in Game II and with Best playing a power game, he may have had 
similar success against him.

WHO TO WATCH: Jake Trbojevic hasn’t played many minutes in either game, and with little in the way 
of middle forwards to rotate with on the bench, he really needs to provide more minutes and for 
those minutes to be powerful. Dane Gagai is a modern-day Dale Shearer – club form means zero, put 
a Maroon jumper on him, put him anywhere in the backline and he’ll deliver a brilliant performance 
every time. He will be featured in many Queensland attacking raids. Mitch Moses had a glorious match 
in Game II and all eyes will be on him to see if he can repeat that performance here. Kalyn Ponga is a 
genuine x-factor on the Maroon’s bench. How, when and where he will be used is a mystery, but what 
isn’t a mystery is his ability to turn a game on its head.

FAVOURITES: New South Wales will likely be the favourite coming into this game due to their complete 
dominance of the Maroons in Game 2. Game 1 is less of a guide given so much of the contest saw 
Queensland have an extra player. Home ground advantage and history is hugely on Queensland’s side.

TIP: This will be a very close game. It’s an absolute coin toss here. But it’s hard to go past the Blues on 
form. NSW by 1.

Round 20 NRL action gets underway in Canberra on Friday night as two teams are looking to keep their 
outside finals hopes as the Raiders play host to the Warriors who themselves make a rare 7:30 Friday 
appearance in Australia.

The Raiders come off a much-needed Bye last week after a string of losses sees them sitting in 11th on 
the NRL ladder and needing to pick up a win to make sure that they can stay within two points of the 
top 8. The Green Machine have been pretty spluttering this season as they have only won once in their 
past six matches which was a golden point win over the Dolphins.

A fortnight ago the Raiders were again at home but just struggled for any consistency as they went 
down 16-12 to the Knights who themselves weren't that impressive.

Super Saturday for the NRL will open at Industree Group Stadium in Gosford, as the South Sydney 
Rabbitohs ready to take on Wests Tigers.

Going down to the Dolphins last round 36-28, the Bunnies didn’t look the worst team but lacked 
intensity at the beginning and had to play catch up. Coach Ben Hornby was happy the team could apply 
pressure at the game’s back end but felt they could have done more early to get ahead. The Rabbitohs 
have been in form, and this loss put an end to their five-game winning streak. Hornby singled out Jye 
Gray for playing a great game at fullback and says he looks forward to Gray taking ownership of that 
spot for the next few weeks while Latrell Mitchel is injured.

The game in Gosford will be a milestone for Damien Cook as he runs out for his 200th NRL game. Jai 
Arrow has been playing lame for weeks and will be out of the team for the year after much-needed 
surgery. Pending his fitness after Origin Three this week, Cameron Murray will come into the back 
row.

The Wests Tigers had one of their worst performances last round. With a mauling at the hands of 
Cronulla 58-6. Coach Benji Marshall apologised to the fans at the post-match press conference. 
Marshall conceded that his team was outplayed in all areas on the field and that it was a mindset he 
had not experienced yet.

Ill discipline and a lack of intensity meant the Tigers were never in the game. And with some injuries to 
key players at the end of the game rubbing salt into widening wounds.

Api Koroisau has been named in the reserves due to a calf injury, with Tallyn Da Silva taking on hooker 
duties. Luke Laulilii will run on at wing for injured Alex Lobb; Alex Twal returns from a head knock, 
while Alex Seyfarth will sit out a game due to concussion protocols.

