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WARRIORS WITHSTAND

TIGERS IN AUCKLAND

The NZ Warriors triumphantly returned to Go Media Stadium after a challenging
month on the road. Despite enduring two consecutive losses and a bye, the Warriors
demonstrated resilience and tactical prowess, securing a crucial 28-16 victory over the
Wests Tigers. This win was essential for the Warriors to keep their finals hopes alive.

A masterclass from Nathan Cleary has led the Penrith Panthers to a 46-10 win against
the St George Illawarra Dragons on Sunday afternoon at WIN Stadium.

RAIDERS DOMINATE TIGERS IN ROUND 1 NRLW CLASH KeLLy HoLLis

The Wests Tigers hosted the Canberra Raiders at Campbelltown Stadium in front of 1,500 fans for the opening round
of the 2024 NRLW season.

Under clear blue skies but battling freezing winds, both teams took to the field as named earlier in the week. The
Tigers stumbled early, with a series of errors setting the tone for their first half. An early mistake followed by afailed
touch-finder from a penalty at halfway gifted the Raiders their first opportunity. They capitalised quickly, shifting
the ball wide for Madison Bartlett to score the opening try. The Tigers' woes continued as a communication mix-up
between half-back Losana Lutu and winger Harmony Crichton resulted in a knock-on close to their own line. Raiders
winger Alanna Dummett wasted no time, scoring on the subsequent play. Pauline Piliae-Rasabale's kick-off error,
which sailed out on the full, gave the Raiders prime field position, leading to another try by centre Mackenzie Wiki.
The Raiders extended their lead to 22 points with a fifth try in the 13th minute, while the Tigers struggled to get any
meaningful possession. The Tigers' first real scoring opportunity came when Salma Nour crossed the line, only for
the try to be disallowed due to Najvada George's obstruction. Canberra's half-back, Zahara Temara, added to the
scoreboard with a line-break try, followed by her own conversion, pushing the Raiders further ahead. The Tigers
finally responded with centre Rikeya Horne recovering aloose grubber to score, with Piliag-Rasabale managing the
conversion despite the difficult wind. The teams went into halftime with the Raiders leading 28-6.

The second half saw the Tigers return with improved discipline and defence. NRLW debutant Harmony Crichton
came close to scoring but fumbled as she crossed the line. The Raiders continued their dominance with Bartlett
securing her second try of the match, bringing her career tally to 20 NRLW tries. Wests Tigers co-captain Botielle
Vette-Welsh gave her team a glimmer of hope by scoring a try, breaking through multiple defenders. Piliae-
Rasabale, assisted by Nour to keep the ball steady on the tee, successfully converted. Despite spirited efforts from
both sides, errors and penalties marred the remainder of the game, with no further changes to the scoreline.
Tahara Temara's 12 points from a try and four conversions saw her surpass 150 career points, solidifying her status
as the NRLW's all-time leading point scorer. For the Tigers, debutant Tara Reinkie made the most tackles against
her former club, while Vette-Welsh stood out with over 140 running meters, three tackle breaks, aline break, and a
try. Both teams left with areas toimprove: the Wests Tigers need to address their error-prone start that saw them
concede 22 points in the first 13 minutes, while the Raiders must work on discipline after conceding ten penalties.
Looking ahead, the Raiders will face reigning premiers Newcastle Knights in Round 2, while the Wests Tigers will
travel to the Gold Coast to take on the Titans.

RAIDERS v KNIGHTS: Josh ROBERTSON

The second round of NRLW gets underway on Saturday afternoon in the Nation's capital as the Canberra Raiders
take on the Newcastle Knights as both sides look to keep their undefeated start to the competition going.

Starting the season with a hig win, the Raiders put the torch to the Wests Tigers last weekend with a 32-12 win
at Campbelltown Stadium. The Green Machine started the game on fire as they were able to open a 24-0 lead
after around just twenty minutes which showed their early dominance and why they were able to dominate. The
concern for the Raiders would be that after their quick start they only managed the one four pointer past the twenty
minute mark but that could easily be put down to the very windy conditions that were in Campbelltown on Sunday
afternoon.

Wahs look to go up as Eels strive to avoid the bottom

Friday night shapes as a season-defining clash for the New Zealand Warriors and Parramatta Eels as
the two sides meet in Auckland for the first time in seven years.

Heading into the final weeks of the regular season in the precarious position of needing to win all
remaining matches to stand a chance of qualifying for the finals on their own terms, the New Zealand
Warriors will be staying focussed on their immediate opposition.

