COWBOYS AND TIGERS DELIVER 
ANOTHER POINTS DELUGE

The North Queensland Cowboys defeated Wests Tigers at Leichhardt Oval in a match that 
saw a total of 78 points scored. The last 720 minutes of game-time between these sides (9 
games) has now produced a total of 567 points.

The Tigers opened the scoring after just 3 minutes when Lachlan Galvin held up a lovely 
short ball for Samuela Fainu, who stepped out of a tackle and scored on the right edge. 
Apisai Koroisau failed to convert from out wide. The Cowboys finally responded in the 
19th minute when Reece Robson linked with Tom Dearden, who strolled through some 
feeble goal-line defence to score. Valentine Holmes converted.

In the 23rd minute, the Cowboys crossed again when Scott Drinkwater produce a 
perfect gentle grubber that popped up for Murray Taulagi, who scored in the left corner. 
Holmes converted. Seven minutes later, Holmes produced a lovely draw and pass to put 
Taulagi over for the easiest of tries. Holmes slotted the extras from out wide.

Just shy of halftime, the Tigers narrowed the deficit when Jahream Bula held a pass 
up as he drifted out on the left edge and then just sliced through to score. Koroisau 
converted from out wide. At halftime the Cowboys were leading 18-10.

Just as they did in the first half, they Tigers scored 3 minutes into the half, this time it 
came after Charlie Staines took an intercept to save a try. Two tackles later, Reuben 
Porter got a stunning offload away to Bula, who exploded through the line and raced 70 
metres to score. Koroisau failed to convert. The Cowboys took the lead out to 6 in the 
50th minute when Holmes kicked a penalty goal.

A minute later Justin Olam was sent off for a high tackle on Heilum Luki. The next 29 
minutes saw 44 points scored. A minute after Olam's dismissal, the Cowboys were on 
the Tigers line. Holmes ran from dummy half on the left edge and then passes back out 
to Taulagi, who had just played the ball, and the winger crossed for his third try. Holmes 
converted.

At the end of the next set, Kulikefu Finefeuiaki flicked an offload inside to Drinkwater who 
strolled over to score under the sticks. Holmes converted again.

The Cowboys scored again just 2 minutes later when Holmes sliced through the left edge 
and scored an easy try, which he also converted. In 7 minutes, the Cowboys had turned 
their narrow 4 point lead into 24.

The Tigers wouldn't quit though, despite being down to 12 men. In the 59th minute Porter 
made a great bust up the middle and then produced another brilliant offload that lead to 
some brilliant passing, eventually resulting in a try in the corner to Solomon Alaimalo. 
Koroisau converted from the sideline.

In the 63rd minute, the Tigers crossed again when Solomona Faataape brushed off 
Holmes to score. Koroisau slipped as he struck his sideline conversion attempt and very 
nearly landed the goal.

The Tigers went agonisingly close just 2 minutes later after a great break by Bula. The 
following play saw Isaiah Papali'i drop the ball an inch from the Cowboys line.

The Cowboys had a try denied in the 70th minute when Griffin Neame was found to have 
performed a double movement. From the penalty, the Tigers failed to find touch and the 
Cowboys went on the attack, leading to Drinkwater snaring his second try of the game. 
Holmes failed to convert.

In the 72nd minute, Robson got over the Tigers line but he was held up before losing the 
ball. 

In the 75th minute, Samuela Fainu scored a brilliant solo try when he charged forward 
and leapt high to take a short Cowboys drop out, busted through the limited defensive 
efforts and stormed over to score. Koroisau converted.

The Cowboys crossed one last time in the final minute when a stray pass from Galvin 
bounced into the waiting arms of Kyle Feldt, who then raced 55 metres to score. Holmes 
converted from the sideline to seal the Cowboys 48-30 victory.

EELS DOWN WARRIORS 
IN BLAIZE OF GLORY

The Parramatta Eels have upset the NZ Warriors 30-20 at Go Media Stadium, with the 
Warriors finals hopes hanging by a thread.

It was a must-win game for the NZ Warriors, who welcomed back Shaun Johnson as the 
cellar dwelling Parramatta Eels came to Auckland looking for their first win over two 
months. The Warriors were three points outside of the finals prior to this weekend, with 
Manly scampering up the ladder as a result of their final bye this season. The Eels, who 
have had fans cancelling premierships and star youngsters looking to leave the club in the 
last seven day, had to win to get a little space between themselves and the wooden spoon. 
With the Warriors backed by a boisterous home crowd, they exploded out of the blocks 
with their attack pestering both sides of the Parramatta attack. It was the best part of 
ten minutes with their best opportunity falling the way of Marata Niukore, running off a 
Shaun Johnson short ball to be crunched by Blaize Talagi, forcing the error. Parramatta 
would have the next couple of opportunities, with the Eels constantly attacking the right 
edge of the Warriors to eventual success. A sweeping play left from the Parramatta 
spine saw the ball in the hands of Blaize Talagi, who the ball in his hands long enough 
to attract Dallin Watene-Zelezniak and send Jake Tago over to open the scoring for the 
second time in two weeks. Clint Gutherson would convert what was his toughest kick of 
the night to make it 6-0 after 19 minutes. 

