The Titans will be looking to make it back-to-back
victories after a solid win last round against the Sydney
Roosters, 26-6. Titans coach Karyn Murphy was happy
the team could put a win on after a few tough weeks.
Ina physical game played in hot conditions, the Titans
were able to turn the heat up themselves. The Titans
could hold composure and sustain the lead on the
scoreboard even with two sin bins.

Taliah Fuimaono will sit out the round 6 clash througha
two-match suspension for a high tackle, which saw her
serve 10 minutesin the sin bin last game. Sienna Lofipo
will take her spat on the run-on side.

The Sharks remain undefeated for the 2024 season
after racking up a convincing win against St. George
28-4. Coach Tony Herman was pleased the side could
keep the opposition to only 4 points. Even when
pressed on their goal line defence, the Sharks held
composure for the game.

The same 17 will run out on the Gold Coast, as Herman
has had no need to make any changes to the winning
side.

\HO TO WATCH: Evania Pelite shone last week with two
tries and nearly 180 meters off 17 hit-ups. While prop
Shannon Mato and captain Georgia Hale were solid last
game, they will be ready to put on a solid performance
athome.

The Sharks have a wealth of danger, from Quincy Dodd
up front to Emma Tonegato and captain Tiana Penitani
at the back.

Saturday afternoon NRLW comes from Parramatta
where two sides want to bounce back from defeats
with wins as the Eels play host to the St George
Illawarra Dragons at Commbank Stadium.

Having only lost one game all season, the Eels were
confident that they could spring an upset against the
Knights last week but they had that thought quickly
evaporated as the Knights opened up a 20-0 lead within
twenty minutes of the game. The Eels though to their
credit didn't give up and put in a mini fightback as they
were able to bring the score back to 24-16 before the
Knights sealed the deal late. The performance despite
being defeated showed how the Eels season has been
strong picking up wins against fancied rivals such
as the Broncos in Round 1and a narrow defeat to the
SharksinRound?2. Sitting infifth spot, the Blue and Gold
have three wins along with six other teams which could
push them up or down the ladder depending on results.
Only one change has been made by Parramatta coach
Steve Georgallis and that comes on the bench with
Lindsay Tui coming into the 17 for her first appearance
of the season with Tafoa Asaua dropping out.

The St George Illawarra Dragons have been a side
that's been hard to draw a line with given that they
have underperformed compared with expectations
picking up just the one win this season but that win
was against the Newcastle Knights. Last week, the
Dragons were again poor when they fell to a 28-4
defeat to the Sharks when they looked completely off
the pace. Having a promising side, the Dragons fell
behind early in Round 1 against the Titans then had
to come from behind when scoring 34 points against
the Cowhoys yet were still defeated. They did pick up
another come from behind win against the Knights
which is the biggest scalp of the NRLW season before
two concerning 20+ defeats against the Roosters and
Sharks. The Dragons have been boosted by the return
of Bobbi Law to the squad after missing last week
although they are still without NZ rugby international
Tyla King who is not named after being a late out of the
clash last week. The other changes see Shenai Lendill
moving back to the second row with Maatuleio Fotu-
Moala coming onto the wing.

\WHO TO WATCH: A lot of the success for Parramatta
this season has come through their powerful PNG
international Elsie Albert leading from the front. The
Parramatta veteran is having one of her best NRLW
seasons averaging close to 150m per game and
being damaging going forward. Albert's power going
forward is what the NRLW needs.

Dragons winger Teagan Berry has been their platform
to go forward from the back as she has 29 tackle
breaks for the season to go with her 7 line breaks and
has been one of the Dragons best performers this
season. Berry needs to be the star for a Dragons side
that is underperforming and her runs from the back
are going to be important to put the Red ‘V'into good
attacking position so that they can pressure the Eels
defence.

MY TIP: The Eels should have too much for the Dragons.
The Eels play this season has been strong this season
and they look like they should put the Dragons to the
sword if things go right.

The Broncos are back to home, set to on the Cowboys
for the second QLD Derby for the 2024 season.

