COWBOYS RIDE STORM
HOME TO VICTORY

It was a taste of what the best can do in attack as the Cowboys against the Storm won a 
thriller in Townsville, 38-30.

With the lead changing four times during the match, the error-ridden game saw the 
next men up from the Storm put it to a determined Cowboys outfit, farewelling Valentine 
Holmes, Kyle Feldt and Jake Granville in the team's last regular season home game.

Only five minutes in, and the nerves for the Cowboys showed as they knocked the ball 
on twice from consecutive hit-ups. It was more than the Storm could bear; with a set 
restart, Lazarus Vaalepu caught the Cowboys' defence napping. Tyran Wishart's boot 
made it 0-6 for the visitors. The quality of both teams was that any mistakes would 
be dealt with harshly. Marion Seve caught Heilum Lukis's head in a crusher, giving the 
Cowboys prime position. Veteran Kyle Feldty went over, with Valentine Holmes locking 
the game up 6-6. In a strange turn of events, Ryan Papenhuyzen got not only dacked in 
a tackle but also corked his leg, sending him from the game for good. Seve also left the 
field with an injury. Scott Drinkwater did the maths and attacked the reshuffled backline 
down the Cowboys' left, with Murray Taulagi finishing off the move and Holmes pushing 
the lead out to 12-6 in the 18th minute. With the Storm getting another chance in the 
27th minute via a high shot on Cameron Munster on the Cowboys 10 meter line, Alec 
MacDonald put his hand up and rammed himself over just off to the goal posts right. But 
it was a moment Wisart would hope for again, missing and leaving the Cowboys ahead 
12-10.

With five minutes to go in the half, the Storm drew on their fuel tanks and made the 
most of consecutive scrum feeds as Wishart threw a dummy worthy of an Oscar, fooling 
Jeremiah Nanai and racking himself up a try and conversion to get the Storm ahead 12-
16. But the Cowboys took up the challenge. Sualauvi Faalogo couldn't contain a bomb 
from Drinkwater. The numbers opened up for the Cowboys as they drove right, and Feldt 
got his second for the night. Holmes put the conversion to bed, and the teams went to the 
shed with the Cowboys ahead 18-16.

The second half opened up just as the Cowboys would have wanted it. A no-look-pass that 
found a home on the sideline gave the Cowboys easy ball in Melbournes' half. A fatigued-
looking Storm could only watch as Val Holmes steamed into their line, getting the try 
and the conversion to push the home side out 22-16. The Storm countered, and during a 
raid in front of the Cowboys' goal, Tepai Moeroa slipped, copping a high hit from Reuben 
Cotter. Wishart took the two points, and we were 24-18 for the Cowboys with 30 minutes 
to go. The Storm seemed to get a second wind from this, and after some attacks and goal-
line dropouts, they finally got the candy. Tyran Wishart was in the right sport, grabbing 
the footy as it pinballed Cowboys defenders' legs. He went over in the 55th for his second 
try, and a conversion to boot locked us up at 24 a piece.

Only moments later, the momentum was sucked out of the Storms attack as Munster 
put a kick out on the full. The ensuing counter from the Cowboys saw Reece Robson 
scurry to a loose ball in goal and get in front 30-34 after Holmes slotted another. It was 
end-to-end footy for at least another ten minutes until a set restart complimented the 
Cowboys' push to the Storms line; Jake Clifford showed finesse as he put a kick out to the 
Cowboys' right. The Storm backs could not get control, and Jeremiah Nanai cut through 
the confusion to grab the ball and try. Holmes's laser-like boot pushed the home side out 
to 36-24.

It seemed all Cowboys as they forced the Storm to work it off their line with some heavy 
defence. The Storm responded with a high shot by Alec MacDonald on Kyle Feldt. The 
Cowboys took the easy two points, were looking home and hosed at 38-24 with seven 
minutes to go. But we knew the Storm would give up, and once again, an error from the 
Cowboys allowed the Storm to set up Ativalu Lisati to break the Cowboys and sprint 40 
meters for a try. Wishart brought it back 38-30 with a minute to go.

But in the end, it was a bridge too far for the visitors, with Grant Atkins blowing full time. 
The Cowboys had missed 27 tackles to the Storms' 4 at halftime. But they seemed to have 
a little more fitness and composure to keep the young Storm team at bay. The error 
count helped to blow out the lead, but as both parties were guilty, we were rewarded as 
fans with a high-scoring game.

The Storm showed they have plenty of depth, skill, and fire. Although two players came 
off the field, there are hopes it's not too serious.

