Unfortunately, he came off the field around the 68th minute
with what seemed to be ahamstring problem, and we will have to wait for the outcome.

The Broncos pack it in for a year with what was a forgetful last few weeks; one of the
powerhouses of NRL will have to do some soul-searching for 2025.

The Storm pushes on to bigger and better things, ready to take on whoever ends up in
position four on the ladder at AAMI Park, likely to be the Cronulla Sharks.

They sit bottom of the
NRLW ladder and haven't registered a win
through seven weeks so another wonder
utensil might be headed to the black and
gold. They have shown in spurts that they
can match up with sides but have lacked
the finishing touches which could get them
over the line. Maybe facing off against the
Dragons who are eliminated from finals
could do the trick.

Dragons endured a weird week where
they released a statement that coach
Jamie Soward won't continue in the role
in 2025 then were beaten in a points fest
against the Canberra Raiders at Kogarah
on Saturday. There is plenty of talent in the
Dragons squad who are also young which
should bode well for them headed into the
future. Kasey Reh had a four-pointer last
week and moves into the hooker position
for Rugby 7s Gold Medalist Tyla Nathan-
Wong which is handy.

WHO TO WATCH: Botille-Vette Walsh
has been a star in the NRLW in previous
seasons and while she hasn't been at
the same level in 2024 she will kickstart
the Tigers work. The fullback will be
keen to show people why Bo knows. Up
front, Sarah Togatuki will hopefully set
the platform for the Tigers to get in the
winner’s circle for the 2024 season. If she
can get them on the front foot, the Tigers
can go close to getting off the duck egg.

This season Penitani has
scored five tries whilst making two try
assists, seven line breaks and 21 tackle
breaks.

MY TIP: Well, this game could really shake
up the race for the minor premiership,
with the Sharks still two clear of the
Roosters and Broncos who are on an equal
amount of points. A Sharks win would keep
them ahead in the race, but a Broncos win
puts them closer in the fight for the minor
prem, also depending on the Roosters'
Round 8 performance. This match-up is
between two of the best clubs of the 2024
season, the Sharks who have won 6/7
and the Broncos who haven't lost in over
a month, it really could be either team's
game.

Right from the opening whistle,
the Roosters were just more willing to play
physical and outduel the Sharks in every
area. There was one sizable blow and that
was the injury to half Tarryn Aitken. She wil
be sidelined with an AC joint injury which is
a blow for the Roosters attack which was
finally in sync after a slow start to the season.
This will see some changes to the way the
Roosters attack with Jocelyn Kelleher taking
command of the attack, expect Brydie Parker
to be a strong foil at six, running the ball with
Kelleher taking more of the kicking game. This
may see Isabelle Kelly roam in a role we see
Joey Manu utilise brilliantly in the men's game.
The forward pack will continue their dominant
role with Otesa Pule and Olivia Kernick having
brilliant seasons. Elsewhere, Jayme Fressard
returns from suspension sliding onto the wing
for Taina Naividi who reverts to the bench.

West meets East in finals showdown

The 2024 NRL finals series gets underway on Friday evening with the Penrith Panthers defending their
premiership crown against the injury-hit Sydney Roosters in a Qualifying Final at BlueBet Stadium.

Securingatop two finish for the fifth straight season to earn one last match at home before the stadium
is redeveloped, the Penrith Panthers will be hoping to extend an emphatic record over their opponents
to earn passage straight through to the final four.

Winning 11out of 13 finals matches during Ivan Cleary's second stint with the club, the Panthers hold an
undefeated record over the Roosters from nine matches contested since the start of 2020.

The Panthers have named Nathan Cleary to return after three weeks on the sidelines with Trent Toelau
preferred ahead of Brad Schneider in jersey 14 in the only change from the side that defeated the Titans
18-12 last Saturday night.

Captain Isaah Yeo will play his 243rd match for Penrith, equalling Steve Carter for the most premiership
appearances for the club, while departing outside back Sunia Turuva will make his 50th appearance in
first grade.

The Panthers have won seven of their 11 matches against top eight teams in 2024, including a victory
away from home against the Roosters during the Easter long weekend.

Finishing in the top four for the first time since 2020 to earn a guaranteed second chance in September,
the Sydney Roosters will be hoosted by returning cavalry as they strive to pull off an upset.

