ROOSTERS HOLD ON BY THE FEATHERS

A Roosters side without James Tedesco, Sam Walker or Dominic Young has
claimed an upset 22-20 victory over the Newcastle Knights at McDonald Jones
Stadium on Thursday night.

The Dragons will be shooting for back-to-back wins for the first time since the end of the 2022 season
when they host the Warriors at WIN Stadium on Friday night.

Asis the case with many teams in the early stages of this year, it is hard to get a read on just how good
the Dragons could be this year, following up wins with heavy defeats.

Infact, Shane Flanagan's side have lost three games this year with all coming by 20 points or more.
In other words, there s just far too much of a gap between their best and worst.

The Dragons sent a reminder of what they are capable of when switched on for the entire 80 minutes
when they claimed a relatively comfortable 24-12 win over the Tigers last Sunday.

That victory did come at a cost, with Jack Bird (head knock) sidelined for this week's game, seeing Zac
Lomax move to the centres after a standout few weeks on the wing.

It sees Christian Tuipulotu named to make his club debut on the wing.

Elsewhere, the Warriors are now undefeated since dropping their first two games of the season to
the Storm and Sharks.

Last year's preliminary finalists played out the first draw of the 2024 season in a 22-all stalemate
against the Sea Eagles which was soured by a hamstring injury to Jazz Tevaga.

He is not available for selection this week, with Adam Pompey joining the interchange bench in his
place.

Both teams will have added motivation ahead of Friday night's game, with Mitch Barnett playing his
150th NRL game while Lomax hits the century mark.

\WHO TO WATCH: The battle of the centres shapes as a particularly entertaining one, starting with
Lomax, who shifts to the centres to cover for Bird this week. Lomax continued his strong start to
2024 by stuffing the stats sheet again last week against the Tigers, scoring another try to go with 131
metres, atry assist, linebreak and three offloads.

Moving closer to the action on Friday, Eels fans will get a glimpse into the future after the club
confirmed Lomax’s signature for beyond the 2025 season. The Warriors have been one of the better
defensive units in 2024 and a player like Lomax, with his freakish offloading ability, could be the best bet
of creating try-scoring opportunities.

Elsewhere, he may not be making headlines like Lomax but Rocco Berry has to be one of the most
improved playersin the NRL.

Berry had already taken a step last year but he has carried it into 2024 too, making better decisions in
defence while providing consistent metres to help ease the workload on the Warriors' forward pack.
Berryis averaging a career-high 82 metres this year to go with 12 total tackle busts and a try.

FAVOURITE: The Warriors are well-backed to claim Friday's game.

MY TIP: Both teams have similar records to open the 2024 season but the Warriors have performed
at a pretty consistent level, with both of their losses to the Sharks and Storm coming in tight contests.

How do you get a read on these teams?

Sitting down to write this preview, the form lines of these sides are perplexing. Parramatta have been
all over the shop - wins over Canterbury, Manly and North Queensland tempered by losses to premiers
Penrith, spooners the Wests Tigers and 2024 contenders Canberra. The latter was a signifcant
thumping - 41-8 in the national capital, but the blue-and-golds'last outing against the Cowboys seemed
far more representative of what we should expect of them.

It should be noted though - the Eels have been without enigmatic halfback Mitch Moses since that
Round 3 win over Manly, and will be for at least another month.

After a strong start to their campaign, the Dolphins sit in the top eight, but looked very ordinary in
their lost to Brishane last Friday. Similarly to Parramatta, there are injury concerns to deal with which
have decimated the Redcliffe-based club, their depth being tested also by suspension with both Kurt
Donoghoe and Anthony Milford unavailable due to disciplinary infractions in past weeks. The loss of
Hamiso Tabuai-Fidow after Friday's game at Suncorp Stadium will make things even harder.

So what to make of this game? On paper, outside Moses the Eels are the surer bet. They still have a
decent lineup with quality across the park, evidenced by a range of players stepping up to guide their
side toahome win over the Cowboys last Saturday. The Dolphins on the other hand? Decimated by that
injury toll, they're having to dig deep into their roster to field a decent side.

