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The Wrap: NRL Round 8
Monsoonal massacre in 
Milton as Broncos bully

Brisbane have stunned ladder leaders Canterbury at Suncorp Stadium on 
Thursday night, flogging the Bulldogs 42-18 in front of more than 40,000 
fans to open the NRL's annual ANZAC Round on a night of chaos and 
teeming rain.

Moments before kick-off, the hairs on everyone's arms were raised as the 
sounds of a trumpet drowned the stadium at Suncorp Stadium.

Reynolds continued the barrage as he planted a delectable 40/20 on route to 
Jesse Arthars scoring the 6th of the night for the home side.

Things went from bad to worse for Canterbury as they had to see Sitili 
Tupouniua leave the field for their second player sent for a Sin Bin Trip in the 
opening 40.

Keeping in mind that no team has gone on to win the premiership when 
conceding 50 points in a single game, Coach Cameron Ciraldo's message 
could not be simpler. "Don't concede points."

They finally got on the board through Marcelo Montoya in the 47th minute.

The Dogs players were seemingly joining the crowd as they had a third sent 
to the bin. The most in such a short time frame since the infamous "Sin-Bin 
Sunday" in 2022.

Canterbury continued mounting a comeback as Jacob Preston followed up 
some sublime sky-high acrobatics from Jacob Kiraz. The deficit was now 22 
points as Canterbury dared to dream.

A few errors crept into the Broncos game, leaving the door the slightest bit ajar 
as Xerri finished off some crisp work from Kikau and Hayward.

Reynolds finally did succumb to the pain of that shoulder injury 5 minutes from 
time.

A late penalty goal from Selwyn Cobbo, followed by a grubber kick through 
from Paix to Walters, meant that the Broncos would not leave the second half 
in Suncorp empty-handed.

But the job was done in the first half, the Broncos studied the tape tirelessly 
during the week and it showed. The Bulldogs had no answer. And once Josh 
Curran went off it felt like a case of all-over red-rover before the game truly 
began.

The 2025 Women’s State of Origin series marks the eighth official meeting between 
New South Wales and Queensland, and the second year of the competition being a 
three-game series. 

The series kicks off with Game 1 in Brisbane on 1 May, as a curtain raiser to the NRL 
Magic Round. This match will be especially exciting, with Queensland’s dominant 2024 
series win still fresh in the minds of players and fans alike. The Maroons clinched a 2-1 
victory over the Sky Blues last year, but NSW came out strong in the opening game 
before Queensland made a comeback to take the series. Now, the stage is set for another 
thrilling encounter, as both teams prepare for a fresh, yet fiercely competitive, battle.
Under the guidance of head coach Tahnee Norris, Queensland has blended youth and 
experience with six players added to the side to potentially make their Maroons debut. 
Among these are rising stars like Parramatta’s Jasmine Peters and emerging talents such 
as Georgia Hannaway, Hayley Maddick, and Jada Ferguson. Despite the new faces, the 
Maroons maintain their strong core, led by co-captains Ali Brigginshaw and Tamika Upton. 
Brigginshaw brings invaluable leadership and a proven winning mentality, while Upton’s 
scintillating performances, including her Dally M-winning season in 2023, continue to 
inspire. The squad features 10 players from the Brisbane Broncos, although key figures like 
Emma Manzelmann and Zahara Temara are notably absent due to selection decisions. 
While missing a few familiar faces, the Maroons are still poised to make a serious impact.

NSW enters the series with a new head coach, John Strange, and some significant squad 
changes. The Sky Blues have called up four debutants, including Abbi Church, Jayme 
Fressard, Ellie Johnston, and Jocelyn Kelleher, marking a new chapter for the Sky Blues. 
After losing the 2024 series, NSW has shifted leadership roles, elevating Isabelle Kelly to 
sole captain while Tiana Penitani Gray steps in as vice-captain. With the return of star 
winger Jaime Chapman, who’s recovered from a spinal injury, the Blues are eager to put 
last year's disappointment behind them. However, the biggest story will be the new halves 
pairing of Jesse Southwell and Penitani Gray. Despite being a fresh combination, their 
potential to create magic on the field has fans excited. A key player in the pack, Simaima 
Taufa, will also bring her experience and physicality to the front row, making her 11th Origin 
appearance. The Sky Blues are slight favourites, but with a few fresh faces and some new 
leadership dynamics, it’ll be interesting to see how they gel.

