Alex Johnston became only the second player in history to score 200 first
grade tries, but it wasn't enough to get the South Sydney Rabbitohs over
the line with the New Zealand Warriors prevailing 36-30.

In a contest where defence took a backseat to try-scoring heroics, the Warriors
achieved back-to-back wins over the Rabbitohs for the first time since 2012
on a glorious Sunday afternoon attended by 16,237 supporters - the largest
crowd between the two clubs at Accor Stadium.

The final result muted celebrations for Johnston, whose hat-trick saw him
join Ken Irvine in exclusive company as the only players to score 200 tries in
Australian Rugby League history.

Striking early after a successful captain's challenge inside the Rabbitohs' red
zone, a cross field chip kick by Luke Metcalf allowed Dallin Watene-Zelezniak
(4th minute) to soar through the air for his first try of the season.

The Rabbitohs responded minutes later after back-to-back penalties saw
Keaon Koloamatangi (8th minute) continue his impressive form shifting from
the edge to the middle by crashing through multiple defenders next to the
posts.

Both sides were dealt a blow midway through the first half with Bayleigh
Bentley-Hape putting his foot on the sideline prior to grounding the ball, while
Mitchell Barnett was forced from the field with a knee injury that could put the
NSW representative in doubt for State of Origin II.

An intercept saw the Rabbitohs turn defence into attack with Johnston (28th
minute) racing the length of the field to score to the delight of the red and
green faithful.

The Warriors finished the half with a flurry of four-pointers as Rocco Berry
(32nd minute) pounced on a fortuitous grubber by Jackson Ford, before
Charnze Nicoll-Klokstad (38th minute) touched down to send the visitors to
the sheds ahead 14-12.

Continuing the scoring rush after the resumption of play with Leka Halasima
(47th minute) and Metcalf (50th minute) punishing the Rabbitohs' errors, Roger
Tuivasa-Sheck (54th minute) rounded out an explosive passage to put the
Warriors up 30-12.

A spectacular cut-out pass from Latrell Mitchell kept the hosts in the contest
with Johnston (58th minute) crossing for his second of the day; the dynamic
duo combined again minutes later to write Johnston (62nd minute) into the
history books and reduce the margin to a converted try.

Tuivasa-Sheck (73rd minute) collected his second try of the day to clinch the
result despite the best efforts of Mitchell (76th minute), who exploded over to
set up a thrilling finish that ultimately fell short for the hosts.

Next week, the Rabbitohs will travel to Canberra on Sunday afternoon to take

on the Raiders, while the Warriors will face the Sharks on Saturday evening at
Cronulla.

Cleary's midas touch lifts
Penrith off the bottom of the
ladder

After playing a critical role in NSW's demolition of QLD, Nathan Cleary
has lifted the Penrith Panthers off the bottom of the NRL ladder with
several critical plays in Penrith's eight point victory over Parramatta at
CommBank Stadium.

It was a match that both sides simply had to win and it had all the hallmarks of
an instant classic, despite the lowly ladder positions of the two rivals.

Off the back of a run of ill-discipline. The Panthers were placed under immense
pressure and it was an interchange of passing through the middle third that
caught the premiers out. A beautiful short ball from Dylan Brown sent Sean
Russell over for the first try of the evening inside the opening five minutes.

Penrith hit back after 17 minutes off the back of some consistent field position
and punished Parramatta for their cheap errors. It was terrific deception from
Nathan Cleary who linked up with Blaize Talagi who found Casey McLean who
managed to beat the cover and score for the Panthers.

The rest of the first-half saw both sides present several scoring chances. The
Eels went closest through Jack Williams after 27 minutes, when the Bunker
denied a try thanks to an excellent cover tackle from Mitch Kenny. Penrith were
poking through, but the final moment was just not executing for the hosts but
still led by two at the sheds.

