Undermanned Panthers stun

Warriors in statement win

The Penrith Panthers, without their Origin stars, produced their most
complete performance of the year to upset the high-flying Warriors 28-18
on Saturday and send a warning shot to the rest of the NRL.

It is worth pointing out that the Warriors were also without Kurt Capewell and
Mitch Barnett, while they also lost Marata Niukore (concussion) and Dallin
Watene-Zelezniak (ankle) by halftime. Luke Metcalf also struggled through a
leg issue and clearly wasn't himself, only running the ball once in the second
half for nine metres.

But even before those injury setbacks, Penrith was already well in the fight
and even after the Warriors scored first in the second half, the understrength
Panthers only grew further resolved. It was a stark contrast to the last time
the Panthers were without their Origin stars, when they found themselves on
the wrong end of a 24-0 halftime score line against the Knights in Bathurst.
This time around, Penrith's forward pack in particular made a statement early
which made it obvious this was going to be a very different result.

Moses Leota, going up against former teammate James Fisher-Harris, looked
like he was taking the running battle personally with an inspired performance.
Leota had 10 runs for 85 metres in his first stint, setting the tone for what was
a high-intensity opening from the Panthers, who eventually capitalised on their
field position to take a 4-0 lead after 18 minutes. Penrith had 62 per cent of the
ball at that point with 15 tackles in the Warriors' 20 compared to just three for
the home side.

There was a chance the Panthers could have fallen into the trap of being
frustrated into mistakes by a relentless Warriors defence, but they eventually
broke the down as a sizzling step from Casey McLean put Thomas Jenkins
over. But just as the Panthers took the lead, the Warriors hit right back as a
side-stepping Roger Tuivasa-Sheck drew a penalty which marched the home
side up the field - and they were quick to take advantage. On this occasion,
Metcalf put it into the air as Izack Tago couldn't handle the bomb, spilling it
straight into the bread basket of Jackson Ford.

The Panthers then had to weather the storm as the Warriors turned up the
pressure and while Penrith had showed the right intent in attack, the challenge
was to replicate that without the ball. And unlike that Newcastle game, the
Panthers looked far more committed and in-sync as a defensive unit. That
eventually led to more points as beautiful ball-playing from Talagi put Scott
Sorensen over in the 36th minute as Penrith capitalised on a Warriors' right
edge defence that without Watene-Zelezniak.

The Warriors winger was down receiving treatment and had to be helped
from the field, later being ruled out with what looked a potentially serious ankle
injury. It left the halftime score at 8-6 in Penrith's favour, with Paul Alamoti
missing both conversions from the sideline. There could have been far more
points but both fullbacks Daine Laurie and Charnze Nicoll-Klokstad came up
with huge one-on-one tackles on their own line to deny what were otherwise
certain tries.

It was an exceptionally high quality first half and the Panthers picked up where
they left off in the second half, almost scoring off their opening set. As they had
all game, the Warriors scrambled brilliantly and were rewarded for that effort
as a Matt Eisenhuth error soon after gifted them a full set on the Penrith line.

Metcalf then put Jacob Laban over as the home side took a 12-8 lead. It would
have been easy for the Panthers, having already put up a better effort than
against the Knights, to just let the game slip away from them as the Warriors
started to get the upper-hand.

Instead, Penrith's line speed defending that first Warriors set after points spoke
volumes as Sorensen came up with a crucial one-on-one tackle as Wayde
Egan dummied and threatened to split the Panthers defence. Sorensen then
scored his second try of the game as he came down with a Brad Schneider
kick, putting Penrith back ahead 14-12.

Brodie Jones was the unlikeliest of match winners as the Newcastle

Jayden Brailey appeared to be the hero only for the referee to deny the visitors
one of the tries of the season, however the Knights got the bounce of the ball
they were after when Tabuai-Fidow failed to hold onto Phoenix Crossland's
bomb, allowing Best to find Jones (79th minute) in support for the match
winner.

Brisbane come from behind
with lethal precision to stun

Despite trailing by 16 points on two occasions, the Brisbane Broncos have
completed a remarkable come-from-behind victory to stun the Cronulla
Sharks 34-28 at Suncorp Stadium this afternoon.

Brisbane were made to pay for their early jitters after Jesse Arthars spilled a
regulation bomb. From the ensuing play, the Sharks went down the short side
down the left edge and it was Siosifa Talakai who crossed in the unaccustomed
position of left centre for the opening try after five minutes.

