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Broncos go three in a row 
with win over Warriors

The Brisbane Broncos produced one of their finest performances of the 
season with a 26-12 victory over the New Zealand Warriors in a rare 
Saturday afternoon appearance at home.

Laying the foundation for the victory with three first half tries before holding off 
their fast-finishing opponents with a match-clinching four-pointer to Gehamat 
Shibasaki, the Broncos recorded three straight wins for the first time since 
April to the delight of 43,424 supporters in attendance.

Taking immediate advantage of an error in the opening set of the match, the 
Broncos set the pace for an impressive performance with Adam Reynolds 
placing a grubber into the in-goal for Kotoni Staggs (2nd minute) to pounce 
for first points.

Proving just as effective without the ball after Josiah Karapani forced Edward 
Kosi over the sideline with the tryline in sight, the hosts reached double digits 
when Ezra Mam fired a tremendous cut-out pass to send Karapani (14th 
minute) over for his fifth try in three matches.

Adding a penalty goal to Reynolds midway through the half, the Warriors 
appeared to narrow the leger when Luke Metcalf's bomb landed in Chanel 
Harris-Tavita's hands - only for the bunker to rule the Warriors five-eighth failed 
to get the ball to the ground.

The Broncos took an 18-0 lead to the sheds after Reece Walsh rounded out a 
dominant half by putting Shibasaki (40th minute) over for a try with seconds 
remaining on the clock.

A try-saving effort to hold Walsh up over the line shortly after the resumption 
spurred the Warriors into action with Roger Tuivasa-Sheck (45th minute) 
crossing for his first try at Suncorp Stadium since 2014.

Reynolds added his second penalty goal of the afternoon to push the home 
side beyond two converted tries.

The Warriors rallied in the face of their deficit with Leka Halasima (65th minute) 
soaring onto a bomb, however the scoreboard joy quickly turned to concern 
with Metcalf copping a heavy shot from Brendan Piakura, resulting in the 
halfback being assisted from the field by two Warriors trainers.

In a moment of agony for the visitors, Kosi was unable to hold onto a pass 
with a clear passage to the try-line; the Broncos took that stroke of luck in 
their stride to secure the 26-12 victory courtesy of Shibsasaki (75th minute) 
collecting his third double in as many matches.

Next week, the Broncos will face the Bulldogs at Accor Stadium on Friday 
night, while the Warriors will have their final bye of the season prior to State 
of Origin III.

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NRLW Round 1 Preview
Sharks v Eels

The opening match of the  2025 NRLW season comes 
from Shark Park as the Cronulla Sharks take on the 
Parramatta Eels.

2024 would be deemed a successful season for the Sharks 
after their maiden NRLW Grand Final Appearance albeit 
falling at the final hurdle with their 32-28 loss against the 
Roosters. Cronulla went down 24-0 at half time and almost 
pulled off one of the great comebacks as they came 
within two points of the Roosters. The Sharks season as 
a whole was a strong one and they will look to build on 
that experience from last year. The Sharks have lost a key 
component of their side from last season with Tayla Preston 
heading across to the Bulldogs for the season. Cronulla 
have also lost Vanessa Foliaki out of their Grand Final side 
after announcing her sudden retirement from the game. 
The Sharks line up with Emma Verran at fullback and Tiana 
Penitani Gray playing in the centres after playing in the 
halves for New South Wales.

Just missing the finals, the Parramatta Eels will be looking 
to go at least one spot better than they did in 2024 when 
they finished fifth on the ladder missing out on the finals by 
2 points and a negative for and against. Consistency was an 
issue for the Eels as they managed to pull off a first round 
win against eventual minor premiers the Sydney Roosters 
before a narrow loss to the Sharks. The Eels struggled at 
times against better teams but then lost a few games they 
shouldn’t have. The Eels side has already been left with a 
blow with both Mahalia Murphy and Kennedy Cherrington 
ruled out of the side through injury. Murphy is named in 
the reserves but not expected to play as the side is pretty 
consistent from last season.

Players To Watch: After missing the 2024 NRLW season 
through injury, Cook Islands International Chantay Kiria-
Ratu links with the Sharks after being contracted to the 
Gold Coast last season. Kiria-Ratu is an exciting player 
and has big shoes to fill taking over from Taylah Preston 
but the youngster has the ability. Eels halfback Rachael 
Pearson has become one of the games top players but a 
lack of consistency has hurt her game after missing out 
on selection for the 2025 Origin Series despite holding the 
incumbency in 2024. The Eels will need Pearson’s control to 
help them win this one and through the season.

