Ponga punishes 
error-prone Dolphins

A dazzling display from Kalyn Ponga has seen the Newcastle Knights 
claim a 26-12 victory over the Dolphins in their first appearance at home 
this season.

In a match billed as the first meeting between Jacob and Daniel Saifiti as 
opposing front-rowers, it was the fleet-footed fullback who stole the show with 
a hand in the Knights' first four tries and a stirring try-saver on full-time to leave 
18,531 supporters elated at back-to-back wins to begin 2025. 

After a near miss which saw Tyson Frizell knock on his own grubber kick over 
the try line, the Knights flexed their attacking muscles with James Schiller (9th 
minute) claiming his first try for the club by finishing off a left to right shift.

A break by Kodi Nikorima looked to level the scores with Hamiso Tabuai-
Fidow scoring from a long-range break only for the bunker to deem Felise 
Kaufusi obstructed the Newcastle defence; the Dolphins' disappointed was 
compounded moments later as Schiller (13th minute) ran onto a Ponga pass 
for his second four-pointer.

The points kept coming for the home side with Ponga sending Bradman Best 
(19th minute) and Dane Gagai (28th minute) over to blow the score out to 20-0.

A much-needed try to Mark Nicholls (32nd minute) eased the pressure on 
the Dolphins after Isaiya Katoa took on the Newcastle defence and found his 
"GOAT" front-rower in support.

Beginning the second half with the same intensity as the first, a blockbusting 
run from Adam Elliott saw Fletcher Sharpe react quickly and punish the 
Dolphins' retreating defence by sending Dylan Lucas (44th minute) over for a 
try.

The Knights remained on top during the second half as the Dolphins were 
left to lament multiple incorrect play the ball errors, however, despite the best 
efforts of Sharpe with an audacious chip and chase, the hosts were unable to 
add to their lead.

Katoa (66th minute) stemmed the home side's dominance with a solo show-
and-go and the momentum looked to swing toward the visitors when Kai 
Pearce-Paul was sent to the sin bin for a shoulder charge to the head of Daniel 
Saifiti from the ensuing kick-off.

Despite playing out the final ten minutes with an extra man, the Dolphins were 
unable to penetrate the Knights' defence as Ponga and Best produced a try-
saving effort on Jamayne Isaako to run out 26-12 victors.

Next week, the Knights will travel to the Gold Coast on Saturday evening to 
take on the Titans, while the Dolphins will host the Tigers on Saturday at Kayo 
Stadium.

Warriors bounce back 
against ill-disciplined Manly

Luke Metcalf and the New Zealand Warriors have left their opening round 
horror show in Las Vegas behind them, trouncing an ill-disciplined Manly 
Sea Eagles at Go Media Stadium, the visitors also lost Tom Trbojevic and 
Daly Cherry-Evans to second half injuries.

Despite the Warriors boasting some early possession. Manly went back to 
the playbook of last week and went down the right hand side.

The Warriors poor discipline invited Manly down their end and after a 
contentious high tackle ruling against RTS, Reuben Garrick atoned for his 
earlier miss to pot over penalty, giving the visitors a 6-0 lead.

Despite Manly firing some shots, Tommy Turbo was proving to be rather 
ineffective with some unfamiliar mistakes that gave the Warriors some prime 
field position. Early ball from Metcalf left Taine Tuaupiki with some work to 
do on the right edge. After fooling the defence with his footwork, he then 
straightened and exploded through some rather disappointing Manly defence 
to give his side the lead.

Manly's ill-discipline was becoming the talking point. Conceding 6 set-restarts 
in the opening half an hour of football. A terrific short ball from Metcalf to 
a charging Ali Leiataua sent him across and the Warriors had a third in the 
opening forty to lead 18-6 at the break.

Manly started the second stanza the way they finished the first, by capitalising 
on some poor discipline from the home side. Following a well worked set-
play, Luke Brooks delivered a peach of a pass to send Jason Saab flying 
down the right edge to score. There were certainly some question marks on 
the grounding, but the Bunker review official chose to stick with the on-field 
decision.

A few plays later, Egan shows and goes to get 
the ball to the line with half an hour to go.

