EELS SECURE TOP 4 BERTH AS STORM GEAR UP FOR SUDDEN
DEATH

The Parramatta Eels have secured a top four berth for the first time since 2017, downing

the Melbourne Storm by 22-14 in a fiery match to kickoff Round 25 of the NRL Telstra
Premiership. It was billed as a finals dress rehearsal and with a lot on the line for both sides,
it was imperative to get off to a fast start this evening.

It was the Eels who punished the Storm for their poor handling. An NFL-style pass from

Jesse Bromwich was ruled forward and off the ensuing set, Dylan Brown showed and went,
ducking underneath an ineffective tackle by Nelson Asofa-Solomona to cross for the first try.
Melbourne's ill-discipline almost cost them immediately after Cam Munster's kick-off went out
on the full. Marata Niukore was ruled to be held up by Ashley Klein and the ensuing bunker
review failed to produce the angle to overturn the on-field decision.

Melbourne was up against it defensively for much of the first half, largely of their poor ball
control and ill discipline. NAS was placed on report again following a late tackle on Mitch
Moses. Parramatta was only able to add a penalty goal to extend the margin to eight when
Munster's short dropout just failed to break the plane. The Storm had some chances late in
the half but at the final moment, the movement failed when Justin Olam was thrown over the
sideline then Xavier Coates put the ball down with the line wide-open to go into the sheds
scoreless and down by eight.

The same problems reared their ugly heads for the Storm at the worst possible time. Another
cheap penalty inside Parramatta territory gave the Eels prime attacking opportunity. Just

a tackle after Shaun Lane was held up, great attacking shape from Moses and Gutherson
saw Will Penisini spin his way out of two tackles to score which gave the Eels a vital three
possession lead.

Melbourne were trying hard but ultimately the fatigue from last week's bone-crunching
encounter caught up with them, the mistakes and ill-discipline would be pulling Craig
Bellamy's hair out. Parramatta made light work of their opposition when Gutherson turned
provider with a lovely cut-out pass to Maika Sivo and the flying Fijian winger raced the best
part of 30 meters untouched to give the Eels an unassailable 20 point advantage. The Storm
built some momentum and off a ridiculous short drop-out, Harry Grant ducked under some
would be tacklers to avoid the duck-egg, Meaney missed a relatively simple kick and the
margin remained 16. Another penalty for a failed short dropout gave Parramatta a gift two
points and they'd prove decisive.

They'd prove decisive because Melbourne went on a scoring raid inside the final five minutes
bagging two tries, one to Meaney off a Munster show and go. The second was from Nofoaluma
stepping past some pedestrian Eels defence to set up a grandstand finish. But, Parramatta held
off the Storm's final charge to finish inside the top 4 for the first time since 2017, while the
Storm finish outside the second chance positions for the first time since 2014.

CANTERBURY END SEASON ON A HIGH IN A THRILLER

A late Matt Burton field goal has secured a stunning 21-20 comeback win for the Canterbury

Taupau crashed over for his team's third try of the match, in the 18th minute. DCE slotted his second
conversion of the night and the lead was extended to 16-0. Following these points, Manly developed
a case of the dropsies, with Davey putting it down twice while working it off his team's own line.
Canterbury just couldn't get their attack together despite the Sea Eagles constantly inviting them to
their own end, but Braidon Burns finally crossed the stripe in the 29th minute off the back of a six-
again call. Burton's first conversion of the night hit the post and bounced in, reducing his side's deficit
to 10 points. Joe Stimson dropped it as the Bulldogs attempted to work it off their own line following
points, gifting Manly their first attacking field position in a while. They couldn't convert it into points,
however, and just 5 minutes later the Bulldogs were back on the attack thanks to some good kicks
from Matt Burton. Off the back of a dropout, Zach Dockar-Clay dived over from dummy-half for his
first NRL try, and Burton nailed the conversion to make the half-time score 16-12 to Manly.

