THE TRICOLOURS OPEN A REBUILT ALLIANZ STADIUM

By the time the first studs hit the turf of Allianz Stadium, it
would've been 1441 days since the Roosters last played a game on
Allianz Stadium, that night saw them eliminate their archrivals
South Sydney from the 2018 season. On Friday night, it could very
much be history repeating itself. But, as much as | want to dare to
dream about opening our new stadium in style, this story focuses

on the history of the Roosters and the surrounding area of Moore
Park.

The Eastern Suburbs District Rugby League Football Club (now
known as the Sydney Roosters) and the Moore Park precinct have
a historic history that dates back to the birth of Rugby League in
Australia. Eastern Suburbs (as they were then known) have called
this area home since 1908, back when they played out of the RAS
Showground which they'd play out of for fifteen seasons. Eastern
Suburbs had a successful stint at this founding rugby league
ground winning four premierships and three City Cup crowns.

But the facilities needed to be upgraded so the Roosters trotted
across the road to the Sydney Sports Ground. The Sports Ground
was unigue at the time as it was the only ground in Sydney that
ran east-west, which meant for 40 minutes you had to contend
with the afternoon sun in your eyes trying to catch the football
and trust me that was always a nightmare facing opposition
teams. The Roosters recorded their biggest ever win at the Sydney
Sports Ground on 18 May 1935, when they defeated Canterbury-
Bankstown 87-7 in a Round 6 clash of the 1935 season. Easts ran
in19 tries to one with Australian test centre Dave Brown scoring
45 points from 5 tries and 15 goals.

Easts would win their 5th premiership in 1935 while Brown would
go on to be the season's leading try scorer with 38 and leading
point scorer with 244. It also hosted the 1951 NSWRL Grand Final
with South Sydney easily accounting for Manly-Warringah playing
in their first ever grand final by a score of 42-14 in front of 28,505
fans, the smallest grand final crowd since 1944.

The attendances at the Sports Ground weren't a pretty sight for
Roosters supporters in the 1980’s with a combination of poor
facilities and the transit lounge era seeing crowds dwindle down to
record lows not seen since the war era of rughy league. With this
in mind and with Australia’s bicentenary approaching, the Sports
Ground was going to be demolished and replaced with a state of
the art stadium which would take Sydney into the 21st century. So
in 1986, the Roosters said goodbye to the Sports Ground for the
last time and finished on a good note downing Norths 21-14 with
Gary Wurth bagging a hattrick in the space of 21 minutes.

After a year away from Moore Park, the Roosters returned to
their new home, the $62 million dollar Sydney Football Stadium.
While on the outside, the stadium looked amazing, there was just
one major design flaw that would haunt the stadium for 30 years.
The noticeable lack of protective covering in case of rain, and on
opening night, you guessed it right it rained and rained as the
Roosters lost to St George 24-14. But after a while, rugby league
supporters had to put up with what they had and it was still a
world class facility to go and watch games at, even if they were
soaking wet.

I've got some fond memories of watching football at the old SFS,
seeing some big Rooster victories, tight ones, heartbreaking losses
and of course some smashing’s against us which left me wanting
to walk out at half-time. But | kept my word and never once left
the ground early before the full-time hooter, except for that one
occasion there was a mid-game thunderstorm which the lack of a
roof really made my family’s decision to go back home a lot easier.

After 30 years, the SFS had simply ran its course and delivered on
its investment, so it was fitting the Roosters got to say goodbye
with an epic preliminary final victory over the Rabbitohs in 2018
and after the ground becoming a political tug of war during the
2019 state election. Allianz Stadium 2.0 was being built at last.

So now, we're here. The Roosters have a brand-spanking new
stadium, and it looks the part. All | have to say is, hopefully the
roof's better than the last one. But we'll find out the answer on
Friday night.

It'll be a sold out crowd with a lot to play for on the run into the
finals. Enjoy the final round of footy and LET'S GO ROOSTERS!

EELS ENTERTAIN AS BRONCOS LEFT BRUISED

An attacking masterclass has seen the Parramatta Eels confirm a place in the finals with a
53-6 victory over the Brishane Broncos on Thursday evening.