WHO TO WATCH: Souths' halves are clicking, and Cody Walker was pretty adamant in the post-match 
presser about where they went wrong and how they could fix it. Walker and Jack Wighton have. It 
has been a solid combination for the Rabbitohs, and a solid performance from these two will filter 
through the rest of the team. Damien Cook will run out for his 200th game, and the speedy number 9 
will come into it with some form. Firm in defence and sneaky in attack, Cook is probably ready to serve 
up a master class against the less experienced Tallyn Da Silva this round. Cooks’ effort around the ruck 
will likely look to exploit the Wests’ forwards if they mimic their last-round performance. If Cameron 
Murray fronts up after Origin, he will put his hand up as ever to go forward for Souths all night. Murray 
loves to hit space at speed, and we will see him asking questions of the West’s defence all night. Jye 
Gray has some shoes to fill and will be out to impress again. The speedy fullback may lack size but has 
been shown to make up for it with inspirational plays and a hunger for the ball. Like any fullback worth 
his weight, Gray is always shadowing the ball in case his teammates bust the line. If Alex Johnston or 
Jacob Gagi finds some space, expect to see Gray in support.

At this stage, Aidan Sezer and Lachlan Galvin will have to find some dexterity in their attack and try 
to trouble the Souths with their kicking game. They may pressure the fresh talent, Jye Gray, possibly 
exploiting a height advantage in their backs against the nuggety Souths fullback. Adam Doueihi will 
have to step up as one of the club leaders. His first game back from injury was inspiring a few rounds 
ago, and the team needs some inspiration to at least be competitive after last round’s performance. 
Doueihi was one of the better players in the previous round, being the only player to get past 100 run 
meters for the game. He has the ability he needs the team to get on board. With Alex Seyfarth out for 
the game, they must rely on some fire in the middle from John Bateman. Not one to shy away from the 
challenge; it’s the Englishman’s fire in defence that can spur the team to keep it the game. With all the 
talk about Stefano Utoikamanu, the club needs to see the talented forward take the Souths’ pack on in 
attack. Utoikamanu is critical to Wests laying a foundation in the middle, allowing the halves the ball to 
backs like Charlie Staines and Jahream Bula.

FAVOURITE: The Tigers are yet to show any real threat in the competition. They have leaked 138 points 
in their last three games. Off the back of one of their worst performances this year, they are not 
considered in the winner’s circle. 

MY TIP: Souths have been playing well and were right in the game against an in-form Dolphins outfit in 
the last round.

Season definer for rivals outside the eight

The Newcastle Knights and Brisbane Broncos will fight to keep their finals hope alive when they meet 
at McDonald Jones Stadium on Saturday evening.

Coming off a dispiritingly poor showing on the road last week, the Newcastle Knights will return home 
determined to make amends for recent and historical losses.

Suffering an embarrassing 44-6 defeat at the hands of the Sea Eagles without three of their 
representative stars, coach Adam O’Brien will be banking on Kalyn Ponga, Dane Gagai and Bradman 
Best backing up 72 hours after the State of Origin decider on Wednesday evening.

The Knights could also welcome back Tyson Gamble from a fractured foot after the former Brisbane 
playmaker was included on an extended bench following two months on the sidelines. 

Claiming their most recent victory over Brisbane in 2021, and their last at McDonald Jones Stadium in 
2019, the Knights hold a 50% record from eight home matches this season.

Plummeting to 13th on the ladder following six straight losses, the Brisbane Broncos will be treating 
Saturday evening as a must-win encounter if they are to recover over the final third of the season.

Matching the Dragons for tries only to be undone by goal kicking in a 30-26 defeat at home last 
Saturday, coach Kevin Walters has named his quartet of Origin stars – Reece Walsh, Selwyn Cobbo, 
Partick Carrigan and Payne Haas – on an extended bench alongside halfback Adam Reynolds with a call 
on their fitness to be made closer to kick-off.

New Zealand Maori representative Jesse Arthars will make his 50th appearance for the club; the 
25-year-old outside back joined the Broncos from the Titans in 2020 and spent a season on-loan with 
the Warriors before establishing himself in the top grade last season.

Winning their past four meetings against the Knights at all venues, the Broncos have thrived in 
Newcastle over the past two decades with 10 wins and a draw from 16 visits.

WHO TO WATCH: Making an immediate impression in the NRL after leaving Super League as a 
premiership winner, Kai Pearce-Paul has defied expectations in his first season down under. Regarded 
as an attacking edge forward with a penchant for offloads, the 23-year-old English international has 
impressed with his durability and defensive capacity. Averaging 33 tackles each week and playing less 
than 80 minutes only twice, look for Pearce-Paul to continue his impressive season and push for his 
first try in the top grade.