Bouncing back fromarun of narrow losses to defeat the Wests Tigers 28-16 last Friday, coach Andrew
Webster will welcome back Shaun Johnson and Charnze Nicoll-Klokstad from injury, while Tom Ale has
been recalled on the bench.

Holding a strong record over the Eels in Auckland with 12 wins from 18 prior meetings, the Warriors
have struggled to recapture the heights of 2023 by managing four wins and a draw from eight matches
at home this season.

Facing four current top eight teams in the weeks ahead before a bye in the final round, the Warriors
will be on the road in three of their four remaining matches throughout August.

Enduring a rock bottom season that has the potential to hit further depths, the Parramatta Eels will be
treating Friday night as a must-win in order to avoid the wooden spoon.

Succumbing to their sixth straight loss with a 32-14 defeat to the Storm last Friday, interim coach Trent
Barrett has stuck solid with the same team, including Dan Keir who made his debut at the age of 26
last week.

The Eels will make their first appearance in New Zealand since 2017 on Friday evening; the blue and
golds have enjoyed recent success over the Warriors with four wins from their past five meetings at
allvenues.

Currently sitting two points clear of last place with a substantively superior for-and-against
differential, the Eels will be looking to create sufficient distance from the Wests Tigers before a final
round match up at Campbelltown that could determine this year's recipient of the wooden spoon.

\WHO TO WATCH: Set to oppose his former team for the first time on Friday evening, Marata Niukore
will have his sights set on a big performance as the Warriors strive to remain in the hunt for the top
eight. Coming full circle at the Warriors after starting out in the National Youth Competition, debuting
with the Eels in first grade and returning home last season, the 28-year-old has been solid as hoth
an edge and middle forward this season. Stringing together a run of games after managing just one
appearance over the first half of the season, expect Niukore to run with added venom as he faces off
against foes he used to call friends.

Going from Kiwi selection to languishing in reserve grade in less than a year, Wiremu Greig will be
hoping to make the most of a rare opportunity in the top grade this year. Appearing in four NRL
matches for a grand total of 95 minutes of game time in 2024, the 24-year-old front-rower has shown
himself to be capable of greater impact based on his performance 12 months ago. Facing up against
some of the most formidable forwards in the league, look for Greig's individual performance to be
reflective of the Eels as a whole.

FAVOURITE: The Warriors are expected to flex their attacking muscles before another sold-out crowd
in Auckland.

MY TIP: If the Warriors have any hope of featuring in finals football, they should emphatically account
for the injury-depleted Eels. Warriors by 18.

Dolphins to showdown with the Roosters in Perth in the hopes of keeping their finals dream alive.

The Dolphins are heading into this round with hopes of rejuvenating their finals aspirations after a
tough loss in Round 21. At Suncorp Stadium, they started strong against the Gold Coast Titans with
early tries from Tevita Pangai-Junior and Jesse Bromwich, jumping to a 12-0 lead. A penalty goal
further extended their advantage, but a sin-bin to Josh Kerr before halftime shifted momentum. Brian
Kelly scored for the Titans, and the Dolphins couldn't add to their tally in the second half, eventually
falling 21-14.

Wayne Bennett has named an unchanged squad for Round 22, emphasising stability as they aim to halt
their four-game losing streak. Currently sitting 8th on the NRL ladder, a win is crucial to maintain
their finals hopes. The team's defensive structure will be under scrutiny, especially given their recent
inability to close out games. They must improve their discipline, as costly penalties have often allowed
opponents back into matches. The forwards, led by Bromwich and Pangai-Junior, need to replicate
their early aggression from the last game to provide a platform for the backs to capitalise.

The Sydney Roosters are coming off a thrilling 34-30 victory over the Manly Sea Eagles at Allianz
Stadium. Despite acommanding 22-0 lead after just 20 minutes and a 28-12 advantage at halftime, they
faced a strong second-half comeback from Manly, who scored three intercept tries. James Tedesco
was instrumental, scoring a try, assisting in two, and running 269 meters from 20 runs. This win
propelled them to third on the ladder, ahead of the Cronulla Sharks.