Parramatta would then get a repeat set after the Warriors knocked the ball on trying to 
stop the Eels from going down the left edge again - enter Joey Lussick. Having come on 
for Brendan Hands mere minutes earlier, Lussick took advantage of a lazy Addin Fonua-
Blake at marker to scoot over from dummy after on the right edge, with Gutherson 
converting to make it 12-0 after 24 minutes. It would leave Go Media Stadium with a 
bigger hush than a library at lunchtime, but that would change on 31 minutes. The 
Warriors, having not seen the red-zone for nearly 20 minutes, managed to stretch the 
Eels defence after winning a couple of penalties. A stretched Eels defence were able to 
shut down the Warriors once, but they could not do it again at the Warriors went left 
to send Roger Tuivasa-Sheck over. Shaun Johnson would push his conversion attempt 
right to leave it at 12-4 with nine minutes left in the half.  Parramatta did not quit there, 
with their kicking game impeccable all night. Daejarn Asi and Clint Gutherson were both 
forcing drop outs all night, with the duo then teaming up to score right on half time. 
Having earned another line drop out, Gutherson would take possession 20m out on the 
right edge. Cutting across the field ever so casually, he put Asi through the Warriors line 
to score right next to the posts. Gutherson converted his easiest attempt of the night to 
make it 18-4 at half time. 

The Warriors would come out in the second half firing, forcing errors and going close 
to the line as they dominated the first ten minutes. The Warriors would go over through 
Ali Leiataua, with the try being called back for a knock on but the momentum continued 
for the best part of 20 minutes without reward. Much like the first half, Parramatta 
would capitalize on the poor finishing of the Warriors when they had their own chance 
to score.  19 minutes from full time, having been carried up the field by a penalty, the Eels 
basically put the game to bed. Dylan Brown drifted left, attracting the Warriors defence 
and sent Blaize Talagi screaming through a gaping hole to score under the posts in the 
end. Gutherson would make it 24-4 with another conversion from in front. 

Brown would turn supplier to Gutherson five minutes later, beating yet more sloppy 
defence from the Warriors to go through on the right wing and set up Gutherson inside 

for the game-sealing try 11 minutes from try. Gutherson finished his tally of 14 points 
with his fifth conversion of the night to make it 30-4 on 69 minutes.  Two tries from the 
Warriors to Charnze Nicoll-Klokstad and Marata Niukore had the fans thinking there 
was a chance, especially with the sin binning of Jake Tago with five minutes to go; Shaun 
Johnson's goal-kicking being a crucial reason why they weren't quite in it (1/4). The 
Warriors had another chance three minutes from time, with Dallin Watene-Zelezniak 
stepping inside of Clint Gutherson basically on the try-line, only for Clint Gutherson to 
strip the ball and secure the win for Parramatta. Watene-Zelezniak would score one 
off a Johnson cross-field kick right on full time but it would be only a consolation try as 
Parramatta won 30-20. 

It leaves the Warriors at least three points outside of the eight, with results needed to 
go their way to keep them within touching distance. A very tough run home won't help 
either, facing four sides in finals positions before having a bye in round 27. The Eels move 
two games clear of the Tigers, albeit still in wooden spoon contention, but with plenty to 
take out of a great win across the ditch.

WALKER MASTERCLASS ENOUGH FOR 
ROOSTERS TO HOLD OFF DESPERATE DOLPHINS

The Roosters have held off a fast-finishing Dolphins in a 74-point thriller, to run out 40-34 
winners in front of a pack house at HBF Park in Perth tonight.

Roosters number seven Sam Walker was superb for the Tricolours scoring two tries and 
having a hand in two more, as well as kicking 8 goals in a breathtaking performance. 
Redcliffe were brave but will rue a number of simple errors and missed opportunities, 
particularly when Joey Manu was sent to the Sin Bin late in the match. The loss sees the 
Dolphins cling to the Top 8, after being firmly entrenched for the majority of the season. 
Redcliffe brought the game to a packed house in Perth and were struggling to name 17 
players after Tevita Pangai was ruled out with injury pre-match and named 18th man.

It was the Roosters who got the jump though through Joseph Suaalii who opened the 
scoring following some neat work by his halves in Luke Keary and Walker and the Blues 
centre powered over three defenders to score. The Tricolours meant business with 
another try minutes later when Sam Walker caught Dolphins custodian Hamiso Tabuai-
Fidow out of position, producing a chip over the top to regather and extend the lead to 
12-0 after as many minutes. The Dolphins needed to strike back quickly before the game 
got out of hand and they did so through Max Plath who burrowed over from dummy half 
close to the line to get his side on the scoreboard at 12-6.

A poor penalty from the Dolphins piggy backed the Roosters downfield, when Sam 
Walker scored a double with another chip and chase into the in goal to win the race 
and take the ascendency for the Roosters. Despite the fast start from the Tricolours, 
Redcliffe managed to hang tough with Felise Kaufusi crashing over close to the line 
following a neat pass by Max Plath. Redcliffe then amazingly made it back-to-back tries 
through Jamayne Isaako who finished off some slick hands from Jake Averillo to get his 
side back in contention.

The Roosters were then awarded a penalty in front and with halftime nearing, Sam 
Walker regained the lead for the Roosters with a simple penalty goal. Then just before 
the siren sounded, James Tedesco was penalised for running behind his own man and 
Jamayne Isaako levelled the scores to make it 20 all at halftime.

In a role reversal of the first half, it was the Dolphins who flew out of the blocks when 
Jake Averillo burst through to link with Hamiso Tabuai-Fidow, who then raced away to 
give the Dolphins the lead for the first time in the match. The tennis continued, as the 
Roosters returned serve through Daniel Tupou who scored down the left-hand side 
following a superb offload from Angus Crichton to make it 26 all with over half an hour 
remaining. Redcliffe then gave away an obstruction penalty which gifted the Roosters 
field position and it proved crucial, as makeshift Roosters centre Sitili Tupouniua dived 
over to score in the corner. Tupouniua had a second try minutes later following a break 
from Daniel Tupou and the Roosters went from six points down to lead by twelve.