Joining the Cowhoys this year, centre Jakiya Whitfeld
has been a force to impress so far, scoring three tries
and making 32 tackle breaks and three line breaks,
sees her leading the Cowboys for both tries and tackle
breaks. This comes after playing her first season of
rughy league with the NRLW in 2022, previously playing
for Australia for the Rugby 7s.

MY TIP: “Little sister” versus “big sister” yet again,
and I think the Broncos will be adding anather win to
their tally this week. Despite their improvement over
the last few weeks, [ just don't think the Cowboys are
up on par with the Broncos, and just won't be able to
compete both defensively and offensively for the entire
70 minutes.

The Sydney Roosters stumbled in their quest for their second NRLW title last week with a 20-point loss to a high-flying
(old Coast on a warm afternoon at Chus Super Stadium. While they remain in the top four by virtue of the closeness
of the competition this season, they will need a victory here to ensure they're playing well into September after that
hiccup.

The Raiders.. well.. it's been a season to forget. Their Round 5 loss to the Cowboys drove a nail into their hopes
of finals action this season, with the Green Machine sitting four points behind the main pack and there being just
four rounds left to play. Their slow start - going down 18-6 in the first half before fighting back to lose 28-18 - was
emblematic of their season so far, being close, but not close enough.

Looking at the teamsheets, the Roosters have been forced to call in the reinforcements with Jayme Fressard out
suspended. Taina Naividi moves to the wing, Davison comes into the starting side at lock. Mya Hill-Moana is also
out (head knock) with Otesa Pule starting at prop. Samantha Economos and Eliza Lopamaua fill the remaining
interchange vacancies.

Canberra welcome back Monalisa Soliola, Ash Quinlan and Shakiah Tungai in a much needed boost. Naitokatoka and

Sam Bremner's career has been a whirlwind - after a storied pre-NRLW career which saw her win two World
Cups with the Jillaroos, she captained the Dragons in their first season, sitting out 2019 for the birth of her first
child before returning 2020. She moved to the Tricolours in 2022 and subsequently retired - before coming out of
retirement ahead of the 2024 season. Her experience over many years will prove crucial as the Roosters push to
secure their spot in the semifinals.

Apii Nicholls-Pualau is at her third NRLW club and shows no signs of slowing at age 31. The Raiders' fullback started
her NRLW journey at the Warriors less than a year after being part of the Kiwi Ferns' World Cup campaign in 2017.
Skipping over to rugby union at various points of her career, Nicholls-Pualau retured to rugby league at the start of
the 2022 season, linking up with the Titans where she played five games, before switching to the Raiders in 2023.
While the Green Machine hasn't been as successful so far this season, it's still in her power to break the game open
and given the Raiders very narrow finals hopes a breath of fresh air.

MY TIP: Form and quality across the park has the Roosters clearly favourite to win this game in my hook. The Raiders
will perform well in fits and spurts, but it's the Tricolours' to lose. Sydney by 12.

The 2024 minor premiers Melbourne Storm travel a little lighter in strength to Queensland Country
Bank Stadium to take on awell-rested North Queensland Cowhoys to open round 26 this Thursday night.

While Storm coach Craig Bellamy has opted to rest most of his usual team, Cowhoys coach Todd Payten
has named a strong side keen to make a statement in front of the loyal home crowd.

The Cowboys come into the Thursday night clash off the back of a bye and a big win against the Canberra
Raiders of 42-4inround 24. Todd Payten said the win came off by running hard and not stopping, setting
themselves up for the win by starting the string early and backing that up in the second half. When
asked about this in the post-game presser, Payten said he was proud of how halfback Jake Clifford had
become after dealing with adversity. And his efforts are shining enough for him to keep out veteran
halfback Chad Townsend. While the talk of Valentine Holmes leaving the club had made headlines, his
performance was enough to show his commitment to the team and their drive for finals glory. Given
how tight the premiership has been this year, if the Cowboys produce two strong performances to
end the year, one against the Storm and then the Bulldogs in the last round, they would get a home
elimination final. The Cowboys will be boosted up front, with Jeremiah Nanai and Jason Taumalolo
returning to the run on the side.