TURBO CLIPPED AS MANLY
AMBUSH DOGS HYPE TRAIN

An AC joint injury to star full-back Tom Trbojevic has overshadowed Manly's 34-22 
ambush victory of the Canterbury Bulldogs, played before the biggest Friday 6pm crowd 
in NRL history at Accor Stadium.

Canterbury got off to a flying start in front of their provocial home crowd. A switch out 
to the left-hand side saw Josh Addo-Carr into space. The Fox made Jason Saab look like a 
novice down the sideline and he busted through. He found Reed Mahoney and the massive 
crowd was up and about early in the contest. Matt Burton converted to lead 6-0. Despite 
the early ambush, Manly rebounded with some sustained pressure on Canterbury's line. 
After a clunky start, the Sea Eagles looked to hit back. A great cross-field kick looked to 
be hauled in by Haumole Olakau'atu. But, Gerard Sutton found a double knock-on and the 
try was denied by the Bunker.

Notwithstanding that set-back, from the ensuing scrum, Manly ran an efficient scrum 
play reminiscent of one other team have scored off against the Dogs. The overlap created 
allowed Jason Saab to cross out wide to level the scores (he would later leave the match 
with a lower leg injury). Manly took the lead after 12 minutes when Olakau'atu took on 
the Dogs down their left edge, a loose offload was kicked ahead by Luke Brooks. Brooks 
found milestone man Trbojevic and in game 150, Turbo put Manly ahead.

The ruthless run of possession put endless pressure on Canterbury's defence. Despite 
boasting one of the best defences in the league, they were running on fumes. As a result, 
Manly took advantage on the flanks. Magnificent hands from Brooks and Turbo created 
the overlap. Tommy Talau drew in Skelton and over in the corner went Lehi Hopoate. 
Reuben Garrick added the conversion from touch and the Dogs were down 18-6.

After a rare lull in the match, Canterbury got some good ball and capitalised almost 
immediately. Some smart hands from Burton found Addo-Carr into open space to score 
for the Dogs. Addo-Carr appeared to be hurt as he scored the try and was immediately 
assessed by the doctor and deemed fit to continue. The theme of the first half was 
capitalising on errors, Manly did so when Xerri lost the ball out of yardage.  A brilliant 
deceptive pass from Brooks to Karl Lawton saw him run the perfect line to score for 
Manly to lead 24-12 at the break.

Canterbury were dominant to start the second half and were keen to expose Manly's 
passive start. They went left and it appeared Viliame Kikau got some revenge on 
Olakau'atu. But, the Bunker determined Xerri made contact on the back-rower and 
obstructed. In the same play, Tom Trbojevic picked up a contact injury but he looks okay 
to continue after some nervous moments.

Manly then capitalised with a brilliant 40/20 from DCE. Although they didn't score from 
that set, Manly frustrated the Dogs with brutal defence and forced an error. It was just 
a mismatch for numbers on the right and Lehi Hopoate steps past Tracey and Manly have 
try number five and it was 30-12. The home side lost Matt Burton who failed his HIA and 
will need to pass through concussion protocol to play next weekend, in that passage, 

Garrick split the defence easily to score and the game was slipping from Canterbury's 
grasp.

Despite the score, the Dogs weren't going quietly. Canterbury had to be next to score and 
it was delightful ball from Toby Sexton which found Jacob Preston and the home side had 
some hope for the last 11 and a quarter minutes of play. The Dogs finished the way they 
started, in style but it was all in consolation for the home side. Nice move saw the Dogs 
have a lot of hands involved in a mid-football game of hot potato. The Fox broke away, he 
chipped over the top and Mahoney scored his second as consolation for the home side.

North QLD then managed to get the first points on the board with Tiana Raftstrand-Smith just 
pushing her way over the line. The home side then fought back in the 13th minute, with a late offload from Tafito 
Lafaele, which saw Romy Teitzel run 20 metres and cross over herself for the Broncos, scoring their first try of 
the match.  Shenae Ciesiolka then crossed over for her second try of the season just nine minutes later, giving 
the Broncos the lead in the match. Brisbane's lead then looked to be growing with Ciesiolka crossing for a double, 
however with it being sent up as a "no try" and the bunker unable to find insufficient evidence to overrule the 
decision, the score remaining 10-6. The Cowboys then took back the lead, with centre Jakiya Whitfeld easily shaking 
off Bronco defenders to get over the line and score another one for her new 2024 club in the 27th minute. Though 
the lead didn't last from the away side, with the Tazmin Rapana scoring five minutes later to give the Broncos back 
the lead.