The Roosters will welcome back Daniel Tupou, Dominic Young, Lindsay Collins and Nat Butcher after
coach Trent Robinson rested the quartet last Friday for the side’s 36-28 win over the Rabbitohs.

Winning two of their last seven finals in the years since claiming the 2019 Grand Final, coach Robinson
has won only three out of ten visits to Penrith during his tenure with the most recent victory occurring
in2017

The Roosters have managed three wins from their ten matches against top eight teams this season and
failed in all four attempts to beat a top four team.

This is the fifth meeting between the Panthers and Roosters in finals football; the Panthers have won
three of the previous clashes including the lone meeting at the foot of the mountains four years ago.

WHO TO WATCH: Winning 38 out of 42 matches at BlueBet Stadium since establishing himself as a
starting playmaker at the start of the decade, Jarome Luai will be eager to make his final appearance at
Penrith one to remember. Taking on greater responsibility as a more dominant playmaker this season
with 13 try-assists and 15 forced drop-outs, the 27-year-old has remained an attacking threat with 100
running metres on average each week. Making his first finals appearance in a win against the Roosters
four years ago, Luai will be eyeing a similar result on Friday night.

Having played the vast majority of his career at Penrith as an impactful interchange forward, Spencer
Leniu will return to the foot of the mountains determined to make his mark as a starting prop.
Performing strongly on the field after an infamous start to life at the Roosters, the 24-year-old has
averaged close to 100 running metres and 20 tackles each week, along with a devastating State of
Origin campaign with NSW. Coming up against the Panthers for the first time after missing the regular
season clash through suspension, the Roosters will need Leniu to be at his destructive best if they are to
reach a preliminary final for the first time this decade.

FAVOURITE: The Panthers are expected to extend their record over the Roosters to ten straight wins.

MY TIP: Onanight which will see the Panthers farewell their home ground and celebrate a major player
milestone, the reigning premiers should have the measure of their opponents. Panthers by 12.

MQTL’H PREVIEW

It'sa Sharknado in Melbourne as finals season opens.

2024 NRL minor premiers Melbourne Storm will prepare a special welcome for the Cronulla Sharks as
each team is poised to pen their own part of history into the finals series.

Both teams staunchly ended the regular season, with the Storm dispatching a hapless Brishane
Broncos 12-50 at Suncorp stadium. The Sharks showed no mercy in taking it to the Maly Sea Eagles
20-40 at 4 Pines Park.

The stars were out for the Storm last round, only minus Ryan Papenhuyzen, but it didn't matter as they
grindded salt into the wounds of the Broncos at Suncorp. Coming off a loss from the round before,
coach Craig Bellamy was keen to get his team running hot into the finals. 0ff the back of another stellar
performance from Jahrome Hughes, the Storm clearly showed they are hitting their straps for their
finals run. Ryan Papenhuyzen returns from injury, and Christian Welch is available after being ill last
round. Sualauvi Faalogo has picked up a hamstring injury and is likely to be out for two weeks.

The Sharks showed they are genuine contenders, with a solid performance from the players all around.
Coach Craig Fitzgibbons may have played his cards for a reason ina game that didn't demand a full team.
With the Sharks bowing out without a win in their last two finals campaigns, it could be easy to write
them off before any whistles blow. However, the performance against Manly shows that the team has
earned the right to be where it is and demands respect. Oregon Kaufisi returns to prop for the Saturday
clash with Royce Hunt on the bench. Shark fan favourite Tom Hazelton picked up aknee injury from the
last round and is named in the extended lineup. Toby Rudolf will make his 100th NRL appearance for
the game.

\WHO TO WATCH: When we look at the spine of the Storm, Harry Grant, Cameron Munster, Jahrome
Hughes and Ryan Papenhuyzen, we have to appreciate the depth of skill and raw ability that, if it lines
up, will be perfect. With a hat trick, over 150 meters ran, and several line breaks, Hughes was the best
on the field last round, but that's been the case for most of the year. With many of Hughes's partnersin
crime of the spine missing due toinjury and Origin through the year, the Kiwi halfback didn't miss a beat
and has been one of the best halfbacks of the season.

We had a taste of Xavier Coates last round, and the champion winger will be aiming to add to his tally
of 29 tries in 25 games at AAMI Park, one of those tries in round 2 against the Warriors surely still
in contention for try of the year. His athletic ability is balanced out on the other side of the field, as
Will Warbrick has also been eating up tries. But the big winger's energy in running the ball back and
following the breaks in play showcases his skills and gathers plenty of attention from the opposition.