With 'Hammer', Milford and Lachlan Hubner all out of last week's side, Trai Fuller, Sean 0'Sullivan and
Max Plath all join the teamlist. Plath at lock displaces Ray Stone, who drops to the bench. Parramatta
have just one change with Kelma Tuilagi dropping to the reserves list in favour of Blaize Talagi.

WHO TO WATCH: For the observant among our readers, you'll notice this contest is being played in
balmy Darwin, NT. That means essentially that these players will be taking the field in a sauna. It's likely
to be around the 30 degree mark come kickoff on Friday night, which is going to place a lot of pressure
on the forward packs of both sides. How quickly the respective hookers - Joey Lussick and Jeremy
Marshall-King - tire, will be key to who gains the ascendency as the contest wears on.

0f the pair, one gets the feeling Marshall-King might have an edge - all 121 of his top-grade matches
have been played in Australia across three clubs, while the bulk of Joey Lussick's career has been in
the cooler climate of the United Kingdom, 111 games there compared to just 22 in the NRL. Sure, it's not
adefinitive guide of what to expect from their pair, but it could be illustrative as to longevity and fitness
of the two key players heading into this contest. Of further concern for Parramatta will be the lack of
back-up with Brendan Hands not included in the 17, while the Dolphins have Sean 0'Sullivan in the side
if MK finds himself needing a breather.

FAVOURITE: Parramatta are favourites as last-start winners.
MY TIP: The Dolphins side doesn't look as high quality as the Eels at least on paper, but the conditions
are probably going to suit them better given what they're used to. That and the fact that Parramatta

Last week the Panthers had the bye, giving them plenty of opportunity to reset
hefore their trip to Bathurst.

Despite hopes that Nathan Cleary would return from injury back to his halfback role this weekend, he
has not been named, meaning Brad Schneider will yet again line up alongside Luai in the halves. Scott
Sorenson has been named to return from a knee injury meaning that former Tiger Luke Garner shifts
to the bench and second former Tiger Matt Eisenhuth drops out of the 17. Daine Laurie will face off
against his old club, named in the 14 on the bench, whilst Jarome Luai is up against his future home.

The Tigers are coming off a more than disappointing twelve point loss to the St George Illawarra
Dragons at Campbelltown last Sunday. Branded as the club's member appreciation round, the Tigers
sold out Campbelltown Sports Stadium for the first time since 2005, their premiership year. Hopes
were high despite the loss to the Dolphins the week prior, and the Dragons were a beatable side on the
day, however the Tigers were not up to the task. Benji has the tough job of ensuring that that result
doesn't completely annihilate the momentum the club has built early onin the season.

Returning from a two game suspension for the Tigers is half Lachlan Galvin, who will line up alongside
Sezer in the halves. The Tigers are 2/3 with Galvin in the 17, Brent Naden returns to first grade in the
centres providing some welcome experience in the backline, with youngster Solomona Faataape
dropping out. The Fainu brothers both return meaning Justin Matamua and Jake Simpkin miss out,
whilst the inclusion of John Bateman sees Alex Seyfarth drop back to the bench.

During the past three seasons, in which the Panthers have won the premiership three times and the
Tigers have finished wooden spooners twice, these two sides have met a total of four times. The Tigers
have won two of these encounters, making the Panthers one of their best teams to play against. Not
only western Sydney rivalry runs between these two clubs, but also bad blood over Ivan Cleary's exit
from the head coaching role at the Tigers to go to the Panthers back in 2018.

\WHO TO WATCH: Daine Laurie is back at the Panthers this season after spending the past three years
in Tigertown. Laurie was a big signing for the Tigers back in 2021, when he had only three NRL games
next to his name. He was a product of the acclaimed Penrith juniors system, and he quickly claimed
the fullback role fairly consistently throughout 2021 and 2022. Some controversy and a performance
[ull, as well as the discovery of Jahream Bula saw him fall out of favour with the Tigers last year, and he
officially re-signed with Penrith mid-year. In the four NRL games of 2024 that he has been named on the
hench for he has an average of playing under ten minutes per game, but expect to see a larger chunk
of minutes this weekend for Laurie.