Who to watch: Keep an eye on rookie Rory Owen. After a strong debut season with the 
Parramatta Eels, Owen has the speed and skill to make an immediate impact in Origin. 
Her playmaking ability and try-scoring prowess make her a potential game-changer for 
the Maroons.

Jesse Southwell is undoubtedly one of the stars of the show. At just 20 years old, 
Southwell is already one of the best halfbacks in women’s rugby league. Her partnership 
with Tiana Penitani Gray could prove crucial in setting the tone for the Blues’ attack.

Favourite: The NSW Sky Blues are the slight favourites, despite the game being played 
in Queensland.

My tip: With both teams featuring several debutants and new combinations, Game 1 
is sure to be a tightly contested affair. The Blues have a slight edge in experience and 
leadership, especially with Kelly and Southwell in key positions. While Queensland’s fresh 
talent is impressive, I believe NSW will edge out the Maroons in a tight contest. NSW by 4.

The Sharks are hard to get a gauge on through 2025, they look like premiership hot-shots 
one minute, then the next they are displaying football IQ that wouldn’t pass the muster 
in junior representative level. They had that many opportunities to put the Tigers away 
last weekend, that’s before getting to their field goal setup in golden point. Coach Craig 
Fitzgibbon would’ve been pulling his hair out at that strategy from the box and attacking 
execution needs to improve this weekend.

To defeat the Eels, they need the halves to execute. For the strong start Nicho Hynes has 
had this season, the questions continue to linger around his ability in clutch situations. 
The same goes for halves partner Braydon Trindall. Their forwards (outside of Addin 
Fonua-Blake) have gone back to the same question marks we had on them last season. 
Parramatta looked at their electric best on Easter Monday, so the Sharks edges have to 
be on their A game if Mitch Moses gets a chance to go on the outside.

On the team front, Mawene Hiroti hurt his knee last weekend and is out, it comes at a 
fortunate time with Kayal Iro returning from a hamstring injury. On the bench sees the 
return of Braden Hamlin-Uele after a strong performance for Newtown with Tuku Hau-
Taupha dropping back to the reserves.

Now onto Parramatta, it has been a rough start to the Jason Ryles era but he is finally 
starting to put his stamp on this football team that we saw in the trials. One thing that is 
clear, is they are an up-tempo footy team. That was on full display in the second half of 
their win over the Tigers, they scored three tries in six minutes and blew the Tigers away. 

To beat the Sharks. They need to win the forward battle, dominate the ruck speed and 
take Addin Fonua-Blake out of the contest, the Sharks pack has proven that they can’t 
run with teams (as displayed in losses to Canterbury and Wests). If the pack wins, Moses 
and Dylan Brown will have a platform to play off to go out wide and kick Cronulla into 
submission. 

Onto the team card, Kelma Tuilagi (suspension) is out with Charlie Guymer coming onto 
the edge. Elsewhere, there are no changes to the side that was victorious on Easter 
Monday.

Who to watch: My focus for the Sharks is on the high flying Will Kennedy. Having a 
mortgage on the fullback position with long-term injuries to other potential replacements 
(Liam Ison and Kade Dykes). Despite this, he is playing like a player that is fighting for his 
NRL future with a much improved start to 2025. Sitting second in Dally M voting, Kennedy 
has been electric at the back, having a hand in much of the Sharks attack and will be key 
to a win in this one.

For the Eels, my focus is on Ryley Smith. Smith has been an electric game changer for 
the Eels this season, his service out of nine and aggressive defence has been much 
improved. Despite that, we haven’t truly seen the best of him running the ball yet. He will 
get his chance and against a potentially tired Sharks pack, it could be this weekend on 
the biggest regular season stage!