Parramatta started the second half, just the way they finished the first. The
'visitors' went down the left edge again and it was quick hands from Russell
to Josh Addo-Carr who somehow got the ball down as he launched and
somehow grounded it in the left corner. Despite stacking it as he went to kick
the ball, Zac Lomax nailed the conversion from the touch-line.

Penrith were building into the arm-wrestle and after a late tackle ruck
infringement from the Eels, the Panthers decided to strike. A move to the left
edge saw Cleary and Talagi combine with McLean, who after scoring the first,
set up the second with a deft kick for Tom Jenkins to score for the hosts.
Cleary nails this from touch and the Panthers re-established a narrow lead.

The Eels were defending for their lives out there after Cleary nailed a 40/20 to
give the Panthers much needed field position. The game was sealed beyond
doubt after a beautiful bit of shape from Cleary. NSW's number one somehow
picked it up from his boot laces and it was Brian To'oc who goes over for the
Panthers.

A Jamal Fogarty-less Raiders side has scored three tries in the final 20
minutes to overturn a halftime deficit and emerge 26-24 victors over the
Roosters.

It didn't take the Roosters long to cross the stripe, with Mark Nawaganitawase
soaring above Savelio Tamale to grab the first try of the night after just four
minutes. But some sloppy ball handling would give the Raiders early chances,
although their efficient sets were not enough to crack the Roosters line for over
half an hour.

Finally after 33 minutes the Raiders crossed through Xavier Savage. Right
on half time it appeared they crossed again after an impromptu Simi Sasagi
grubber triggered a chain reaction which saw the bench forward stroll over,
but it was ruled Owen Pattie, one of several Raiders to touch the ball, was in
front of the kicker and subsequently penalised. Just a minute later, James
Tedesco strolled over at the other end, and what would have been an 8 or 10-6
lead for the Raiders at halftime instead became a 12-4 deficit.

But Canberra steeled early, and a Pattie 40/20 set up a try through an Ethan
Strange grubber for Sasagi. But the Roosters pushed the lead even further
minutes later when a James Tedesco line break resulted in Daniel Tupou
streaking down the sideline, surrendering in the tackle, confirming with the
referee he wasn't actually tackled and then putting the ball down for an 18-8
Roosters lead.

But the Raiders soon clicked into gear, first when a looping Savelio Tamale
offload found Hudson Young to trim the lead to 4. Minutes later the Green
Machine took the lead when a Pattie grubber ricochet perfectly for Joseph
Tapine to plant it down. And with less than 10 minutes remaining, the game
appeared to be sealed when Kaeo Weekes split the Roosters on a kick return
before finding Strange in support to push the lead to 26-18.

A Rob Toia converted try minutes out from full time gave the potential for a

grandstand finish, but the Roosters struggled for momentum in the final set
before a Victor Radley error wrapped up a much needed win for Canberra.

Can Alex Johnston catch Ken Irvine?

In the 62nd minute of last weeks game
between South Sydney and the Warriors, when
Latrell Mitchell fired a beautiful long ball to Alex
Johnston, who did enough despite the best
efforts of the defence, to score in the corner,
his third for the day and more notably, his
200th try in the NRL.

He became the second player to achieve the
milestone since Ken Irvine achieved the feat in
19783.

Ken Irvine was an exceptionally fast winger. In 1963
he set the World Record for professional 100 yards
sprint, at 9.3 seconds, a time which could’ve put
him on the podium at the 1964 Olympics behind
Gold medalist and world record holder Bob Hayes.

Irvine made his debut in Round 11, 1958 against
Parramatta and played just 3 games in his debut
year, however he had to wait until Round 1the
following year to score his first try. In fact he scored
his first 4 tries in that game. By the end of 1959 he
was the season’s top try scorer with 19. He topped
the list again in 1966, 1969 and 1970.