Brisbane were poorly disciplined but hanging in there as Cronulla rushed most
of their attacking plays. But, following a break from Jesse Ramien, the Sharks
hit their stride. A brilliant short ball from Trindall put Teig Wilton into space, the
backrower put a lethal step on Walsh before linking up with Kennedy who put
it down under the posts and it was 10-0 early.

However, the Sharks conceded a plethora of six-agains and penalties and put
themselves on the back-foot. On the goal-line, Cory Paix atoned for a poor
start to the game by throwing a dummy and fooling the Sharks defence for
the much needed try for the hosts at the half-way mark.

Off the back of a cheap penalty coming out of their own end, the Sharks worked
play out to their left hand side of the field and it was Trindall putting a great
pass to Hynes to stroll over next to the posts. Brisbane got a much needed try
prior to the break after their much maligned forward Kobe Hethrington after an
inside ball from Adam Reynolds delivered a great pass to Xavier Willison to go
into space. The Cook Island international found Mam to score in the shadows
of half-time. Sione Katoa committed 2025's biggest brain snap by deliberately
tackling Mam in an offside position in the half's final play.

It was a frantic start to the second half for both sides with end-to-end footy the
order of the day. But, the tide broke and it was the Sharks capitalised despite
being a man down. Blayke Brailey was in great form this season and continued
that in this one by scoring the first try of the second half, and his first in 28
games.

Brisbane capitalised on a Ronaldo Mulitalo error to get back into the contest.
A bullet pass from Reece Walsh found Gehamat Shibasaki on the chest who
juggled it to slam it down for the home side to keep in touch. Cronulla were
imploding and the Broncos were finding their mojo. Following Trindall's kick out
on the full, the Broncos attacked to the left edge and while Hynes was playing
for obstruction, the Broncos kept playing football, Mam went through the gap
and Josiah Karapani goes over for the Broncos.

Back to back penalties conceded by the Sharks gave Brisbane field position.
It was then the magic of Reynolds, beating several defenders before launching
the Holy Hand Grenade of Antioch to Karapani for a second. A sideline
conversion by Reynolds put Brisbane in front. The game was practically
secured when Walsh split the defence to find Shibasaki into space and the
Broncos claimed a six point verdict.

As far as the Wests Tigers are concerned, and that includes their predecessors
Balmain and Western Suburbs, Manly at home are damn near insuperable.

Since 1965, those three entities combined have a total of 10 wins and 2 draws from 76
visits to fortress Brookie. Even today, with the evenness of the competition, Balmain still
has more wins at 4 Pines Park than the Wests Tigers (for the record Balmain won 4 times
there from 1965-1999, the Wests Tigers have had 3 wins since 2000).

60 years of woe is hard to ignore. So to is the Wests Tigers recent form which has seen
them lose all of their last 5 games, scoring just 74 points, but conceding an alarming 152
points. It must be said though that their last 2 games have seen them become vastly
improved, losing 18-14 to Penrith and last week going down 16-12 to second placed
Canberra.

The Tigers will go into this game and at least their next 4 without classy young fullback
Jahream Bula, who suffered a hamstring injury last week. Heath Mason who has been
playing in the halves for the past few weeks will cover for Bula, just as he did at the tail end
of last year. Mason did a tremendous job then and will be much more than serviceable
again here. It will see Jerome Luai shift to his preferred five-eighth position, with young
halfback Latu Fainu donning the 7 jumper. Livewire rake Tallyn Da Silva returns to the
bench in what looks like an effort by the Tigers to field a side that will run the Manly side
ragged.

Manly’s form has been, to coin a phrase, all over the shop this year. They were impressive
in their 26-10 win over Penrith, especially given they came into the match having lost
their last 3 games. But they then lost to the Sharks, strolled to a comfortable win over
the Cowboys, got spanked by the lowly Eels, then belted the Broncos 34-6. The last two
weeks has seen the Sea-Eagles let struggling sides Newcastle and Gold Coast score wins
over them.

Jazz Tevaga moves into the starting hooker role, with Lachlan Croker sidelined with
concussion. Powerhouse back rower Haumole Olakau'atu will also be out for a month
with a shoulder injury. Corey Waddell will cover his place in the run-on side. Two former
Tigers in Jake Simpkin and Michael Chee-Kam will fill the two vacant bench places.