Tip: The Sharks should be able to beat the Eels in this one. 
The Eels losing two key players is going to be tough to 
overcome because the Sharks side has enough spark in the 
backline. Sharks by 10.

Bulldogs v Knights

The Canterbury Bulldogs make their first appearance 
on the NRLW stage as they play host to the Newcastle 
Knights at Accor Stadium on Friday night.

It’s been a long wait for the Blue and White to come into 
the NRLW and it’s no doubt going to be a huge atmosphere 
for the Bulldogs when they take the field. The key signing 
for Canterbury was that of Tayla Preston moving across to 
Bulldogs from the Sharks. The Bulldogs have a team mixed 
with experience and youth which will bring them forward. 
The Bulldogs have named an experienced halves pairing 
with New Zealand international Ash Quinlan named at 
five-eighth joining Canterbury from the Raiders. The youth 
aspect of the side is on show with Andie Robinson named at 
fullback bringing exciting speed and talent on the park into 
the Bulldogs along with former Dragon Alexis Tauaneai into 
the second row.

The Newcastle Knights are looking to continue their good 
form of recent seasons although they have lost a number 
of key players including QLD star Tamika Upton returning 
to the Broncos, Caitlan Johnston departing to the Sharks 
and second rower Hannah Southwell going to the Dragons. 
The Knights though still have a strong squad going forward, 
Newcastle’s side still shows enough experience with new 
recruit Bo Vette-Welsh named at fullback and experience 
dual-code player Sheridan Gallagher named on the wing. 
The halves pairing of Jesse Southwell who helped lead 
NSW to their Origin win and English international Georgia 
Roche will give the Knights a good footing.

Players To Watch: Bulldogs halfback Tayla Preston will 
be the key focus for Canterbury not necessarily for the 
game on Friday night but going forward across the season. 
Preston’s control was vital to the Sharks success in 2024 
and coming across to the Bulldogs leading a new team 
as co-captain will be an important cog for the Bulldogs. 
Jesse Southwell took a leading role for New South Wales 
in the 2025 Origin series and lead them to a series win. 
Southwell showed experience beyond her years and had 
a commanding role as the solo half for the Blues. At club 
level she is partnered with the experience Georgia Roche 
but still will need to take a strong role with the departure 
of a number of key players including attacking star Tamika 
Upton.

Tip: The Bulldogs will have the atmosphere behind them at 
Accor Stadium but I think there is just enough strength in 
the Knights side to get them home. An experienced spine 
will give the Knights a big advantage to see off the Dogs. 
Knights by 6.

Broncos v Tigers

2024 Minor Premiers, the Brisbane Broncos, host the 
2024 Wooden Spooners, the Wests Tigers, with both 
sides looking to start strong. 

Losing only the opening two of nine rounds in 2024, the 
Brisbane Broncos were favourites for the premiership after 
taking home the minor premiership title, however their 
lacklustre performance against the Sharks saw them miss 
out on the opportunity to take home a potential fourth 
premiership.  Returning home after spending three years 
at the Knights, Tamika Upton is co-captain of the Brisbane 
side, and starting as fullback. Ali Brigginshaw is the other 
co-captain, and continues her partnership with Gayle 
Broughton in the halves, with Jada Ferguson starting 
hooker. Julia Robinson plays her first game in the centres 
since 2020, with Kerri Johnson and Hayley Maddick on the 
wings. 

The Tigers’ second season is one they surely would like to 
forget, having only won two games, and finishing last on 
the ladder, which came a year after having just missed out 
on playing finals footy by one win.  Kezie Apps continues 
to lead the Tigers, with the side staying confident with their 
young and emerging halves combination of Evie McGrath 
and Losana Lutu. Joining the Wests Tigers in 2025 is Pihuka 
Berryman-Duff from the Eels playing at hooker and QLD 
origin representative Emily Bass, in the centres, where she 
previously played for the Titans and Broncos. 