Despite 
coach Anthony Seibold being tight-lipped post-game, Manly is insistent that 
Trbojevic only came off as a precaution with the club deciding tomorrow if he 
needs a scan.

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The Wrap: NRL Round 2
Roosters roll Panthers in 
Commbank boilover

The Sydney Roosters have bounced back from their opening round 
thrashing to Brisbane, downing reigning premiers Penrith 38-32 in a 
pointsfest at Commbank Stadium on Friday night.

It was a dramatic evening at the Panthers' temporary home - Penrith will play 
home games at Commbank in the next few years while their home ground is 
under rebuild - with the reigning champs losing in surprising circumstances, 
while both sides have concerns out of the contest in injury and suspension.

It was a neck-and-neck contest for much of the first hour - each team going 
try-for-try in clusters in the first half. After Penrith led early from what looked 
like an easy Alamoti try, the Roosters were suddenly 12-6 up after Mark 
Nawaqanitawase and Connor Watson both crossed and the 12,000+ crowd at 
Commbank was stunned.

Both sides grinded it out for the next 15 minutes before the final ten of the half 
saw another slew of points - Brian To'o levelling things for the premiers, before 
veteran winger Daniel Tupou put the Tricolours back ahead not long after. It 
looked like the away team would take a lead to the break before Liam Henry 
took a bizarre high ball under the sticks. With Nathan Cleary's third conversion 
from as many attempts, the Panthers and Roosters were 18-all at the halftime 
siren.

The sides continued the tit-for-tat nature of scoring after the break - Watson's 
second try came just minutes into the second half, then Dylan Edwards 
pounced on a Cleary grubber to bring things to 24-all.

From that point, the Roosters took control, for the most part. Back to back tries 
- first for Tupou, then Sandon Smith - put the visitors ahead by ten.

With ten remaining it really got interesting. Sydney went 14-clear with a Dom 
Young try in the corner, but the real points of interest were Dylan Edwards 
going off with an apparently hamstring issue, and Salesi Foketi being sin 
binned for a dangerous tackle.

Down their fullback but with a one-man advantage, the Panthers piled on two 
penalty goals and an unconverted try in the final 7 minutes of the clash to 
make things interesting - but try as they might, the reigning champs couldn't 
get the final points, even with Brian To'o lunging for the corner on the siren. The 
Roosters held on for a 38-32 victory.

For Penrith, the loss puts them 1-1 after two rounds and they head to Melbourne 
with some issues to iron out, and possibly needing to find a new fullback 
against a well-rested and relatively full-strength Storm.

The Roosters are 1-1 themselves and have turned a huge corner after being 
thumped by title fancies Brisbane just a week ago. Their third-round venture 
sees them travel across the Tasman to face the Warriors, themselves winners 
early tonight, in what should be a huge, entertaining Friday 6pm clash next 
weekend.

After a devastating end to 2025 losing to the Penrith side, the Melbourne Storm will 
be looking to claim revenge in this Grand Final rematch.

Storm are fresh off their first bye of the year, which came after a massive Round 1 win 
over the Eels, where the Melbourne side scored ten tries, eight of which were in the first 
half of the game. 

Missing the Grand Final and Round 1, Nelson Asofa-Solomona is listed among the 
extended squad in the reserves after serving his five-match stint on the sidelines. The 
only change of Craig Bellamy’s starting 17 is Grant Anderson re-joining the side, with Will 
Warbrick out due to concussion. 

Penrith played their first game of the season on US soil in Las Vegas and claimed a close 
victory over the Sharks. Round 2 then saw a shock upset for the Panthers, where they lost 
to the Roosters by six points, a game they were expected to easily win. Not only have they 
only gone one from two, but they have also leaked 70 points between the two matches, 
compared to 2024 where they only conceded 26 points within the opening two rounds. 

Ivan Cleary makes a few forced changes to the side. With Dylan Edwards missing due to 
a groin injury, Daine Laurie shifts to fullback whilst Brad Schneider joins the bench, and 
Blaize Talagi is 18th man. Isaiah Papalii returns to the bench after missing Round 2 due to 
a hip injury, with Matt Eisenhuth joining the reserves. 