A 20/40 attempt that went out on the full from Dylan Walker early in the second forty allowed
Canterbury some field position, but time was then called off for a few minutes as Max King was
called off the field for a HIA. Following some confusion and communication between the sideline and
King, he remained on the field, with seemingly nobody understanding why the game was stopped
in the first place. Both sides had attacking opportunities to start the second-half, but it was Aaron
Schoupp who opened the scoring for the second period against the run of play. With Manly on the
attack, he plucked the ball out of the air and ran the length of the field to score a try in the corner
for Canterbury. Burton missed the conversion to keep the scores tied with 30 minutes still left in
the game. The game settled down quite noticeably following those points, with both sides going set
for set. A Manly penalty gave them some field position to work with, and they forced an error in a
kick contest to continue building pressure on the Bulldogs. A DCE grubber forced a dropout, and
Olakau'atu crossed for a try soon after off the back of another genius kick from his halfback.

Suddenly, momentum was back in the Sea Eagles favour. Making line breaks galore, they forced a
dropout with 10 minutes left on the clock, but Burton executed a short dropout perfectly, getting the
ball just over the 10m line and over the sideline. With Canterbury back with the ball, they needed to
find points to close Manly's four point lead. It was their halfback Kyle Flanagan who found the line in
the 76th minute. An error from Manly in the kick contest saw the ball fall perfectly for the Bulldogs,
and the scores remained level at 20 following Burton's unsuccessful conversion attempt. He made up
for it though, putting up a big bomb that the rookie Sea Eagle's fullback couldn't handle, and winning
a midfield scrum for his team 30m out from Manly's line with just two minutes left on the clock.

A perfectly executed 79th minute field goal from Matt Burton followed, and Canterbury took the lead
21-20. An attempted short kick-off from Manly was successfully defused by the Bulldogs, and they
ran down the clock to hold on and clinch the victory.

ROOSTERS DO THE DOUBLE IN ALLIANZ OPENING NIGHT

0On the stroke of half-time, another Sharks mistake proved to be costly when Nicho Hynes'
cut-out pass was intercepted by Dom Young. The flying Jamaican ran 95 meters to cross for
his thirteenth try of the season and with the ensuing conversion, it was a 12-12 score-line at
half-time. Off the kick-off to restart play, the Knights failed to recover it in the breeze and the
Sharks went straight back on the attack. Nicho Hynes delivered a short pass to Briton Nikora
and the New Zealand international collected his second and the Sharks hit the lead. An early
kick by Chris Randall rolled a touch too long, unfortunately for the Knights it led to more
points. The combination of Hynes and Matt Moylan found Ronaldo Mulitalo who had too much
pace for Hoy and it was 24-12 within the blink of an eye.

A bizarre series of events followed, Adam Clune dropped a regulation pass which was toed
ahead by Teig Wilton who raced away before being tackled by Tuala. From the ensuing play,
Hynes' pass was intercepted in spectacular fashion by Edrick Lee. The Knights were able

to roll up the field and it was Clune who turned into the provider with a spectacular show
and go before finding Young to cross out-wide. This reduced the margin to eight. Cronulla
re-established their dominance when Randall's pass was intercepted by Jesse Ramien who
ran 100m to score, but a missed Hynes conversion kept them within reach inside the final 20.

RAMPAGING RAIDERS THRASH TERRIBLE TIGERS

The Broncos were holding out for a miracle. That the Tigers could somehow not just beat the Raiders
but win by 54 points or more to close out a season which had seen the joint-venture reach new lows.

Instead, it was the Tigers on the wrong end of a lopsided scoreline, crashing to a 56-10 defeat, trailing
42-0 at halftime as Brett Kimmorley's side were booed off the field by the Leichhardt faithful.

Canberra then went 80 metres on the ensuing set as Xavier Savage snatched a Matt Frawley kick
and, as you would expect, the onslaught was just letting up. This time Zac Woolford split the Tigers
through the middle and linked with Fogarty in support as the score blew out to 42-0 after 34 minutes.

To their credit, the Tigers showed some rare resilience defending their own line to keep it at that
scoreline heading into the sheds.

The Raiders benched Fogarty, Josh Papalii and Joseph Tapine to open the second half while fullback
Savage (head knock) had to come from the field shortly after. Although he would later return. It
opened the door for the Tigers to win back some respect in the second half and they made the perfect
start as Daine Laurie burst onto an Adam Doueihi pass to score. The points kept coming for the home
side with Laurie involved once again, cutting it out to Starford To'a before Ken Maumalo dived over in
the corner.