Piling on nine tries in a contest that defied the standing of two top eight teams a fortnight out
from the finals, the Eels cracked the half century barrier for the first time since obliterating
the Broncos 58-0 in the 2019 elimination final.

The result puts the Broncos finals hopes in serious doubt with the side also facing an injury toll
with Adam Reynolds, Thomas Flegler, Kobe Hetherington and Brenko Lee all failing to complete
the match.

In a competitive opening which saw both teams unsuccessfully challenge decisions inside the
opening seven minutes, the Eels weathered early pressure on their own line to post first points
through Maika Sivo (10th minute) following a left side raid.

Losing Reynolds, playing his 250th NRL game, to a HIA minutes later, the Broncos night went
from bad to worse with Tom Opacic (16th minute) and Clinton Gutherson (19th minute) blowing
the score out to 18-0 in near equal time.

Posting a fourth try through Mitchell Moses (27th minute) midway through the half, the
Broncos temporarily stemmed the flow of points by capitalising on an error from the kick-off
with Lee (30th minute) touching down off a scrum play.

Capping a golden first half with Shaun Lane running a strong line to send Gutherson (36th
minute) over for his second, Moses slotted a disrespectful field goal to send the visitors to the
sheds up 31-6.

Restoring a degree of respectability after halftime with an improved defensive effort, the
Broncos showed remarkable grit on their line during a six-minute period before Isaiah Papali'i
(66th minute) crashed over to restore the avalanche of points.

Taking the score past 40 with Will Penisini (68th minute) pouncing on a kick, Opacic (77th
minute) did likewise to collect his second before a blockbusting run from Waga Blake (80th
minute) rounded out the 53-6 demolition.

Next week, the Broncos will face the Dragons at Kogarah on Saturday evening, while the Eels

will host the Storm next Thursday at CommBank Stadium in a contest that could determine a
place in the top four.

Top 4 spot on the line between two rivals

A place in the all-important top four is on the line between two rivals to kick off the final round of
the regular season, with the Parramatta Eels taking on the Melbourne Storm.

As | wrote last week, it's been a season riddled by inconsistency for the Parramatta Eels, but it
seems that they're hitting their straps at the right end of the season. Winning four out of their last
five with that blowout loss at the hands of the Rabbitohs appearing to be centuries ago now. With
adominant victory last start under their belts and their own destiny in their hands, expect the Eels
to be at their electric best.

Last weekend was the type of game you'd expect Parramatta to fall apart in, heavy favourites
against a Brishane side who's pride was completely tarnished six days before. But, the Eels were
electric putting the Broncos firmly under the blowtorch with a 47 point hiding. Their forwards
isolated Payne Haas and the rest of their dynamic pack did the rest. This week, they have to go

up against a Melbourne pack battered, bruised and defeated by the in-form Roosters last week.
Melbourne’s forwards will want a statement victory, the question is can Parramatta repel this
strong pack. Coach Brad Arthur has opted to make no changes after his side’s slaughter of the
Broncos, but don't be shocked if Ryan Matterson and Marata Niukore switch their positions as has
been the case in recent weeks.

Melbourne have been dominant all season, despite their heavy injury toll. Craig Bellamy's men are
primed for a deep finals run... that's what it seems. Although it could potentially be the first time
since 2014, that the Storm will have to play knockout footy every weekend should the result not go
their way on Thursday night.

Last weekend was one of the more brutal games of the season where the Storm were facing their
battle scars. Inreality, it's a game where Melbourne should’ve won and sealed their spot in the four.
But ultimately, the Roosters defence answered every call Melbourne had. If they're to cement their
second chance, their attack needs to be switched on from the opening whistle taking advantage

of any defensive inefficiency that comes up from the Eels and believe me, there’s a few that come
up from time to time. On the team front, Tom Eisenhuth will miss the remainder of the season

after being on the receiving end of an awkward tackle last week with Chris Lewis coming in on the
bench. Brandon Smith and Josh King switch places but knowing Bellamy expect the same switch to
happen an hour before kickofff.