Making his first grade debut in Newcastle while still a teenager two years ago, Ezra Mam has developed 
into game-breaking playmaker in a short period of time. Considered a genuine contender for the 
Queensland number six jersey weeks out from the representative season, the 21-year-old has been 
a consistent attacking force with 11 try assists to go with eight four-pointers of his own this season. 
Enjoying great fortune against the Knights throughout his career, look for Mam to feature prominently 
as the Broncos strive to break their run of losses.

FAVOURITE: The Broncos are expected to extend their dominant record over the Knights – despite 
going two months without a win.

MY TIP: If the Knights are able to line up with their representative stars in tow, the home side should be 
able to extend the Broncos misfortune to seven straight losses. Knights by 8.

Will the Storm weather the Roosters' attack?

When these teams last met in Round 7, the Storm secured a gritty 18-12 win in Sydney, with Xavier 
Coates making a significant impact. The Storm's fortress at AAMI Park has seen them lose only one 
game this year, and they come into this match on a five-game winning streak.

The Melbourne Storm had a week off in Round 19, giving them ample time to prepare for this crucial 
clash. Coming off a dominant win over the Wests Tigers at Leichhardt Oval in Round 18, the Storm 
displayed their attacking prowess, although the 28 points conceded was the second-highest against 
them this season. Sitting at the top of the table with 13 wins, the Storm are four points clear of Penrith. 
A victory here could see them extend their lead further, especially if the Panthers falter against the 
Dolphins.

With Bronson Garlick set to miss the game due to a back injury, Harry Grant has been named to back 
up after State of Origin Game 3. Nick Meany returns from a calf injury, slotting back into the centres, 
which pushes Grant Anderson to the wing and Kane Bradley out of the team. Nelson Asofa-Solomona is 
named on the interchange, with Tui Kamikamica starting in the forward pack.

The Sydney Roosters also had a bye in Round 19, following a commanding 42-12 win over the Dragons 
in Round 18. Currently sitting in third place with 11 wins, the Roosters are in excellent form. They have 
won their last four games convincingly and boast the best attack in the competition. Over their last 
four wins, they’ve amassed 136 points, showcasing their offensive firepower.

FAVOURITE: Despite the Storm's impressive record at AAMI Park, the Roosters are slight favourites to 
end Melbourne’s five-game winning streak and extend their own.

MY TIP: This is a tough one to call with both sides near the top of the table. If their Origin players back 
up well, the Roosters will have the edge across the field. This game previews what we can expect in the 
finals, with both teams being realistic premiership contenders. It should certainly be close. Roosters 
by 2.

Mad Scientist Returns as Manly look to swoop on purple patch

For Manly, this season has been one of confusion. We say that because there’s been occasions where 
they have beaten the best in the comp, they have beaten the top three teams this season. But then the 
next, they are in an arm-wrestle and lose to a team that is inferior to them on the ladder. They have 
started to find their groove in recent weeks and having Turbo at the back last start certainly helped. 

The question for Manly is how do you frustrate an improved side in the Titans against a coach that will 
be searching for revenge. It’s quite simple, win the middle and earn the right to play good ball footy. 
That’s what Manly’s middle did last weekend and earlier in the season on the Gold Coast. They also need 
to shut down David Fifita, he will be looking for a point to prove regardless of the outcome of Origin III 
to prove Billy Slater wrong for not picking him. Manly also need to match the energy that comes from 
Randall, we all know what a back-fence bandit Nathan Brown is. So the challenge is on him, to reduce 
Randall’s scheming through the middle.

Onto the team cards, DCE and Jurbo will back up which means no room for debutant hero Jamie 
Humphries. Brown reverts to prop while Tof Sipley moves to the bench. Ben Trbojevic returns from 
concussion protocols on the bench and Taniela Paseka is listed among the reserves as he looks to 
return from a thumb injury.