Joey Manu returns after three games out with a fractured hand, replacing Michael Jennings, who
is serving a two-game ban for a careless high tackle. The Roosters aim to solidify their top-four
position to secure a double chance in the finals. Their backline, featuring Tedesco, Manu, and Keary,
will be key in breaking down the Dolphins' defence. The Roosters will need to address their lapses
in concentration that allowed Manly back into the game last round, ensuring they maintain their
intensity throughout the match. Coach Trent Robinson will be focusing on tightening their defence and
maintaining possession to control the game's tempo.

Both teams will travel to Perth for this Friday night clash at HBF Park. The Dolphins have recent
experience in Perth, having narrowly lost to the Newcastle Knights 30-28 in 2023. In contrast, the
Roosters make their first trip to Perth since 1995, adding an element of intrigue to the matchup.
With both teams vying for critical points to bolster their finals prospects, this game promises to be
a captivating encounter. The neutral venue could provide an unpredictable element, and fan support
will be crucialin creating a lively atmosphere. Both teams will need to adapt quickly to the conditions in
Perth to maximise their chances of victory.

\WHO TO WATCH: Sydney Rooster Dominic Young is having an electric year, having scored 15 tries in
the 15 games he has played this year. Of those 15 games, he hasn't crossed the ling in just 3 but has
scored doubles in 3 others to make up the difference. Along with crossing the line himself, he has also
supported his teammates with four try assists while breaking tackles left, right, and centre. His speed
is his greatest weapon, and when he gets into open space, he is hard to catch, averaging over 150
running metres each game.

Dolphins winger Jamayne Issako scored three tries in their loss to Newcastle in Perth last season.
This year, he has scored nine tries in 18 games and is kicking with 77% accuracy. Similar to Young, he
is a tackle-busting machine and helps his team get into good field position while averaging over 145
running metres a game. He hasn't scored in his last four games, so you'd be expecting him to cross the
line sooner rather than later.

FAVOURITE: As to be expected, the Sydney Roosters are the clear favourites going into this game. The
Dolphins have beaten them in the past - it would be hard to forget their maiden NRL game, where they
came out of the blocks firing and beat the Chooks in their first showing.

MY TIP: The Roosters may have let the Sea Eagles back into the game last week with some wayward
passes, but teams of their calibre don't make those mistakes two weeks ina row. I expect the Roosters
to start turning up the dial leading into the finals and work hard to cement their place in the top four.
Roosters by 12.

The Titans look to get another win over their “big brother”, the Broncos, after already beating them
earlier this seasonin Round 12.

The Titans made a second half comeback last week against the Dolphins to win 21-14, with Kieran Foran
icing a field goal in the 73rd minute to put the Gold Coast side ahead by seven points. This marks the
Titans seventh win of the season where they sit in 14th place and on equal number of points with the
Broncos.

The starting seventeen are the same for the home side, with AJ Brimson a possible late inclusion being
named on the reserves list and Jaiman Jollife named as 18th man after suffering a pectoral injury
earlierinthe season.

After an almost fairy-tale finish in 2023, the Broncos seem to be suffering a season in hell with just
about nothing going their way. Brishane suffered their seventh loss in their past eight games last week
against the Bulldogs, which leaves them in 13th place and the chance of making finals quickly fading
away.

Walters has made some slight changes in the side, with Corey Oates returning on the wing in place
of Selwyn Cobbo. Brendan Piakura also returns after missing last week's match, which forces Kobe
Hetherington back on the bench.

These two sides previously met in Round 12, when the Titans found themselves in 16th and the Broncos
in 5th, not many would have predicted that that match would be the start of the Broncos slump, and
that the Titans would go on the beat Brisbane and then won four of their following seven games after
having a rough start to the season.

Opposite Kini is the Broncos speedster, Reece Walsh, who has also made twelves appearances, where
he has had six try assists, 54 tackle breaks and twelve line breaks, as well as scored twelves of his own
tries. However, despite these stats in attack, Walsh is known to struggle defensively which has been
highlighted numerous times and is something that should be improved upon if the Broncos want any
chance of making finals.

FAVOURITE: Somehow the Broncos are still favoured to get the win... (To those playing along at home
they have been consistently favoured for months where they have continued to lose)

MY TIP: The Broncos playing the Titans in the daylight (both bad records for the Brishane side)
screams all bad news to me and is quite literally a disaster waiting to happen. Both sides are fighting to
keep their season alive and unless the Broncos take a harsh look at themselves and make change, they
are staring down a painful barrel right now. As much as I hate to say this, I think the Titans will come
out on top and do a number on the Broncos.