The Roosters were then gifted a penalty against Jamayne Isaako for taking out Sam 
Walker after kicking, which was a poor call from referee Sutton but regardless the 
Roosters took the two points on offer to extend their lead to 14 points. Joseph Manu was 
then sent to the Sin Bin for making contact with the head of Hamiso Tabuai-Fidow to give 

the Dolphins a major advantage with 10 minutes remaining. The Phins made it count 
when Jack Bostock collected a superb pass from Herbie Farnworth to give his side hope 
with minutes left on the clock.

The Roosters were scrambling to hold on, when they gave away a penalty close to the 
line. Isaiaya Katoa took the shot at a penalty and was successful setting up a finish with a 
converted try the difference.

It wasn't to be though for the Phins who fell just short in staging an unlikely come back 
to give the Roosters a crucial two points as they head into a bye round. Redcliffe has now 
lost three in a row and are clinging onto a Top 8 position as they now return to Suncorp 
Stadium where they face the Warriors.

TITANIC SECOND HALF AS BRISBANE'S

A ruthless 36 point second half by the Gold Coast Titans has seen them all but eliminate 
the Brisbane Broncos from finals contention, thanks to amazing performances from 
Keano Kini and Jojo Fifita.

Reynolds 
added a penalty goal for an 18-10 lead at the half.

With Brisbane battling low on troops and failing to execute during the extra man 
advantage. The Titans capitalised, a great kick from Foran was batted back by Jojo Fifita 
and toed ahead by Kini. He picked it up brilliantly and grounded it by mere millimetres to 
give the Titans the first of the second half and reduce the gap to four. The Titans were 
becoming the Harlem GlobeTrotters and set on terrorising the Broncos with their ball 
movement. It went through several sets of hands and it ended up in the arms of Brian 
Kelly who races away to level the scores.

A Sunday afternoon arm wrestle at BlueBet Stadium saw the Penrith Panthers out last a 
spirited Newcastle Knights 22-14, with Penrith stars, young and old, standing out for the 
mountain men.

Nathan Cleary was able to take the game by the horns and show he is a clutch player, 
injecting himself at the right moment to put a halt to the Knights Crusade, which saw 
them come close and keep the Panthers fans on the edge of their seat for the majority 
of the game. It was the Knights who showed resolve on their line early, thwarting the 
pressure from the Panthers' attack.

NRLW MATCH 
PREVIEWS: ROUND 3
ROOSTERS v TIGERS: AJ LUCANTONIO
The Sydney Roosters will be chasing back to back wins when they face the 
winless Wests Tigers at Industree Group Stadium.

The Roosters rebounded quite nicely after a disappointing opening game 
with a 28-12 win over the Brisbane Broncos. The tri-colours punished the 
Broncos for many mistakes with the football and ran riot. The addition of 
Sam Bremner has been welcomed, given how disappointing their attack 
was against Newcastle. Bremner’s addition gave the Roosters some much 
needed structure and allowed Isabelle Kelly and Tarryn Aitken to build their 
combination.  Their forwards were outstanding with Millie Elliott tearing 
her old side apart in the middle. Olivia Kernick was another that caused 
problems while Aliyah Nasio continued a strong rookie season. Amber 
Hall also returned from injury in a good performance. To beat the Tigers, 
there will be an emphasis on completion rate and dominating the Tigers in 
defence. Shutting down Sarah Togatuki and not allowing the halves (who 
are very nimble and quick) to run circles around them will be paramount 
for victory. Jocelyn Kelleher will come into the starting side as lock. Aliyah 
Nasio will move to the bench.

Brett Kimmorley’s ladies have had a slow start to season 2024. After a 
disappointing first half against the Raiders, since then they have been 
consistent and a touch unlucky to lose to the Titans. The Tigers started well 
and led 12-6, but some poor lapses in concentration allowed the Titans to 
run away with victory and leave the Tigers win-less in 2024. Losana Lutu 
has been a great find in the halves and has worked hard in their opening 
matches. Christian Pio was another to shine in the middle. For the Tigers 
to beat the Roosters. They need to frustrate the tri-colours by forcing them 
to make mistakes. Attacking execution for the Roosters still remains a 
small problem so if they can limit the attacking chances the Roosters have, 
then they are on track for their maiden win of the season. Defensively they 
missed a staggering 26 tackles per game, against a team with the attacking 
skills of the Roosters, making effective first contact will be significant. Brett 
Kimmorley has named an unchanged line-up. 

WHO TO WATCH: My focus is on Amber Hall. After being an important 
signing last year, Hall only made it through half of her Roosters debut 
before being injured. After having to comeback through the Harvey 
Norman Women’s Premiership, Hall made a big impact in her season debut 
last weekend. Against a mobile Tigers pack, look for Hall to make her mark 
at the Roosters.

For the Tigers, I am focusing on Kezie Apps. Apps has been huge for the 
Tigers last season and has started brilliantly this season. Apps will be 
utilised significantly on Saturday, the Roosters are still tinkering with 
their edge combinations so it wouldn’t surprise me if Apps running some 
effective lines will cause problems. 

MY TIP: Too many stars for the Roosters not to win in this one. Just the only 
thing that could hold the Roosters back is complacency, and that’s where 
the Tigers could get them in this one. Especially if the Roosters don’t start 
well. Roosters by 14.

RAIDERS v SHARKS: Josh ROBERTSON
Saturday NRLW action returns to the ACT as the Canberra Raiders look to 
make amends for last weeks heartbreaking loss to the Knights as they host 
the Cronulla Sharks who are looking to keep their undefeated start going.