The Storm was devastating in the last round, dismantling the Dolphins 48-6 to the raucous home crowd
at AAMIPark. Craig Bellamy was happy the team were able to soak up early pressure from the Dolphins
and came back to put on a dominant display, keeping the Queenslanders to zip in the first half.

Bellamy has praised his team's efforts and said they have shown consistency by taking the minor
premiership. And in a year when it has been hard for them to get all their elite players on the field at
once, it shows the depth and performance demands from the Storm system are elite. Bellamy gave
props to his halfback Hughes, who he said has taken the reins of the team for the majority of the
season while key players like Cameron Munster, Ryan Papenhuyzen and Harry Grant have been away.
Averaging top performances all year, it's interesting that the Kiwi representative doesn't sit higher on
the Dally M Awards ladder. But the half-back will be rested this round, as to Harry Grant, Will Warbrick,
Jack Howarth, Nick Meaney, Nelson Asofa-Solomona, Josh King, Shawn Blore, Eli Katoa, Trent Loiero
and Tui Kamikamica. Replacing the familiar names in the backline are Dean Ieremia, Marion Seve and
Young Tonumaipea, and Grant Anderson going into halfback. Up front are Christian Welch, Lazarus
Vaalepu, Alec MacDonald, and super-utility Tyran Wishart will be number 9. It's a big hand to be played
by Melbourne, but it shows how serious they are about the finals series, which can be seenas a different
competition with higher demands on performance.

\WHO TO WATCH: Jake Clifford has returned as a new and stronger player and isn't letting anyone down
since he has been given the reins for the Cowhboys. The combination between him and Tom Dearden
provides confidence to the team, with structure for the forwards and slick ball movement for the
backs. Scott Drinkwater will be at his best; the fullback will pop up at any part of the attacking play to
chime in and create doubt in defensive lines. His tenacity shows as he is rated third on try assists in the
league. With the Storm having so many new faces in roles, Drinkwater will likely go on probing sorties
testing their resolve. Val Holmes may have had a quiet year to his standards, but he is currently hitting
his strides. He also has the highest tally of points by any player so far. Homes at his best is a problem,
defending well and running at high speed, drawing in more than one player to lock him up, allowing gaps
to open up for a quick ball play and someone like Drinwater to attack a broken line. The Cowboys' bench
forwards guarantee to inject themselves when they get on, and players like Sam McIntyre and Griffin
Neame have been able to keep up the intensity in the middle that has helped get the Cowboys into the
position they are in now.

Cameron Munster has chosen not to take a rest; after missing much of the year through injury, the gun
five-eighth seems to be enjoying his footy. Munster is building himself up to a big finals series and will
be out to ensure the Storm takes it to the Cowboys. Thank goodness we have a flying Ryan Papenhuyzen
playing footy and looking in good shape. His run of horror injuries seems an afterthought for the star.
And though he may not be up to his previous speed, his skills and game awareness have only improved,
and Paps is a shoo-in to get some exciting tries in this game. When Tyran Wishart got his hands on the
ball from the bench, the Storm looked good. The classy player will be a good problem up front for the
Cowhoys, as his speed and kicking game will help the star-depleted Storm stay on the front foot against
the Cowboys. Grant Anderson has been answering the call playing in the outside backs. Bellamy will
put the young players' skills on show as he takes on the number 7 jersey for this round. The Storm has
plenty of faith in Anderson extending his contract recently, and it will be good to see how he tries to fulfil
the role of playmaker.

FAVOURLTE: With so many stars rested and the longest away journey for the Storm, they are taking a
hack seat on this one. The Cowhoys have been playing good footy, are confident and are coming off a bye,
which swings the pendulum in their favour on paper.

MY TIP: It is an imposing team selection by the Cowboys; they are looking hot and fit; with the finals
coming, they will want this win and the next against the Bulldogs to secure a home elimination game.
The Storm will be courageous, but I cant see them taking this. Cowboys to ride into the sunset by 6.