NRLW PREVIEWS: 
R O U N D  7
COWBOYS v TIGERS:
Josh ROBERTSON
Saturday morning NRLW action returns to Queensland 
Country Bank Stadium in Townsville as the Cowboys 
look to keep their finals hopes alive up against the 
winless Wests Tigers who are looking to come off the 
bottom of the ladder.

Sitting in seventh on the NRLW ladder, the Cowboys sit 
just two points outside the top four on six points with 
three wins from their six matches. The season so far 
for the Townsville side has been inconsistent at best 
with some strong wins mixed with some poor results 
in 2024.

The Cowboys last week showed why they sit just 
outside the top four after their 38-12 defeat against the 
Brisbane Broncos in Brisbane last week. Opening the 
scoring first and then getting scores back to 12 all, the 
Cowboys didn't seem to be any match in the second half 
as the Broncos stepped up a gear for a 20-0 second half 
to go down 38-12.

Injuries have forced the North Queenslanders into 
a number of team changes with China Polata and 
Lily Peacock both ruled out though Polata has been 
named in the reserves. Tallisha Harden comes into 
the starting side at prop whilst Shaniah Power comes 
into the second row. In other changes, Essay Banu has 
been named to start with Harata Butler benched whilst 
Vitalina Naikore comes back into the side on the wing 
with Fran Goldthorp back to fullback.

The Wests Tigers had promise of a good season, but 
sadly injuries and bad luck have cruelled their fate 
somewhat in 2024 as they sit last on the NRLW ladder 
as the only side yet to win a single match this season. 
The concern for the Tigers though is not that they are 
yet to win a game but how they have lost the games 
outside of their two point loss to Parramatta, the 
Tigers are yet to be beaten by a margin smaller than 
16 points.

Last week, the Tigers had the tough task of heading 
to the Hunter to take on duel defending premiers the 
Newcastle Knights where they were easily handled by 
the Novocastrians in a 34-6 defeat including a 26-0 first 
half. The joint venture side were completely outplayed 
and had no answers other than a lone second half try 
to Ebony Prior.

The Tigers have mixed their team around again with 
Rikeya Horne and Leianne Tufuga returning to the side 
as the pair take their spots in the centres. Shianne 
McGlone comes into the side in the second row whilst 
Ebony Prior comes into the side at hooker.

WHO TO WATCH: Whilst it's always typical to go to the 
halves, this game is going to be where all eyes are 
focused especially on Kirra Dibb for the Cowboys. The 
North Queensland halfback has had a good season if not 
a little underwhelming as she's had just six try assists 
in six matches and three line break assists as well. The 
Cowboys need Dibb's control to get past the Tigers.

Experienced Tigers half Pauline Piliae-Rasabale has 
had a decent season for a young Tigers side as she tries 
to bring her experience in both Rugby Union and Rugby 
League to the Wests Tigers. The joint venture side is 
going to need her experience in the long Townsville 
road trip to control the game and partner with Losana 
Lutu to get their first win of the season.

MY TIP: Whilst the Cowboys have been inconsistent, the 
Tigers haven't delivered much this season and it's hard 
to think that they would do anything at all this week on 
the road to Townsville.  The Cowboys have found their 
form at home and I think should have enough to beat 
the Tigers with some ease. Cowboys by 16.

DRAGONS v RAIDERS:

Will the Dragons resurgence continue after a dramatic 
week?

On Monday the NRLW world was rocked by the shock 
decision by St George Illawarra to end Jamie Soward's 
tenure as head coach when the 2024 season concludes. 
While the Dragons have only won 2 of 6 games and 
appear likely to miss finals, the surprise call was made 
in the days following the side's emphatic second win of 
the season - a 42-14 crushing of the Eels at Commbank 
Stadium last Saturday. Doubles to Keele Browne and 
Teagan Berry headlined a fantastic performance which 
saw the Red V pile on five second-half tries - and keep 
their flailing season just barely alive. They'll likely need 
to win all three of their remaining games and hope for 
results - but the season is not dead yet for Sowards' 
charges. And what better way to start that late surge 
than with a win over a struggling Raiders?

The poor Raiders. It's been a forgettable opening six 
weeks of the season in the capital. After trouncing the 
last-placed Tigers to start the season, Canberra have 
embarked on a five-game losing run that, when you 
look at each result, looks brutally unfair. The biggest 
losing margin was Sunday night's 14-point fall to the 
Roosters and it seems as though that's the straw that's 
broken the back of a side who's been in every contest 
this season and simply failed to come away with the 
result.