The Stroms forward pack consists of workhorses like Joh King and Trent Loiero, as well as impact
players like Eliesa Katoa, who will also play a significant role as they slot into the well-oiled machine
of the Storm.

The Cronulla Sharks have been winning of a solid platform built by their forwards. Cam McInnes is a
warrior, leader, and solid defender in the middle. His presence is a rally to the troops. And he may have
been flying under the radar, but Kiwi international Briton Nikora is in top form and bagged two tries at
the back end of last rounds game. And that is the thing with Nikora; his fitness and tenacity have helped
the Sharks forward hold dominance in their wins this year.

Nicho Hynes has his doubters, but he gave a sound performance in the last round after returning
from an injury. Respect for getting to the finals, his old club, and stamping himself as one of the better
playmakers of the game will be what are driving Hynes to this finals game, no doubt.

The Sharks have good finishers in Sione Katoa and Ronaldo Mulitalo. Give them space, and they will give
you a headache.

FAVOURITE: As it's finals and a top-four clash, deciding who would be the favourite is hard. But looking
at the history, it's definitely in favour of the Storm, who won six of their last final games at AAMI Park. In
contrast, the Sharks are trying to break their hoodoo of being a no-show in the finals. Unable to register
awin in their last six appearances, the onus is on Cronulla to earn the respect of punters.

MY TIP: T give it to the Sharks; they have been a tough side all year and deserve their chance to make
amends for the last few years. But taking on an across-the-board class act like the Storm, who are
primed, I can't help but lean into the Storm as taking this one home. Storm by two tries.

Do or die clash for finals hopefuls

A month ago, no one gave the Newcastle Knights any hope of reaching the finals, as they sat in twelfth
spot - four points behind the Dragons in eighth. Somehow, Newcastle came off victorious in four of
their last five games, and benefited from losses to teams above them to snag eighth place by the skin
of their teeth.

They come off a tightly fought 14-8 win against the Dolphins, who were battling desperately for their
maiden finals berth, but came up just short against a Knights outfit with plenty of fight. This fight, is
what coach Adam 0'Brien thinks will give his side the edge this week, as they travel up to Townsville to
face the North Queensland Cowboys, who have enjoyed a somewhat breezy end to their season.

It seems North Queensland are peaking at just the right time, with their backend of the year silencing
critics, and positioning themselves as genuine contenders to win the premiership. Remarkably, it's the
fifth placed Cowhoys which have the best record against top eight teams in 2024, winning seven of ten
games against this season's finalists, compared to only one of ten games won by the Knights.

This was demonstrated to perfection last week, being only the second team this year to score over
30 points against the Bulldogs, with a 44-6 flogging of the side so renowned for their strong defence.
They'll be looking to build momentum with another convincing win and push to become the first team in
the NRL era to win a grand final from outside the top four.

In team news, the Cowboys welcome back Jordan McLean to start in the front row, pushing Sam
McIntyre to the bench and Thomas Mikaele into the reserves. The Knights have named an unchanged 17
from their victory last week, with Kai Pearce-Paul being added to the extended squad, with a chance of
returning from an injury suffered in round 25.

\WHO TO WATCH: Although plenty of praise has quite rightly been heaped on Cowboys co-captain Tom
Dearden, I believe halves partner Jake Clifford is worthy of equal recognition. His kicking game has
heen on point in 2024, and looks more comfortable controlling the game each week In only his second
NRL finals game to date, a lot of eyes will be on Clifford to see if his strong form can continue.

Despite holding strong in recent weeks, the edge defence of North Queensland has been subject to
scrutiny throughout 2024. This opens up the door beautifully for Tyson Frizell, who runs a dangerous
line and is capable of punching holes from anywhere on the field. He was uncharacteristically quiet
when these sides met in round two, but with the Knights season on the line, except Frizell to step up
big time.

FAVOURITE: The North Queensland Cowboys are favourites to win at home

MY TIP: T have a soft spot for the Knights, and they're capable of playing enthralling football on their
day. Still, such a cut-throat end to the season can't do well for a team’s stamina and fitness, and a warm
afternoon in Townsville shapes to be their biggest test yet. The Cowhoys have taken all the criticism
handed to them the last two yearsin their stride and forged a culture one has to admire. At home, I think
they'll be too strong. Cowhoys by 14.