Brent Naden is set to play in his first NRL game of the year in the centres for the Tigers. Having made
his debut back in 2019 whilst playing for the Panthers, Naden spent three years with the club before a
short stint with Canterbury-Bankstown. Joining the Tigers mid-year in 2022, he then only made eight
first grade appearances last season. Struggling with injury to start the year, his inclusion is largely
a welcome one for Tigers fans, with promising but inexperienced centre Solomona Faataape making
way. Naden has been playing all over the place for the Magpies to start the year, and had a particularly
good performance on Easter Monday filling in in the halves for a 32-26 win over the Eels.

FAVOURITE: Panthers are heavy favourites to use the home crowd and week off to crush the Tigers
this Saturday.

MY TIP: False dawns are nothing new for Tigers fans, and with Wests given the perfect opportunity
against the Dragons at a sold out Campbelltown last week, failing to capitalise could prove fatal for
their newfound hopes. Panthers by 20.

Bulldogs at home to put bite on Knights

Sunday afternoon will kick off the end of round 7, with the Canterbury-Bankstown Bulldogs hosting the
Newcastle Knights at Accor Stadium. With bath teams on two wins and four losses apiece, one team
has the chance to set their season up for greater results.

We've seen a much improved Bulldogs side emerge over the last few rounds, with some players finally
finding the form they were pegged to bring to the side. Josh Addo-Carr's hot form last week, against
his old club and home ground, no less, saw him put together a hat trick of tries against the Melbourne
Storm in what could have been the upset of the round and the year. Falling short by 2 points, coach
Cameron Ciraldo still praised the team highly.

That, as well as the form that Viliame Kikau has found on the Bulldogs' left edge, could show that the
penny has finally dropped for them, who have been languishing at the bottom end of the ladder for the
last seven years.

Ciraldo feels his players have been turning up each week. In the last round against Melbourne Storm,
they did very well but were let down by “moments.” Those moments were reflected in their completion
rate not being up to par and ruck infringements that invited the opposition back into the game.

Ciraldo welcomes back Blake Taaffe to the team but will keep speedster Connor Tracey at fullback.
Kurtis Morrin returns from suspension and his energy off the bench will be welcome for the Doggies.

Knights coach Adam 0'Brien will be happy his team has finally had a longer rest and less travel for
games. He felt the travel commitments in the previous rounds left his players alittle tired, even though
they were putting in gutsy performances.

If there was any fatigue, it was outshone by a gritty performance by the Knights against the Roosters
last round. However, a glaring problem still seems to exist for the Knights. After a deadly start from
Ponga in the opening first half, an injury to his hip flexor saw him go quiet and allowed the Roosters
backinto the game. Ponga returned in the second half to push his team close, but it begs the question of
how they would have gone had a lethal Ponga been on the field for 80 minutes. The halves combination
of Hastings and Cogger seems to be on track but may bear more fruit with a fit spine.

0'Brien has rewarded his men's gutsy efforts by naming an unchanged lineup for round 7. The Knights
will still be without forward Tyson Frizell due to his ongoing hamstring issue, while Adam Elliot will be
running out for his 150th NRL appearance.

\WHO T0O WATCH: The left-side combination of Viliame Kikau, Bronson Xerri, and Josh Addo-Carr has
everyone's imagination jumping. They gave the Melbourne Storm headaches when they got on the
front foot, and their short passes stuck. Give Addo-Carr space, and he will eat up tries all day. Connor
Tracey was a man possessed, taking the ball back with blistering speed off the kick returns. It's not
that his style was tough to deal with, but it laid a platform for his team to gain momentum each time.
Jacoh Kiraz must be drinking the same water, as his performance echoed Tracey's venom but with an
extra dimension of being able to stand up tacklers on his first touch and generally make life difficult
for defenders.