Favourite: Cronulla are favourites for this one. These sides have played 92 times with the 
Sharks holding a narrow head-to-head record.

My tip: I have my concerns over the Sharks pack as always as well as the short turnaround 
against a team with the longest turnaround in the NRL. I fancy the Eels kicking game 
turning the Sharks highly fancied back five around to come out of yardage but it’s going 
to come down to the big moments and my gut feeling suspects Parramatta have a point 
to prove to turn their season around. Eels by 4.

This match is expected to be a rather close contest, but not in a good way. 

After Souths beat Penrith and the Roosters in consecutive weeks, expectations around 
the club’s fortunes started to rise. Since then though, they’ve scored 32 points in their last 
2 games, all of which were losses.

If the Knights had an attack, it would be labelled as abysmal. They’ve scored 36 points in 
5 games. Even Annandale scored more points in their first 7 games of 1910 (80) than the 
Knights have scored their first 7 games of 2025 (72). And Annandale had to deal with tries 
being worth 3 points, no ten metre rule and no limited tackles to more evenly share the 
possession in a game.

The Knights attack copped a thorough dressing down by this scribe last week. Instead 
of rehashing past comments, I’m just going to say – the Knights need to pull their finger 
out and this is the best time to do that – They have a bunch of home games coming up 
against some out of form and lowly ranked sides. Souths this week, followed by the Titans 
and Eels at home. Then Penrith and the Dragons before returning home for back-to-back 
games against Manly and the Roosters. In Round 16 they have the Dolphins. If they get 
their act together and start winning and scoring points this week – they have the potential 
to go on a lengthy run and get their season back on track.

But if they persist with this inept garbage they’ve been trotting out, their season will be 
over before the end of June. 

Souths are frustrating for different reasons. They have strike weapons across the field but 
it looks like there’s no cohesion. This week they’ll have Jack Wighton at five-eighth – their 
third different five-eighth in 5 weeks, alongside Jayden Sullivan at halfback – their third 
different 7 for the season already. Souths disjointed form and spine are lucky that they are 
up against a team whose attack is less threatening than a purring kitten. If they take this 
opportunity to build some combinations, they could put a few tries on in the second half 
which could be enough to get a win.

Who to watch: The exciting diminutive fullback Jye Gray has been Souths best attacking 
weapon this year and will undoubtedly be popping up everywhere in the middle looking 
for an offload, or on the edges when closer to the Knights line, looking for a gap to sneak 
through. Peter Mamouzelos has also been playing well in the hooking role, keeping his 
forwards on the front foot, while providing plenty of spark in attack and proving to be 
reliable in defence.

For the Knights, Greg Marzhew has been the Knights most productive and dangerous ball 
runner, while his fellow winger James Schiller has been the clubs most prolific tryscorer. 
The wingers have scored 6 of the Knights 14 tries this year. If the team could find a way to 
utilize both of the more closer to the line, they could probably start getting the scoreboard 
attendant to do something.

Favourite: Souths are the favourite for this one and their recent dominance in the head-
to-head (Souths have won 12 of their last 16 games against the Knights) suggests it’s a 
fair call too.

My tip: My head wants to say a boring, agonising, draw. But I’ll go with a Knights win by 
2 points.

9th plays 10th as finals hopefuls battle it out

It’s election night footy at Magic Round, with the Wests Tigers ‘hosting’ the St George 
Illawarra Dragons at Lang Park to round out the Saturday triple-header. Sitting in 9th, the 
Wests Tigers have seemingly weathered the Lachlan Galvin media frenzy, and are looking 
to continue building momentum following their golden point victory last week. Meanwhile 
the Dragons are just one spot behind in 10th, and will be aiming to bounce back from a 
disappointing ANZAC Day.