Alex Johnston on the other hand is quick, but he
is a genuine top-class finisher. He has an uncanny
ability to get himself across the line. He made

his debut in 2014 and scored 21 tries in his debut
season, claiming the top try scorer gong. He
would achieve the feat again in 2020, 2021 and
2022, scoring 30 tries in each of 2021 and 2022,
becoming the first player to score at least 30 tries
in successive seasons.

After their first 140 games each, Ken Irvine had
bolted away to 139 tries, while Johnston had
scored 98. But over the next 91 games, Johnston
scored 102 tries to Irvine’s 68, almost drawing
them level.

Last week, Alex Johnston played his 231st
Premiership game, scoring his 200th try. When
Ken Irvine had played 231 games he had a total of
207 tries.

Moving forward, Irvine finished with 212 tries from
238 games. While it’s a big ask for Johnston, it's
definitely not beyond his capabilities to score 12
tries in 7 games. Here’s how Ken Irvine’s try scoring
tally grew in his last few games

Game #232: 207 tries
Game #233: 207
Game #234: 210
Game #235: 211
Game #236: 212
Game #237: 212
Game #238: 212

So can Alex Johnston reach Irvine’s mark of 212
tries in 238 games? Here’s Souths Opponents
in their next 7 games, along with Johnston’s try
scoring record against each side:

Canberra Played 12, scored 9 tries
Canterbury Played 18, scored 16 tries
Melbourne Played 14, scored 13 tries
Dolphins Played 2, scored 3 tries

Manly Played 17, scored 15 tries
Penrith Played 19, scored 13 tries
Cronulla Played 11, scored 4 tries.

Despite the fact that the modern game has, on
average, almost 6 tries per game more than
games played in the 1960’s, the fact Irvine scored
212 tries is remarkable.

With the try scoring honours spread more evenly
and frequently across more players in the modern
game, the fact that Alex Johnston has scored 200
tries is remarkable.

The fact that Irvine’s record has stood for so long -
even more so.

A few players have come close and looked
like taking the title. There were two genuine
contenders.

Billy Slater was at 170 tries at the end of 2014, but
played 8 games over his next 2 seasons for just 2
tries. He played most of his last 2 seasons, crossing
for another 18 tries, but for a player who scored
between 10 and 20 tries in 11 of his first 12 years,
had he remained fit in 2015 and 2016, he may well
have scored enough tries to take the honours off
Irvine.

Steve Menzies spent 5 seasons playing in the
English Super League where he scored 28 tries for
Bradford and 31 for Catalans. If he had've added
those tries to the 180 he scored in the NRL, he
would’ve cleared Irvine’s total comfortably.

But if anyone is to take the record off Irvine it
should absolutely be another winger and a
genuinely brilliant one at that. Alex Johnston loves
his footy, loves his club and loves scoring tries.

This time a month ago the Knights attack was entirely non-existant.

They were coming in to a match against Souths, having scored just 36 points in their
past 5 NRL games. Then they came out and scored 30 against the Bunnies. The following
week they lost to the Titans, but registered 20 points. It seemed like they finally figured
out how to score points.

Then they were dominated by the bottom of the table Eels 28-6 before beating the
woefully out of sorts Panthers 25-6. Maybe the Eels game was a hiccup? Last week
though their attack was dreadful yet again, as they lost 20-6 against the inconsistent
Dragons.

Last week confirmed that any time the Knights score more than 2 tries, it's a fluke. They
have the dullest attack the modern game can dish up. Ruck runs and a kick to the corner.
Sometimes they mix it up by just having a full set of one-outs or the occasional slow
backline movement to stationary players with no extra man advantage.

It makes one wonder how a man who was a part of the coaching machine within the
attacking juggernaut that is the Melbourne Storm, can have so much trouble getting his
side to score points.

Manly on the other hand are an inconsistent mob, but one thing they aren’t struggling
with is scoring points. They’ve scored 133 points more than the Knights after just 12
games already. Manly have scored 168 points in their last 8 NRL games, winning only 3
of them. Hardly impressive. It would appear that the saga around their halfback stalwart
Daly Cherry-Evans has had somewhat of an impact on performance. DCE struggled in
Origin I, but for Manly he’s been solid. Manly have looked better when he’s on the field, but
at the same time, he’s not exactly playing at his usual consistent high quality.