Interestingly too, it seems impressive youngster Lehi Hopoate’s form has been too hard
to ignore any longer and he has been handed the fullback duties, pushing Tom Trbojevic
into the centres.

Who to watch: Don’t be surprised if the Tigers target Tom Trbojevic, especially given as
he will be defending the edge with classy ball-player Adam Doueihi and prolific finisher
Sunia Turuva on the wing. The Tigers have also put Jack Bird into the back row, which
could well be purely to put pressure on Daly Cherry-Evans, whose form has been down on
his usual sublime standards. The plan being to put more playmaking duties and pressure
on Manly five-eighth Luke Brooks, something the Tigers know all-too-well is something he
has regularly struggled to handle.

Manly will be injecting Lehi Hopoate into the attack plenty, with the clear intention of
having him and Tom Trbojevic performing identical duties on either edges. Given the
Tigers edge defence of late has had a tendency to not commit themselves to the ball-
player when defending their own line, this approach could well prove to be the key to
Manly piling on a bootload of points. Manly’s bench suggests they are going to try and
power through the Tigers middle which is going to make this a very interesting clash.

Favourite: Manly will be the favourites for this clash and rightfully so, however they aren’t
exactly dominant favourites. Their see-sawing form and the Tigers improving consistency
and competitiveness has now ensured they aren’t the easy beats anymore.

My tip: The Tigers can definitely score a much needed victory here. Manly’s edge attack
looks superior. And their home record against this club(s) cannot be ignored. But 'm an
idiot. Or a genius. We'll know on Friday night. Wests Tigers by 8.

Phoenix Crossland will become the 41st man to appear in 100 first grade appearances for
Newcastle, while journeyman Jack Cogger will bring up 50 games for the club nearly a
decade on from his debut as a teenager.

Heading to the Hunter in rarified form following ten wins from their past 11 matches, the
Canberra Raiders will be eyeing six straight wins for only the fifth time in the NRL era.

Getting out to a convincing lead before holding on to prevail 16-12 over the Wests Tigers
last Friday, coach Ricky Stuart has rested Hudson Young with former Newcastle utility
Simi Sasagi starting on an edge and Noah Martin joining the bench.

The Raiders hold an above average record at McDonald Jones Stadium during Stuart’s
tenure with four wins and a draw from eighth visits.

Rejuvenated forward Corey Horsburgh will make his 100th appearance for Canberra on
Friday night, becoming the 54th man to achieve the feat since the Raiders joined the New
South Wales Rugby League in 1982.

Who to watch: Whether as a halfback, hooker or lock, Phoenix Crossland has consistently
put his best foot forward for Newcastle. Bringing up a century of appearances in red and
blue on Friday evening, the 24-year-old has developed into one of the first players chosen
during Adam O’Brien’s tenure through determination and commitment to doing what is
needed for his teammates. Getting through a tonne of defensive work while playing a key
attacking role in the number 13 jersey, Crossland’s milestone game could be a defining
game in the side’s bid to qualify for three straight finals series.

Coming up against his former team for the first time in the NRL, Simi Sasagi will be aiming
to showcase the ability that has begun to be realised at the Raiders. Going from a reserve
grade playmaker at Newcastle to a regular fixture of Ricky Stuart’s squad over the past
18 months, the 24-year-old Samoan representative has grown into an edge forward role
while retaining the versatility to play in the backline as needed. Extending his time in the
nation’s capital until the end of next season, Sasagi’s versatility could prove vital as the
Raiders strive to record six straight wins for the first time in nine years.

Favourite: The Raiders are expected to continue their winning ways with consecutive
wins in Newcastle for only the third time in history.

My tip: Having struggled for consistency for much of 2025, the Knights have an
opportunity to change the course of their season with an upset at home. Knights by 7.

Saturday’s afternoon clash at Suncorp Stadium offers an intriguing battle between
two of the competition’s top five teams—and a rare chance for either side to take the
lead in their tightly contested head-to-head history.

Since 1998, the Broncos and Warriors have faced off 45 times, with both sides winning 22
apiece and sharing the spoils once. The Warriors may have had the better of the recent
matchups, winning their last two meetings (both in New Zealand), but Brisbane has been
near-impossible to beat at home of late. With both clubs pushing for a top-four finish, this
one shapes as a potential finals preview.