Players To Watch: After playing for the Broncos for 
their 2019 and 2020 premierships before moving to the 
Newcastle Knights in 2022, Tamika Upton brings experience 
and X-factor to the Brisbane side. Captaining the QLD 
Maroons in 2025 and scoring one of the six QLD tries, 
Upton is a weapon of the game and could be the piece 
the Broncos were missing in 2024.  Also, a foundation 
player of the NRLW, playing with the Dragons from 2018, 
before joining the Wests Tigers in 2024, Kezie Apps brings 
leadership and strike power to the side. Apps was the 
Tigers’ number one try scorer in their inaugural year, scoring 
five tries in seven games, though injury in 2024 saw her only 
feature in three of nine games. 

Tip: It’s always hard to pick a winning side in Round 1, but 
I can’t go past the Broncos. Their experienced spine and 
forward pack mixed with emerging talent makes them a 
perfect mix to get the job done at home. Broncos by 18.

Raiders v Dragons

The first of a double header, the Dragons take on the Raiders away from home in 
Canberra, just hours before the men’s sides’ of both these teams also play each other. 

Only having won three games in their second year in 2024, the Raiders will be looking to 
start this season on a high, and push to make their first finals campaign after narrowly 
missing out in 2023.  With the off-season loss of Apii Nicholls returning home to the Warriors, 
Cheyelle Robins-Reti shifts to fullback with Mackenzie Wiki and Leianne Tufuga starting in 
the centres. Georgia Thomas makes her NRLW debut, previously representing Australia in 
OzTag, playing in five-eighth alongside Zahara Temara in the halves. 

Nathan Cross joins the Dragons as the 2025 coach, taking over Jamie Soward who coached 
the side from 2021-2024. Having only won two games in 2024 and missing wooden spoon 
solely on points differential, the Dragons will be looking to find their spark again.  Kasey Reh 
and Raecene McGregor are the Dragons partnership, who aren’t unfamiliar with each other, 
along with try scoring weapon Teagan Berry at fullback and Zali Hopkins at hooker. Nita 
Maynard makes her club debut off the bench, and former Knight Hannah Southwell also 
makes her Dragons debut, starting at lock. 

Players To Watch: Both halfbacks are experienced players who have been playing for 
the NRLW since the premiership inception in 2018 and are both captaining their sides for 
the 2025 season.  Zahara Temara played for the Roosters for five years before joining the 
Raiders in their inaugural year in 2023. She became the first NRLW player to reach the 40-
game milestone in 2024 and brings much experience and leadership to the Canberra side. 
Last year she scored two tries and made six try assists, both personal bests.  Starting at the 
Dragons in 2018 before a two-year stint at the Broncos followed by a two-year stint at the 
Roosters which saw her win three straight premierships, Raecene McGregor is a decorated 
player, who also reached the 40-game milestone in 2024. 

Tip: Both sides see some big changes made from their 2024 squad, where they combine 
a mix of experience and young talent. I think this game could go either way, but I think the 
Dragons have a side that is ready to go right out of the gate. Dragons by 4.

Cowboys v Titans

The 2025 NRLW season kicks off with a Queensland showdown between the Cowboys 
and Titans in Townsville.

While both sides finished outside the top four last season—North Queensland in sixth and 
the Gold Coast in eighth—there's plenty of optimism for a fresh start. The Cowboys notched 
up four wins to the Titans’ three in 2024 and head into this clash with a strong home-ground 
advantage, having won three of their past four at Queensland Country Bank Stadium.

North Queensland have made several off-season moves in a bid to push higher up the 
ladder. Coach Ricky Henry has named four club debutants, including Kiwi Ferns stars 
Abigail Roache and Rosie Kelly, with Roache named in the centres and Kelly partnering Kirra 
Dibb in the halves. Dibb, entering her third season as co-captain, remains the backbone 
of this Cowboys outfit and sits just six points away from reaching 150 career NRLW points. 
The ever-reliable Emma Manzelmann joins Dibb as co-captain, with the Mackay product 
continuing her streak of appearing in every Cowboys NRLW match to date. Jakiya Whitfeld, 
a standout centre last season, gets her chance to shine at fullback.

The Titans will be out to spoil the party in Townsville and get back on track after an 
underwhelming 2024. Despite being grand finalists in 2023, they struggled last season due 
to injuries. This year, they welcome five new faces, including Pauline Piliae-Rasabale, Natasha 
Penitani and debutant Ivana Lolesio, who returns from a long-term knee injury. Origin utility 
Lauren Brown is back in the halves, while the electric Jaime Chapman shifts to fullback to 
cover for the absent Evania Isaako and Shannon Mato, who are both sidelined for the season 
due to pregnancy.