Melbourne claimed victory over the Panthers twice during the regular season in 2024, but 
when it came to the fairytale ending and Grand Final, they just could not get the job done. 
Though, despite this horrific last meeting, the Storm have a good record at home against 
the Panthers, winning 8/9 matchups at AAMI Park. 

Who to watch: Playing his 150th game for the Storm, halfback Jahrome Hughes is one 
of the many magical playmakers featured in the side. He won the Dally M Player of the 
Year in 2024, a season which saw him score twelve tries, kick for over 8000 metres and 
make 26 try assists. 

Opposite Hughes is Nathan Cleary, one of the best players in the game, playing an 
instrumental role in Penrith’s four-peat. In 2024, Cleary scored four tries and made 16 try 
assists, which came off the back of singlehandedly giving Penrith the comeback to win 
their third straight Grand Final in 2023. 

Both are amazing playmakers and will be the key to the winning sides’ success on 
Thursday night. 

Favourite: Storm are favoured to claim another win and stay comfortable up the top of 
the ladder. 

My tip: Both teams have a strong mix of forwards and spine, however the Storm 
would have to have one of the strongest spines in the comp (if not the strongest), and 
it’s something the Panthers have not quite mastered yet with the loss of Jarome Luai. 
Melbourne will be refreshed, and I don’t think Penrith’s desire to win again after an 
embarrassing Round 2 loss will be enough to get them over the line. Storm by 20.

Which team will continue their redemption arc after last start upsets

The two biggest improvers from Round 1 go head to head in what is shaping as an 
important fixture in the context of the Warriors and Roosters’ seasons.

Luke Metcalf bounced back brilliantly after an opening 
night horror-show, leading the Warriors around the park brilliantly and having a hand in 
most of their high octane attack. James Fisher-Harris and Mitch Barnett led from the 
front with a brilliant forwards’ knock meanwhile Wayde Egan continued his forward 
progression with a great individual performance. The backs did their job coming out of 
their own end and could pose some problems this weekend.

To beat the Roosters, the Warriors need to dictate the flow of the game just like they did to 
Manly. Hit the ball up hard early in the set, try some second phase later in the set and finish 
with a tactical kick to the corner. Also, chance your arm against the Roosters, they seem 
to panic when the ball is in second phase as the Broncos had great success throwing the 
ball around. They will be 1-17 for this clash.

The Roosters are coming off one of the bravest wins in the club’s proud history. Paying 
their biggest price in history of sports-betting and with a front-row room on the brink 
of collapse, the Bondi boys put in their best victory over the ‘undisputed’ premiers on 
their home ground. What was most impressive about Friday’s win was the never-say-die 
attitude, they could’ve thrown in the towel down 6-0 early, but they has an answer for 
everything Penrith threw at them. 

James Tedesco’s leadership of this side wrote another famous chapter in his storied 
career and what about Daniel Tupou, that try-saver will go down as the try-saver of 2025, 
NO ONE stops Brian To’o that close to the line and yet the gentle giant did it with ease.

Enough waxing lyrical though, back to the grind of football and they have to match 
another strong forward pack. Fortunately, they get reinforcements, but pressure is on the 
likes of Naufahu Whyte and Siua Wong to lift again. The duo were outstanding against the 
feared Penrith pack, but now the challenge is for them to get up and go again. Whyte has 
the added motivation of returning home to New Zealand and putting on a strong display 
in front of his family and friends. 

Elsewhere, the side just needs to lift to expectation, after Round 1 a lot was made of what 
this side couldn’t achieve, now there’s expectation after a performance like that.

He struggled to go forward and despite his defensive scramble being a 
feature, his work with the ball has left a lot to be desired. Watch for a bounce back given 
the work of Whyte, Losalu and Makatoa last week.

Favourite: The Warriors are slight favourites in this one, the home side hasn’t beaten the 
Roosters since 2018, where Mason Lino put on a masterclass at Allianz Stadium.