Papalii and Tapine were brought back on in an attempt to halt the home side's momentum and it paid
dividends immediately, although it was Young who bumped off a few tackles to score in the 55th
minute. The tries were not coming as thick and fast as they were in the first, but the Tigers still could
not hold the Raiders out from extending their lead further. Next it was Papalii who beat four Tigers
defenders, using his footwork and size to power over and push the buffer out to 44 points.

The Raiders added an extra penalty goal in the only other points of the game, running out 56-10
winners to end their regular season.

Only one team will survive as Melbourne host Canberra

The 5th placed Melbourne Storm will host the 8th placed Canberra Raiders on Saturday eveningin
the first elimination final. With both teams fighting to keep their seasons alive, it will surely be an
intriguing battle.

Melbourne will be very disappointed to find themselves in this position. Losing two straight games
to finish the regular season and slipping out of the top four, the Storm are at risk of exiting in the
first week of the finals, a position they haven't been in since 2014. Their recent matches against the
Eels and Roosters were hard slogs, and may have taken a lot out of the playing group.

Injuries have had a major impact on Melbourne’s season this year, but fans will be relieved to

hear that their halfback Jahrome Hughes has been named to return this weekend. Hughes missed
his team’s round 25 clash due to calf tightness, with Cooper Johns filling in. Last weekend's game
against Parramatta wasn’t without its casualties, but despite injury clouds both Kenny Bromwich
and Nick Meaney have been named to take to the field. On Tuesday afternoon, Meaney was named
at fullback, however since Ryan Papenhuyzen's injury the position has mostly been played by
Queensland half Cameron Munster. Speculation around Munster’s contract situation has beenrrife
throughout the past week, with both his current club and The Dolphins vying for his services from
2024 onwards. However, it has been reported that he has put his contract negotiations on hold for
the upcoming finals series, and whatever position he plays in this Saturday there can be no doubt
about his importance to the Melbourne Storm. Playing his whole career at the Wests Tigers, David
Nofoaluma linked up with the Storm on a loan deal just a few months ago, and he will get his first
taste of finals football this weekend when he lines up on the wing. Nofa brought his NRL career try
tally to 99 last weekend, and he will be looking to bring up the century in the most important game
of his life this Saturday.

It was sheer willpower that the Canberra Raiders displayed in the final rounds of the regular season
that earned them a spot in the 2022 finals series. Seemingly destined to miss the top eight for the
second year running, the Raiders strung together a four game winning streak to end the home-and-
away season that saw them edge out the Brishane Broncos to eighth place. Winning by a combined
margin of 88 points in the last two weeks, the Raiders will be brimming with confidence prior to
their trip South. A stunning first half display at Leichhardt Oval last week saw a half-time score of
42-0, the way of the visitors. They have to keep that form going if they're going to continue their
run in the 2022 season. Unlike Melbourne, Canberra had the opportunity to rest players last week
following Brishane’s loss to the Dragons which all but sealed their finals spot. Raiders half Jack
Wighton and second-rower Elliott Whitehead were both late withdrawals from the last round, but
they will return from their rest for this do-or-die clash. They will certainly appreciate the week off
as the players who took to the field against the Tigers have just a six day turnaround, the shortest of
all the finals teams and a point of controversy.

The Melbourne Storm have won five of their last six clashes against the Canberra Raiders, and two
of their three finals matches played against them in the past five years.

Joining Melbourne at the beginning of the season, Xavier Coates has made
his mark. At just 21 years of age, and not even 50 games into his NRL career, he has made six
appearances for the Maroons over the past three years. Scoring 13 tries in 16 games this season,
Coates is signed with the Storm until 2026. He will be hoping for a spot in either the Kangaroos or
Kumuls come the World Cup at the end of the year.

After taking a year off from the game in 2020, Sebatian Kris has put in strong showings for Canberra
over the past two seasons. Playing the majority of matches this year as a starting centre, he'll line
up in that position for the ninth straight game this Saturday. With 25 tries out of only 42 career NRL
appearances, Kris will be hopeful of securing a spot in the Kiwi squad that will travel to England in
October.