With a spot in the top four up for grabs, all eyes are going to be focused on
Clint Gutherson. King Gutho as the home fans like to call him, he has been immense for the Eels
this season. In his 23 games, Gutherson has crossed the stripe 14 times, set up the same amount
and broken 68 tackles as well as running for over 150m a game on average. If Parramatta get the
victory on Thursday, expect the man in the number 1 jumper to have a lot to do with it.

He's been in the headlines recently for his on-field behaviour, but Nelson Asofa-Solomona is

one of the games premier forwards. With an intimidating frame that makes defenders shake in
their boots, NAS has broken 78 tackles and caused carnage with 33 offloads repeatedly putting
Melbourne on the front foot in attack. Add an average of 120m a game to that impressive stat sheet
and you have one of the game’s best forwards. Make what you want about the way he plays the
game, but he'll be the difference if Melbourne are to win.

Ahistoric night pitting two esteemed Sydney clubs in opposition will serve as a fitting conclusion to
the home-and-away season on Friday evening... and the Canterbury-Bankstown Bulldogs will host
the Manly Sea Eagles as well.

Closing out a much-improved season, albeit one filled with immense pain, the Canterbury-
Bankstown Bulldogs will have three triple-barrelled reasons to perform on home soil.

Celebrating milestone matches for Josh Addo-Carr (150 NRL appearances), Raymond Faitala-
Mariner (100 NRL appearances) and Jeremy Marshall-King (100 NRL appearances), the Bulldogs
will be aiming to finish the year in winning form following a run of poor performances throughout
August.

Failing to trouble the scoreboard attendant during last Saturday’s 16-0 shutout against the Sharks,
interim coach Mick Potter will welcome back Tevita Pangai Jr and Corey Waddell from reserve
grade and suspension respectively.

Losing their past seven meetings against the Sea Eagles, including a one-point defeat on the
northern beaches in the first month of the season, a win would see the side finish the year in 12th
position, while defeat could see the side fall as low as 14th.

Making his representative debut in the mid-year test against New Zealand,
the 23-year-old second-rower will be looking to move from the bench into the starting side on the
international stage. Holding the distinction as the leading forward for tackle breaks in the league,
look for Olakau'atu to run with fierce intensity in his final club appearance for 2022.

The Bulldogs are expected to deliver for their three milestone men.

Falling short of the finals is viewed by and large as a failure for most clubs. Given where the
Bulldogs have come from, 2022 has been a major step in the right direction.

The Tri-Colours take on the Myrtle and Greens in what shapes to be a glorious encounter between two
top 8 sides.

Both outfits have won 7 of their last 9 games and racked up a fair swag of scores in the process,
however it will be the Roosters coming into this clash with the better form, having won all of their
last 7 games.

The Easterners have scored 272 points in their last 7 games, a Dave Brown-esque 38.9 points per
game. Their stingy defence has conceded just over 12.5 points per game over the last 6 weeks. Their
stunning form change has seen them rise from a mid-season slump down to 10th and up into 6th place
where a pair of unlikely big wins could see them move into the top 4.

The Roosters back three of Daniel Tupou, Joseph Suaali’l and James Tedesco have scored 42 of the
teams 108 tries this year. 17 of those tries coming in the last 7 games, but amazingly, the two back
rowers of Nat Butcher and Angus Crichton have bagged 11 tries in the same period. The return of Luke
Keary has seen the Roosters attack really fire on the edges of the ruck and every side they've played
since his return have failed to combat it.

For the Bunnies, 5 of their last 6 games have been against top 8 sides, 4 of them against top 4 teams,
where they scored 2 good wins against Melbourne and the Cowboys and had two narrow losses

to Cronulla and Penrith. Those two losses are their only failures in 9 weeks and they can hardly be
described as failures.

It's no surprise that the brilliant form of Souths coincides with the return from injury of Latrell
Mitchell. He's been destroying sides of late and doing it comfortably. He’s also scored 94 points in
Souths last 9 games. Throw in Alex Johnston's amazing try scoring rate, where he has scored 14 tries
in the same period and immediately you have a seemingly automatic 14 to 18 points on the board for
Souths already.