Des Hasler left the Eagles in what could be described as controversial circumstances two seasons 
ago. While we could go into that sordid affair once more, it’s time to focus on the football. The Titans 
started the year poorly as they battled injuries and inconsistency. But now, there is starting to become 
a blueprint in how the Titans play football and that goes on defence.

Verrills has had an up and down time on the 
Coast and it’s been a slow burn for him. He had a limited role on the bench to start, but given Randall’s 
emergence through the middle, it has allowed Sammy to go back and play his natural position with 
great results. Verrills has caused headaches for opposition teams around the play the ball and it allows 
guys like Campbell, Foran and Brimson to cause carnage out wide for opposition teams. Look for 
Verrills to inflict some pain on his junior club. 

FAVOURITE: Given Manly is at home where they have been great in 2024, they go into this deserved 
favourites. Gold Coast did spring an upset here last season by the tune of 26-10. 

MY TIP: It’s a really interesting affair this one, I can sense it going either way but I believe with Manly 
just hovering around the bottom half of the eight and needing a win to get some security. This is the 
match to stand up, Des will have his boys primed for a Brookvale ambush so I am expecting a physical 
and close encounter.

Run to September begins for Cowboys and Bulldogs in crucial clash

The Cowboys and Bulldogs will want to keep their momentum rolling when they clash in a match that 
could be heavily effected by Origin.

The Cowboys are still licking their wounds from a narrow golden point loss to Manly prior to their 
Round 19 bye- just their second loss in 7 matches. Scott Drinkwater was at his best out the back, while 
Jeremiah Nanai and Rueben Cotter showed why their Origin players and Jason Taumalolo ran for over 
200 metres, however disappointing performances from Chad Townsend and Tom Dearden cruelled 
their chances. 

Todd Payten has named all 5 of his origin reps in the reserves and will make a call later in the week as 
to whether or not they back up. Semi Valemei is also in the reserves as he nears a return from an ankle 
injury. Jaxon Purdue, Jake Clifford, Jake Granville, Kulikefu Finefeuiaki and Sam McIntyre were named 
in the starting side but could drop out if Origin stars back up.

The Dogs by contrast picked up a second straight golden point win before their own Round 19 bye, 
downing the Warriors 13-12 after Matt Burton iced the win in the 89th minute. Burton was brilliant, 
as was halves partner Toby Sexton as well as forwards Max King, Reed Mahoney, Viliame Kikau and 
Josh Curran.

In a bitter blow King has been sidelined and could miss the rest of 2024 with a wrist injury. Josh Curran 
moves from the bench to starting prop as a result while Jacob Preston returns from a foot injury in the 
back row. Poasa Faamausili is the new man on the bench. Skipper Stephen Crichton has been named 
to back up from Origin while Blues 18th man Matt Burton and Maroons reserve Reed Mahoney are also 
set to play.

The Cowboys defence has improved dramatically throughout the second half of the season, and that 
could play to their advantage against a Bulldogs outfit that has shown some weakness with their 
attacking game. By contrast however should the Cowboys Origin stars not back up, the Dogs defence 
could be what wins them the game.

WHO TO WATCH: Regardless of whether or not the Cowboys stars back up, Scott Drinkwater will be 
their key to winning this one. He's run for over 200 metres in two of the Cowboys last three games, 
including 280 metres against Manly. Throw in 11 try contributions in the last 7 and you see one of the 
big reasons as to why the club has turned around their season to be on the brink of the finals.

The return of Jacob Preston could prove crucial for the Bulldogs, especially given the loss of Max King. 
Preston's 2024 has been interrupted by injury but he's been superb, with 5 tries in 9 games to go along 
with 33 tackles a game at an efficiency of almost 97%. If he can hit the ground running against the 
Cowboys, it will go a long way to helping the Dogs win the battle of the packs.

FAVOURITE: The Cowboys have been installed as favourites, presumably on the assumption their Origin 
stars back up.

MY TIP: As the squads are named I believe the Bulldogs have a clear edge, but that doesn't hold up if the 
Cowboys stars do back up. Cowboys by 8.