They crashed back down to earth last Sunday and it doesn't get any easier for a desperate Dragons side
this week as they prepare to travel to Melbourne to face a red-hot Storm outfit.

The Dragons have done well to keep in touch with the top eighth for the majority of the season, although
inconsistency has cast doubt over whether they would be able to make any real impact in the finals if
they made it that far in the first place.

Based on last week's 46-10 defeat to Penrith, you would have to think it would be a swift exit from
September football if the Dragons did qualify, and that loss will only make it harder to snag one of the
final spots in the top eight given the hit they copped to their for-and-against in the process.

Fortunately for the Red V, the Dolphins also dropped their game against the Titans and so they remain
very much in the hunt for a top-eight berth, although it is hard to see them getting any closer to that
goal this weekend.

Instead, the Dragons could be on the wrong end of another lopsided scoreline against the runaway
minor premiership favourites, Melbourne.

The Storm are in the midst of their longest win streak since early 2022, extending it to seven games
last week with a comfortable win over the Eels.

Although it is funny that it could be described as comfortable given Craig Bellamy looked anything but
that at stages of the game as the Storm cheaply coughed up possession and in general made the wina
lot harder than it needed to be.

Still, a 32-14 victory maintained Melbourne's four-point gap on top of the table as Cameron Munster
made a successful return from injury.

In team news, Munster is back in the starting side with Tyran Wishart moving to the interchange and
Sua Faalogo named 18th man.

Tyrell Sloan, meanwhile, earns a reprieve after playing NSW Cup last week as he replaces Mat Feagai
(head knock). Toby Couchman (suspension) is out, with brother Ryan coming onto the bench while
Blake Lawrie is also a new name on the interchange while Ben Murdoch-Masila (foot) is sidelined.

\WHO TO WATCH: The battle of the halfbacks is a particularly intriguing one given the position both find
themselves in. For Jahrome Hughes, he is in the hunt for a Dally M Medal after playing a starring role
in Melbourne's rise to the top of the ladder. Ryan Papenhuyzen and Munster have spent time on the
sidelines while Harry Grant has also been in and out of the line-up during the Origin period. But the one
constant in the spine all year has been Hughes, who continues to emerge as a genuine leader for the
Storm and as one of the most polished halfbacks in the game. Already a noted runner of the football,
Hughes' all-round skillset makes him a threat in a variety of different ways every time he touches the
ball and eases the pressure on the likes of Papenhuyzen and Munster to contribute right away as they
get back to match fitness.

On the other side of the field, Ben Hunt had an afternoon to forget against Penrith. The experienced
halfback sent the ball out on the full three times, struggling to gauge the testing conditions at
Wollongong and made five errors all up. A repeat of that sort of performance will mean another
heavy defeat for the Dragons, who need their marquee playmaker to be at his best to be a chance of
competing with the top teams in the competition. Unfortunately for Hunt, especially when the Dragons
fall behind early in games, it can be a case of trying too much and only digging the team into a higger
hole and if the Storm jump ahead on Saturday afternoon it could be over quickly for the Red V.

FAVOURITE: The Storm are well-backed to continue their winning ways.

MY TIP: This one is pretty straight-forward. The Storm have consistently proven in recent weeks that
evenif they don't play up to their usual standards they are still capable of finding a way to blow teams off
the park late in games. Although given the way Bellamy reacted to last week's win against Parramatta,
expect Melbourne to be more ruthless from the jump this time around. The Dragons haven't won in
Melbourne since 1999 - and never at AAMI Park - and expect that drought to drag on. Storm by 30.

Sharks and Souths set for significant struggle

Saturday night at Shark Park will see the 15th placed South Sydney Rabbitohs travel to the shire where
the 4th placed Cronulla-Sutherland Sharks will be waiting for them. The Sharks have had a poor run of
form which sees them just clinging on to their top four spot for the moment, and they will have work to
do in the back end of the season if they are going to rediscover their earlier form. Hornby's Rabbitohs
have won just one of their past three after their mid-season surge.

The Sharks will be very disappointed with their performance against the North Queensland Cowboys
last weekend, which saw them go down 30-22. A sin bin for Blayke Brailey in the first half made life
difficult, and despite a late Atkinson try Cronulla had no chance of chasing down the home side. The
Sharks loss is even more worrying due to the Cowboys' massive injury toll, with Cronulla definitely
having expected to get the job done.