The Raiders once again started fast as they raced out to a 10-0 lead 
after just six minutes but they couldn't sustain their start as the Knights 
were able to hit back although the Raiders lead at the break. The second 
half was a good performance and it showed that the Green Machine can 
match it with the top teams and it was only at the end when the Knights 
got past Canberra in the dying minutes with a penalty try sealing the 26-
20 defeat. A second consecutive fast start will make Raiders coach Darrin 
Borthwick happy though it's concerning for Canberra that seven of their 
nine tries have come within the first 20 minutes of their first two games 
combined which will be worrying they can't keep the consistency. The lack 
of a full 70-minute performance is what could test them going forward. The 
Raiders have named an unchanged line-up from last week that includes 
Shakiah Tungai who came into the side after Alanna Dummett missed last 
week with through the concussion protocols. Dummett is named in the 
extended squad.

Starting the season undefeated, it was far from smooth last week for the 
Cronulla Sharks as they were able to scrape home with a late converted try 
to snatch the victory from the Parramatta Eels 18-16. The second straight 
win for the Sharks was a contrast to their dominant win over the Cowboys 
where they didn't concede a point, this one was a tough effort that was only 
sealed in the final five minutes when Tayla Preston was able to convert an 
Annessa Biddle try to seal the win. The win though didn't come without 
it's own issues for the Sharks with Jada Taylor suffering a season ending 
ACL injury. With the injury to Jada Taylor, the Sharks have been forced into 
some positional changes with Tiana Penitani moved to the fullback role with 
Rhiannon Byers moving into the centres with Vanessa Foliaki coming onto 
the bench. Nakia Davis-Welsh has been named on the bench whilst Emma 
Tonegato could make her return named in the reserves.

WHO TO WATCH: There would be no other player more disappointed about 
last week's penalty try defeat for the Raiders than Apii Nicholls who gave 
away the penalty try when she grabbed Tamika Upton to give away what 
would decide the match. The NZ international will want to make sure that 
she can repay the home fans and her teams.

Moving to fullback, the Sharks will have experience at the back with Tiana 
Penitani though it becomes a different attacking threat for the Sharks 
without the speed of Jada Taylor at the back. The Sharks will need the 
experience of Penitani at the back to control what the Raiders do early in 
front of their home fans.

MY TIP: It's hard to go past the Raiders at home, their starts have been 
strong in the past two weeks though they haven't kept it going for the 
whole 70 minutes but last week showed they can still match the sides. The 
Sharks performance wasn't as fluid as they would have liked against the 
Eels and that's a concern especially losing Jada Taylor. The Raiders should 
have enough at home. Raiders by 10.

COWBOYS v EELS: Luke JOBSON
The first of two games at Totally Workwear Stadium on Saturday sees the 
North Queensland Cowboys come up against a vastly improved Parramatta 
Eels. Both teams had nail-biting games in round two, with the Cowboys on 
the right end of a 38-34 win against the St George Illawarra Dragons while 
Parramatta went down after a last gasp try to Cronulla sealed an 18-16 loss. 

It was a complete attacking turnaround for the Cowboys last week,having 
not scored a point in week one against the Cronulla Sharks. Doubles to Tiana 
Raftstrand-Smith and Jakiya Whitfield secured the Cowboys their first win 
of the season, scoring seven tries in a brilliant attacking display. Aided by 
181 running metres from Bree Chester and 125 metres off the bench from 
Lily peacock to go with seven tackle breaks, the Cowboys looked a side that 
could trouble most teams from all over the park. The one concerning point 
for the Cowboys is their ill-discipline, conceding 11 penalties last week to 
go with seven from round one. It will be something that coach Ricky Henry 
will look to focus on this week, as they come up against a Parramatta side 
who have come on in leaps and bounds so far in 2024 across all parts of 
the game. The Cowboys have made one change to personnel, with Lillian 
Yarrow making her debut from the bench and Shaniah Power moving to 
18th player. The Cowboys have also made a change in the backline, with 
Krystal Blackwell named to start at fullback while Francesca Goldthorp 
moves to the wing. 

The Eels were so close to causing a major boilover for the second week in a 
row, with a 64th minute try to Cronulla’s Annessa Biddle getting the Sharks 
over the line last week. It was a case of Parramatta being superior in nearly 
every aspect bar the scoreboard after 70 minutes. The 2023 wooden spoon 
winners have already announced themselves as a threat this season, with 
the likes of Rory Owen and Elsie Albert proving tough to handle in attack  
Defensively, the Eels have also improved out of sight, with their goal-line 
stands last week reminiscent of a side desperate to outdo themselves in 
2024. Multiple try saving tackles, notably by Rachael Pearson late in last 
week’s defeat had fans looking ahead to what could be a promising season 
ahead for the Blue and Gold. They’ll need to replicate some of last week’s 
tenacity on their own goal line against a Cowboys side who has shown that 
they can exploit any weakness in defense. Parramatta have named the 
same 17 that valiantly went down to Cronulla last week at Allianz Stadium.

WHO TO WATCH: The aforementioned Elsie Albert has been fantastic for 
Parramatta in her two games this season. The PNG international has 13 
tackle breaks already this season to go with an average of 120 running 
metres. A dominant prop who only knows how to go forward, she could 
be a huge problem for a Cowboys side who have only missed 34 tackles 
in the first two games. Expect to see plenty of Albert early with Kennedy 
Cherrington pushing up through the middle so the likes of Pearson and 
Rory Owen can exploit some tired middle forwards.