Finals football arrives a fortnight early on Friday night as the Canterbury-Bankstown Bulldogs and
Manly Sea Eagles face off in a contest set to have major ramifications on the makeup of the top eight.

Locking in a return to September following an eight-year absence, the Canterbury-Bankstown
Bulldogs will be looking to continue their resurgence by pushing for a top four finish.

Overcoming a slow start to overpower the Warriors 34-18 on an emotional night last Friday, coach
Cameron Ciraldo has been forced into changes with captain Stephen Crichton suspended for a
shoulder charger and Kurt Mann sustaining a collarbone injury.

The resulting reshuffle sees Jeral Skelton come into the backline and Josh Curran return after missing
the trip to New Zealand with a shoulder injury.

The Bulldogs have enjoyed an 82% winning record since the start of the Origin period - second only to
Melbourne -and are in the midst of their longest winning streak since 2015.

Walking a finals tight rope following an ill-disciplined capitulation last week, the Manly Sea Eagles will
be desperate to make amends against one of the in-form teams of the premiership.

Squandering a 16-0 lead to go down 34-26 to the last-placed Wests Tigers at Leichhardt Oval last
Thursday, coach Anthony Seibold has recalled Matthew Lodge in place of suspended forward Corey
Waddell, while the return of Tommy Talau sees Tolu Koula drop to the bench in place of Gordon Chan
Kum Tong.

Tom Trbojevic will make his 150th appearance in first grade for the Sea Eagles; the superstar fullback
- fresh from scoring a hat-trick last week - will become only the 34th player to achieve the milestone
at the club.

The Sea Eagles have dominated the Bulldogs with nine wins from ten meetings since 2018, but hold a
dismal record of two wins from 15 appearances at Accor Stadium over the past decade.

\WHO TO WATCH: Winning a Jersey Flegg premiership with the Bulldogs last year, rookie forward Harry
Hayes will be hoping to achieve the same success in the NRL in six weeks' time. Providing great impact
off the bench in the weeks following his first grade debut at the end of the Origin period, the 22-year-
old has appeared in six matches, averaging over 100 running metres and 22 tackles in just under a half
of foothall each week. Scoring the first try of his career at a crucial moment last week, Hayes will be
playing to demand inclusion in the top 17 as the Bulldogs head towards September.

Clocking in as the piéce de resistance in one of the fastest backlines in the league, Jason Saab will revel
in the opportunity to showcase his speed on the eve of the finals. Coming up against Josh Addo-Carrin
one of the personal duels of the round, the 23-year-old has enjoyed strong returns against the Bulldogs
with seven tries from four clashes during his time with the Sea Eagles. Proving himself as more than
atry-scorer with a career-high 130 running metres on average this season, Saab will be sure to make
the most of any open space afforded on Friday night.

FAVOURITE: The Bulldogs have won all seven home matches at Accor Stadium this season - and are
expected to extend that total to eight on Friday night.

MY TIP: A win will guarantee the Bulldogs a home final at some point in September - that alone should
get the blue and whites over the line. Bulldogs by 7.

The Penrith Panthers will look to get their title defence back on track when they face the South Sydney
Rabhitohs at BlueBet Stadium on Friday night.

And as much as that seems like an overly reactionary sentence to be writing after just one loss, it
speaks to how much public perception of the defending premiers has soured since last weekend.

On the surface, the 22-18 defeat to the Raiders was a shock. But in reality, outside of a comprehensive
winover the Dragons and atight victory over a disciplined Knights side, the Panthers have largely been
unconvincing over the past few months.

The fact there is some level of scepticism as to whether Penrith can make it three-straight
premierships is probably a good thing for Ivan Cleary's team.

Every single year the Panthers have won the title, there has always been one period where external
expectations have dropped or doubters have voiced their concerns.

That wasn't the case for much of this year, until now and for good reason given last Saturday's loss to
the Raiders has Penrith in fourth and suddenly staring down a potential trip to AAMI Park in week one
of the finals.

But the Panthers can start to get back on the right track on Friday with a very winnable game and
comments from coach Cleary to reporters on Monday suggest he is after a big response.