WHO TO WATCH: Dragons captain Raecene McGregor 
is a well known name in the NRLW and for good 
reason. The halfback has played in every season of 
the competition since her debut in the Red V in 2018, 
celebrating three consecutive premiersips with the 
Broncos (twice) and Roosters (once) before eventually 
finding her way back to the Dragons. Her experience is 
going to be vital if Saturday's hosts are going to keep 
their top four hopes alive.

Canberra's season has been interrupted by injury - in 
particular to Monalisa Soliola. Missing the last two 
weeks as a late withdrawal, the Green Machine will 
want her strength and skill on the edges and tough 
defence to ensure they don't let this year completely 
unravel. While there's no hope for them salvaging 
their season with only three games left, there's plenty 
of pride on the line, particularly with rep spots up for 
grabs in the post-season.

MY TIP: The Dragons girls are gonna rally for 'Sowie' 
here. Dragons by 22.

SHARKS v ROOSTERS:

Can the Sharks continue their winning streak?

The Cronulla Sharks continued their impressive run 
in the 2024 NRLW season, cementing their status 
as serious title contenders with a commanding 
22-6 victory over the Gold Coast Titans. The Sharks 
dominated from kick-off, displaying a well-organised 
and disciplined approach that has become their 
hallmark this season. In the hot conditions at Cbus 
Super Stadium, the Sharks ran in four tries to the 
Titans’ one, showcasing their attacking prowess 
and defensive resilience. A key to their success was 
the tactical brilliance of halfback Tayla Preston, who 
consistently pinned the Titans deep in their own half 
with a series of pinpoint kicks, effectively controlling 
the tempo of the game. 

The Sydney Roosters faced a tough challenge last 
week but managed to turn the tide after a slow start 
to secure a 34-20 victory over the Canberra Raiders. 
The game began with the Raiders taking early control, 
racing to a 10-0 lead within the first ten minutes. It 
wasn’t until the 21st minute that the Roosters found 
their footing, with Amber Hall crossing the line to get 
them on the scoreboard. This breakthrough sparked 
a resurgence, as the Roosters quickly added two 
more tries, giving them a six-point lead heading into 

halftime. After the break, the Roosters maintained 
their momentum with two quick tries within the first 
ten minutes of the second half, extending their lead to 
28-10. Although the Raiders fought back, the Roosters' 
defence held firm and Tarryn Aiken sealed the game 
with a length-of-the-field try. Aiken's all-around 
performance earned her the commissioner's medal 
as the player of the match. The victory sees the Sharks 
extend their unbeaten streak to six games this season 
and eight games in total, carrying over from 2023. 
With their captain, Tiana Penitani, in fine form and 
winger Georgia Ravics scoring doubles in consecutive 
matches, the Sharks are firing on all cylinders. As 
they head into their next match against the Sydney 
Roosters, Cronulla will be looking to maintain their 
perfect record and further solidify their position at the 
top of the NRLW ladder.

On the other hand, the Sydney Roosters come into this 
game with something to prove. Despite a convincing 
34-20 win over the Canberra Raiders last week, the 
Roosters have been inconsistent this season, already 
suffering two losses and conceding 32 more points than 
the Sharks. The loss of Millie Elliott to suspension after 
a high tackle incident could leave a gap in their defence 
that the Sharks will look to exploit. This matchup pits 
the Sharks’ formidable defence against the Roosters’ 
unpredictable but potent attack, setting the stage 
for an intriguing battle. With the Sharks aiming to 
maintain their unbeaten streak and the Roosters eager 
to demonstrate their credentials against one of the 
competition’s heavyweights, fans can expect a fiercely 
contested game with plenty on the line.

WHO TO WATCH: Sharks’ fullback Cassie Staples has 
done a stellar job since replacing injured Jada Taylor in 
Round 2. Playing on the wing before making the move 
out the back, Staples is a threat in attack and solid in 
defence. 

Roosters second-rower Olivia Kernick was a 
powerhouse in their win over the Raiders last week. 
Running over 160 metres and breaking tackles for fun, 
she helped get the Roosters attack on the front foot. 

MY TIP: Cronulla are on an absolute roll this year, and 
it’s hard to see anyone stopping them. In saying that, 
though, if anyone could do it, it would be this Roosters' 
side. The loss of Millie Elliot and an unchanged Sharks 
side will make it tricky for the tri-colours. I’m going 
with the Sharkies to win this one in a fight to the death. 
Sharks by 4.

EELS v TITANS: Andy P
The Parramatta Eels will host the Gold Coast Titans this 
Sunday as round 7 of the NRLW starts to heat up. With 
both teams coming off convincing losses last round, 
they will be looking to reassert themselves into the 
competition.