Afit Kalyn Ponga is a dangerous Kalyn Ponga who can leave the best defensive structures in tatters. If
the Bulldogs wait for him and are bedazzled, it will be good night, Irene. Jackson Hastings's boot was
finding form again, and with a good week of training with Jack Cogger, they may find the rub of the
green against Matt Burton. The Kai Pearce-Paul show was on last weekend. The English forward was a
leader up front; watch for the tall timber to have a showdown with the Doggies' pack.

FAVOURITE: Sitting in 14th and 15th, with two wins and four losses apiece, there is not much in this, but
the Knights may be ahead with the touch of class that Ponga can bring to the team.

MY TIP: The Bulldogs have been humiliated in the last two outings against the Knights, but I feel that
trend will stop this round. A solid team effort across the board, combinations starting to light up, and
intestinal fortitude, being a man down against the Melbourne Storm and keeping within a whisper of
winning that game, have won me over. Bulldogs to knock the Knights off their horse by 2 points.

Sharks hoping to take big bite out of wounded Cowhoys

Fresh of a post-hye win over the Rabbitohs and with a key forward back in the side, the Sharks will be
looking to retain top spot on the NRL ladder when they take on a Cowboys side still licking their wounds
froma last start loss to Parramatta.

The 27-20 loss to the Eels was already bad enough, given they were without Mitchell Moses, but just
to really sink the spur of the boot that little deeper the Cowboys lost winger Murray Taulagi for an
extended period of time after he suffered a hamstring injury.

Their opponents meanwhile are still riding high - a loss to the Tigers aside, they have been the form
team of the first six rounds and as a result sit top of the table. Combinations within the side are
continuing to click and develop, making them even more potent in attack.

Just two seasons ago these sides played out a qualifying final epic, which went all the way through
extra time and into golden point before former Shark Val Holmes sank a two point field goal. Ultimately
though it can be argued neither side benefitted from the match - the Sharks falling a week later to the
Rabbitohs, while even after aweek off the Cowboys looked somewhat sluggishin their Prelim final loss
to the Eels (yes, the irony of both of those clubs having been their Round 6 opponents is not lost on me)

But as significant as the memories of that match are, these two teams are playing for a much bigger
prize in this one. That would be the Chad Townsend Cup, the (hypothetical) celebration of Cronulla's
only premiership winning halfback who doubles as the greatest Cowboys number 7 since Jonathan
Thurston. Inmy mind, the fireworks and celebrations for the winner will be phenomenal.

\WHO TO WATCH: The return of Braden Hamlin-Uele is a major hoost for a Sharks side that looked quite
strong even without him. The big no frills prop averaged 94 metres per game in 2023, his best figures
since 2020 and numbers that earned him a new extension at Cronulla. The Sharks have struggled to
get the best out of their props this season (with the exclusion of the Bald Eagle Tom Hazleton) so having
another body on the bench will only benefit them.

But he's not the only new face on the Sharks side with Samuel Stonestreet set to make his NRL debut.
The tall and pacy winger has impressed for Newtown in the NSW Cup, with three tries and an average
of 134 metres through the first 5 games of the season. Replacing the suspended Sione Katoa, he'll be
hoping to replicate Kayal Iro and put in a performance that makes next weeks selection meeting very
interesting.

For the Cowboys, one of the big things I will be keeping an eye on is how they use Jason Taumalolo.
Dealing with consistent knee pain, his minutes have been about as consistent as Steve Roach getting
something right during commentary. Coming off an ok performance against the Eels, you'd think
in a perfect world he will see some extended minutes as a counter to the Sharks forward-loaded
interchange.

The battle of strike back rowers between Teig Wilton and Jeremiah Nanai will also be a joy to watch.
Between them they have 6 tries and are an enormous part of their respective sides attacking game
plan. Whichever player putsin abetter performance could go along way to deciding which team comes
away with two points.

FAVOURITE: The Sharks come in as slight favourites in this one.

MY TIP: The form of the Sharks is nearly irresistible right now, and the return of Hamlin-Uele
threatens to add a new element to their game that makes them even stronger. Sharks by 7.