A packed Leichhardt Oval witnessed the Wests Tigers secure a 20-18 win over the 
Cronulla-Sutherland Sharks last Sunday. After surviving the final 15 minutes of regulation 
time with the Sharks at times coming literal inches away from snatching victory, it was 
the stellar efforts of Terrell May, as well as desperate trysavers from practically the entire 
13, that kept them in the game. They will be disappointed that they let the Sharks back 
into the game, having led by 12 whilst up a man and with 25 to go. After numerous failed 
field goal attempts, mostly from the Sharks, it was a penalty goal from Adam Doueihi that 
sealed the result. 

The Tigers have named the same 17 this week, despite some concern over a possible 
injury to Api Koroisau suffered in golden point. After playing 84 minutes as a prop last 
week, one can expect Terrell May to have a slightly reduced workload. 

St George were simply blown off the park in their annual ANZAC Day clash with the 
Sydney Roosters last week. Going down 46-18, it was their biggest loss of the season 
so far by a decent margin. In front of 41,000 fans, the Dragons struggled for metres and 
possession and failed to turn the tide following a Sandon Smith sin binning early in the 
second half. 

Halfback Lachlan Ilias has faced the consequences, being axed to the reserves by Shane 
Flanagan on Tuesday. In his place comes 19 year old Lyhkan King-Togia, who has four NRL 
games under his belt from the back-end of 2024. Corey Allan has been named to make 
his return from an ACL injury on the wing, meaning Sione Finau must make way. The 
return of Hamish Stewart from concussion protocols moves Jack De Belin to the bench 
and Blake Lawrie to the reserves.

The Dragons have won six of their past seven matches against the Tigers, however the 
one outlier came at Magic Round in 2023 - a possible positive sign for Wests. 

Who to watch: Terrell May has been playing the best footy of his career since joining 
the Tigers, and looks all but set to make his Origin debut later this year. The Samoa 
representative is on a 3 year deal with the Wests Tigers and has been racking up some 
crazy statistics throughout the beginning of 2025. The prop is sitting pretty in 2nd place 
on the Dally M leaderboard following his man of the match performance against the 
Sharks, in which he charged down a field goal and played in excess of 80 minutes. In the 
mind’s of most fans, there’s no doubt that May will continue in his form.

Lyhkan King-Togia has a lot of pressure on his shoulders, with Shane Flanagan taking a 
massive chance in picking him over Lachlan Ilias for the number seven jersey. King-Togia 
is just 19 years of age and has started in only one NRL game in his career. He set up 3 tries 
last week in a 30 point smashing of Manly in NSW Cup, and signed a contract upgrade 
and extension with the club this week as well. King-Togia will be keen to show that he is 
up for the challenge as he looks to be a key player at the Dragons over the next 3 seasons. 

Favourite: The Tigers are the narrow favourites to get their second win on the trot.

My tip: think the Tigers may be feeling a little tired following their herculean efforts last 
week, and the Dragons will be ready to capitalise. St George Illawarra by 14.

The Bulldogs will be smarting after not just their first loss of the season last week 
against Brisbane, but also the fact it was a big loss – as they went down 42-18, 
having conceded just 14 points in their previous 4 games combined.

Meanwhile the Titans are a defensive basketcase right now, having conceded an atrocious 
154 points in their last 4 games – an average of 38.5 points per game. The worst thing for 
them right now is coming up against a Bulldogs side coming off their first loss of the year, 
whose players very likely all got kicked in the bum repeatedly over the last week for it.

The Bulldogs have won 4 of their last 5 games against the Titans, and have racked up 
plenty of points in those 5 games – 158 of them in fact – 31.6 points per game. The stingy 
Bulldogs defence will almost certainly frustrate the erratic but mostly unreliable Titans 
attack. Which is the focal point for everything the Bulldogs do – they work off the back of 
their strong defence.

Then they let their attacking weapons do their thing. Both of their centres Stephen 
Crichton  and Bronson Xerri have been in tremendous form this year, while their edge 
forwards, Jacob Preston in particular have been equally as brilliant in attack. Its their work 
later in the set that is setting up the try scoring plays. And its their big men through the 
middle laying the platform.