Manly’s running game up front is very strong, but this is the one area where the Knights
do perform better than nearly every other side. The Knights discipline with the ballin hand
is the worst in the competition, hence their inability to score points. The Knights are also
one of the worst teams in the NRL for missed and incomplete tackles. The Knights are ripe
for the picking here, Manly just need to turn up with some intent — which is half their battle.

Who to watch: Fletcher Sharpe has been a strong ball runner in recent weeks, covering
both fullback and five-eighth duties. With Origin star Kalyn Ponga returning to the fullback
role, Sharpe is set to return to the halves which could see the Knights attack improve
notably. The powerful running winger Greg Marzhew will likely return for this game,
adding some much needed x-factor to the Knights backline attack.

Lehi Hopoate has been a revelation for the Sea-Eagles this year on the wing and filling
in at fullback, the latter of which he is expected to do again this weekend. Expect him
to have a big game if the Knights pedestrian attack fails to put him under any pressure.
Jake Trbojevic is also set to return for Manly, bolstering their middle immensely, helping
to nullify the Knights one great strength in attack.

Favourite: Manly are the clear favourites in this game. Despite having won just 5 of their
last 18 games at McDonald Jones stadium, the Knights have lost all of their last 4 games
at their home ground.

A Friday night blockbuster at AAMI Park sees the Melbourne Storm host the North
Queensland Cowboys in what looms as a pivotal clash just two days before the
Queensland Origin team is named.

With a host of Maroons hopefuls on display, both sides will be desperate to impress under
the Friday night lights.

While the Cowboys have had the wood over the Storm recently—winning their last three
encounters by an average scoreline of 39.6 to 18.6—they’ve never managed four straight
wins against Melbourne.

History is also firmly against them when playing in the Victorian capital, with the Storm
winning 13 of their last 16 home games against North Queensland since 2000.

Melbourne return home after a scrappy but important 28-16 win over the Gold Coast
Titans. Despite some poor attacking decisions, the class of the Storm shone through late,
with doubles to Grant Anderson and Sua Faalogo helping them secure their seventh win
of the season.

They now sit second on the ladder and are undefeated at AAMI Park in 2025, with five
wins from five starts.

Coach Craig Bellamy welcomes back key Origin stars Harry Grant and Xavier Coates,
while Alec MacDonald is a chance to return via the bench.

The Cowboys, meanwhile, are coming off a heart-racing win over the Wests Tigers—a
match they very nearly let slip. After leading 32-6 with just over 20 minutes to play, North
Queensland almost conceded the biggest comeback in premiership history before
hanging on 32-28.

That win ended a three-game skid and pushed them into sixth spot on the ladder, but
they now face a tough road trip, having not played away from home since Round 9.

Todd Payten has named an unchanged 17, including Reece Robson, who remains under
an injury cloud after finishing last week’s game with hamstring tightness.

Who to watch: Storm fullback, Ryan Papenhuyzen, has turned AAMI Park into his
personal playground this year, crossing for eight tries in just five appearances at the
venue. His speed and footwork will be vital against a Cowboys side that has leaked 288
points this season.

For the Cowboys, Jeremiah Nanai looms as the danger man—he has an uncanny knack
for scoring against the Storm, with four tries in their last three meetings.

Favourite: The Melbourne Storm are the clear favourites heading into this clash.
My tip: The Cowboys have shown signs of life and will be buoyed by their recent form,

Top Four hopefuls duel it off for premiership supremacy

The Cronulla Sharks will be out for revenge following their bye week when they take on
the rejuvenated New Zealand Warriors at Sharks Stadium on Saturday night.