The Broncos head into Saturday’s clash on the back of two impressive wins, including
last Sunday’s pulsating 34-28 comeback over the Sharks. After trailing 22-12 at the break,
Brisbane exploded in the second half, crossing for four tries to turn the tide in front of a
vocal Suncorp crowd. It was an emphatic statement from a side that’s been hovering
around the middle of the ladder, with attacking flair and defensive grit finally aligning.
Reece Walsh looked electric once again, while the forward pack, led by Payne Haas, laid
the platform for the late-game surge.

Coach Michael Maguire has opted for continuity, naming an unchanged 17 to face the
Warriors. Josiah Karapani will be one to watch—his recent try-scoring form at Suncorp
has added a spark to Brisbane’s right edge. Meanwhile, Gehamat Shibasaki has also
found the stripe with regularity, scoring five tries in his last four outings. With the side
starting to build confidence and combinations, and the knowledge they haven't lost to the
Warriors at Suncorp since 2018, the Broncos will be determined to narrow the six-point
gap separating them from the top four.

The Warriors, meanwhile, are looking to rebound after a disappointing 28-18 home loss
to an Origin-weakened Penrith outfit. It marked their second straight defeat in Auckland,
a rare dip in form for a side that has been one of the most consistent throughout the
2025 season. Despite the result, there were still moments of promise—particularly in the
way their forward rotation held its own—but lapses in execution and missed opportunities
proved costly against a well-drilled Panthers side. With a 10-4 record, Andrew Webster's
men still sit comfortably in fourth, but they'll be desperate to stop the slide.

Fortunately for the Warriors, their away form tells a very different story. They’ve won five
of six games in Australia this season and are undefeated at Suncorp Stadium in 2025,
having beaten both the Dolphins and the Cowboys at the same venue during Magic
Round. The return of Kurt Capewell adds Origin-calibre steel to their second row, while
Rocco Berry’s return from injury strengthens their backline. Edward Kosi replaces the
injured Dallin Watene-Zelezniak on the wing, offering power and finishing ability on the
edge. Chanel Harris-Tavita, who continues to form a stable halves pairing with Luke
Metcalf, will be crucial in ensuring the Warriors’ kicking game and game management are
on point against a fast-finishing Brisbane outfit.

Who to watch:

For the Broncos, Gehamat Shibasaki is enjoying a rich vein of form with five tries in his last
four appearances. His combination with Reece Walsh on the edge has developed nicely
and could cause real problems for the Warriors' left-side defence.

For the Warriors, Chanel Harris-Tavita is central to their fortunes. With his halves
partnership with Luke Metcalf nearing 1100 minutes this season, Harris-Tavita's game
control and ability to take on the line will be key in dictating terms, particularly in the back
end of each half.

Favourite: The Broncos are slight favourites, buoyed by recent home form and the
Warriors' stumble last week.

My tip: This match is shaping up as a cracking contest between two clubs jostling for a
top-four finish. Brisbane will be confident on their home turf, but the Warriors’ outstanding
away record and more settled combinations might give them the edge in a tight one.

The last time these two teams met, Zac Lomax broke his foot and kicked the winning
field goal to give the Eels a 23-22 golden point win at Commbank Stadium, the Eels first
of 2025. It ruined the homecoming of the King, Clint Gutherson, as the Eels looked to rise
from what was a dour start to the season.

Coming into round 17, it really hasn't improved for either side. The Eels, albeit hit by the
injury bug once again, are starting to gel at the wrong end of the season as they linger in a
tie for 16th place. The Dragons have more questions than answers in regards to their form,
struggling all over the park under Shane Flanagan.

The Dragons walked into half-time at Shark Park with a 12-point lead, having played some
of their best football in 2025.

While he maybe hasn’t quite lived up to the expectation in
2025 at St George, the King of WIN will be stamping his authority early against the side
that he knows best.

Zac Lomax seems to feature almost every time this forlorn writer grabs an Eels game. By
far the most dangerous man on the park, Lomax will be embracing the opportunity to get
the double against his former club. The Eels leading man in run metres per game at 205m,
he will lead from the back and aim to add onto his try-scoring tally this season against a
very leaky Dragon defense.

Favourite: The Dragons have the bookies' backing here.