Players To Watch: Cowboys' speedster Jakiya Whitfeld gets her shot at fullback and will 
be looking to impress early in her preferred role.

Origin takes out the best, as the rest prove themselves

With both sides heavily impacted by the State of Origin decider, the high-flying Bulldogs 
take on the much-improved Brisbane Broncos to kick off Round 18 at Accor Stadium.

The Bulldogs are coming off one of the games of the season in a tiresome 8-6 struggle 
against the undisputed premiers at CommBank Stadium. While we saw how far the Dogs 
have come this season, we were left with more questions than answers over the current 
direction of the club following the acquisition of runaway Tiger Lachlan Galvin. When Toby 
Sexton was moved from half to hooker, it took away a long distance kicker and it made 
Matt Burton easy pickings for Cleary’s go ahead game winning try. We will see Galvin in 
the halves in this one, but the question looms large for Cam Ciraldo. 

To beat Brisbane, they need to dominate the middle early. If they can unsettle a pack of 
Brisbane forwards without their leaders, then they can go to town rather ruthlessly in this 
one. Elsewhere, Toby Sexton has a chance to continue his audition for teams in need of a 
seven next season as he partners up with Galvin in the halves. 

Onto the teamlists, out from Thursday’s game are Jacob Kiraz, Stephen Crichton, Max 
King, Daniel Suluka-Fifita and Kurt Mann. Coming into the side are Blake Wilson and Enari 
Tuala while Harry Hayes and Sam Hughes are the new props. The two fresh faces on the 
bench are Lipoi Hopoi and Kurtis Morrin.

For the Broncos, what a difference one man made to this team. The return of Reece Walsh 
has sparked the Broncos into overdrive. Their return to form in ruthless fashion over the 
past three weeks has been based on their spine being together for the first time in quite 
a while. The Broncos were playing at a different light year than what we have seen in 
several months. Michael Maguire has turned rejects into gems with Gehamat Shibasaki 
and Josiah Karapani becoming unsung heroes in the backs. 

To beat the Dogs, this will be the clear indication of how far the Broncos have come this 
season. They are playing one of the more ruthless teams, which have been guilty of 
switching off at times throughout the season. Adam Reynolds will need to game manage 
the heck out of this game and guide his forwards around the park.

Sexton has become the unlucky man in the 
Dogs' recruitment drive, and it is brutally unfair for a guy who has improved more than 
any half not named Isaiya Katoa or Luke Metcalf. Sexton’s game management has been 
a highlight for the Dogs this year, allowing the likes of Burton and Crichton to shine with 
ball in hand.

For the Broncos, it’s the most talked about man in Red Hill. Selwyn Cobbo returns from 
his NRL hiatus, looking to prove a point against the Bulldogs. Cobbo’s Q Cup stint was 
underwhelming to sum it up, with comments about his workload and attitude being less 
than desirable. Cobbo will look to have a point to prove at Accor Stadium on Friday night.

Favourite: Bulldogs are favourites with the bookies, but the gap is shortening. Brisbane 
has won just two of their past 12 matches at this venue. 

My tip: Despite both teams having significant outs, I think it will be a great game of football 
with both sides looking to prove something. Brisbane looking to show they can do it 
without their Origin stars, while for the Dogs they are looking to prove that Galvin can fit 
into this team in perfect harmony. Bulldogs by 6.

It didn’t come easy last week though, with the Raiders holding off a fast-finishing Knights 
outfit 22-18 and it is far from the only scare Canberra has had in the past month or so, 
with the 36-12 win over the Rabbitohs the only real blowout – and the Bunnies led that 
one 12-0 early.

It is probably a good thing anyway that the Raiders aren’t playing their best football at this 
time of the year, both in the sense that they are still finding ways to win and are also timing 
their run well ahead of September.

While the Raiders have been relatively unaffected by Origin this year outside of losing 
Hudson Young, they are without another key forward this week after Josh Papalii was 
selected for the Maroons.

That sees Corey Horsburgh switch to prop, with Morgan Smithies starting at lock and Simi 
Sasagi retaining his spot in the second row. Trey Mooney is the fresh face on the bench.

As for the Dragons, in an indictment of how close the competition is this year – at least 
in the battle for a spot in the bottom half of the top eight – they sit level with the eighth 
placed Dolphins.