My tip: The Warriors will be up for this one but will need to win the opening quarter to 
have a chance in this one, if they can throw the ball around and unsettle the visitors, 
they will go a long way to victory. The Roosters have a classy side and will always have 
something to throw at the Warriors and their pack will have a point to prove with so many 
veterans back.

Friday night footy returns to Suncorp Stadium with a blockbuster Queensland Derby 
as the Brisbane Broncos host the North Queensland Cowboys in Round 3 of the 2025 
NRL season. With both teams desperate to bounce back from disappointing losses, 
the rivalry adds another chapter to its fiery history under the lights in front of a 
packed crowd.

The Broncos will be looking to respond after a tough 32-22 loss to the Canberra Raiders 
last week. A sluggish start saw them fall behind early, and while Jesse Arthars' hat trick 
gave them hope, they couldn’t claw their way back. Despite moments of brilliance from 
Selwyn Cobbo, who was denied a crucial try by millimetres and a dominant forward pack, 
errors and defensive lapses cost them dearly. Reece Walsh had a rare off night, making 
four errors and missing four tackles, something he’ll be eager to fix in front of the home 
crowd.

One bright spot for Brisbane is their recent dominance over their northern rivals. They’ve 
won their last four games against the Cowboys by an average of 19.5 points and will be 
confident of extending that streak. Kotoni Staggs is named in the reserves, and if he’s fit to 
return, he’ll add strike power to the backline, likely at the expense of Gehamat Shibasaki. 
Coach Kevin Walters will demand a defensive improvement, knowing the Cowboys’ 
attack has struggled, but a wounded opponent is always dangerous.

For the Cowboys, it has been a nightmare start to 2025. A heavy Round 1 defeat to Manly 
was followed by a 36-12 demolition at the hands of Cronulla, where they failed to register 
a single linebreak. With 138 points conceded in their last four meetings with Brisbane, 
defence is once again the biggest concern for Todd Payten’s men. Their left edge has 
been ruthlessly targeted in both games so far, and if they can’t fix those issues, the 
Broncos’ lethal outside backs will run riot.

There is some good news for North Queensland, with Jason Taumalolo returning to 
bolster the forward pack and Jeremiah Nanai recalled after a stint in Queensland Cup. 
The other big change is in the halves, where Jake Clifford returns in the No.7 jersey, 
replacing Thomas Duffy. Clifford’s job will be to spark an attack that has looked rudderless 
so far while Robert Derby replaces the injured Braidon Burns on the wing. The Cowboys 
have won four of their last five games at Suncorp, but they’ll need a dramatic turnaround 
to avoid a third straight loss.

Who to watch: Jesse Arthars has been in red-hot form for Brisbane, scoring five tries 
in his last three games, including a hat trick last week. With the Cowboys' defensive 
struggles, he could be in for another big night out wide.

Jake Clifford’s return is a huge talking point for North Queensland. Can he bring stability 
and direction to an attack that has failed to fire? If the Cowboys are any chance, they’ll 
need him to step up and take control.

Favourite: The Broncos are clear favourites for this one, and understandably so. Despite 
their Round 2 loss, they’re playing at home, where they’ve had the upper hand over the 
Cowboys in recent years.

My tip: The Cowboys have been leaking points, and against a Broncos side that loves to 
attack, that spells trouble. Expect Brisbane to take control early and put their rivals under 
the pump. Broncos by 16.

Last start winners make a rare day of it

The Cronulla Sharks will make their first appearance at home this season when they host 
the South Sydney Rabbitohs on Saturday afternoon.

Returning to familiar surroundings after opening their premiership account in Townsville 
last Saturday, the Sharks will face the Rabbitohs at home in daytime conditions for the 
first time since 2011.

Accounting for the Cowboys with a comprehensive 36-12 victory most recently, coach 
Craig Fitzgibbon has retained the same squad with brothers Niwhai and Hohepa Puru 
included on the extended bench together for the first time.

The Sharks have defeated the Rabbitohs in four out of six meetings during Fitzgibbon’s 
tenure and will be hoping to record four straight wins over their opponents for the first 
time in more than two decades.

The Sharks hold a 52% success rate in their first home match at Sharks Stadium each 
season, winning 13 out of 25 fixtures during the NRL era.