The Melbourne Storm are the favourites to bounce back from a disappointing regular
season end and keep their season alive in front of their home crowd.

While Melbourne should get this one done, Canberra have shown in the past month that
they will not give up on their season without a fight. Melbourne by 2.

Surprise premiership dark horses face off

The two biggest surprise packets of the season face off on Saturday night and after 80 minutes, one
will only be a game away from a preliminary final. In reality though, Cronulla was always expected

to be afinals side, and potential top-four bolter, after shrewd off-season moves - headlined by Craig
Fitzgibbon's appointment as coach. Then of course there is utility-turned-halfback Nicho Hynes, a
Dally M favourite who has, along with the rejuvenated Matt Moylan, helped lead the Sharks to second
spot on the ladder.

Cronulla has been in fine form in the second half of the season, boasting an 111 record while its
defence in particular has been the cornerstone of the club’s success. The Sharks have become the first
side since the Storm of 2008 to enter the finals having averaged under 12 points per game conceded
in the second half of the season. As much as Cronulla has been criticized for its soft draw heading into
the finals, Fitzgibbon's men can only play what is in front of them and they have put away the lesser
sides with relative ease. It has earned the Sharks a home final and given their imposing record at
PointsBet Stadium (10-2), it would be hard to bet against Cronulla on Saturday. Last week's 38-16 win
over Newcastle’s was Cronulla’s sixth in a row, the first team it had achieved such a feat since 2018.

In team news, centre Siosifa Talakai has been named to play at this stage but could be in doubt after
suffering an ankle injury against the Knights. Fortunately for the Sharks they won't be sweating on
Dale Finucane (ribs), Will Kennedy (ankle), Toby Rudolf (knee) and Connor Tracey (concussion) - all
four will be fit to play. It sees Lachie Miller drop to 18th man and Matt Ikuvalu and Aiden Tolman join
the reserves while Cameron Mclnnes and Braden Hamlin-Uele vacate the starting team for the bench.

As for the Cowboys, they did what they needed to last week, easily taking care of the undermanned
Panthers 38-8 in afitting farewell to the Townsville locals - at least for the time being. It is always
atesting trip up north for any visitors and North Queensland will host another game at Queensland
Country Bank Stadium, regardless of whether it wins on Saturday or not. Home ground advantage
though will be particularly key for Cronulla this time around and the only way to try combat that is
for the visitors to get on the board early. After all, Cronulla has lost all four games this season when
trailing at halftime and have not done so coincidentally since a game with North Queensland back in
Round 19, 2019. That will be challenging though given the Sharks are great starters, having scored
the first try in 10 of their past 11 games.

Like Cronulla, North Queensland made a few key changes in the off-season, namely recruiting
premiership-winning halfback Chad Townsend. The move was much-maligned given how much it cost
but the former Shark has provided the youthful and dynamic Cowboys with composure and control in
attack. Inteam news, Coen Hess is back from suspension and replaces Jamayne Taunoa-Brown, who
drops out of the team. With exciting edge backrowers, a fearsome front row and crafty finishers out
wide, North Queensland has an all-round team capable of competing for the title.

The winner of Saturday’s match will book their spot in the preliminary finals while the loser will host
the victor of the game between the Roosters and Rabbitohs.

Cronulla has missed a bit of fire and intensity up front in recent weeks and will only
need it even more as the finals begin. Fortunately, the return of Toby Rudolf (knee) could be exactly
what the Sharks need. The 26-year-old is one of the best personalities in the game but matches his off-
field contributions with those on it, averaging 112 run metres this season to go with 20 tackle busts.
Rudolf may not be at full health though, telling AAP earlier in the week that it is “not a full normal
knee” but that his whole body is a bit knocked up, so it won't be something he won't be able to push
through.

As for the Cowboys, hooker Reece Robson has been one of their biggest success stories this year and
shapes as a finals X-factor ahead of September. Robson’s running game is electric and the 24-year-
old has quickly learned how to pick his time to unleash it. Against a Cronulla side that is resolute
defending its line, North Queensland may need something special and Robson is it.

The Sharks are slight favourites with the bookies for this one.
Honestly, there is not much outside of home ground advantage separating the two sides and

in the end that may just be enough for Cronulla to squeak home and book a spot in the preliminary
finals. Sharks by 2.