Jaxson Paulo moves into centre, Siliva Havili remains at hooker and Peter Mamouzelos
replaces Kodi Nikorima on the bench.

Nat Butcher and Angus Crichton will be running at Cody Walker, Lachlan llias,
Isaiah Tass and Jaxson Paulo - the latter two have had a few issues with defence from time to time in
recent weeks, something the powerful Roosters edge attack will be trying to exploit.

Latrell Mitchell has been devastating since returning and he will be scheming a lot, especially towards
the wing of Johnston, which he does well and has landed the Bunnies plenty of points in recent weeks.

The battle of the big men in the middIe will also been tough and fascinating. Both sides are good at
making yardage through the middle and out of their own half, making for a great game of footy!

The game on Saturday will be of no
consequence to the top eight, and a recent resurgence has seen the Titans basically guarantee that
they won't win the dreaded wooden spoon.

Considering all this, one would think that we will see a game full of attacking flair, with caution
thrown to the wind by both sets of playmakers. It will be Stacey Jones' last game as interim coach
before remaining on the staff next year, while Justin Holbrook will be under immense pressure to turn
results around quickly in 2023.

Last week, the Warriors did what any bottom 8 team on a road trip to Penrith in Round 24 would do
and lost by a hefty margin. They started off well, scoring first and leading for around 20 minutes, but
once the Panthers got their first the floodgates started to open.

The Titans have won 2 of their last 3, and going on recent form it's clear that their attack isn't the
issue, scoring on average over 28 points per game. The reason they are where they are on the table
is their defence, which is nothing short of abysmal, conceding 27.5 points per game over the entire
SEASON, second worst only to their opponents on the weekend the Warriors.

The Warriors undoubtedly are a better side when playing at Mt Smart Stadium. They concede on
average 14 points less at home, while scoring just under 10 points more.

If anything, these stats should indicate that we are in for an entertaining affair on Saturday afternoon.
This game will mark Reece Walsh's final game as a Warrior, and despite not playing

in front of them much, he will be hoping to send out the Mt Smart faithful in style. There are still big
question marks over his defensive play as a fullback, particularly as the last line of defence, however

at his best he is a dynamic playmaker with the ability to create something out of nothing. Last week,
he showed a glimpse of both worlds, scoring a nice try to give the Warriors an unlikely early lead,
while also putting in some sub-par defensive efforts that led to opposition tries, finishing with the
final stats of 10 tackles and 6 missed-tackles as well as a line break assist and tackle break.

For the Titans, Beau Fermor has been an unsung hero for the majority of the season. His performances
did earn him a spot among the reserves in origin, and if he continues to improve at his current rate
you'd be a brave man to bet against him making his Queensland debut in the coming years. Last week
he scored yet another try, his 5th in the Titans' last four games, and did so by running an outstanding
line and burning the opposition fullback to go with 3 tackle breaks and 2 offloads. His usually sound
defence has taken a turn for the worse however, missing his most tackles in two consecutive weeks
(5and7).

The Warriors are 5.5 point favourites at the time of writing.
This is sure to be an entertaining affair full of points with not much defence. For me, the

home-field advantage will be enough to see the Warriors home against a Titans side who will have
one eye on the plane home to mad-Monday around the 50th minute.

8th on the line for Brishane as 9th and 10th face off

The Brisbane Broncos will travel to Kogarah to meet the Dragons in what could possibly be the last
game of both these teams' seasons. With a spot in the finals on the line for the Broncos, they'll leave
everything out on the field to attempt to steal eighth place back from the Raiders. The Dragons will be
hoping to give their fans some hope for 2023, with their campaign coming to a close this weekend.

Showcasing plenty of positive signs throughout the season, Brisbane have started to fall away in
recent times. With a top four spot well within sight just a few months ago, a horror past five games,
of which they have lost four, as seen them slip all the way to ninth. In the past two weeks they have
conceded a combined total of 113 points, while a loss to the Tigers in round twenty has proven to be
crucial.