Will Kennedy is the big in for the Sharks this week, resuming his role at fullback after a suspension.
A knee injury sees Ronaldo Mulitalo on the sidelines, giving Sam Stonestreet the number five jersey.
Royce Huntis back in after missing the Cowboys clash throughillness, with Jack Williams also rejoining
the 17. Tom Hazelton hasn't been named due to a foot injury, but he is expected to return the week after.

After stringing together five straight wins, the Rabbitohs have been brought back to reality somewhat
with two losses from their past three games (their win game against the last-placed Tigers). Last
week saw them go down by twenty to a Canberra side that got out to a quick start, with the Bunnies
trailing the whole way through the 80 minutes. Admittedly facing a near insurmountable challenge to
make the finals, in the end it's only four competition points separating them from The Dolphins in 8th,
50 they will be holding out hope for a miracle.

\WHO TO WATCH: After making his first grade debut back in round seven in a massive win against
the Cowboys, Cronulla winger Sam Stonestreet is set to make his second appearance in the NRL
this weekend. Stonestreet crossed for 13 tries in just 16 games for the Newtown Jets in 2023,
demonstrating plenty of potential, potential that at just 22 years of age he has plenty of time to realise.
With Ronaldo Mulitalo sitting on the sidelines for the next month, this is the perfect opportunity for
Stonestreet to impress and hold onto his spot in the top flight longer term.

On the opposing side is another inexperienced winger in the number 2 for Souths, Fletcher Myers.
Myers has been named to make his NRL debut in this game at 21 years of age. The Newcastle junior
made his debut in the NSW Cup with just one appearance back in 2021, before spending some time in
Manly's junior reps and not returning to the open age arena until 2023. Myers started this season back
home in Newcastle, before making his Souths reserve grade debut in round 18. It's only taken four
games for the Rabbitohs in NSW Cup for him to earn himself a first grade spot, and with Alex Johnston
out long term, he too will want to impress.

FAVOURITE: The Sharks are the strong favourites to get the job done at home.

MY TIP: T think this is a great opportunity for Cronulla to get their season back on track, and it would
be poor if they passed up onit. Sharks by 14.

A Sunday afternoon session doesn't start much better than Penrith Panthers hosting a home game
against the Newcastle Knights, with stars on display from both teams.

The home side will be keen to back up the impressive demolition they dealt out to St. Geroge Dragons
last round of 46-10.

Nathan Clearly came out firing in vintage form last round, getting a hat trick in his comeback game and
showing why he is considered one of the best players in the game.

Coach Ivan Cleary was impressed by the team's quick start, which laid the foundation for them to be in
control of the game. The game saw sound performance across the pitch from Sunia Turuva, Brian To,
Jarome Luai, Mitch Kenny, Scott Sorenson, Liam Martin, Isaah Yeo, Lindsay Smith, big post contact
meters from Yeo, Sorenson and Martin. The game wasn't without incident for the Mountain men, with
James Fisher-Harris leaving the game with a groin injury and Daine Laurig failing an HIA.

Yeo, in his post-match presser, said it was good to have the Penrith team come back as a unit since
Origin and Cleary's injury. Yeo also said it was a pleasure to be at training with Cleary and that the
whole team was feeling the buzz; it's a telling sign of a team ready to bulldoze its way into the 2024
finals.

Lindsay Smith has been the iron man of the Panthers side this year, running out for all of their games,
and he will be taking the place of the injured James Fisher-Harris. Origin star Dylan Edwards is still out
with a knee injury, and Daine Laurie's head knock last round has him sidelined for one game; it gives
Isaiah Iongia chance in the number 1jersey.

The Knights will be coming off the back of a bye after a 30-14 thumping to the Broncos in round 20. In
a game that coach Adam 0'Brien felt they lacked patience and execution, he believes the Knight's grip
onbeing in the finals has loosened. Too many errors and chasing points too early show that the Knights
lack the cool heads to stir around a roster of talent.

Jackson Hastings has copped the axe this round; Phoenix Crossland will wear the No. 7. Dylan Lucas
will replace the injured Bradman Best, and Adam Elliot returns from a calf injury to the back row.

\WHO TO WATCH: After last week's performance, anyone who is a fan of the game should be salivating
at Nathan Cleary getting his hands or boots on the ball. His presence on the field was enough to push
all the talent around him, and it's likely to continue this round. Lindsay Smith has had to answer the
call-up to replace Fisher-Harris, and he has shown that he is a forward with more than just a running
skill set. A big mobile forward, he will demand the Knights forward attention. Origin forwards Isaah
Yeo and Liam Martin are coming off the back of big games, and the Origin series seems to have added
more venom to their game. Casey McLean scored his first NRL try last round and will be given another
chance to show off his fancy footwork.