In a similar vein of form to Albert, Lily Peacock has been arguably the most 
impactful bench forward in the competition so far in 2024. Averaging over 
140 metres per game across 54 minutes per game and at only 19 years of 
age, Peacock has a very promising future ahead of her. Must like Albert and 
Cherrington, watch for Peacock and Bree Chester to target the halves of 
the Eels close to the try line this weekend. 

MY TIP: Two teams coming into the game on two points, with both teams 
also having some pretty dire winning records since coming into the 
competition (Cowboys 3/11, Eels 6/23). While possibly too early to call this a 
must-win game, it seems to be a fight for half the competition to get the last 
spot in the top four. North Queensland have yet to put together a complete 
game, either not scoring points or allowing six tries in. While Parramatta 
have issues playing away from home, I have them on the right side of a 
thriller this week purely with their goal line defense being able to hold up 
a strong Cowboys attack. Eels by 4.

BRONCOS v TITANS: Kelly HOLLIS
The Broncos hope to keep their season alive with a Round 3 match-up with 
the fast-starting Titans.

The Brisbane Broncos, one of the NRLW premiership hopefuls, have 
had a tough start to their 2024 campaign, going 0-2 after a 28-12 loss to 
the Sydney Roosters at Allianz Stadium last round. Despite a promising 
start with an early try, the Broncos found it challenging to maintain their 
momentum, with their completion rate falling below 70 percent. The 

team made uncharacteristic 15 errors and gave away seven penalties, 
which proved to be their undoing. Coach Scott Prince acknowledged both 
the positives and the mistakes that let the Roosters off the hook, stating, 
‘Some really positive things were happening for us, and then we'd ease 
the pressure valve on the Roosters at some points... dumb plays putting 
pressure on ourselves.’.  The return of Gayle Broughton from injury is a 
significant boost for the Broncos, as she will partner with Ali Brigginshaw 
in the halves. Stacey Waaka, fresh from her Olympic gold medal victory, will 
make her NRLW debut at centre. Her inclusion could prove to be a game 
changer, depending on how she adapts to rugby league after just playing 
rugby union on the world’s biggest sporting stage. In the forward pack, 
the team will be without Brianna Clark due to suspension, with Chelsea 
Lenarduzzi stepping in as the starting prop.

The Gold Coast Titans, on the other hand, have had a flying start to their 
season, currently sitting at the top of the table with a 2-0 record. Their 
latest victory, a 28-12 win over the Wests Tigers at Cbus Super Stadium, 
showcased their attacking prowess and solid defence, instilling a sense of 
confidence in the team. Jamie Chapman was the star of the match, crossing 
for three tries, while Lauren Brown’s quick thinking and accurate goal-
kicking further bolstered the Titans' score.  Despite a few injury concerns, 
coach Karyn Murphy has named an unchanged 17 for this weekend's clash 
with the Broncos. Although Emily Bass and Brittany Breayley-Nati did not 
finish the game against the Tigers, they are both expected to start, being 
given until game time to prove their fitness.  The Titans will look to continue 
their winning streak and cement their place at the top of the ladder.

WHO TO WATCH: Playing her first game for the Broncos this year, Gayle 
Broughton will potentially bring something to the side that they’ve been 
missing so far this year. Returning to partner her halfback, Ali Brigginshaw, 
Broughton will be looking to support her side in improving their attack as 
they have only scored 22 points in their first two games.

Titans winger Jamie Chapman had a try-scoring field day against the Wests 
Tigers in Round 2, bagging herself the second hat-trick of her career. 
Running over 250 metres, making five tackle breaks, and three line breaks, 
she was an absolute handful for the defence. If the Titans can get her ball in 
open space, the Broncos better watch out! 

MY TIP: I’m definitely going with the Titans on this one. Although the 
Broncos will be looking to get their first win of the season, the Titans are 
determined to go one better than the 2023 season and win a premiership… 
and from their form in their first two games, they are headed that way 
already. Titans by 8.

KNIGHTS v DRAGONS: Andy P
McDonald Jones Stadium will be the battlefield for this Sunday’s clash as 
defending premiers aim to defend the kingdom against the St. George-
Illawarra Dragons. The last two meetings between the club have all gone 
the way of the Knights, with the defending premiers undefeated this season 
while the Dragons are still trying to find a win.

The undefeated Knights came close to losing that mantle last week against 
the Raiders 26-20. The close win allows the Knights to keep the records 
coming in the NRLW, making it 11 straight wins. Coach Ben Jeffries says 
this is making his team hunted in the competition but says the girls will be 
more than ready for the Dragons come Sunday, alluding that the Knights 
may want to make a win in this round definitive. Jeffries also said that the 
polish they are looking for will come with some more patients in attack and 
completing the sets Although a tight game, the Knights were dominant in 
the forwards, which was led by their captain Hannah Southwell.  With no 
injuries, the Knights team has been rewarded without any changes leading 
into Sunday.

The Dragons are yet to find any spark in their season after going down in 
a tight game to the North Queensland Cowboys 38-34 in Townsville last 
round. Coach Jamie Soward was rather tight-lipped after the game, saying 
that it was only the playing group who would be able to turn things around 
on the field. In a game that got away from them, Captian Raecene McGregor 
said they make it hard for themselves by playing catch-up football. The 
Dragons showed they can stay in touch but will need to look at getting the 
missed tackles down if they don’t want to be playing catch-up footy. Soward 
highlighted the game of Kasey Reh, who has been elevated to hooker on the 
run-on side to take on the Knights this round. The Dragons have also had 
to make a few changes due to injuries, with Margot Vella out with a foot 
problem replaced by Leio Fotu-Mola, and Sara Sautia is also out with a foot 
injury.