"Ttotally believe we can win it. But we have to make a decision on whether we want to pay that price
towinit," Cleary said.

"At the moment there is probably a question mark around that.”
Quite the message sent and clearly, the coach is challenging his players to prove him wrong.

There have been some significant changes to the team this week too, with Sunia Turuva and Paul
Alamoti into the backline for Daine Laurie and Casey McLean while Mitch Kenny returns from
suspension at hooker.

As for the Rabbitohs, they are coming off a disappointing loss to the Knights and will be without the
suspended Cameron Murray, although Cody Walker returns from concussion protocols.

Elsewhere, Siliva Haviliis the fresh face on the bench, replacing Shaq Mitchell (calf).

There is not much to cover here with the Rabbitohs, who have avoided the wooden spoon but have
nothing other than pride to play for at this point.

WHO TO WATCH: Daine Laurie had been one of Penrith's best when filling in for the injured Dylan
Edwards at fullback but the experiment on the wing was clearly a mistake. Laurie was indecisive and
uncomfortable in the position last week and unable to provide the Panthers with the kind of yardage
the returning Sunia Turuva offers. Turuva has his obvious flaws in defence. It is why he was dropped
to reserve grade in the first place. His presence in the backline should help the Panthers regain the
momentum and go-forward that helped take them to three-straight titles. But all eyes will be on
whether Cleary's wake-up call will lead to better defensive decision-making from Turuva.

The Raiders showed the path to beating the Panthers last week. It involved second phase play through
the middle and then quickly shifting it to the edges. As powerful as Penrith’s backline is, opposition
teams can beat them with pure speed. Tyrone Munro has plenty of that to burn. The Rabbitohs are in
a unique position where they have nothing to lose. That could breed complacency or, alternatively, it
could give the likes of Cody Walker the freedom to throw the ball around more and if that is the case,
the game plan should involve getting it to Munro in space.

FAVOURLTE: Despite last week's loss, the Panthers are well-backed to get the job done

Y TIP: This really needs to be a dominant win from Penrith. With the finals nearing and coming off a
loss, the Panthers have to head into September with some semblance of momentum. At the moment,
they are coasting but not showing the level of urgency needed to go all the way again. Coach Cleary
seems to have sensed it and has publicly challenged the team to lift. Expect them to do just that.

The wooden spoon favourites against a contender for the final spot in September - welcome to
Saturday afternoon football!

The Parramatta Eels have one final game at home in 2024 and they will look to walk away with a massive
win as they go against the St George lllawarra Dragons on Super Saturday from Commbank Stadium.
It's a must win game for both sides, as Parramatta look to stay ahead of the Tigers heading into the
wooden-spoon bowl next week while the Dragons look to put one foot through the door that is finals
football.

The Eels, much like two weeks ago against the Penrith Panthers, had the win in the palm of their hands
against Brisbane (16-0 in as many minutes) before capitulating to hands the Broncos a finals lifeline,
going down 30-24 at Suncorp Stadium. It was an all too familiar sight for Eels fans, with the side once
again letting go of a match-winning lead at half time to lose (Seven times in 2024).

It left the Eels above the Tigers in 16th place on points differential, however the Tigers serve their final
bye this weekend. It means that if the Eelslose this week, they must win against what has been avastly
improved Tigers outfit over the past month to avoid the clubs 14th wooden spoon.

The Dragons didn't do themselves any favours last weekend either, letting a second string Sharks
backline run rampant in a 38-10 loss at WIN Stadium. The only saving grace for the joint venture was
that the Dolphins also got massacred by the Storm, ensuring that the Dragons remained in the top
eight for the time being.

Tac Lomax comes up against his new team in 2025 for the first time since signing his contract with the
Eels, no doubt heing teased by his current teammates at the thought of going from a finals contender
toawooden spoon contender in mere weeks.

One change for the Parramatta Eels, with Luca Moretti returning from a quad strain to take the bench
spot that Jake Tago had last week.