The Eels went down 14-42 against the St. George 
Dragons last week, keeping in the game until halftime. 
Only being six points behind, the Eels capitulated in the 
second half. Eels coach Steve Georgallis felt it was an 
embarrassing scoreline, considering the girls had 
shown plenty of defence grit so far in the season. 

In what is a blow to the team’s campaign, tough lock 
Kennedy Cherrington for the rest of the season due 
to an LCL knee injury and will be replaced by Breanna 
Eales. 

The Titans were also in their last round game at 
halftime but could not score in the second half, with 
the Cronulla Sharks pulling away 6-22 by the full-time 
whistle. Titans coach Kayrn Murhpy said the team had 
spoken about consistency during the week but that had 
not stuck in the player’s mind considering the second-
half performance.

The Titans will welcome back five-eighth Sienna Lofipo 
and Rilee Jorgenson returning to the bench.

WHO TO WATCH: With Cherrington out for the season, 
expect captain Mahalia Murphy to lead from the front 
and attempt to build a foundation in the middle. The 
Eels have some excellent strike in the backs and Abbi 

Church can be effective if Rachael Pearson can get the 
ball out for the Eels to mount some pressure.

Titans captain and lock Georgia Hale was a workhorse 
in the last game, and her actions speak out loud as she 
continues to be a beacon of consistency in her team. 
Evania Pelite is one of the Titans’ strike players, and 
the last game ran for over 170 meters. If the Titans can 
keep the errors down and get her the ball, they will stay 
in the game.

Both teams had second-half shockers last week, 
and the coaches pointed at completion rates as a let 
down. If the teams can sort that out, their energy will 
be diverted to attack as opposed to being sucked dry 
defending their lines.

MY TIP: The Titans are averaging better stats overall 
this season and have shown a little more promise 
in attack; they will go into this game as preferred 
winners. Even though the Titans have a reasonable 
strike rate against the Eels, Parramatta will lift to the 
occasion at home and get the win. Eels by a try.

KNIGHTS v BRONCOS:

Both having won four games so far this team, the 
Broncos and Knights have something to prove, with 
the Knights being reigning premiers, and the Broncos 
being knocked out by the Knights in the second week 
of finals in 2023. 

Brisbane have now won four on the trot, continuing to 
grow in strength and confidence with every passing 
week. They have kept two of six teams scoreless in the 
second half and have scored over 30 points in three 
games. 

Scott Prince has named the same starting 13-player 
side that took the field last week against the Cowboys, 
with one forced change. Due to her suspension for 
dangerous contact, Tazmin Rapana will miss one 
match, with Mariah Denman slotting back into the 
starting side. 

Reigning premiers, Newcastle, have had a back-and-
forth season, winning two then losing two, before 
winning two again. Their last two games against the 
Eels and Tigers have seen them score over 30 points, 
and there two losses have been under a margin of ten 
points. 

The Knights see a few shifts in the squad with Jesse 
Southwell set to make her return to the halves after 
starting on the bench last week, which sees Evie Jones 
drop to the bench. Tayla Predebon starts on the bench, 
with Simone Karpani back at starting prop. 

Since the Knights joined the NRLW competition in 2021, 
these two sides have met four times, with Newcastle 
having the upper hand, having not only won three of 
four, but also defeating the Broncos both times they 
played each other in the 2023 season. 

WHO TO WATCH: Former Broncos player and QLD 
fullback, Tamika Upton is 2023 Dally M Medal winner, 
and has a total of four premierships to her name, 
winning two with Brisbane and two with Newcastle. 
She is a valuable asset to any team and continues to 
show her worth. So far in the 2024 NRLW season she 
has scored five tries whilst also making five try assists, 
18 tackle breaks and four line breaks. 

Hayley Maddick joined the Broncos in 2021, playing 
in various positions, before becoming their fulltime 
fullback in 2023, continuing in 2024. Last match against 
the Cowboys Maddick broke the record for try assists 
in an NRLW game, with a total of five, along with two line 
breaks, seven line break assists and one try of her own. 

MY TIP: This game is a big one for both sides, who both 
have points to prove. This is the biggest match up yet for 
the Broncos who will be looking for revenge against the 
Knights. Whilst the Knights will be challenged coming 
against a Brisbane side who is on a roll. Brisbane by 16.

With their season over, the clouds have already gathered around Red Hill for the Brisbane Broncos 
ahead of their last game this Thursday against Melbourn at Suncorp Stadium.