Toby Sexton finally looks comfortable in his role and is playing great footy. His kicking 
game has been precise and varied when it needs to be. This is a team that is performing 
strongly everywhere across the park. This match though will prove whether last week 
was a hiccup, or a problem.

The Titans started the season well. They lost their first game against this same Bulldogs 
side, in a high scoring affair 40-24. They then dominated the Knights 26-6 and the Roosters 
30-12. But then it was almost like someone pulled the plug on the whole operation as they 
lost 4 straight games, leaking a ton of points and struggling to score any themselves. 
There’s been a lot of deckchairs shuffled around on the Titanic since, but as is typically 
the case, its had no impact on the end results. They’ve been without Fullback Keano Kini 
for the last 5 games and prolific try scoring weapon Alofiana Khan-Pereira for 5 weeks as 
well (he playing in the Titans first game and returned last week), while spritely halfback 
Jayden Campbell hasn’t played in the last 2 games. For the most part though, they’ve 
largely used the same cattle. 

This contest has all the makings to not be one.

Who to watch: Expect a host of Bulldogs players to be having big games here. Both 
centres and back rowers will be running a lot on the edges of the ruck. Viliame Kikau and 
Jacob Preston will be looking to get a lot of offloads away, while the Bulldogs middles will 
be rolling up through the middle all game.

For the Titans, captain Tino Fa’asuamaleaui is always busting his gut, getting through a 
mountain of work. But he’s more than a workhorse, he’s got some very good attacking 
capabilities, a good offload and great footwork, especially in the defensive line. He is elite, 
providing that rare mix of workhorse with classy. The return of Khan-Pereira last week 
should see him better for the run and being a target for much of the Titans attack.

Favourite: Bulldogs. A hot favourite.

My tip: This ain’t gonna be pretty for the Titans. Bulldogs by 30.

The Penrith Panthers will look to climb off the bottom of the ladder as they face the 
Brisbane Broncos in a rematch of the 2023 grand final.

The Panthers, who are the home team for this Sunday’s game despite it being at Suncorp 
Stadium, looked to be building something after a 40-12 win over the Roosters but crashed 
back down to earth last week with a 26-10 loss to Manly.

While still early enough in the season, time is running out for the Panthers, especially with 
the Origin period fast approaching and while their form means the likes of Liam Martin 
and Dylan Edwards may well miss out on selection, Nathan Cleary and Isaah Yeo are still 
locks and the two most important players in this team.

With that in mind, Penrith can ill-afford to be dropping so many winnable games but at the 
moment this Panthers team looks far too inconsistent to be a genuine premiership threat.

In team news, Brian To’o (hamstring) is still unavailable but regardless, coach Ivan Cleary 
has seen enough to drop Casey McLean while Luke Garner (concussion) returning to the 
backline with Tom Jenkins shifting to the wing.

Scott Sorensen, meanwhile, failed in his bid to have his charge downgraded and will likely 
be replaced by Isaiah Papali’i with Luron Patea to join the bench.

As for the Broncos, they bounced back from a brief form slump in emphatic fashion by 
handing the previously undefeated Bulldogs their first loss of the year. 

They did take the foot off the pedal in the second half though, so coach Kevin Walters will 
be stressing the need for a more complete performance on Sunday.

While Adam Reynolds (shoulder) looked to be at risk of missing an extended period, he 
has been named to play in Magic Round while Jordan Riki is ready to go in a welcome 
boost for Brisbane.

That sends Brendan Piakura to the bench with Tyson Smoothy dropping out.

Who to watch: The Panthers desperately need to match the Broncos up front and that 
will require a big game from Moses Leota. Leota has been underwhelming at times this 
season, which has been particularly disappointing given the departure of James Fisher-
Harris. The 29-year-old hasn’t produced the same explosive runs he had every now and 
then during Penrith’s premiership runs, while errors and ill-discipline has also been an 
issue. Unless Leota can turn his individual form around, it is hard to see this developing 
Penrith pack matching it with Brisbane’s.