The Sharks were downright disappointing in their last effort against an understrength
Roosters side, with ill-discipline and costly errors proving to be their demise in Gosford.
It’'s an effort coach Craig Fitzgibbon would be rightly furious with after a strong start to
the season.

For the visitors, they have been the success story of the 2025 NRL season. After a horror
show in Las Vegas, the Warriors have rebounded nicely to be one of the stories of the
season thus far.

Also, the leadership of Chanze Nicol-Klokstad has been
a feature of this season. Despite rumours linking him to Super League, CNK has been
regularly one of the Warriors' best throughout the season, with a career high 330 metres
on Sunday.

Jackson Ford will start the game after Mitch Barnett suffered a season-ending ACL injury
against Souths.

With Kurt Capewell lining up opposite him, Iro could have a field day against the makeshift
centre and continue on his epic scoring run of late.

With the absence of Barnett, the weight of expectation on Erin Clark grows bigger with
every appearance. Clark is an absolute weapon in the middle and it’s hard to fathom why
the Titans let him go in the first place. However, his work rate would need to continue
on his career highs to date, given the Barnett injury and the weight of expectation now
surrounding the Warriors pack.

Favourite: The Sharks are slight favourites with the punters, but the Warriors did pip the
hosts at Shark Park last year in SJ’s last dance.

My tip: This game is a real toss of the coin; you can make mounting cases for why both
sides should win this game.

Many men look to celebrate milestones

The Canberra Raiders will celebrate a historic occasion against the South Sydney
Rabbitohs on Sunday afternoon with Josh Papalii set to become the most-capped player
in the history of the club.

Surpassing the record held by Jason Croker for nearly two decades, Papalii’'s achievement
will be the centre of attention on an afternoon which will also see Corey Horsburgh and
Matt Timoko bring up 100 games in first grade.

Returning to GIO Stadium buoyant after multiple come-from-behind victories on the road,
the Canberra Raiders could finish the weekend on top of the premiership ladder with a
victory.

Rallying from a ten-point deficit to defeat the Roosters 26-24 last Sunday, coach Ricky
Stuart will welcome back Jamal Fogarty and Tom Starling from injury and suspension
respectively, while Papalii has been named in jersey eight for his milestone match.

Prevailing in ten out of 14 clashes against the Rabbitohs under coach Stuart, including
three of the past four contests held in Canberra, the Raiders’ most famous victory during
that period was in the 2019 preliminary final with Papalii scoring the winning try.

Heading to the nation’s capital with much-needed enforcements in tow, the South Sydney
Rabbitohs will have their sights set on spoiling the occasion for their high flying opponents.

Going down 36-30 to the Warriors last Sunday in a free-flowing try-fest, coach Wayne
Bennett will be hoping the return of Cody Walker and Jack Wighton stiffens his side’s
defensive resolve.

Claiming their last win in Canberra during Bennett’s first stint at the club back in 2021,
second-rower Euan Aitken will celebrate his 200th NRL appearance at the scene of his
debut a decade ago.

Who to watch: Running out in green for the 319th time on Sunday afternoon, Josh
Papalii will be focussed on the job at hand as he becomes the most-capped player in
Canberra history. Coming a long way from debuting back in 2011 on his 19th birthday, the
Australian, Samoan and Queensland representative has been fundamental to the Raiders’
resurgence over the past decade, offering impact as an edge, middle and interchange
forward as needed. Humbly stepping back from his role as a starting player to allow his
younger teammates to lay a platform up front, Papalii's impact off the bench remains solid
with just under 100 running metres and 20 tackles in 35 minutes of game time each week.

With NSW set to be forced into changes ahead of State of Origin Il, second-rower turned
prop Keaon Koloamatangi will be putting his hand up for a representative recall. Thriving
in the middle of the field with well over 200 running metres in each of his past three
matches, the 27-year-old Mascot junior has earned glowing praise for his form with and
without the ball. Making one appearance for the Blues under Brad Fittler in 2023, a strong
showing from Koloamatangi will go a long way towards ensuring his next game is in Perth
in just over a fortnight.