My tip: Itis at the point where it is nearly a do or die game for both sides. The Dragons will
start to lose touch with the finals spots if they lose this week, while the Eels need this win
prior to their bye to get back within striking distance. A nightmare run follows for the Eels,
who will see this as a catapult into confidence after the Round 18 bye against a worrisome
Dragons.

Dolphins and Bunnies prepare for battle to the death after tough last start losses

The Dolphins and Rabbitohs will do battle in the second leg of the "double header that's
not actually a double header" at Suncorp Stadium, with one side looking to keep their
finals ambitions afloat while the other desperately tries to resurrect their season.

This match was initially scheduled to be played at Accor Stadium, but when Cyclone
Alfred threatened to postpone the Round 1 match between these sides, Souths offered
the Dolphins a chance to swap the home and away games around.

Coming off the back of a momentum shattering loss to the Knights last week, the Dolphins
sit just outside the eight and are searching for ways to get back inside, with a win against
Souths and their former coach Wayne Bennett a great way to start that chase.

They have had to make one change to their side, with Jack Bostock joining a growing
list of Dolphins out for the remainder of the season after tearing his ACL. Junior Tupou
replaced him on the wing, while in an unforced change last week's debutant Aublix Tawha
drops out of the side to be replaced by Josh Kerr.

The Rabbitohs were also defeated last week, in a golden point loss to Melbourne,
showcasing their improvements from the start of the season but highlighting they still
have further to go as they look to turn around what has been a horror two years for the
proud foundation club, winning just 17 of their last 52 matches.

They get the cavalry back however - former Origin stars Campbell Graham and Cody
Walker returning from injury, while hooker Peter Mamouzelos has been named on the
bench to return from an elbow injury. Isaiah Tass, Liam Le Blanc and Ryan Gray are the
casualties of the inclusions, while Jack Wighton and Euan Aitken switch positions as a
result.

Who to watch: The Dolphins look so much better when Isaiya Katoa is firing. The 21 year
old is in career best form with 14 try assists, 11 line break assists and 8 forced dropouts
across the season. The Knights contained him well last week, and while he did have a try
assist his running game and defence was questionable, so the Dolphins will be hoping
their star number 7 bounces back this week.

The Rabbitohs hopes and dreams rely on Latrell Mitchell. His second half performance
against Melbourne dragged them back into the contest, and despite falling in Golden
Point the Bunnies will see that as a sign they can beat anyone when the star fullback is
on. With 9 try assists in as many games in 2025, including four against Melbourne, expect
Trell to be in charge for Souths once more.

Storm and Sharks reignite rivalry in crunch time!

The two combatants of the 2016 Grand Final go head-to-head in a critical match for both
the Melbourne Storm and Cronulla Sharks at AAMI Park this Sunday afternoon.

The Storm return home after a tough trip to Accor Stadium fresh from Origin Il, where
several stars backed up less than 72 hours after the tough duel in Perth. Despite this, the
Storm looked strong in the first half. Still, it was uncharacteristically sloppy with the ball
in the second half. This gave South Sydney an edge before some individual magic from
Ryan Papenhuyzen and Sua Fa’alogo got the Storm across the line in the first period of
Golden Point.

Revenge will be at the front of mind for the Storm in this one after their seven-point defeat
to the Sharks last month. That was a game they should’ve won following a plethora of
outside backs going down for the Sharks, but they will have to win the middle to have a
chance in this one. Addin Fonua-Blake rode roughshod over the Storm pack in that game
and will need to be kept in check, a task easier said than done.

Onto team news, Xavier Coates returns after being rested last week so Grant Anderson
shifts to the centres and Jack Howarth is out. Blues prop Stefano Utoikamanu and
Maroons back-rower Trent Loiero will return to the starting side after coming from the
bench last Saturday against the Rabbitohs.

The Sharks are one of the most frustrating sides to watch in the NRL. On occasion, they
show us their premiership muscle under all sorts of adversity. But, over the past month,
they have shown their cracks with thrashings at the hands of an understrength Roosters
side, the Warriors and their second-half collapse at the hands of the Broncos.

It's not unfair to say that the Sharks were disappointing, but they were disappointing
due to their own coaches malpractice. For a side to run small-ball (three small middles)
against a Broncos pack of Payne Haas and Pat Carrigan, it’s little wonder why the Sharks
collapsed as hard as they did in the second half. To beat Melbourne, they need to copy/
paste the script from their last meeting, dominate the middle and let the halves dictate
terms off the back of it.