Now, the Dolphins do have two extra byes up their sleeve but the sixth-placed Roosters, 
like the Dragons, have enjoyed all three bye rounds already and are just two points ahead 
of Shane Flanagan’s men. 

A much-needed win over the Eels last week helped ease pressure, but with the Raiders, 
Roosters and Bulldogs on the horizon it could be short-lived relief for the Red V.

Only making matters worse, the Dragons lost three players to injury last week with 
Luciano Leilua (quad), Toby Couchman (shoulder), Nathan Lawson (scapula) and Hamish 
Stewart (concussion) all unavailable while Christian Tuipulotu also (hamstring) pulled up 
lame in the warm-up.

That sees Hame Sele, Loko Pasifiki Tonga, Michael Molo, Raymond Faitala-Mariner, Sione 
Finau and Tyrell Sloan all join the 17.

Who to watch: No Young or Papalii means only more responsibility will fall onto the 
shoulders of skipper Joseph Tapine, but the loss of two experienced forwards also opens 
up an opportunity for Trey Mooney. The Raiders clearly think highly of Mooney, having 
extended him until the end of the 2027 season despite suggestions rival clubs could 
snap up the highly-rated forward. Mooney, unfortunately, has been a victim of Canberra’s 
success this year, managing just two limited appearances this year and otherwise having 
to bide his time in reserve grade. It has been a step backwards from 2024, not in talent or 
ability, but just in the lack of playing time available. The best way to change that is making 
the most of opportunities like the one he will get on Saturday.

With news recently that he has been given permission to look elsewhere, it will be 
interesting to see what version of Tyrell Sloan turns up on Saturday for the Dragons. 
While obviously talented, Sloan has struggled for consistency throughout his career with 
a frame that makes it harder for him to offer much meterage from the back or resistance 
in defence. There is still some untapped potential though and for Sloan, this weekend’s 
game is a chance to prove to potential suitors out there that he is worth taking a shot on.

Favourite: The Raiders are well-backed to maintain top spot on the ladder.

My tip: Even without a few experienced forwards, the Raiders – especially at home – 
should have far too much strike power and class for an unconvincing Dragons team. 
Raiders by 14.

Pre Origin III forecast: no rep stars, chance of an upset as Storm heads towards 
Townsville 

The toll of representative football will be on display on Saturday evening as the North 
Queensland Cowboys host the Melbourne Storm with both sides missing a host of stars 
due to State of Origin. 
 
Facing off for the second time in the span of a month, the two sides have enjoyed 
contrasting fortunes since their previous meeting with the Cowboys conceding 124 points 
in three games while the Storm have soared to consolidate a place in the top four. 
 
Enduring a wretched run with two unconvincing wins and a draw from eight matches 
since the start of May, the North Queensland Cowboys remarkably sit just one point 
outside the top eight despite boasting the second worst for-and-against record in the 
premiership. 
 
Alleviating mounting criticism with a 30-24 victory over the Titans last Sunday, coach 
Todd Payten will be without representative quartet Reece Robson, Tom Dearden, Reuben 
Cotter and Jeremiah Nanai.
 
Experienced forwards Jordan McLean and John Bateman will make welcome returns to 
the starting pack with Tom Duffy named at halfback, while journeyman hooker Temple 
Kalepo will make his NRL debut off the bench following reserve grade stints with the 
Warriors and Knights.

The Cowboys have achieved mixed results prior to State of Origin with three wins from 
six fixtures during Payten’s tenure, however the side most recently suffered a humiliating 
58-4 defeat at the hands of the Dolphins three weeks ago. 
 
Enjoying a prosperous period during the middle third of the season with four wins and 
two byes, the Melbourne Storm will be looking to continue a strong recent record without 
their representative stars.  

Asserting their authority with three late tries in a 30-6 win over the Sharks at home last 
Sunday, coach Craig Bellamy has lost Xavier Coates, Cameron Munster, Harry Grant, 
Trent Loiero and Stefano Utoikamanu to representative football, along with speedster Sua 
Fa’alogo to a hamstring injury.

The ensuring reshuffle will see Joe Chan and Kane Bradley start in the backline, Bronson 
Garlick at hooker and a revamped bench featuring Jonah Pezet, Lazarus Vaalepu and 
Ativalu Lisati. Former Gold Coast forward Josiah Pahulu has been included as part of the 
extended squad after making a mid-season switch to Melbourne.
 