After claiming come-from-behinds wins over the opening fortnight, the South Sydney 
Rabbitohs will be eyeing off a club feat achieved only four times during the NRL era by 
starting a season with three straight wins. 

Overcoming a 12-point deficit to record a gallant 25-24 victory over the Dragons 
in Wollongong last Saturday, coach Wayne Bennett has received mixed news on 
the selection front with Jack Wighton returning at the expense of Lachlan Hubner 
(suspension). Liam Le Blanc joins the bench for the first time this season, while former 
Dragons winger Mikaele Ravalawa has been included in the squad after moving to the 
club on loan.

The Rabbitohs have won six out of 19 visits to Cronulla since being readmitted into the 
premiership; their last victory at the venue came in the opening round of the 2023 season.

South Sydney outside back Isaiah Tass will make his 50th appearance in first grade on 
Saturday afternoon; the 25-year-old has scored tries in his past two meetings against 
the Sharks.

In each of the years the Rabbitohs have won their opening three matches, the side has 
gone on to play finals football each time under Bennett (2019), Michael Maguire (2013, 
2015) and Jason Taylor (2007).

Who to watch: Continuing an impressive try-scoring streak with a double last week, 
local junior Sam Stonestreet has made the most of being the next man up in Cronulla’s 
backline. Starting the year in first grade after regular winger Sione Katoa underwent a 
shoulder reconstruction in the pre-season, the 22-year-old bagged a double against the 
Cowboys to bring his career tally to ten tries in seven NRL appearances. Proving equally 
as effective with the ball by running for over 220 metres in Townsville, look for Stonestreet 
to feature prominently in daytime conditions as he looks to earn a new deal for 2026 and 
beyond. 

Going from an interchange utility to a game-clinching playmaker in a matter of weeks, 
Jamie Humphreys has reveled in the number seven jersey for South Sydney. Making 
the move to the Rabbitohs after managing a single appearance in the top grade with 
Manly over several seasons, the 23-year-old proved the hero with a perfect goal-kicking 
performance to go with a field goal last Saturday in Wollongong. Set to retain his role at 
starting halfback with off-season recruit Lewis Dodd sustaining a calf injury in reserve 
grade, Humphreys could prove to be one of the buys of the year if his initial form is 
indicative of things to come.

Favourite: The Sharks have been heavily backed to end the Rabbitohs unbeaten start 
to 2025. 

My tip: The Rabbitohs have been far from perfect over the opening fortnight, yet sit 
among exclusive company as one of the unbeaten teams in the league. This is their 
biggest test and one they will fancy their chances of winning.

Struggling new boys face resurgent Tigers

The Dolphins have had a disappointing but not horrible start to their 2025 campaign, 
losing narrowly to Souths in Round 1 and then being beaten by the Knights 26-12 last 
weekend, after trailing 20-6 at halftime.

Both of their games thus far have been on the road and their forward pack has been up 
to the task on both occasions, however their attack has been a little predictable, largely 
due to Isaiya Katoa getting through plenty of defensive work at halfback and having two 
different five-eighths already this year. 

The Dolphins outside backs have been largely ineffective at breaking the defensive line 
– their three-quarter line is largely making their metres from kick returns or ruck runs. 
Defensively they’ve been solid enough, keeping their missed tackle numbers down.

The Wests Tigers were defensively solid in their Round 1 game against the Knights, but as 
they’ve been guilty of for their last 3 seasons, fell away in the second half, however, unlike 
those previous years, they regrouped and prevented the scoreboard from continually 
turning over. Last weekend, their attack was initially horrible to watch, but once Jarome 
Luai started running to the line and using his footwork to straight the defence of the Eels, 
he was able to create opportunities out wide for his outside backs to turn into points, 
which they did consistently well.

The Tigers currently, and I know its only after two games, but ever so rarely does this ever 
get said that it makes it even more important to mention, are the best defensive team in 
the competition. If they are to truly turn things around, it starts with their defence and so 
far, they’ve looked more unified and solid in defence than at any time in recent memory.