Easts win the battleground, can Souths win the war?

Arivalry dating back more than a century will round out the opening week of the finals as the Sydney
Roosters host the South Sydney Rabbitohs at Allianz Stadium.

Facing off in a high stakes rematch a week on from the opening of the new Allianz Stadium, the two
foundation rivals will be fighting to keep their grand final hopes alive with the loser bowing out of the
premiership race. Finishing the regular season in sixth position off the back of eight straight victories
leading into September, the Sydney Roosters earned the right to host Sunday’s elimination final
following a comprehensive 26-16 victory over the Rabbitohs last Friday.

Welcoming back Daniel Tupou, Joseph Suaalii and Victor Radley from injury, coach Trent Robinson
has been left to reckon with a potentially season-ending calf injury to star centre Joseph Manu. In the
absence of Manu, utility Adam Keighran has been elevated to the bench, ahead of specialist outside-
backs Kevin Naigama and Oliver Gildart, as cover for Drew Hutchison in the centres.

Winning 13 out of 21 finals matches during Robinson's tenure, the match will hold additional
significance for mid-season acquisition Matt Lodge, who will celebrate his 100th appearance in first
grade.

Winning nine of their final 12 matches to qualify for the play-offs in seventh position, the South
Sydney Rabbitohs will be banking on returning cavalry to reverse last week's ten-point loss.
Welcoming back Damien Cook and Campbell Graham at hooker and centre respectively, captain
Cameron Murray has been named to play despite sustaining a Category 1 concussion in the opening
moments of last Friday’s clash.

Holding a solid record over the Roosters with four successive victories prior to last week’s loss, coach
Jason Demetriou will be striving to come away with a win in his finals debut.

The Roosters and Rabbitohs have met three times previously in finals football during the NRL era.
The Roosters hold a 2-1 advantage with wins in the 2018 Preliminary Final and 2019 Qualifying Final,
while the Rabbitohs emerged victorious in the 2014 Preliminary Final.

The most influential factor in the Roosters bid to progress through to the semi finals
may prove to be the team declared by coach Trent Robinson one hour before kick-off. Electing to
use playmaker Drew Hutchison as a makeshift centre in recent weeks, the Roosters coach has come
up trumps, but, as history shows, selecting players out of position in finals football can have dire
results. Betting on the versatility of Ryan Matterson, ahead of a backline specialist, proved costly in
the preliminary final five years ago, while the decision to back rookie centre Paul Momirovski a year
later played a crucial part in getting the Tricolours into the premiership decider.

Sunday afternoon will serve as Latrell Mitchell’s first appearance in finals football since joining the
South Sydney Rabbitohs two years ago. Missing consecutive finals campaigns through injury and
suspension, the 25-year-old superstar has proven his class on the big stage repeatedly during his time
with the Roosters. Scoring a match-sealing four-pointer in his first final against Brishane and having
ahand in the try that gave the Tricolours back-to-back titles two years later, the Ferrari from Taree
will relish the opportunity to send his former teammates packing at the end of 80 minutes. Producing
16 try-assists and 79 tackles breaks in 14 appearances this season, Mitchell’s return to finals football
could be the difference in the Rabbitohs going one better this season.

The Roosters are expected to progress through to the semi finals at the expense of their
long-standing rivals.

The second of Saturday’s NRLW action in Melbourne sees a Broncos side that has bounced back to form
taking on the St George lllawarra Dragons who are looking to reaffirm their winning form after a big
loss last week.

The third and final NRLW match this weekend is a Sunday afternoon top 2 battle between the Sydney
Roosters and Newcastle Knights where a win will put either side clear on top of the ladder.

Coming off a big win, the Sydney Roosters will be confident in continuing their undefeated season
following their 34-6 victory over the St George lllawarra Dragons last weekend. The Roosters were in
agrind during the first half but in the second half they turned on the excitement as they raced away
from the Dragons running in 28 unanswered points.

The Roosters have been the form team of the competition with three big wins over the Eels, Broncos
and Dragons scoring at least 30 points across all three contests scoring 100 points across three
matches whilst only conceding ten. The defending premiers are looking hard to beat with a solid squad
continuing from last season.