Their performance last weekend was hurt by a number of injuries suffered by key players throughout
the match. Ending the game with just thirteen fit players, halfback Adam Reynolds was amongst the
first casualties, succumbing to a game-ending head knock early on.

Delouise Hoeter is the new face in
the centres, but the big news is Tyson Gamble’s return to the NRL side, with Ezra Mam being dropped
to the reserves.

The Dragons mounted an impressive fightback last weekend to edge the Tigers by two with Lomax
slotting a penalty goal with less than a minute to go. Nevertheless, their performance against a Tigers
side coming off a 66 point loss was disappointing at best. They showed plenty of fight however; down
by ten points at the break and having to play with twelve for twenty minutes of the first half.

The win means that they have now won two matches on the trot, and this weekend they have the
opportunity to go three straight for the second time this season. With Anthony Griffin's future at the
club somewhat uncertain, he will want his team to end the season on a high, and up against the club
that he used to coach, a lot will be on the line.

Not appearing in the first grade team for Brishane until round seven, Tyson Gamble
has since played eight matches this season in the NRL - a mixture of five-eighth and, more recently,
time off the bench. He played 28 minutes against the Titans in his most recent first grade game, and
coach Kevin Walters is taking a huge Gamble (I'm sorry | couldn’t resist) choosing him over young half
Ezra Mam. The pressure will be on him to make a big return to the NRL stage.

Sitting behind veteran Andrew McCullough in the pecking order for the majority of the season,
Jayden Sullivan has made eight NRL appearances this year, with only one of them being in the
starting hooker role. Thrown into the number nine jersey last weekend following McCulloughs’ injury,
Anthony Griffin has trusted him to keep that responsibility for the Dragons’ final game of the season,
despite McCullough being available for selection. He will be looking to show the Dragons why he
deserves a permanent spot in the first grade seventeen going forward.

The Brisbane Broncos are the favourites to win the two points away from home this
Saturday.

With their season on the line, the Broncos will step up and bounce back from a disappointing
couple of weeks. Brishane by 10.

Cowboys to end season with a bang against undermanned Panthers

The Cowboys will be looking to snap up second spot on the ladder with a victory on Saturday,
although the Sharks will bump them back to the third should they get up the day after. Given North
Queensland's strong record at home this year (8-3), it would be a significant boost for them to finish
second. Otherwise, they face travelling to Cronulla where the Sharks have won 10 of 12 games this
year or could even drop back to fourth if the Storm beat the Eels. If that was to happen they would
face the well-rested Panthers again off the back of two-straight losses, having gone down to the
Rabbitohs last week.

Tom Dearden has been named among the reserves and is considered an outside chance of suiting up
after suffering a ruptured testicle. For the time being, Scott Drinkwater has been named at fullback
with Hamiso Tabuai-Fidow filling it at five-eighth in place of Dearden. In the only other change for
North Queensland, Coen Hess misses the game through suspension with Reuben Cotter into the
starting line-up in his place while Griffin Neame joins the bench.

As for the Panthers, well, there are changes aplenty and a few debuts too.

Coach Ivan Cleary has rested most of the first-grade side, with Dylan Edwards, Brian To'o, Stephen
Crichton, Izack Tago, Taylan May, Jarome Luai, Moses Leota, James Fisher-Harris, Viliame Kikau and
Isaah Yeo missing along with the suspended Nathan Cleary and injured Api Koroisau (ankle) and
Spencer Leniu (shoulder). At this stage, Koroisau's ankle issue does not appear to be serious and

he should be fine to play in week one of the finals, although Leniu may be in more doubt with his
shoulder injury.

The Panthers field a new-look backline consisting of Charlie Staines at fullback, Sunia Turuva and
Christian Crichton on the wings and Robert Jennings and Tom Jenkins (debut) in the centres. Kurt
Falls and Sean 0'Sullivan pair up once more in the halves while Lindsay Smith and Matt Eisenhuth
are the starting front rowers, with Mitch Kenny captaining the side at hooker. Chris Smith and Scott
Sorensen (returning from a calf injury) are in the second row with 'maine Hopgood at lock as a strong
ball-playing option. The bench consists of crafty hooker Soni Luke, ex-Dragon Eddie Blacker and
debutants Liam Henry and Jack Cole.