Phoenix Crossland has been a solid playmaker for the Knights, slotting into roles where required. It will
be great to see if he can answer the call for Adam 0'Brien in the halves. Kalyn Ponga will be sure to fire
after getting some rest in with the bye and more time to go over the details in training with the team. If
anyone is to match Nathan Cleary's freakish ability, it's Ponga. He has the same ability to inspire players
around him to find the fire. The Knights forward pack may not have the polish of the Panthers, but they
will be able to meet them with grit. Its players like Tyson Frizell, Leo Thompson and Daniel Saifiti that
are able to spark a fire that could knock the Panthers off their line in the middle.

FAVOURITE: The odds seem to be right against the Knights. And taking on a fully operational Death Star
like the Panthers at home means they would need more than the Force to keep them in touch.

We are officially on the run into the finals series and Sunday afternoon’s 4pm game hails as possibly
the match of the round, with the Canterbury Bulldogs looking to jump into the top four against a
Canberra Raiders side that is desperate to leap into the top eight. With Manly in seventh place and
witha guaranteed two points this week by virtue of their final bye, it is a must win match for both sides.

Both sides are coming off exceptional wins last weekend, with the Bulldogs putting some serious water
on a flickering flame that is the Broncos finals hopes. A 41-16 win at Suncorp Stadium for the most
improved team of 2024, it cemented the Bulldogs as an underdog who can be ignored no longer come
September. It also proved that the Bulldogs recruitment of Matt Burton, Viliame Kikau and Connor
Tracey, amongst a multitude of other signings and juniors, is finally paying off after a couple of woeful
$6asons.

The Raiders put the Rabbitohs to the sword at GI0 Stadium to ensure they were at least even with the
eighth placed Dolphins at the end of the round, with a convincing 32-12 win last Sunday night. It was not
always pretty for the Green Machine, but a controlled game from Jamal Fogarty with some fantastic
support from the whole side gave Canberra fans plenty to cheer about.

Josh Papalii plays his 300th game in the NRL this weekend and you know the man called Big Papi will
be fired up to walk away with awin! That said, the Raiders have a formidable challenge in that they play
the Sunday afternoon game at the spiritual home of the Bulldogs, Belmore Oval - a place no team wants
to go, and a place where Canterbury always step up.

The Bulldogs have made two changes from the side that took down the Broncos in Brishane. Stephen
Crichton returns to the side after missing last week with a neck injury, while Josh Addo-Carr has been
name to return from a hamstring injury for the first time in nearly two months. Blake Wilson and Jeral
Skelton have both been dropped to the reserves, just in case either man fails to pull through during
the week.

The Raiders, on the other hand, have remained with the same 17 that beat the Rabbitohs in Canberra.

\WHO TO WATCH: Having not been able to break into the top 17 for round one this season, Connor Tracey
has been the best fullback in recent memory for the Bulldogs. After the Hayze Perham/Blake Taaffe
experiment ended, Tracey was moved to the number one spot and he hasn't looked back. Since round
seven, Tracey has set up ten tries, averaged over 160 running metres and most crucially, filled a spot
that has proved problematic since Cameron Ciraldo took over as head coach. His combinations with
the halves has started to trouble sides, and there's no doubt that he will look to back up last weeks
performance against Brishane with another strong game against Canberra.

This might be an unpopular opinion, but Tom Starling has been the best hooker in the Raiders system
for the past four years and the last month has shown us why. In the four games he has started over
the past month, he's averaged over 50 tackles to go with an improving running game with each
progressive round. While there is no doubt that the Dogs side s one of the best defensive sides around,
Starling can accelerate around tiring forwards and promote the Raiders attack that can break this
Bulldogs side apart.

FAVOURITE: Canterbury are heavily backed to win at home and continue their surge.

MY TIP: A match of the round candidate with finals implications not just for these two sides, but for
about half the competition. Both teams have differing reasons to want this win, a potential top four
spot for the Bulldogs with results going their way and the Raiders wanting a finals berth to go with a
big win for Papalii's 300th game. The allure of Belmore used to scare most NRL teams, and a raucous
crowd has me leaning towards a Bulldogs win... just. Bulldogs by 2.