WHO TO WATCH: Hannah Southwell led the charge of her forwards last 
week and will no doubt rally the troops through her on-field actions. Tamika 
Upton will always be dangerous and the Dragons will look to plug any holes 
in defence the quick-footed full-back will likely expose. New Zealand Rugby 
Sevens star Tenika Willison has been named to the extended bench, and 
hopefully, she will get a run hot off a gold medal performance in the Paris 
Olympics.

The Dragons are clearly looking to turn things around and they will do well 
to look to be strong in the middle. Angelina Tearkaraanga-Katoa, Shenai 
Lendill and Alexis Tauaneai were all strong players last week, and if they can 
produce again, it will go a long way to them staying competitive in the game.

Melbourne will be determined to grab the two points to stay clear of the Panthers at the top of the 
ladder.

In what promises to be a crucial clash at Accor Stadium, both the South Sydney Rabbitohs and 
Melbourne Storm are coming off disappointing losses that have impacted their standings and morale. 

South Sydney's chances of making the 2024 NRL finals were dashed last week after a 20-6 defeat to 
the Cronulla Sharks at PointsBet Stadium. Despite an early try from fullback Jye Gray, the Rabbitohs 
struggled to find their rhythm, succumbing to errors and a determined Sharks side. The Rabbitohs 
only managed a penalty goal after their initial score and were ultimately outclassed in the second half, 
leaving them in a precarious 15th position on the ladder with only seven wins this season. 

Heading into this week's game, South Sydney will be looking to rally with the return of halfback Cody 
Walker and changes in their lineup, including Michael Chee Kam moving into the back row to replace 
Jacob Host and Peter Mamouzelos and Shaquai Mitchell joining the bench.

The Melbourne Storm, meanwhile, will be aiming to bounce back from their surprising 18-16 defeat 
at the hands of the St George Illawarra Dragons, marking their first loss to the Dragons in Melbourne 
since 1999. Despite Harry Grant’s double and a solid start, the Storm were plagued by uncharacteristic 
errors that allowed the Dragons to stay in the contest and eventually secure a narrow victory. 
Melbourne’s efforts to recover were thwarted in the dying minutes, leaving them with their fourth 
loss of the season. 

The return of prop Tui Kamikamica sees Nelson Asofa-Solomona move to the back row to cover the 
loss of Eli Katoa, while Chris Lewis joins the bench for his first NRL game since Round 3. Despite the 
reshuffled lineup to accommodate injuries, including the continued absence of star winger Xavier 
Coates, the Storm will be determined to reaffirm their dominance over the Rabbitohs, having won nine 
of their past 11 encounters.

Thursday night's game shapes up as a pivotal moment for both teams as they look to turn their fortunes 
around.

WHO TO WATCH: Returning from injury, Cody Walker will be looking to help spark his side’s attack 
against the best team in the competition this weekend. After only scoring 6 points against the Cronulla 
Sharks and having poor execution, Walker will be an important inclusion in this week’s lineup to direct 
the team around the park.  

Since replacing injured winger Xavier Coates, Grant Anderson has scored five tries in his last four 
games and six in the eleven games he has played all season. Averaging over 100 metres per game, the 
24-year-old is impressive in both attack and defence.

FAVOURITE: Considering have won nine of their past 11 games against them, the Storm are definitely 
the outright favourites in this game against the Bunnies.

MY TIP: Although the Storm lost in Round 22, they very rarely lose two games in a row. So I’m sticking 
with the Storm to take out this one quite convincingly. Storm by 16.

Sharks Send Makeshift Spine to Steal Two Points From Resurgent Titans

When the Sharks “hosted” the Titans in Coffs Harbour a little over a month ago, they were in the midst 
of a mid-year form slump that was exacerbated when the men from the Coast caused an upset to 
consign them to their fifth loss in six games.

Since then, the Sharks have benefitted from a slight positive regression back to the mean, winning 
two out of their last three games despite star halfback Nicho Hynes going down with a medium-term 
injury. While the results have been a welcome change, nothing about their performances have shown 
that they are capable of going any further than their recent finals exits of weeks 1 and 2 respectively. 
With a run home against teams who will all likely be vying for the finals, their standards will need to lift 
if they are to remain inside the top 4.

That run home starts this week against a Titans side who, after an extremely slow start to the year, 
have gone 8-5 in their last 13 games and are currently on a two-match win streak against Queensland 
rivals the Dolphins and Broncos. What will have Gold Coast fans daring to dream of an unlikely finals 
berth is the fact that Des Hasler has managed to marry up the Titans flamboyant attack of seasons 
passed with a newfound defensive resolve; they have conceded more than 18 points just once since 
Round 15.

The Sharks task will be made even harder by the fact that Braydon Trindall, who has been their best 
player lately and arguably was even before the Hynes injury, will be missing due to a minor hamstring 
complaint. Coach Fitzgibbon has decided to fill the void with a reshuffle rather than a like for like 
replacement, with Blayke Brailey moving from hooker to halfback and Cam McInnes from lock to 
hooker, mirroring the spine that beat the Storm in Melbourne for the Sharks best win of the year to 
date.

For the Titans, Erin Clark starts at prop, pushing Jaimin Jolliffe to the bench, while Beau Fermor is out 
with a bruised kidney and is replaced in the back row by Klese Haas, who’s bench spot is covered by 
Keenan Palasia.

WHO TO WATCH: He’s been threatening to do so for a while now, but last week Gold Coast fullback Keano 
Kini finally exploded for a try double to go with his usual video game-like stat line of 24 runs for 202 
metres, a line break, line break assist, two try assists, five tackle breaks and an offload as well as five 
tackles made without a miss. The Titans have long had big raps on Kini and he has been repaying the 
faith in spades ever since taking over the fullback role for Brimson, who was initially out due to injury 
but has since fallen behind in the pecking order, which is a good problem for the Titans to have. The 
Sharks have had some trouble containing similarly electric fullbacks Scott Drinkwater and Jye Gray in 
their last two matches, so look for Kini to cause some more headaches for Cronulla’s defence.