The Dragons also make one change this week, with Raymond Faitala-Mariner taking the bench spot of
Lyhkan King-Togia. Moses Suli is given a chance to be brought into the side on Saturday, named in the
reserves as he looks to return from a knee injury suffered three weeks ago.

\WHO TO WATCH: Zac Lomax will be ready to put in a massive performance this weekend so that he can
give the Dragons the best possible chance to play finals football in 2024. The Eels defensive woes are
well known, with Parramatta conceding the second most points in 2024 (28.26 per game). The Eels
edges are a big reason, with the jamming wingers almost always conceding tries late in the game.
Watch for Lomax to put his authority on this one early.

Daejarn Asi may very well be playing for acontract in 2025, with the Eels half on the way out as rumours
swirl around the club bringing in Dean Hawkins. Asi's kicking game has been the one standout aspect
of the Eels attack, with his long kicks mirroring that of injured half Mitch Moses. It also takes the
pressure of Dylan Brown to kick from deep in the half, allowing for Brown to run at the defensive line.
He'll need to put the pressure on the Dragons back three to run it out of their own half if the Eels have
achance here.

FAVOURITE: The Dragons have comfortable backing here.

MY TIP: It's a must win game for both sides, for completely differing reasons... one team wants finals,
another team wants to avoid the spoon. The last time these two teams played, Mikaele Ravalawa
scored four tries - the same wing that Zac Lomax occupies now. While the back 5 for the Dragons don't
have the same strike power as round 23 of last year, it's still better than the Eels backline. It will be a
high scoring game, one the Dragons are on the right side of. Dragons by 8.

The Battle of Brishane takes centre stage this Saturday afternoon as the Brisbane Broncos and the
Dolphins clash at Suncorp Stadium, with bath teams fighting for a coveted Top 8 spot. With each side
sitting on 26 points, the Broncos have a slight edge due to a better points differential. However, this
game is essentially an elimination match, with the loser likely missing out on finals footy.

In Round 25, the Brishane Broncos showcased their resilience by overcoming a 16-0 deficit to claim
a thrilling 30-24 victory against the Parramatta Eels. Despite a rough start, with the Eels crossing
for three tries in the first 10 minutes, the Broncos fought back, with Tristan Sailor and Josh Rogers
scoring crucial tries before halftime. The second half saw the Broncos take control, with Selwyn
Cobho and Kotoni Staggs capitalising on Parramatta errors to secure the win. However, the game was
not without its challenges, as Kobe Hetherington was sidelined due to a failed HIA.

The Dolphins, on the other hand, struggled in their Round 25 encounter against the Melbourne Storm,
suffering a heavy 46-10 defeat. The loss of key players Kodi Nikorima and Jesse Bromwich to HIA
protocols, along with Felise Kaufusi's sin-binning, contributed to a disastrous first half in which the
Dolphins trailed 22-0 at halftime.

Dolphins' five-eighth Sean 0'Sullivan will be looking to show that he can help guide the side around
the field after being named in the halves for just the 3rd time this year. After starting the year in the 7
jersey, he has struggled to get back into the halves, and with the injury to Kodi Nikorima, he now gets
his chance.

FAVOURLTE: The bookies favour the Broncos in this one. They have a very strong record against the
Dolphins, who have struggled in recent weeks.

Y TIP: Although the Broncos are favourites heading into this match, with both teams fighting for their

Saturday night will close the curtain on one of the NRLs storied careers. One of the most electric
players with ball in hand, a player that inspired so many across the Tasman to play rughy league. Shaun
Johnson farewells rughy league with so many memories, none more so than last season where he
hooted a game winning penalty goal to defeat the Sharks ina memorable come from behind victory.

2024 hasn't been the season that “Wahs Nation" had been hoping for. Throw in inconsistent play,
injuries and some unfavourable officiating calls, and it's been a season that Andrew Webster would
rather forget.

This weekend, there are a lot of variables going on which the Knights will be looking at. Aside from
securing victory against the Titans, they'll be hoping the Eels will be determined to avoid the spoon
and record a win against the Dragons; the Dolphins score a maiden win against the Broncos and the
Roosters to beat the Raiders.