With one team ready to put the boots up by the full-time whistle and one more going on to play finals, 
we hope the Brisbane Broncos will want to put a show on for the fans against a full-strength Melbourne 
Storm outfit poised to fire shots across the bow as to what they will hold install for other teams in the 
finals season to come. 

The Broncos bowed out dramatically last round, their hopes for finals footy dashed as the Redcliffe 
Dolphins took a lease out on Suncorp Stadium, winning 40-6. Coach Kevvie Walters was in no mood for 
questions, and his answers were short and sharp when asked where it all went wrong for a team to be 
in a grand final and not make the top eight only a year later. He could not put his finger on it, but he felt 
the players were not rising to the game or meeting the expectations of such a strong club.

SPOON BOWL! – Tigers look to avoid three straight last place finishes

Time to prepare the spoons and cue the RoundBall Rock as we have our first officially sanctioned Spoon 
Bowl since 2017. But, putting all the memes aside, this is actually going to be quite the contest between 
two sides that are desperate to avoid the tag-line that comes with finishing in last place.

For the Tigers, it’s been quite the year for the boys from Concord. They have been savaged by injury, 
suspension, poor discipline among other factors this season. Despite this, they have shown glimpses of 
good football from their young nucleus. If the signings they have made for 25’ fire, they should be able 
to at least escape the bottom four.

Parramatta are in a similar position. A season from hell with key injuries causing mayhem. You throw in 
Brad Arthur being fired after Magic Round and that is just icing on the cake. Since then, Trent Barrett 
has tried with the limited resources at his disposal but it’s clear the Eels need a new era to begin and 
quickly at that. Edge defence again remains a massive issue that needs to be rectified over the summer. 
It’s hurt them so often this season and it nearly led to one of the biggest collapses in premiership history 
as they nearly blew a 44-12 lead. 

Looking to Spoon Bowl. Parramatta would like to think they go into this one as favourites. But they 
just need to go back to last weekend (well the first 70 minutes at least). They were able to effectively 
eliminate the Dragons in ruthless fashion, capitalising on everything the Dragons gave them.

Onto team news and Kelma Tuilagi is back in the side after being a late withdrawal last week so Shaun 
Lane reverts to prop and Ofahiki Ogden goes to the bench. That pushes Dan Keir out. Sean Russell comes 
in on the wing for Jake Tago.

WHO TO WATCH: My focus for the Tigers is on Lachie Galvin. If he wasn’t suspended for a hip-drop early 
in the season, he would be a shoo-in for Rookie of the Year. Galvin has been the beacon of light in Tiger 
Land after what has been a disappointing season. Amid rumours he wanted out, he has managed to 
block the noise out (somehow) and done all he could for the Tigers in a troubling year. If the Tigers win, 
it’s all through Galvin.

Looking at Parramatta, I am going to go a little rogue with my player to watch and highlight Brendan 
Hands. Now, in a season where he started down the depth chart, Hands has it all in his court for 2025. 
His consistent back end to the season has him in line to take the 9-jersey next season. His work in and 
around the ruck has done all he could to give the Eels forwards some ascendancy. Expect Hands to lead 
the way and guide his forwards around the park on Friday night. 

FAVOURITE: Parramatta are favourites after a big... (well, sort of) win last week.

MY TIP: It’s the last 6pm game of the season and it’s for all the marbles down the bottom end of the 
table. The Tigers are like a box of chocolates, you don’t know what you will get. They could struggle to 
rise to the occasion at a sold-out Campbelltown and revert back to conceding a swag of penalties and 
have players in the bin and Parramatta run up the score.

Both the Dragons and Raiders come into this match holding a very slender mathematical chance of 
finishing 8th. While there’s 4 teams all on 28 competition points on the NRL ladder, only 1 will reach the 
finals. And as luck would have it, this final Round will almost serve as a play-off for that final place in the 
NRL finals.

The final four sides are the 8th placed Dolphins and 9th placed Knights, who will play the final match 
of the Round that will ultimately determine who makes the finals. The 10th placed Dragons and 11th 
placed Raiders are the other two sides, both needing a victory here and a draw between the Dolphins 
and Knights in order to finish 8th.

The Dragons come into this match with their defence in atrocious form for a top 8 aspirant. In their last 
8 games they’ve conceded 256 points – 32 points per game – for some perspective, the Wests Tigers last 
8 games has seen them concede just 36 points more. This issue is the entirety of the reason why the 
Dragons have fallen out of finals contention so swiftly. After the Dragons beat the Dolphins in Round 17, 
they moved into 8th place and had a points difference of just -30 – 8 games later and they’ve dropped 
to 10th and their points difference has ballooned out to -124. It’s been a miserable way to drop out of 
contention.