Speaking of which, this could be a game where Payne Haas absolutely dominates – not 
that he hasn’t already done that multiple times already this season. Penrith was gashed 
through the middle last week against Manly and while there are definitely deficiencies in 
the Panthers’ edge defence, it all starts by gaining ascendancy up front and someone like 
Haas with his motor and ability to offload late, should wreak havoc.

Favourite: The Broncos are expected to add to Penrith’s woes.

My tip: This Panthers side looks a shadow of the one that has won four-straight titles. 
Even if you still take into account the 40-12 win over the Roosters, the fact they weren’t 
able to back that up and instead fell victim to their own ill-discipline and poor ball handling 
is a concern, especially ahead of a game against a Broncos side that packs power up 
front and strike out wide. This could be a very long day for the defending premiers.

Saving the best ‘til last

The NRL’s sixth Magic Round comes to a close on Sunday night with an unexpected 
heavyweight clash pitting the second-placed Melbourne Storm against the third-placed 
Canberra Raiders.

Facing off on neutral ground as part of the league’s annual pilgrimage to Suncorp Stadium, 
both teams have impressed with just two losses apiece over the opening eight rounds.  

Having been humbled in their most recent visit to Suncorp Stadium on Good Friday, the 
Melbourne Storm will be eyeing an improved defensive showing on Sunday night.

Coming off a solid 24-16 win against the Rabbitohs on ANZAC Day, coach Craig Bellamy 
will welcome back Tui Kamikamica in place of Lazarus Vaalepu, while Nelson Asofa-
Solomona has been included as part of the extended bench.

The Storm have enjoyed tremendous success at Suncorp Stadium with 31 wins from 
41 visits historically, while their record at Magic Round has yielded three wins from five 
previous appearances.

The Storm won the lone previous meeting against the Raiders at Suncorp Stadium with a 
30-10 preliminary final victory during the COVID-affected 2020 season.

Enjoying their best start to a season since reaching the Grand Final six years ago, the 
Canberra Raiders have defied expectations to rank as the second-best attacking side in 
the league.

Rallying from a substantial halftime deficit to post five unanswered tries in a 40-28 victory 
over the Dolphins last Sunday, coach Ricky Stuart has retained the same squad for the 
third straight week.

Holding a 33 per cent success rate from 21 matches against Melbourne during Stuart’s 
tenure, the Raiders boast an overall poor record at Suncorp Stadium with seven wins 
from 23 appearances.

The Raiders have won their past four Magic Round clashes with their sole loss occurring 
against their eventual Grand Final opponents in 2019. 

Sunday night will hold special significance for Joseph Tapine as the Canberra captain 
becomes only the 16th player to appear in 200 first grade games for the club.

Who to watch: Having announced himself to the rugby league world at Magic Round six 
years ago, Ryan Papenhuyzen will have an extra reason to celebrate on Sunday night. 
Bringing up his 100th first grade appearance for the Storm, the 26-year-old fullback has 
shown tremendous resilience to reach the milestone following a horror run of injuries that 
threatened to prematurely end his career. Proving a constant threat in attack over the 
opening rounds with seven tries, 22 tackle breaks and an 88 per cent goal kicking record, 
another strong performance could see Papenhuyzen come into contention for NSW as 
State of Origin draws closer.

Making his first appearance at Suncorp Stadium since Magic Round two years ago, Corey 
Horsburgh will be playing to ensure his next appearance at the venue is in a Maroon 
jersey. Enjoying a resurgent campaign as a starting middle forward averaging 137 running 
metres and 32 tackles per game, the fiery 27-year-old has played an integral role in the 
Raiders’ remarkable start to the season. Coming up against one of the premier forward 
packs in the league, a strong performance on Sunday night will have Horsburgh right in 
the frame for Queensland selection.   

Favourite: The Storm are expected to extend their dominance over the Raiders and at 
Suncorp Stadium with a win to close out Magic Round.

My tip: For as impressive as the Raiders have been this season, their defensive 
shortcomings may prove costly against a side as clinical as the Storm. Storm by 7.