Favourite: Riding high with their best start to a season since 2003, the Raiders are
expected to celebrate in style.

My tip: It would be understandable to think the Raiders are running on empty given their
standing as the only team yet to have a bye this season. The Raiders have surpassed all
expectations this season and they look set to do so once again on Sunday afternoon.

They won four premierships together and were statistically the greatest halves
pairing in rugby league history, winning 87.6 per cent of their games in the NRL. But
on Sunday afternoon, Nathan Cleary and Jarome Luai will be rivals as the Panthers
and Tigers face off for the first time since the Penrith five-eighth left the club.

Of course, Luai is just the latest of many former Panthers to make the switch with Sunia
Turuva and Apisai Koroisau also lining up for the Tigers on Sunday afternoon while Charlie
Staines and Brent Naden have been named on Wests’ extended bench.

While the Luai-Cleary narrative will dominate headlines all week, this shapes as a pivotal
game for Penrith in particular as the four-time premiers look to get their title defence
back on track.

The Panthers have not won back-to-back games this season and while last week’s 18-
10 win over Parramatta was much-needed, it won't mean much if lvan Cleary’s team is
unable to build on it.

It was one of Penrith’s best defensive efforts in the season and a similar performance
against a Tigers team with the second-worst defence in the league will go a long way to
securing the win.

The Tigers had only themselves to blame last Saturday as ill-discipline cost Benji Marshall’s
side in a thrilling loss to the Cowboys.

North Queensland finished on top 32-28 but it could well have been a very different result
if the Tigers hadn’t had two players sent to the sin bin.

In team news, Isaiah Papalii has been named on Penrith’s extended bench and could
return from a knee injury to face his former team while Luke Garner is also a chance of
featuring for the Panthers after a concussion-related absence.

It would be a welcome boost for the Panthers, especially given they relied heavily on their
Origin stars Isaah Yeo and Liam Martin last week to get the job done up front.

In a strange decision, coach Ivan Cleary has yet again opted for Daine Laurie on the
bench, perhaps signaling he is happy to run with Mitch Kenny as an option in the forward
rotation instead of an 80-minute hooker.

Meanwhile, the Tigers welcome back Latu Fainu (thumb) on the bench and Jeral Skelton
(hamstring) on the wing while Alex Twal’s absence (concussion) sees Alex Seyfarth move
to lock and Tony Sukkar start in the back row.

Elsewhere, Charlie Murray makes his NRL debut off the bench.

Who to watch: The Panthers have typically struggled in recent years when it comes to
defending running five-eighths, with Tom Dearden and Ezra Mam at the top of that list.
While Heath Mason is still establishing himself in the NRL, the Tigers young gun could
be particularly threatening playing second-fiddle to Luai. All eyes will be on the former
Panther but Mason ran for over 123 metres in last week’s loss to North Queensland and
could have a real impact.

In desperate need of punch off the bench, Luron Patea has provided spark for the
Panthers. The loss of James Fisher-Harris saw Lindsay Smith promoted to the starting
line-up and while he has largely excelled in the role, it has left Penrith’s bench stocks
thin, especially with Liam Henry suspended and veterans like Papalii and Garner battling
injuries as of late. Patea though has emerged as a genuine game breaker like Leota was
early in his career. He is able to pick up plenty of post-contact metres with his leg drive
and can turn momentum when the opposition defence is starting to tire.

Favourite: The Panthers are well-backed to make it two wins in a row.

My tip: If the Panthers play with the same level of desperation in defence, they should get
this done. But there is little doubting the Tigers will lift for Sunday’s game, especially as
Luai looks to get one up over his former teammates. An upset could be brewing. Wests
Tigers by 4.