Onto team news, and if you know the Sharks this season, there is very little to report
despite their poor second-half fadeout. Oregon Kaufusi returns after being a late out last
week with a hamstring injury so Braden Hamlin-Uele goes back to the bench and Hohepa
Puru drops out.

Who to watch: After being dominated by Keaon Kolomatangi last week, Stefano
Utoikamanu needs a big game to retain his NSW jersey, you suspect today. He has
averaged over 100 metres a game this season on top of 13 offloads and a tackle efficiency
of 98% this season. He just needs a statement game against AFB to prove he is ready to
reclaim his Origin jersey.

Looking at the Sharks and the focus is on Will Kennedy. The Sharks need to find a spark in
their attack and it has to come from the back. After a strong start to the season, Kennedy's
form has tapered from the lofty standards set at the beginning of the campaign and if the
Sharks are to experience some renewal in the second half of the season it has to come
from the back.

Favourite: Melbourne is the overwhelming favourite with the bookies. Cronulla did win
at AAMI Park under adversity last season in a famous victory, with much-maligned Dan
Atkinson turning the saviour.

My tip: It is hard to go past the Storm but the Sharks have an incredible knack of pulling
victories out of their backside. Melbourne will be once again searching for an 80-minute
performance after their second-half fade-out against South Sydney, and if they do that
here, it will be a tough afternoon for the boys from the Shire. Storm by 8.

A Sunday afternoon Queensland Derby sees two sides out of form trying to break
their downward spiral as the Gold Coast Titans play host to the North Queensland
Cowboys at Cbus Super Stadium.

The Titans come into the contest sitting in last spot on the NRL ladder with just four
wins this season. The performances from the Gold Coast this season have been the
definition of inconsistent with some excellent performances scattered with some poor
performances through the season which has been shown by the decent performance
against the Storm three weeks ago despite losing that game. The inconsistencies were
on show with a heavy loss against Brisbane but then a win over Manly before the loss last
week against the Titans.

Last weeks performance against the Eels was typical of a side at the bottom of the ladder
as they went through stages of playing good football but at the same time struggled
at times against the Eels who themselves weren't exactly perfect. The loss of Jayden
Campbell during the game didn't help the Titans but they shot themselves in the foot a
few times in their 36-20 loss.

Titans coach Des Hasler has been forced into bringing Tom Weaver into the halves after
the head knock to Jayden Campbell. The other change sees Tino Fa'asuamaleaui and Mo
Fotuaika returning to the starting side after being named on the bench last week after
their origin effort.

Arguably the most out of form team in the competition, the North Queensland Cowboys
have won just one of their past eight matches which came against the Tigers back in
Round 13 and even then that performance almost saw them crumble from a 32-6 lead to
almost losing the game and before that a fortunate draw against the Panthers. Since that
win, the Cowboys have conceded 138 points in three matches (38, 58, 42) in their losses
to Melbourne, Dolphins and the Roosters.

The performance last week again from the Cowboys was insipid with no real spark from
the side and even though they were missing Origin players, the Cowboys still have enough
talent on the park to compete with the best sides but there was a complete lack of effort.
The defensive fragility has been a major issue and there is a big issue again especially with
the ease the Roosters had.

Team wise, after being "praised" for bringing Jaxon Purdue into the halves, the
subsequent performances have forced Todd Payten's hand into moving Purdue back
to the centres whilst Jake Clifford comes back into the halves. The Cowboys also have
Origin representatives Reece Robson and Ruben Cotter returning into the side.

Who to watch: AJ Brimson is a lightning player when he's at his best and he showed it
during the victory over the Manly Sea Eagles a few weeks ago. Last week, he struggled
and this has been the problem for the Gold Coast for a while that Brimson can turn up and
star one day then go missing on the next. The Titans will need Brimson to take control if
they want to beat the Cowboys.

Coming into the side, Jake Clifford doesn't need to be a miracle worker (just yet) but the
decision to bring a proven half back into the side is a big step forward for the Cowboys.
Clifford's control of the game will be vital to a side that can sometimes inflate it's ego a bit
much and settle the Cowboys down.

Favourite: The Cowboys are favourites.
My tip: The Cowboys have been horrendously out of form but they have enough on

paper to get the win. It is a game that could go in so many different directions that there is
very little confidence in my tip. Cowboys by 4.