The Storm have won five of their past six matches leading into State of Origin since 2018, 
while their overall record against the Cowboys under Bellamy stands at 26 wins from 38 
meetings since 2003.
 
Saturday night will be the third time the Cowboys and Storm have faced off prior to State 
of Origin; the Storm have prevailed on both occasions previously in 2003 and 2017.

Who to watch: If not for an untimely injury, Scott Drinkwater may have become 
Melbourne’s long-term fullback. Instead, the 28-year-old has developed into an attacking 
weapon for North Queensland. Making his NRL debut with the Storm in 2018 before a 
pre-season pectoral injury saw him head north to take up an opportunity in first grade, 
Drinkwater has remained a dynamic force with the ball this season to rank third in the 
league for try-assists (14) to go with six of his own. Facing off against the best attacking 
team in the league, Drinkwater will need to be at his best if the hosts intend to get into a 
point-scoring shootout with their opponents.
 
Coming off a dazzling performance featuring two try assists and a four-pointer to boot, 
Eliesa Katoa will be out to heap more pain on the out-of-form Cowboys. Thriving on the 
right edge in his third year at the Storm, the 25-year-old has revelled since making the 
move from the Warriors with six tries and 30 tackle breaks to go with 143 running metres 
on average. Proving just as damaging on the international stage with Tonga, look for 
Katoa to be a constant threat with the ball as the Storm chase their first win in Townsville 
since 2021.

Favourite: Despite winning one of their four appearances at the new Townsville stadium, 
the Storm are expected to get the job done on the road. 

My tip: While the Cowboys will be desperate to atone for a deplorable performance at 
home three weeks ago, the class that remains within the Storm’s ranks should shine 
through at the end of 80 minutes. Storm by 12.

Sunday afternoon footy heads to the Northern Beaches as the Manly Sea Eagles 
host the South Sydney Rabbitohs in a must-win clash for both clubs.

Since 1998, these two sides have faced off 45 times, with South Sydney holding the slight 
advantage—winning 23 games to Manly’s 22. Recent history favours the visitors, with the 
Rabbitohs claiming victory in eight of their past nine meetings, including a 14-0 shutout 
the last time they met. That said, Manly haven’t beaten Souths at 4 Pines Park since 2019, 
and coach Anthony Seibold has a poor personal record against Wayne Bennett-led 
teams, managing just two wins from eight attempts.

The Sea Eagles will take confidence from their 28-10 win over the Wests Tigers last week, 
though the performance was far from polished. It took until the 39th minute for them to 
open the scoring, but once they clicked into gear, the home crowd was treated to a flurry 
of late points. Tom Trbojevic looked much more comfortable in the centres, racking up 
136 metres and seven tackle busts, while Tolu Koula and Reuben Garrick combined well 
on the left edge. Luke Brooks sparked a short-side play that led to a slick try, and Ben 
Trbojevic crossed late from a clever Daly Cherry-Evans chip. 

With both DCE and Jake Trbojevic back full-time after Origin and just one change to last 
week's side—Tommy Talau in for the injured Nathan Brown—the Sea Eagles look settled 
and ready to push for a late-season surge.

For the Rabbitohs, the downward spiral continued last week in Brisbane as they were 
torn apart 50-28 by the Dolphins in the highest-scoring match of the 2025 season so 
far. It marked South Sydney’s fifth straight loss, with a concerning 171 points conceded 
during that stretch. Still, there were some flashes of brilliance, particularly from Jack 
Wighton—who scored a double—and Latrell Mitchell, who was involved in the opening 
try and converted well from out wide. Souths did rally somewhat in the second half, but 
defensive lapses and poor discipline saw them overrun again. 

With Latrell Mitchell and Cody Walker unavailable due to Origin and injury, respectively, 
Alex Johnston shifts to fullback, Jack Wighton moves into the halves, and Isaiah Tass 
comes onto the wing. Euan Aitken slots into the centres, and two new faces—Liam Le 
Blanc and Lewis Dodd—join the bench. Brandon Smith is listed on the extended reserves 
but looks unlikely to feature.

Who to watch: Manly centre Tolu Koula is becoming a Northern Beaches fan favourite, 
having scored in six straight games at 4 Pines Park. His speed and support play have 
made him a consistent threat on the left edge.

For South Sydney, Jack Wighton has an impressive record at Brookvale, with five tries in 
his last five games at the venue. With added responsibility in the halves, he’ll need to steer 
the side around and provide spark in attack.