Who to watch: For the Dolphins it’s young half Isaiya Katoa. He’s been brilliant already, 
running the ball plenty, mixing up his kicking game, getting through plenty of tackling also 
and largely playing a sole hand. If he can get some protection in defence and support in 
attack, especially from his outside men offering different ball-running line options, he can 
start to isolate edge defenders and create tryscoring opportunities. 

For the Tigers, Terrell May has been an absolute beast, racking up big metres, bending 
the line consistently, has fast play-the-balls and getting through plenty of defence. He is 
on a mission and playing powerful, magnificent footy. Jarome Luai was vastly improved 
last week against the Eels, especially in the second half, and looks very threatening on 
the right side. 

Favourite: The Dolphins at home and not being the holders of the last 3 wooden spoons 
has them as very slight favourites here, which considering all of that, probably is more of 
a criticism of them than anything.

My tip: The amount of improvement by the Tigers and how much improvement they have 
in them compared to the Dolphins suggests the Tigers might claim another scalp here. It 
won’t be clinical, but it will be as frustrating as it is entertaining. Tigers by 8.

The Knights have a chance to extend their unbeaten run to start the season to 3-0 
when they travel to the Gold Coast to face the Titans on Saturday night.

The Titans were unable to overcome a slow start against the Bulldogs last weekend in 
their first game of 2025, with a gallant fightback not enough as they fell 40-24.

It was reminiscent of past Titans teams, who have had more than enough firepower 
in attack to challenge the best teams in the NRL but lacked the defensive mettle and 
consistency to compete over 80 minutes.

The Knights, meanwhile, made it two wins on the trot as they cruised to a 26-12 victory 
over the Dolphins to build on a gritty, first-up 10-8 triumph over the Tigers.

In some ways it is hard to get a read on Newcastle given the level of opposition played. 
Both the Dolphins and Tigers weren’t expected to be challenging for the top eight this 
year, and the same goes for the Titans. 

But considering the upsets we saw in round two, including the way the Roosters and 
Warriors bounced back from heavy losses, the Knights do deserve some credit for their 
clinical display against the Dolphins.

While Kalyn Ponga, who currently sits on top of the Dally M Leaderboard, has been central 
to Newcastle’s early success this has been a far more balanced Knights attack in 2025 
with Fletcher Sharpe adding an extra element of speed in the halves to complement the 
steady Jack Cogger.

In terms of team news, the Titans will be without speedster Alofiana Khan-Pereira 
(hamstring), with Tony Francis into the side for his third NRL game while Iszac 
Faasuamaleaui joins the bench after Jaimin Jolliffe picked up a calf injury.

As for Newcastle, prop Leo Thompson (knee) and second rower Kai Pearce-Paul 
(suspension) are both unavailable, seeing Brodie Jones enter the front row and Adam 
Elliott start at lock, while Thomas Cant joins the bench. 

Who to watch: David Fifita was a notable bench warmer to start last week’s game, 
not getting onto the field until around the 50th minute when the contest was already 
effectively decided. An injury-interrupted offseason meant Titans coach Des Hasler was 
hesitant to give him too many minutes, while the flow of the game also made it hard to 
deploy Fifita at the right moment. But a genuine game-changer like Fifita, even if he has his 
deficiencies in defence, is exactly what the Titans need to break down one of the league’s 
better defensive units, at least early in the season.

As for the Knights, this could be a big game for former Titan Greg Marzhew. The hulking 
winger was at his devastating best with the ball in hand last week, running for 211 metres, 
including 81 post-contact, while breaking 10 tackles and he may be able to top those 
figures against a porous Titans defence that is particularly vulnerable in broken play.

Favourite: The Knights are well-backed to open the season 3-0 for the first time since 
2015.

My tip: All signs point to a Knights victory and based on Newcastle’s superior defence in 
the opening fortnight of the season, it is hard to argue with that logic. With that in mind, 
this tip is based more than anything else on what we saw in round two – that rugby league 
is rarely logical. Back at home, look for the Titans to have enough points to squeak home 
in a relatively high-scoring game. Titans by 4.

Polar opposites as rivals meet at Commbank.