Interestingly, the Panthers did not opt to rest any players in their final game last year against the
Eels, running out 40-6 winners on that occasion.

"There's a good argument, there are plusses for both | reckon," coach Cleary told reporters of the
decision.

"In many respects, since round 12 our team has been disrupted but we've been able to get on track
and win games. There's always a risk and that lands on my doorstep, I'm sure we'll go OK. | feel at this
time this is the best option for us to prepare for the first week of the finals."

Regardless of whether he plays in the halves or goes back to the bench, Hamiso
Tabuai-Fidow could be in for a big night against the understrength Panthers. If he starts, look for the
speedster to expose Penrith's inexperience on the edges. Tabuai-Fidow would find plenty of success
targeting Robert Jennings in the centres in particular given the speed mismatch.

As for the Panthers, this is Charlie Staines’ best chance to really press his claims - be it at Penrith or
arival club. Staines has been linked to a move away from the Panthers given he has fallen down the
pecking order and still capable of playing at NRL level. The 21-year-old struggled in his last game at
fullback, manhandled by a brutal Melbourne defence before being eventually hooked by coach Cleary
midway through the second half. It was hardly the kind of performance Staines needed if he was
trying to put himself in the shop window but Saturday’s game gives him another chance to impress.

The Cowboys are well backed to get the job done against the undermanned Panthers.
The Panthers may struggle to score points with so many new faces in the team and will find

it just as hard to hold the Cowboys out too. North Queensland should do this comfortably. Cowboys
by 18.

Starting the year with the false promise of optimism before slipping into a rut of mediocrity on and
off the field, the Newcastle Knights will be hoping to give their beleaguered supporters something to
hold onto during the off-season.

Winning a paltry six matches, including an all-time worst total of two wins at home, all year, coach
Adam 0'Brien will be looking to invoke former glories to inspire a response following last week's
dismal defensive showing in the 36-26 loss to the Titans.

Celebrating Old Boys Day, an annual celebration of former players to have represented the club,
Phoenix Crossland replaces Anthony Milford in the halves, while Chris Randall and Jack Johns join the
bench.

Eyeing off a qualifying final on home soil and a guaranteed second chance by virtue of finishing in the
top two, the Cronulla Sharks will be out to turn their late season surge into a genuine chance of lifting
the Provan-Summons trophy in a month’s time.

Falling one game short of a top eight berth last season, coach Craig Fitzgibbon has transformed the
boys in black, white and blue into a defensively resolute outfit, as evidenced by last Saturday’s 16-0
shutout over the Bulldogs.

Holding a dominant record over the Knights with nine wins from 13 meetings since 2015, including an
18-0 victory at PointsBet Stadium earlier in the season, Matt Ikuvalu has been recalled on the wing
with Dale Finucane included as part of the extended bench.

Standing up each week as Newcastle's best in a difficult campaign, hulking
winger Dominic Young will be out to push his claims for a World Cup call-up. Scoring 12 tries in 19
appearances during his first full season in the top grade, the 21-year-old could earn a place in Shaun
Wane's England squad off the back of his efforts with the Knights

Guaranteed to play with Jamaica if overlooked for England, Young will have his sights set on giving
long-suffering Novacastrians reason to smile at the end of a season to forget.

Enjoying a career resurgence 12 months on from the most harrowing moment of his playing career,
Andrew Fifita will be out to cement his standing as big-game player on the eve of the finals. Suffering
afractured larynx against the Knights in Redcliffe last season, the 31-year-old premiership hero has
averaged 65 metres and 14 tackles in 23 minutes of action predominantly off the bench.

Locked in a tussle alongside fellow veteran Aiden Tolman and emerging prop Royce Hunt for a place in
Craig Fitzgibbon's best 17, look for Fifita to leave nothing is reserve on Sunday afternoon.

The Sharks are expected to finish the regular season with six straight wins - despite
losing their past three visits to Newcastle.