For the Sharks, it will be interesting to see how Cam McInnes goes at hooker having had a full week 
to prepare for the more involved position. McInnes spent a good chunk of his St George Illawarra 
Dragons career wearing the number nine before making the permanent switch to lock forward upon 
his arrival at the Sharks in 2022. His one appearance at hooker for the Sharks this season came due 
to a Hynes being a late withdrawal against the Storm in Melbourne, and the direction McInnes was 
able to provide through the middle of the field in that game was a huge reason the Sharks were able 
to cause the upset. 

FAVOURITE: The Titans are 4.5-point favourites at the time of writing.

MY TIP: The Sharks should be up for the fight, but I don’t think they’ll have enough points in them to 
beat a Titans side that has been on a roll of late. Titans by 12.

Friday night football in the heart of Sydney’s west - where else would you rather be? 

The Penrith Panthers will arrive in 2025 at their temporary home of Commbank Stadium as they 
look to take down a Parramatta Eels side that always seem to get up for their rivals at the foot of the 
mountain. When the sides met in round two, Parramatta had the lead at half time before two tries to 
Sunia Turuva and Izack Tago put the Eels hopes to bed. 

This is also an Eels side that is still missing Mitchell Moses, having now also lost co-captain Junior 
Paulo for the rest of the season to injury. That did not stop them last week from going to Auckland and 
scampering away with the win against the Warriors. A class performance from Daejarn Asi and Dylan 
Brown saw the Eels win for the first time in two months across the ditch, revitalizing hopes of avoiding 
the wooden spoon once again.

While the scoreline reflects a ten point win, it flatters the Warriors who were outplayed in nearly 
every facet of the game last week by Parramatta. That won’t happen this week, with Penrith looking to 
regain their grip on the minor premiership after a 22-14 win in Newcastle. 

The best teams don’t always play well, but they always find a way to win. Penrith did that, despite the 
best efforts of a fired up Knights team. The shock loss that the Melbourne Storm suffered last week 
saw the Panthers get within two points of the ladder leading Storm, making it a very tasty clash 
between the two sides next week at Penrith Stadium. That said, the Panthers need to find a way past a 
Parramatta side that always seems to trouble the premiers. 

Jarome Luai and Nathan Cleary will look to lead the side once again to victory off the back of their 
dominant forward pack. Luai was arguably the best of the pairing last week, consistently troubling 
the Knights left edge while Cleary did everything that was required in his near perfect performance. 

Parramatta will stick with the same 17 that went across the ditch and shocked the Warriors finals 
hopes. Kelma Tuilagi makes an appearance in the reserves as he tries to break back into first grade 
after suspension. 

Penrith welcomes back Daine Laurie after missing last week with a head knock in the only change to 
the team from last week.

WHO TO WATCH: While it is hard to identify someone who could break open this game for the Eels, Dylan 
Brown showed last week that he can step up in the absence of Mitch Moses. It was the performance 
from Brown that Eels fans had been crying out for, with two try assists and a couple of line breaks to 
break Warriors hearts. His running game will be crucial down the Panthers left edge, targeting Liam 
Martin no doubt part of the game plan this week for the Eels. 

Nathan Cleary once again showed why he is the best halfback in the NRL, with another standout 
performance last week. While he wasn’t setting up all the tries against the Knights, he stood up when 
needed to score the match-winning try whilst kicking 5/5 on his way to 14 individual points. Parramatta 
tend to finds a way in these game to shut Cleary down, but it may be a task too hard with the form this 
man has been in post-injury.

FAVOURITE: Ladder positions make this obvious - Penrith are heavy favourites.

The Sea Eagles and Raiders are poised to square off in a match that could have significant ramifications 
on the makeup of the bottom half of the top 8.

Canberra are reminiscing on what could have been, after an arm wrestle against the Bulldogs saw 
them fall short 22-18. Kaeo Weekes was strong at fullback with a try assist and over 150 running 
metres, while Jamal Fogarty also picked up a try assist. In the forwards Joseph Tapine had arguably 
his best game of the season, while Tom Starling, Josh Papalii, Morgan Smithies and Elliot Whitehead 
were also brilliant. However seeing that many players perform well just makes the loss hurt even 
more.

Ethan Strange is back for Canberra after being rested last week, dropping Adam Cook to the bench 
and Danny Levi out of the 17. Zac Hosking's season is over due to shoulder surgery, which gives Ata 
Mariota another opportunity from the bench.

Manly had the bye in Round 22 to rue their own missed opportunity against the Roosters a week earlier, 
coming home with a wet sail but leaving their run too late in a 34-30 defeat. Daly Cherry Evans was 
brilliant, with a try to go along with a dominant running and kicking game, while forwards Taniela 
Paseka, Jake Trbojevic and Toafofoa Sipley were strong, but it wasn't enough against a Roosters side 
scoring for fun in the first half.

Lehi Hopoate is back from a facial fracture in a boost for the Sea Eagles, with Tommy Talau to play 
centres and Ben Trbojevic off the bench. Lachlan Croker is back after a lengthy concussion-enforced 
layoff, starting at hooker. Haumole Olakau'atu returns from suspension while Reuben Garrick and 
Jason Saab avoid concussion protocol thanks to the bye.