The Raiders have been in markedly better form in recent weeks, but have come from too far back to 
be able to make up the ground lost earlier in the season. They’ve won 4 of their last 7 games, including 
back-to-back victories against top 4 sides Penrith and the Roosters. The Raiders though have yet to 
string together 3 strong performances this year and while their defence has been improved on last 
season, and is better than the Dragons, their attack has been inconsistent and less potent.

The Dragons come into this match without powerhouse winger Mikaele Ravalawa and edge forward 
Ryan Couchman. However they will see Moses Suli return to centre, which will push Mathew Feagai 
to the vacant wing. Lyhkan King-Togia has been promoted from bench to five-eighth which pushes 
Jack Bird into the centres and Max Feagai drops out of the 17. Hooker Jacob Liddle returns, with his 
replacement Connor Muhleisen shifting to the bench. Blake Lawrie also returns and will come off the 
bench.

The Raiders also have a raft of changes. Fullback Jordan Rapana will be replaced by five-eighth Kaeo 
Weekes. Elliott Whitehead is also not available for this game. Ethan Strange comes in at five-eighth, 
Jamal Fogarty returns, replacing Adam Cook. Trey Mooney also comes in to take up a place on the 
bench. Corey Horsburgh will go from prop to bench, switching with Josh Papalii. Danny Levi will shift 
from hooker to the bench, switching with Tom Starling. Simi Sasagi will fill the vacant back row slot.

WHO TO WATCH: Speedster Kaeo Weekes at fullback, could be a revelation. He’s got good ball-playing 
skills and immense pace. Zac Lomax has been impressive all year for the Dragons and there’s nothing to 
suggest he won’t continue being their best target in attack.

FAVOURITE: Toss a coin. The Dragons will likely be considered the favourites due to being at home and 
ever so slightly better. There’s so very little between these sides though.

MY TIP: The Dragons have a rather woeful record when it comes to end-of-season games. Their defence 
of late has also been trash.

Milestones a plenty on a night of farewells

The Penrith Panthers will be striving to celebrate a momentous night in the club’s history when they 
host the Gold Coast Titans in the final round of the home-and-away season.  

Making their last regular season appearance at their Mulgoa Road home before redevelopments take 
place over the next two years, the match will see two of the club’s greatest forwards celebrate major 
milestones.

Captain Isaah Yeo will make his 242nd first grade appearance to equal Steve Carter as the most-capped 
player for Penrith, while departing front-rower James Fisher-Harris will become only the tenth man to 
play 200 games for the club.

Confirming a top four finish with a 34-12 win over the Rabbitohs last Friday, coach Ivan Cleary has been 
boosted by the return of Scott Sorenson in a reshuffle that sees Luke Garner move to the bench and Matt 
Eisenhuth relegated to the extended squad.

A win on Saturday evening will guarantee second position and a home qualifying final for the reigning 
premiers, while a loss could see the side finish as low as fourth should the Roosters and Sharks both 
win. 

The Gold Coast Titans will be hoping to finish a disappointing season on a high with a rare scalp over the 
reigning premiers.

Coming into the final round without the burden of needing to avoid the wooden spoon despite going 
down 36-14 to the Knights last Sunday, coach Des Hasler has received mixed news on the selection front 
with Keano Kini returning at fullback, Arama Hau making his NRL debut off the bench and David Fifita 
ruled out with injury.

The Titans have had little to celebrate at Penrith over the years with three wins from nine visits; no 
players remain from the last Gold Coast team to triumph at the foot of the mountains in 2016.

The outcome of Saturday night will have negligible impact on the Titans final standing with a win keeping 
the side in 14th, while a loss could see the side fall to 15th if the Rabbitohs win the previous night.

WHO TO WATCH: Filling a role that has been instrumental to the Panthers success over recent seasons, 
Brad Schneider may prove to be the most important figure in the reigning premiers bid to go four-in-
a-row. Playing 11 games covering in the halves this season, the 23-year-old could instil Ivan Cleary with 
the confidence to resist bringing Nathan Cleary back from injury for the qualifying final in the hope 
of securing a week off to extend the star halfback’s recovery. Proving his credentials as a playmaker 
capable of stepping up under pressure during a brief stint with Hull KR last year, Schneider’s form this 
week may have a major bearing on how the Panthers run out in weeks to come.