We hail our old friend Charlie Boy as the King's Birthday brings us the gift of arguably
the biggest NRL derby in the competition - the Canterbury Bulldogs play the
Parramatta Eels in front of an expected crowd of 60,000 people at Accor Stadium
to finish Round 14.

There are $10 tickets to Accor Stadium as the Bulldogs open the floodgates for a hostile
environment on the greatest stage in Rugby League. Rumours of yet another 60,000 fans
on a public holiday swirl, as Canterbury come refreshed to try and send the Eels finals
hopes swimming down the Parramatta river.

The Bulldogs are coming off a Round 13 bye, with the ladder leaders taking the time to heal
up ahead of a run that includes five of the next six games at either Accor or Commbank
Stadium... and their last bye (round 16). Prior to the bye, the Dogs got pummelled in the wet
by a clinical Dolphins outfit, 44-8. Having been down 14-8 at half time, you'd be mistaken to
believe that the Dogs sent out their Jersey Flegg side in the second half of that game as
the Dolphins put the Dogs attack back in the kennel.

What followed was the media frenzy that last week saw Lachlan Galvin sign with
Canterbury - after it was leaked to the media that he was at Dogs training over their bye
week. Not currently in the run on side, Galvin will be looking to play against the side who
for months, were seen as the box seat contenders for his services in 2026...

The Parramatta Eels were so close, yet so far against the reigning premiers at Commbank
last week, going down 18-10 in a game that arguably, they should have won. Jordan
Samrani got falconed by Isaiah longi with a wide open line, while Jack Williams pulled an
Isabelle Kelly and stopped himself from scoring with his own arm as the Eels just couldn’t
finish the Panthers off.

Mitch Moses and Zac Lomax carried their Origin form into last weeks game and will look
to drag the Eels away from the bottom of the ladder - now two wins from the eight and
only 16th on points differential. They’ll need every little bit of magic from their stars as they
look to topple the ladder leading Bulldogs this week.

The Bulldogs receive plenty of bark back into the line up this week - their three origin stars
(Stephen Crichton, Max King, Kurt Mann) all return to the starting side while Jacob Kiraz
and Daniel Suluka-Fifita both return from injury. Talk of the town, Lachlan Galvin is named
in the 23 and could come into the squad on game day but is rumoured to play NSW Cup
first as he adjusts to the Bulldogs system.

The Eels welcome back Will Penisini for what is a do or die clash, with Jordan Samrani
heading to the bench and youngster Joash Papalii named as 18th man. At this point, Luca
Moretti is named on the bench but we won't be surprised to see him start over Kelma
Tuilagi come Monday.

Who to watch: Jacob Kiraz returns from injury and immediately strikes fear into all
opposition players. His ability to break tackles from nowhere, added in with a quick
acceleration and the ability to score from just about anywhere, bodes poorly for
everyone. He lines up against former teammate Josh Addo-Carr, who can outrun Kiraz...
but physically, it makes for a very long afternoon on the edge.

On the other wing, Zac Lomax has been the signing of the season for the Eels, if not the
competition. Averaging 204 running metres, four tackle busts and a couple of offloads
a game, Lomax has brought a new shining light to what was a dull attack in 2024. In the
previous game against the Dogs this season, Lomax ran for 303 metres, had nine tackle
busts and a line break (albeit playing as a centre). Now on the wing and against Marcelo
Montoya, the Eels winger will need everything he has to have as much of an impact as
he did last time out.

Favourite: Canterbury are resounding favourites.

My tip: Forgive the repeated opening line from my own preview of Eels-Manly two weeks
ago... ut this is a game of head versus heart - the heart really would love to see Parramatta
pull themselves up off the canvas to ensure that they stay off the bottom of the ladder
this week. A win would see the Eels be within a game of the top eight, but it seems to be
wishful thinking against a rejuvenated Bulldogs side in 2025. If Lachlan Galvin plays, I'd
argue that the Eels will target him - but his inclusion won't affect the end result. Bulldogs
by 2.