Favourite: Manly are the favourites according to current betting markets.

My tip: South Sydney are missing too many key players and leaking far too many points 
to inspire much confidence. Manly, buoyed by home support and Origin reinforcements, 
should get the job done comfortably. Sea Eagles by 12.

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Match preview: 
The Decider
with Luke Jobson
It all comes down to 80 minutes of football inside the greatest stage 
known to our wonderful sport, as the 2025 State of Origin series winds up 
inside of Accor Stadium on Wednesday night. 

It was the tale of two halves in Perth, as 57,000 fans packed into Optus Stadium 
to watch the Queensland Maroons force a deciding game - taking down the 
fancied NSW Blues 26-24 on a wet winters night in the west.

Queensland came into the game under pressure, with Blues fans from Bondi to 
Broken Hill claiming the Origin series before a ball was kicked off. What ended 
up happening, turned into one of the best Origin games in recent series. 

A dominant first half saw Queensland walk into the sheds at half-time up 26-
6; Blues fans drowning in Tooheys New to live with the sobering reality that 
Queensland could put up a cricket score. 

The second half saw the Blues rain hellfire and brimstone on a drab Maroons 
outfit, with goalkicking once again letting down NSW - Zac Lomax kicking at 
just 40% off the tee as the Maroons snuck away with a win.

At the home of Blatchy’s Blues to finish the series, the Blues will walk in with the 
same crew under an injury cloud and the same questions over their ability to 
clutch up when the moment demands it. 

The Maroons walk in knowing full well that it was a 35 minute stint that won 
them the game in Perth. Out of 160 minutes so far, the Maroons have been 
dominant for a fifth of that time and yet  still have a chance to take the shield 
back across the Tweed River. 

State versus State. Mate versus Mate. In version 44 of the State of Origin, it 
comes down to one game at the mecca of rugby league… Accor Stadium. 

New South Wales have stayed with the same 17 that narrowly went down to 
Queensland in Perth, despite Nathan Cleary and Payne Haas coming in under a 
bit of an injury cloud. Matt Burton will return to club land as Bulldogs teammate 
Jacob Kiraz takes the role of 18th man at Accor Stadium. Lindsay Smith and 
Bradman Best are both rewarded for some consistent form with squad call 
ups at 19th and 20th man respectively

Queensland have pulled the trigger on some more changes, with the most 
notable being Hamiso Tabuai-Fidow heading to fullback for the first time in his 
Maroons career to replace the injured Kalyn Ponga. That opens up the space 
for Gehamat Shibasaki to make his Origin debut, having been in on a train-and-
trial deal just five months ago. 

Josh Papalii will have one final swansong to bring some much needed 
enforcement to the Queensland pack, replacing Moeaki Fotuaika. That leaves 
Reece Walsh as the 18th man, with Josh Kerr and J’Maine Hopgood the 
reserves in the squad. 

Who to watch: Payne Haas hasn’t been his impactful self over the first two 
games, albeit in part due to injury. In what has been a common trend, Haas has 
only been cleared on gameday to play and despite that, he averages a career 
series high in average metres run, tackle busts and he hasn’t missed a single 
tackle. Coming up against Josh Papalii, the Broncos enforcer will need to be 
at his very best from the get go if NSW are to rally back and keep the Shield 
in Sydney.

Hamiso Tabuai-Fidow will come into this game with the biggest target on his 
back. Having usurped Reece Walsh as the preferred fullback, the Hammer will 
be looking to insert himself early and repeat his perfect first half in Perth. While 
dangerous on the outside, his speed means that it’s Hammer Time as soon as 
he gets the ball in broken play through the middle. Expect him around the ruck, 
with the old Melbourne Storm outside-in play to pop up more than once in a 
bid to send the Hammer flying through the guts of the Blues.

Favourite: New South Wales are firm favourites despite the Game II setback.

My tip: On paper, the Blues have the stronger squad - it’s just a matter of 
fact. The Maroons have players who can break the game apart at any given 
moment all over the field, while the Blues have the better, stronger, all round 
side. In front of over 80,000 of the Blues faithful, in a series decider, it’ll be 
the NSW Blues who come out victorious. It may not be as magical as James 
Tedesco’s series-sealing try back in 2019, but it will be all the same for Blatchy’s 
Blues and the NSW faithful. Blues by 6.