The Parramatta Eels are at home for the second week in a row, playing host to the 
Canterbury-Bankstown Bulldogs this Sunday afternoon. The two sides find themselves on 
contrasting ends of the ladder after the opening two rounds, with the Eels still searching 
for their first win. Meanwhile the Bulldogs have had a great start to the year, but are now 
facing some early season injury hurdles.

Going down 32-6 to the back-to-back wooden spooners last week, it’s hard to see how 
things could get much worse for Parramatta. Despite the Tigers giving Parramatta plenty 
of opportunities and field position in the opening half an hour, the Eels looked hapless 
and were eventually rolled over as the Tigers gained confidence and momentum. The 
club was in the headlines all week due to half Dylan Brown’s signing with the Newcastle 
Knights, and Brown struggled yet again without Mitch Moses to put any pressure on the 
opposition’s defence. Fullback Isaiah Iongi, who has taken over following Clint Gutherson’s 
departure, is facing challenges finding his feet in such a crucial role. 

It’s halfback Ronald Volkman that pays the price for poor performance though, dropping 
into the reserves to make way for former Rabbitoh Dean Hawkins. The pressure will be 
on for the inexperienced spine, but with depth in the squad lacking, there may not be 
much that Jason Ryles can do in the way of team lists. Josh Addo-Carr returns from 
suspension, but somewhat surprisingly is named in the reserves for now. There’s no room 
for the experienced Ryan Matterson who joins Addo-Carr in the reserves. 

Meanwhile the Bulldogs are 2/2 and riding high in 3rd on the ladder. In their 40-24 win last 
week, it was their first half performance that took the game away from the Titans. Racing 
out to a 22-0 lead in their only back to Belmore game of the year, strong performances 
from Jaeman Salmon and Reed Mahoney lead the charge. Unfortunately, injuries to stars 
Matt Burton and Viliame Kikau have placed a dampener on the Bulldogs party.

Despite rumours that Stephen Crichton could shift into the halves as a Burton replacement, 
Cameron Ciraldo has opted with Bailey Hayward to partner with Toby Sexton in the 6 
and 7. As for Kikau’s back row jersey, Tupouniua is promoted to a starting spot with Kurt 
Morrin and Daniel Suluka-Fifita joining the bench.

The Eels have won fourteen of the last eighteen games between these two sides, although 
it was the Bulldogs who took the spoils in their most recent meeting.

Who to watch: Eels halfback Dean Hawkins was a try-scorer in Parramatta’s NSW Cup 
win last week over the Tigers, and he gets his opportunity in the top grade this week. 
Hawkins has spent the past four years at Redfern, making his debut in 2020 and having 
a career high of eight NRL appearances last season. The 26 year old is signed with the 
Eels until the end of 2026, so he will be wanting to grab this opportunity to impress coach 
Jason Ryles, especially since Dylan Brown is departing at the end of the year. With all 
this talk about who will replace Brown, maybe Hawkins can come in and prove that he 
deserves to partner up with Moses long term.

Bulldogs number nine Reed Mahoney kicked off his career at Parramatta, making a 
name for himself across five seasons before heading to Belmore in 2023. He has been an 
incredibly consistent asset for the Bulldogs, hardly missing a match across the past two 
seasons. The 26 year old racked up a try, try assist, 153 kicking metres, and 43 tackles last 
week against the Titans, and he will be aiming to tear up the middle again against his old 
club. Mahoney is 1 from 4 in NRL games against Parra.

Favourite: The Bulldogs are the bookies’ favourite to continue their winning start to 2025.

My tip: Eels have shown very little promise in their first two showings of the year, and I’m 
backing Canterbury to get on top early and put the foot down. Bulldogs by 26.

Evans out for the last twelve minutes of the game.

The Raiders, on the other hand, are now two from two, having opened up their home 
campaign with a wild and wonderful 32-22 win against the underwhelming Brisbane 
Broncos. The Raiders contained superstar Reece Walsh to 101 total running metres and 
four errors, something they will have to look to do this weekend against Manly and their 
superstar fullback - be it Tom Trbojevic, Tolu Koula or Lehi Hopoate come Sunday.