The Knights have hosted the Sharks three times previously on Old Boys Day with the visitors
holding a narrow 2-1 advantage. Expect that advantage to grow at the end of 80 minutes on Sunday
afternoon. Sharks by 12.

Leichhardt plays host as Canberra look to cement remarkable finals berth

On the fourth of September, Father’s Day, 2016, the Wests Tigers hosted the Canberra Raiders at
Leichhardt Oval with eighth place on the line. This Sunday, exactly six years later, the final game of
the NRL regular season will see the same fixture, except this time it's the Raiders playing for a spot
in the finals.

In round 26 of 2016, it was the Raiders who ended the Tigers finals dream, winning by an impressive
42 points. Despite all but securing the spoon for 2022, the Tigers will be eager to exact revenge on
Canberra for that fateful afternoon, and give their home supporters some hope heading into 2023.

After finishing tenth last year, and sitting in eleventh less than two months ago, the Raiders are on
the verge of an unlikely finals berth. Going through plenty of hardships this season, most notably
the suspension of their coach Ricky Stuart, the Raiders will expect themselves to seize this chance
to return to finals foothall.

Canberra will come into this one with lots of confidence and momentum. With their season on the
line, the Raiders have put together a three match winning streak over the past month, pulling off
narrow wins over the Dragons and the Knights, as well as piling on the points against Manly last
weekend. They've shown plenty of grit, but they can't afford to become complacent now, with the
Broncos breathing down their necks. Nick Cotric is back following a groin injury, and Albert Hopoate
is out of the seventeen. Zac Woolford remains starting hooker, with Tom Starling on the bench.
Charnze Nikoll-Klokstad is named in the reserves as he hopes to play one final NRL game with the
Raiders before he moves across the ditch for the 2023 season.

The Wests Tigers' ‘anti-dynasty’ of the past decade has been a long and painful one, especially for
their fans. Since 2011, the Tigers have never progressed past the regular season, and this season
they appear to have hit rock bottom. Following the mid-season sacking of Michael Maguire, the
appointment of interim coach Brett Kimmorley has seen no positive change in the team.

But despite this terrible period for the club, they have never, not once in their 24 year history as a
joint venture, finished last. Now they find themselves in 16th, two competition points behind the
Titans, and significantly behind in for & against. To avoid the dreaded spoon, the Tigers will need to
run in an unlikely huge score, and hope that the Titans get beaten comfortably when they meet the
Warriors on Saturday.

The Tigers are on the dawn of a new era, supposedly, with Tim Sheens taking the reins of the
club before Benji Marshall takes over the top job in 2025. There is plenty of uncertainty around

Not getting a shot at starting fullback until round twelve, Xavier Savage has
managed to hold off an injury-ravaged Charnze Nicoll-Klokstad to hold onto the number one jersey
for the back end of the season. After a long-term shoulder injury ruined his season in 2021, Savage
has shown the NRL world what he can do this year. Having recently signed a contract extension with
Canberra until the end of 2025, he will want to cement himself as the club’s long term fullback.

Tigers halfback Jock Madden has been in the news a lot this week. Reports are suggesting that he
will leave the club at season's end, with Canterbury, Penrith, and the Dolphins all showing interest.
He has been with the Tigers since 2019, making his NRL debut in 2021 and appearing regularly this
season in the first grade side. Madden has shown a lot of potential over this time, and at just 22
years of age, there is plenty of time for the right club to uncover it. He'll want to put on a show in
what will likely be his last game for the Wests Tigers.

Canberra Raiders are the comfortable favourites to beat the Tigers at Leichhardt this
Sunday

With nothing to play for, and heading into the game as massive underdogs, it would be a

very Wests Tigers thing to do to pull off an upset this weekend, a few weeks too late to avoid the
spoon. Tigers by 8.

History will be made on Friday night when the Sydney Roosters and St George lllawarra Dragons
become the first sporting event to take place at the brand-new Allianz Stadium in a grand final rematch.

Saturday's NRLW action heads to Moreton Daily Stadium in Redcliffe for an all-QLD battle when the
Brishane Broncos take on the Gold Coast Titans in what could be a season defining match for both
sides.