Manly have reinforced their status as one of the better attacking and defending sides in the competition, 
averaging 25 points scored (tied-4th best) and 21 conceded (6th best) per game. For Canberra the 
numbers aren't quite as impactful, at 20 points scored (14th in the league) and 24 conceded (10th 
best).

WHO TO WATCH: Jamal Fogarty's return from a bicep tear has been somewhat mixed. His four try 
assists in three games have been welcomed by a Raiders side struggling for attacking spark, however 
the dominant kicking game he showed before his injury has yet to reappear. Should he be able to bring 
both aspects of his game together against Manly, the Raiders will have a strong chance of winning.

As Manly push for finals football, Tom Trbojevic is slowly getting back to his best. In the three games 
since his return to the fullback position, Turbo has three tries, 6 try assists and has run in excess of 
200 metres twice. Manly will need him to be at his best for September, and another 5 star performance 
against Canberra would prove that the hype is real.

In 
honour of Carl Webb the No.12 jersey has been retired for the match which sees Jeremiah Nanai don 
the number 24 on his back instead. 

Last week saw the Broncos season from hell and fall from grace continue, being defeated by the Titans 
for the second time this season, with a final score of 46-18, after leading the Titans 18-10 at halftime.

Suburban sell out as finals race hots up

St George Illawarra fans have voted with their feet and sold out Kogarah Oval ahead of their crunch 
match with the Canterbury Bulldogs this Saturday in a match that could decide the Dally M Coach of 
the Year..

After the amazing scenes at Belmore last Sunday, the Dragons faithful have gotten the message and 
are getting behind their team as they look to break 20,000 at Kogarah for the first time since 2009. 
The Dragons have been a hit and miss side this season for mine, in one breath they are beating Penrith 
in Penrith and Melbourne in Melbourne (breaking a 25 year drought to do so). Then in the next, they 
are conceding 100 points in two games to the Roosters and losing to a Manly side who had no fresh 
reserves for 50 minutes. Shane Flanagan knows how to fight and put his team in the position to win, 
against Canterbury, that appears easier said than done.

If there’s any team that have been more tenacious than the Dragons, it’s the Bulldogs as they have been 
a top five defensive team in the competition. St George Illawarra will need to create second phase to 
get past the Dogs and utilise Ben Hunt’s kicking game. Canterbury have conceded several tries from 
kicks this season and with Hunt guiding the show, that’s a platform for the Dragons to take advantage 
of. They will also need to limit the work of the back three coming out of their own end as well as match 
the intensity of the Bulldogs bench, which has been a distinct point of difference in recent matches.

Canterbury’s improved attack has come since Connor Tracey has been given the green light to roam. 
The steady hands of Tracey at the back has been a joy to watch this season, in sixteen matches he has 
6 tries, 10 try-assists and 8 line-break assists. He is going searching for the ball and is a key clog to the 
Bulldogs attack. So, expect Tracey to deliver on Saturday night.

FAVOURITE: Canterbury have the backing of the bookmakers.

Knights, Tigers look to have fun in the sun

Attacking football will be the order of the day on Sunday afternoon when the Newcastle Knights host 
the Wests Tigers in a contest of contrasting desperation. 

Facing an uphill battle as the longest shot remaining in the hunt to play finals football, the Newcastle 
Knights will be hoping the rare chance to play at home during the day brings out their best.

Coach Adam O’Brien has recalled Brodie Jones in the only change from the side that went down 22-14 
to the Panthers last Sunday, however Sebastian Su’a has been included in the extended squad for the 
first time in a sign the highly-rated youngster could come into calculations for a debut.

The Knights have experienced a disappointing decline in their attack over the past year, going from 
averaging 26 points to a league-worst 17 points per game, in part due to the lack of consistency in 
key spine positions with five different halves combinations and captain Kalyn Ponga appearing in ten 
matches.

Sunday will be only the third time the Knights have played at home during daylight hours this year; the 
side has thrived over the past 18 months with eight wins from ten day matches.

Languishing at the bottom of the ladder, four points adrift of their closest rivals, the Wests Tigers will 
need to win on Sunday afternoon to stave off a third straight wooden spoon.

Holding a fair record in Newcastle with nine wins from 20 visits over the past quarter of a century, the 
Tigers have managed just one win away from home this season.

The Tigers have used 36 players in the league this season – the most of any club in the league – with only 
a quarter of their personnel appearing in over 75% of games and a third playing five games or fewer.

WHO TO WATCH: There are few sights as electrifying in rugby league as Kalyn Ponga at his best while 
the sun shines over McDonald Jones Stadium. Winning eight out of nine matches in daytime conditions 
after reverting to fullback last season, the reigning Dally M medallist has had limited opportunities 
to replicate that form with one try and four assist in ten matches throughout 2024. With the Knights 
needing to win all their remaining games to have any chance of making the finals, the hope of every 
Novocastrian will live or die on Ponga adding to his highlight reel on Sunday afternoon.

The present has been tough for the Wests Tigers, but in Lachlan Galvin the future appears bright. 
Enjoying a rapid rise to announce himself among the best young talents in the game, the 19-year-old 
five-eighth has produced scintillating moments of attack with ten try assists to stand as the best of the 
11 debutants used by the joint venture in first grade this season. Averaging over 120 running metres 
in 17 games as a rookie, look for Galvin to thrive in daytime conditions as the Tigers look to claim their 
first win in the Hunter in three years.

FAVOURITE: The Knights are expected to extend their record over the Wests Tigers after winning seven 
out of nine meetings during O’Brien’s tenure.

MY TIP: The Newcastle faithful have turned up each week in droves waiting for their team to recapture 
the heights of last season. If they can’t lift on Sunday, it’s never going to happen for them in 2024.