In a year where accolades have been few and far between for the Titans, the try-scoring prowess of 
Alofiana Khan-Pereira has been a source of Gold Coast pride. Sitting atop the league with 23 tries in 20 
matches to shatter any suggestions of suffering the dreaded second-year syndrome, the 22-year-old 
flyer has earned the distinction of averaging a try in every game of his career to date. Sitting three tries 
clear of his nearest rival for the coveted Ken Irvine Medal, the Indigenous All Stars representative will 
be determined to finish 2024 as he started: scoring tries.

FAVOURITE: The Panthers are expected to extend their dominant record over the Titans having won 17 
out of 24 meetings since 2007, including the past five meetings in a row.

MY TIP: The Panthers are playing to make finals memories while the Titans are looking to forget the 
regular season. Panthers by 18.

Crucial Clash for Top-Eight Positions at 4 Pines Park

As the regular season draws to an end, the stakes couldn't be higher when the Manly Sea Eagles host 
the Cronulla Sharks at 4 Pines Park this Sunday afternoon. Both teams are vying for crucial positions 
within the top eight, and a win here could significantly shape their finals destiny.

The Manly Sea Eagles sent a clear message with their commanding 34-22 victory over the Bulldogs last 
week. Despite an early setback, conceding a try just minutes into the game, Manly quickly turned the tide 
with a series of brilliant plays. A trick play off a scrum saw Olakau'atu link with Reuben Garrick, setting 
up Jason Saab for a try, which was just the beginning. Luke Brooks and Tom Trbojevic orchestrated 
a series of attacking raids that left the Bulldogs reeling, with Lehi Hopoate crossing for two tries. 
While the Sea Eagles’ performance was impressive, it came at a cost, with star fullback Tom Trbojevic 
sustaining a shoulder injury. Props Taniela Paseka and Matt Lodge also made significant contributions, 
with Paseka running for 116 meters and Lodge adding another 137 in his first game since Round 11.

In contrast, the Cronulla Sharks experienced heartbreak last round, falling 30-28 to the Warriors after 
a second-half surge from the visitors. The Sharks appeared in control with a 22-4 lead at halftime, 
thanks to standout performances from Teig Wilton, Samuel Stonestreet, and Nicho Hynes. However, 
the Warriors' Shaun Johnson orchestrated a remarkable comeback, and despite a late try from 
Stonestreet, the Sharks couldn’t hold on. This loss could prove costly as it jeopardises their chances of 
securing a top-two finish and a home final. 

For the Sea Eagles, a win over the Sharks will secure them a home berth in the first week of the finals. 
Riding high after last week's triumph, they’ll need to adapt quickly to the absence of key players like Tom 
Trbojevic and Jason Saab. Tolu Koula will step in at fullback, while Clayton Faulalo comes onto the wing. 
With the Sea Eagles winning eight of their nine games at 4 Pines Park this season, they’ll be confident, 
though their record without Trbojevic is less reassuring, having won just two of five matches without 
their star fullback in 2024.

For the Sharks, this match is about more than just securing a win; it’s about positioning themselves for 
a strong finals run. A victory could see them finish as high as second if the scores in the Penrith and 
Roosters matches go their way. The Sharks will welcome back key players Ronaldo Mulitalo and Jesse 
Ramien, with Nicho Hynes returning to his regular halfback role after injury. Siosifa Talakai, who has 
missed the last two games due to a calf injury, is listed among the reserves. Having won their last two 
games at 4 Pines Park, Cronulla will be hoping to make it three in a row against a depleted Manly side.

As we head into the final round, both teams know what’s at stake. For Manly, securing a home final 
could be the difference between a strong start or a swift exit from finals footy. For Cronulla, a win this 
weekend could elevate them into a top-four position, setting them up for a potentially deep finals run. 
Sunday’s clash at 4 Pines Stadium promises to be thrilling, with both teams leaving it all on the field in 
pursuit of victory.

WHO TO WATCH: Cronulla Sharks hooker Blayke Brailey will take the field in his 100th consecutive game 
this weekend. The 25-year-old has played every game since the start of the 2021 season and only missed 
one game in 2020.

Young Manly Sea Eagles winger Lehi Hopoate has already scored nine tries in just 11 appearances since 
he debuted against the Melbourne Storm in Round 12 this year. Although some may have expected him 
to replace Tom Trbojevic at the back, he has been kept on the wing and will no doubt be looking to find 
the try line at least once this weekend.  

FAVOURITE: The Manly Sea Eagles are the slight favourites at this point, simply due to their home-
ground advantage. 4 Pines has been sold out for this match for well over a week already.

MY TIP: With so much on the line for both sides and the match being played in front of a sold-out crowd, 
I’d probably have to put my money on Manly for this one - but in saying that, I don’t think they will win by 
much if they do!
