A thrilling final round of NRLW awaits with everything but last 
place up for grabs.

The Dragons are currently in the box seat to prevent Brisbane from 
finishing minor premiers for the first time since the NRLW was 
inaugurated in 2018. The Eels, Titans and Roosters are fighting 
tooth and nail for 3rd and 4th spots - and if all the cards fall the 
right way, 2nd may even open up for one of those sides. It's going to 
be an intriguing weekend. Even better - the NRLW is expanding in 
2023 and 2024 - see page 45 for details.

In the meantime, the NRL is a pretty close-run thing after two 
rounds this year. Already the winning margins across the opening 
16 games are well down on last year - and while time will tell if this 
is a blip or a new trend - it's good to see plenty of competitive footy.

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CLOSERTHANEVER?
We're only two rounds in, but has the ship sailed on blowout scores?

What a difference (the patrial reversal of) a rule change 
makes, hey?

Over the off-season, in response to strong feedback from fans 
and players about teams taking advantage of the six-again 
rule to pin teams in their own halves, the NRL made the call 
to reintroduce penalties for ruck infringements when such an 
incident occurs in the defensive 40m.

While we're only 16 matches into the season, it looks like the 
impact is already fairly obvious. 

AVERAGE WINNING MARGIN - ROUNDS 1 and 2

So, acknowledging the small sample size, we can already see a 
40% reduction in winning margins.

But the data also tells us something else. Teams aren't loading 
up scoring once they get a head of steam up - which in turn 
keeps their opponents in with a sniff longer and in turn, 

fans tuned in. Even one of the season's biggest wins so far - 
Penrith's 28-6 opening night triumph over Manly - could've 
been so much more.

After two rounds in 2022, only one team has cracked 30 
points - Parramatta in their high-scoring 32-28 win over the 
Gold Coast. And the bulk of those points were scored before 
halftime.

By contrast, the 30 point barrier was cracked no fewer than 
five times in the first two rounds last year.

Another telling factor is the differentials on the NRL table. 
After two rounds last year, the Roosters and Panthers were at 
+76 and +52 respectively. Now we see the top two teams - the 
Knights and Panthers - are only +36 and +26. Similarly, there's 
a big reduction at the bottom (albeit with the same two clubs!). 
Last year the Tigers and Manly had conceded enough to sit at 
-52 and -56, this year that's down to -32 and -36.

Sure, there are plenty of other factors which could play 
into this apparent reduction in blowouts already. But from 
watching the 16 games played to date, there's every indication 
this season might just be closer than we've seen in some time.

GOLD COAST CLAIM DERBY HONOURS IN HIGH-
SCORING NRLW WIN
A brilliant see-sawing game produced the highest-scoring 
NRLW game yet but more importantly, a loss to the Broncos as 
the Titans took out the first women's SEQ derby 28-26.

The Titans got off to a brilliant start, off the back of a 40/30 
kick by Cobie-Jane Morgan. In the ensuing set, Stephanie 
Hancock just strolled through human bodies to score a 
powerful try Brianna Clark converted from in front.

The Titans scored again from their next set when Shaniah 
Power produced a great draw and pass, creating space for 
Hailee-Jay Maunsell who made a break down the left touchline, 
before she executed a perfect pass after drawing Hayley 
Maddick, finding Evania Pelite inside, who raced away for a 
great try. Clark added the extras again and after 8 minutes, the 
Titans lead 12-0.

The next five minutes saw the Broncos work their way back 
into the game and in the 14th minute, a nice passing movement 

started by Ali Brigginshaw eventually saw Amy Turner get a 
good ball to her winger and Hagiga Mosby who crashed over in 
the corner for a good try. Lauren brown failed to convert.

The Broncos fightback continued when Brown, at dummy half 
and 5 metres from the Titans line, ran left towards the posts 
then dumped the ball right to Chelsea Lenarduzzi who ran 
into a massive gap to score to the right of the posts. Brown 
converted.

The Titans hit back in the 30th minute after Tiana Raftstrand-
Smith and Georgia Hale were both held up over the line by the 
Broncos defence, before Shaniah Power bashed and barged her 
way through 5 defenders and a goalpost to score a strong try. 
Kimiora Breayley-Nati converted from in front.

The Broncos then scored 2 tries in the final 3 minutes of the 
game to take the lead at halftime. Tarryn Aiken put Kaitlyn 
Phillips over for a clever try on the left side, which Brown 
converted and then right on halftime, off the back of a scrum, 
Brigginshaw sent Shenae Ciesiolka through a gap to score on 
the right side. Brown was unable to convert from out wide. At 
halftime, the Broncos remarkably lead 20-18.

The Titans opened the scoring 4 minutes into the second half 
when Jasmine Peters received the ball wide on the right, where 
she passes to Karina Brown, who recognised she had run out 
of space, so she ran back infield, looked around for support 
before passing to Peters on the wing who dived over in the 
corner to score.  Breayley-Nati failed to convert from touch.

In the 48th minute Aiken dived over from dummy half to score 
a very soft try. Brown converted to give the Broncos a 4 point 
lead.

With 10 mins remaining in the game, the Titans scored a 
brilliant try to level the scores when Karina Brown sent a 
no-look pass back infield as she was going into touch and 
surrounded by Broncos defenders. The ball landed perfectly 
into the waiting hands of Peters who scored. Clark was unable 
to convert from out wide.

With just 3 minutes left in the game, the Titans received a 
penalty 32 metres from the Broncos line and Brianna Clark 
kicked the penalty goal to give the Titans the lead and then 
win in a highly entertaining contest.

The Sydney Roosters have kept their NRLW finals hopes alive 
thanks to Zahara Temara's match-winning field goal helping 
them to a 19-18 victory over the Parramatta Eels in Newcastle.

A quick start for the Roosters got the game underway when 
Brydie Parker was able to cross after Raecene McGregor's kick 
couldn't have bounced any more perfect for the Roosters and 
Parker was able to score untouched.

A second try inside ten minutes stunned the Eels when Mya 
Hill-Moana had too much strength from close range to get over 
under the posts and after Temara's second conversion of the 
afternoon, the Roosters lead 12-0.

History beckons for the Red V against a desperate Roosters

Both teams will be desperate to win Saturday's stand-alone contest at Kogarah's Netstrata 
Jubilee Stadium - but for very different reasons.

St George Illawarra - playing their first competitive NRLW match at the club's spiritual home 
- sit on top of the table after a record-shattering flogging of Newcastle on Saturday, and a 
win (preferably a big one) will secure the minor premiership for them. If they can hold off 
their nearest challengers - Brisbane - it will be the first time the Broncos haven't finished the 
NRLW premiership season in first place.

The Dragons look to be boosted by the return of Talei Holmes, who has missed three straight 
games with a hand injury sustained in Round 1. Her return pushes Kody House to the bench, 
while Dymock and Williams both return to the interchange themselves after missing out 
last week. Renee Targett, Aliti Namoce and Alexandra Sulusi drop to the reserves.

The Tricolours' path to the finals is a much darker one. They first need a win on Saturday, 
then need at least one of the Titans or Eels to lose to ensure a smooth path into the top four. 
If those two clubs both win, then it will come down to differential, of which the Roosters' is 
the worst of the three clubs vying for those last two spots in the top four.

The good news for the Roosters is the return of star centre Jess Sergis, who will face off 
against the Dragons for the first time. Brydie Parker moves back to the win and Yasmin 
Meakes shifts to the forward pack.

NRLW action heads to Suncorp Stadium for the first time in three years on Sunday afternoon 
for the double header where the Gold Coast Titans will look to build on their victory last 
weekend when they take on the Newcastle Knights who are looking for their first win of the 
season.

Last weekend, the Titans surprised many when they were able to take out the first NRLW 
Queensland Derby last Saturday afternoon when they scored a 28-26 victory over the 
Brisbane Broncos handing their local rivalries their first defeat of the season.

The Titans had mixed their form leading into the contest last Saturday with just the one 
victory coming a fortnight ago against the Roosters before falling to a 28-14 against 
Parramatta.

The final NRLW regular season match is the second of Sunday’s double header where the 
Brisbane Broncos play their first game on home soil since 2018 when they play host to the 
Parramatta Eels at Suncorp Stadium.

Suffering their first defeat of the season last week, the Brisbane Broncos fell to a surprise 
28-26 defeat against Queensland rivals the Gold Coast Titans at Cbus Super Stadium. The 
Broncos started slowly but were quickly able to get level with the Titans and the two sides 
went tit for tat through the first sixty minutes. 

Ill-discipline hurt the Broncos during the game and it was that ill-discipline that also cost 
the Broncos when a penalty for a strip gave the Titans a match winning penalty goal that 
was kicked and Brisbane fell to their first defeat of the season and ultimately fell to second 
on the ladder after the Dragons big win on Sunday.

The Broncos have gotten a big boost for their clash this weekend with Tamika Upton, Millie 
Boyle and Emily Bass all returning to the line-up after being ruled out last week with Hayley 
Maddick returning to the bench. Amber Hall also returns to the second row with Tallisha 
Harden dropped to the bench.

Another side who started slowly last weekend was the Parramatta Eels who hard to come 
from 12-0 down when they fell to a heartbreaking 19-18 defeat to the Sydney Roosters last 
week.

BUTCHER BAGS A BRACE IN BATTLE OF THE

HYNES THE HERO AS SHARKS SEAL 
HOMECOMING WIN IN STYLE
With just under a minute remaining on Saturday night, it 
looked like the Cronulla Sharks would be condemned to a 
familiar fate. 

Too often in past years, the Sharks had scored more tries than 
the opposition but goal-kicking had let them down and it was 
almost the case again. But the new face of the franchise, Nicho 
Hynes, threatened late and kicked the game-winning goal as 
the Sharks celebrated a thrilling 18-16 win over the Parramatta 
Eels.

Dragons and Sharks look to build on modest starts to the year in rivalry match

Both of these sides have begun this season relatively well. The Dragons in particular 
wouldn’t be dissatisfied with their first two matches; a convincing win over the Warriors 
followed by a close loss to the defending premiers, especially considering they were 
favoured for the wooden spoon early in the pre-season.

The Sharks have also gone 1-1 to start the year, and they’ll be disappointed they aren’t 
among the remaining undefeated sides when you note that their Round 1 loss came due to 
conceding a try in the dying minutes while up by 1 against the Raiders, a side which has 
since lost handily to the Cowboys.

Disregarding all preconceived ideas about these two teams before a (regular season) ball 
was kicked, they both appear to be of similar quality in terms of quality of football played. 
Both have new look spines that have shown some teething problems as well as potential 
to hang with more superior opposition, the Sharks leading the league in line-breaks and 
tackle breaks (14 and 78 respectively), while the Dragons big men have been laying a good 
platform, the team currently sitting at 4th for post-contact metres (1237).

Games between these two local rivals are usually close as well, the last 10 being decided 
by an average of 8.6 points, even while accounting for a 20-point outlier in 2018. This 
game shows no signs of being any different, with both teams having relatively tough 
draws coming up. The Dragons have 4 tough games against the Eels, Rabbitohs, Knights 
and Roosters after this, while the Sharks have 3 against the Knights, Tigers, Storm and Sea 
Eagles.

All factors considered, this match on Thursday Night should be an absolute beauty, it’s an 
important game for two evenly matched teams who also happen to be fierce rivals. Sign me 
up.

In team news, Andrew McCullough is out with an elbow injury, replaced at hooker by Moses 
Mbye, who is promoted from the bench. Jackson Ford and Jack Gosiewski replace him and 
George Burgess, who has been left out of the 17 but is still in the 24-man squad.

For the Sharks, Ronaldo Mulitalo is out with a head knock, meaning cult figure Matt 
Ikuvalu will make his second start on the wing for the Black, White and Blue. Teig Wilton is 
suspended, meaning Talakai will start and Trindall is included on the bench.

WHO TO WATCH: For the Dragons, it’s Ben Hunt. The over-hated halfback was again among 
the Dragons best last week, coming up with a try-assist and 367 kicking metres on 14 kicks. 
However, it was his running game and defence that was what stuck out. He ran 26 times 
for 154 metres (second most on the team), while making 17 tackles for only one miss. His 
running game in particular is of real intrigue, Hunt appears to be committed to using it to 
evolve his game further; the last two years he has averaged over 100 metres on the ground, 
while in his previous 12 years as a first grader his highest average was 76. With Andrew 
McCullough missing, Hunt could easily shift to hooker at some point during the game, at 
which point his already improving running game could have an even larger effect on the 
outcome of this one.

It's hard to go past keeping an eye on the Cameron McInnes revenge game for the Sharks. 
Returning from a torn ACL last week, McInnes played limited minutes in the Sharks win 
over the Eels, and he has been named to come off the bench again this week, however how 
large a role he ends up playing for the Sharks remains to be seen. The Dragons will be all too 
familiar with what to expect from McInnes, he’s an absolute workhorse in defence who will 
also roll his sleeves up for the hard carry coming out of his own end, while also possessing 
enough skill to be a genuine threat to the defence close to the line. The Dragons will be 
keen to show him his decision to leave was the was the wrong one, while for McInnes it will 
naturally mean that much more coming up against the team he played 91 matches for.

FAVOURITE: The Sharks are favoured by 1.5 over the Dragons in this one, the lowest 
handicap of the round.

MY TIP: This is a genuine toss of the coin. I wouldn’t be surprised to see it go either way, 
but I am leaning towards the Dragons in their first home game. The Sharks were up for their 
first game at Pointsbet Stadium since 2019 last round and I expect a slight letdown game 
from them following that. The Dragons on the other hand will be keen for redemption after 
coming oh so close against the Panthers last week. Dragons by 4.

It hasn’t been the start to the season that either team was after. Both the Wests Tigers 
and the Warriors and 0-2 after their first two matches, but one of these teams will leave 
Campbelltown Sports Ground on Friday night with their first win of the season.

It was a very poor weekend for the Wests Tigers who were expecting to compete with the 
Newcastle Knights after falling short against the Melbourne Storm due to some Jahrome 
Hughes brilliance in the opening week. However, the Tigers were on the back foot from 
the get-go conceding in the third and eighth minutes of the match. It didn’t get any better 
throughout the afternoon for the joint venture as the errors piled up. The Tigers finished 
with an incredible 18 errors compared to just the seven from their opponents on the 
weekend. Not only were they coughing up possession, but when the Tigers had the ball, they 
struggled to threaten the Knights defence and overall lacked direction. If the Tigers play like 
they did on Sunday, they’ll be staring at three losses to open the season. One positive note 
for the Tigers is that they did play well against the Melbourne Storm in the opening round 
and a return to that type of performance will give them a good chance of winning on the 
weekend. This type of inconsistency is what we’ve come to expect of the Wests Tigers over 
the past few seasons.

With Jackson Hastings set to miss Friday night’s clash due to suspension, who ran for the 
most metres of any Tiger on the weekend, they’ll be looking to Luke Brooks to take on the 
line and direct the team around the park. Brooks has his critics, but hopefully the 27-year-
old can guide his side to their first win of the season. Joining Hastings on the sidelines, 
Kelma Tuilagi misses out after failing his Head Injury Assessment on Sunday afternoon. Jock 
Madden and Luke Garner will start in their place. Jacob Liddle returns from injury, pushing 
Jake Simpkin to the bench. Skipper James Tamou returns to the starting side with Alex Twal 
moving the bench which pushes both Alex Seyfarth and Thomas Mikaele out of the 17.

The Warriors fell agonisingly short against the Gold Coast Titans after an intense opening 
half which saw 34 of the total 38 points scored on Saturday afternoon. The Warriors, like 
their opponents on Friday, conceded the first two tries of the match during the first 15 
minutes. This included a try in the first minute to Beau Fermor after some brilliance from 
AJ Brimson. The Warriors were able to finish the second half well and finished the first 
half with a two-point lead. However, Phillip Sami’s try in the 57th minute was enough to 
hand the Warriors the loss. The Warriors defeated the Tigers on both occasions during the 
2021 season and will look to continue this run of form against the joint venture on Friday 
night. Forwards such as Addin Fonua-Blake and Josh Curran will be a handful for the Tigers 
defence after barnstorming games on Saturday. Fonua-Blake finished with 186 metres from 
14 carries and Curran compiled 152 metres from 16 carries. This Warriors pack will look to 
get on top of the undisciplined Tigers side, and this’ll allow Reece Walsh and Chanel-Harris 
Tavita to cause havoc against a back-peddling Tigers defence. Walsh, in particular, enjoyed 
his outings against the Tigers last season and will be hoping for more of the same come 
Friday night.

The only change to the Warriors line up from Saturday afternoon is Kodi Nikorima returning 
into the side for Ash Taylor who is only expected to miss the one match with a hip injury.

WHO TO WATCH: This week’s individual battle is between one of the best front rowers in 
the game and a player five years his junior. The Warriors Addin Fonua-Blake has been one 
of the best front-rowers in the game over the past four season and has seriously impressed 
since joining the Warriors last season. The 26-year-old has had a blistering start to the 
season racking up 337 run metres, six tackle breaks and two line breaks throughout the 
opening two weeks. Fonua-Blake has consistently averaged approximately 160 run metres 
over the past four seasons and will be a handful for the Tigers defence in the middle of the 
park. One of his opposing front rowers is Stefano Utoikamanu who has only appeared in 
26 NRL fixtures to date. The 21-year-old has big wraps on him and for good reason as he 
compiled 120 metres and 28 tackles in their round one clash against the Melbourne Storm. 
Utoikamanu had a disappointing outing on the weekend, as most Tigers did, compiling just 
44 run metres from a measly six carries. The Parramatta junior will be looking to turn his 
form around this weekend against a forward pack containing the likes of Fonua-Blake, 
Matthew Lodge and Josh Curran.

FAVOURITE: The Warriors are favoured to come away as victors after two solid 
performances to start the season, despite both being losses. The Tigers are coming off 
an awful performance on Sunday which may be a reason to why the Warriors are clear 
favourites. The Warriors also knocked off the Tigers twice last season.

MY TIP: Despite the two losses, the Warriors have gone down in a respectable fashion, 
unlike their opponents who have copped a berating on social media after their awful 
performance against the Newcastle Knights on Sunday. The Tigers could win if they arrive 
ready to take it to the Warriors, but with the Tigers it’s hard to know what team will rock up 
on the day. I’ll take the Warriors in this one. Warriors by 8.

Little has gone right for the South Sydney Rabbitohs in the opening two rounds of the post-
Adam Reynolds era.

The hope though is that one of the league’s oldest and fiercest rivalries will change all of 
that.

While the Rabbitohs were always expected to somewhat regress this year, few people were 
anticipating the drop in form to be this stark. 

Lachlan Ilias is still growing into his role at halfback and needs time to do so, although it 
almost looks like Cody Walker and Latrell Mitchell are overcalling the rookie at his expense. 

As much as it makes sense to have the team’s two most confident ball-players demanding 
the ball in prime field position, that won’t allow Ilias to grow and learn if he makes mistakes. 

Regardless, opposition teams will easily work out where the ball is going, only further 
incentivising the need to get Ilias more involved.

The challenge for South Sydney, and more specifically Mitchell, will be playing will 
controlled aggression ahead of what is sure to be quite an emotionally-charged clash. 

Of course, the last time these two sides met Mitchell came under scrutiny and was 
subsequently suspended for a high shot that broke Joey Manu’s jaw. 

Roosters fullback James Tedesco spoke earlier this week about the need for his side to 
control its emotions, guilty in the past of losing that battle and in turn the game itself. 

Fortunately for Trent Robinson’s men they find themselves in a very different situation to 
the Rabbitohs, coming off a 26-12 win over the Sea Eagles. 

There are some injury concerns for the Roosters, although Connor Watson is expected to be 
fit to play despite appearing to pick up a shoulder complaint last week.

Elsewhere, Sitili Topouniua (head knock) and Joey Manu (knee) are also expected to be fit 
to play. 

For South Sydney, the experiment in the centres is over with Taane Milne filling the void 
left by Dane Gagai and Jaxson Paulo back to the wing while Cameron Murray is back in the 
starting line-up. 

WHO TO WATCH: For the Rabbitohs, look for Keaon Koloamatangi to wreak havoc on the 
edges. Sam Walker and Luke Keary are magicians with the ball in hand but both targets 
in defence and South Sydney will know it. Should the Rabbitohs be able to isolate either 
playmaker in the defensive line, early ball to Koloamatangi will do the trick given how hard 
he is to stop at full tilt.

Elsewhere, South Sydney will need to keep a close eye on Angus Crichton once he gets on 
the field. Crichton, like Koloamatangi, is a tough man to take down and will be even harder 
to defend coming off the bench. It makes sense to have the Blues forward on the interchange 
given it will keep him fresh and ready to inject against tired South Sydney forwards.

FAVOURITE: The Roosters are well-backed to make it a 0-3 start to the season for last year’s 
grand finalists.

MY TIP: This occasion may be exactly what the Rabbitohs need to lift and finally snag their 
first win of the season. There is not a whole lot of logic behind this tip given what South 
Sydney dished up in the first 65 minutes last week. But maybe, just maybe, the challenge of 
facing their bitter rivals will bring the best out of the Bunnies and in particular their forward 
pack. Rabbitohs by 10.

Penrith and Newcastle battle it out to go 3 from 3

Bathurst’s Carrington Park will host a 1st v 2nd clash for the first time when the undefeated 
reigning premiers Penrith meet the Newcastle Knights this Saturday. The Penrith Panthers 
have been taking a home game out to Carrington Park every year since 2014 (with the 
exception of 2020), and have built a strong supporter base in the city. The 3pm afternoon 
kick-off should bring with it a packed crowd hoping to see their team go 3 from 3 to start the 
season.

Penrith will be feeling quite lucky to still be undefeated this season after they were held to 
zero in the second half last week against a spirited Dragons side. While they managed to 
hold on, it shows that they aren’t just going to have their wins handed to them. A first half 
double from 100 gamer Viliame Kikau put Penrith on top early, and despite a late test they 
can hold their heads high after a very strong start to the season, especially without their 
star halfback Nathan Cleary.

Penrith will be hoping that this is their last game without their halfback until the Origin 
period at least, with Nathan Cleary expected to return in Round 4. Sean O’Sullivan has 
proved to be quite a handy signing over these first few rounds. In the off season there 
were worries that Ivan Cleary’s side would lack depth with the loss of Matt Burton to the 
Bulldogs, but so far these seem to be unfounded.

This weekend though will be a further test of the Panthers depth, with a number of injury 
concerns coming out of their clash with the Red V. Winger Brian To’o suffered a knee injury 
8 minutes into the second half, with scans revealing that he has suffered an MCL injury, 
and will be out for between 6-8 weeks. His spot has been taken by Taylan May, while James 
Fisher-Harris has been named despite suffering muscular damage to his left shoulder last 
time out.

The Newcastle Knights continued their dream start to their 2022 campaign, with a dominant 
win over a dreadful Tigers side. After losing Mitchell Pearce over the off-season, and with 
star hooker and co-captain Jayden Brailey out for an extended period of time, the Newcastle 
spine have performed admirably under a lot of pressure during the opening rounds of the 
season.

Their performance was made even more impressive by the late scratching of fullback 
Kalyn Ponga. Tex Hoy slotted straight back into their backline after filling in for Ponga for 
a number of games in 2021. Nevertheless, Knight’s fans will be glad that Ponga has been 
named to start at fullback this weekend.

Daniel Saifiti returns from injury and takes his spot in the front row. Mitch Barnett shifts to 
the second row to fill the void that the injured Lachlan Fitzgibbon leaves.

It will be the Knights first trip to Bathurst for an NRL game.

WHO TO WATCH: Penrith junior Sean O’Sullivan finds himself back at the foot of the 
mountains after leaving the club at the end of the 2016 after winning the SG Ball Cup as 
captain. Making his NRL debut at the Roosters in 2018, he then travelled north to Brisbane 
for 2019 and 2020, and then across the ditch to the Warriors for a breakout 2021 season in 
which he played 12 games at NRL level. O’Sullivan was signed to ensure depth in the halves 
for Penrith after the loss of Matt Burton, and his performance at halfback this weekend is 
vital.

Young outside back Dominic Young has found some form in the early rounds of 2022 with 
Newcastle. After making his Super League debut in 2019 for the Huddersfield Giants he 
signed a three year deal with the Knights that started in 2021. He made his NRL debut in 
round 3 of last year, and has scored a try in both games so far this year. He will be out to 
prove that he deserves his spot in the 13 with outside back Hymel Hunt expected to return 
from injury for Newcastle next week.

FAVOURITE: Penrith Panthers are the strong favourites to go three from three to start the 
2022 season.

MY TIP: Despite Newcastle’s undoubtedly strong start to the season, the reigning premiers 
will be too good in Bathurst this Saturday. Penrith by 10.

Storm look to maintain the rage against the Eels

Melbourne looks to maintain their undefeated start to the 2022 season when they take 
on the Parramatta Eels at AAMI Park on Saturday night as part of the NRL’s Multicultural 
Round festivities.

Melbourne’s last start capped their return to AAMI Park with a heart-stopping 15-14 win 
in golden point against a determined South Sydney side. Craig Bellamy would’ve been 
impressed with his side’s opening 65 minutes last Thursday; the cracks came about when 
Justin Olam was sin-binned. Souths ran in three quick tries down the missing centre’s 
edge to force golden point extra time. There’s no doubting that the master coach would 
be addressing defence when down a player particularly on the edges this week. What 
Bellamy would be pleased with was how his side was able to compose themselves when the 
going got tough. The big game experience of Cameron Munster and Jahrome Hughes shone 
through for the Storm as they marched down field and allowed Ryan Papenhuyzen to nail 
the clutch field goal. As far as team news is concerned, there were no injuries to come out 
of Thursday night which will be a big sigh of relief for Melbourne supports, after the shock 
of losing three starters in one hit in Round 1. Look for Xavier Coates to continue to build 
on his combination with Munster and Hughes as he looks to play himself into a potential 
origin recall this season. Brandon Smith is named in the reserves and is an outside chance 
of returning from a broken hand. Melbourne will be down on number 9's with Harry Grant 
testing positive for COVID and missing Saturday's game.

Parramatta will be disappointed that they threw away victory at the final moment last 
weekend. With the game in the balance, a split second cannonball tackle allowed the 
Sharks to go downfield and score with no time remaining. Parramatta was disappointing 
in attack at times last week asking very few questions of the Sharks defence. It took some 
magic from Mitch Moses and Clint Gutherson to ensure they didn’t return to the sheds with 
a duck egg. Coach Brad Arthur noted his team’s attack was “a bit lateral” and will have to 
be a significant point of emphasis this weekend against a determined Storm outfit. Mitch 
Moses was targeted heavily when he was kicking last week which saw the Eels lodge a 
complaint with the NRL about how he was treated by the match officials with an apparent 
lack of action on several incidents. It will be interesting to see how the officials adjudicate 
any late contact on Parramatta’s main playmaker should it arise this weekend. Ray Stone 
was charged for Grade 1 Dangerous Contact for his late cannonball tackle but will escape 
with just a $1000 fine and will be free to take his place on the bench. One area of debate 
has been the selection of Jake Arthur on the bench in the last two weeks by Brad Arthur. 
With Ray Stone already playing that utility role, the selection hasn’t made sense. Luckily 
for Paramatta supporters, he’s been dropped this weekend. Brad Arthur opting for big 
forward Wimeru Greig on the bench. Marata Niukore is left out of the squad still with a calf 
complaint and Ryan Matterson is still a week away from returning.

WHO TO WATCH: Melbourne has always had a reputation of turning middle of the road 
players into first-grade superstars. Former Newcastle forward Josh King is no exception. 
King has had a great start to his first year in Melbourne and has been consistently one of 
Melbourne’s best in their two previous outings. King has tackled with impressive efficiency 
so far completing 98% of his tackles. Watch for his work-ethic to lift throughout the year 
as he settles into the Melbourne system and seamlessly replace the ever-reliable Dale 
Finucane.

One player that has remained on an upward trajectory in terms of development has been 
Parramatta’s Reed Mahoney. In recent seasons, the only thing that’s gotten in Reed’s way of 
playing State of Origin is a shocking timing of injury. Mahoney sustained a shoulder injury in 
the middle of last season robbing him of a potential debut. Then upon return late last season, 
Mahoney again injured his shoulder and that was the catalyst for Parra’s 2021 season 
derailing. Mahoney will need to be at his best to steer the team around against the Storm on 
Saturday night through bone-crunching defence and crisp service to allow his forwards to 
lay the foundation to get his fellow spine members some quality ball in good field position.

FAVOURITE: No surprise that the Storm are raging favourites in this one. However, 
Parramatta was the only team to complete a season sweep of Melbourne last season 
including snapping Melbourne’s 19 game winning streak much to the delight of the 1975 
Eastern Suburbs side.

MY TIP: Although the head to head record of recent seasons suggests Parramatta are 
Melbourne’s bogey team. Parramatta’s record in Melbourne leaves a lot to be desired with 
the Eels last winning there in 2017 (albeit in origin period). The Storm will want to set out 
and put in a good performance in front of their home fans who have been starved of footy 
for the past two seasons. Expect the Storm spine to be firing now they’ve played a game 
together. Parramatta will try hard, but I feel that the star power and quality of Melbourne 
will overpower the Eels in the final wash-up. Storm by 14.

Inconsistent Raiders host free flowing Titans

Justin Holbrook’s entertaining Titans head to the nation’s capital this week where the 
winner will celebrate a respectable 2-1 start to the season.

Following on from an impressive come from behind victory over the Sharks, the Raiders 
were simply horrific on route to a lackluster loss to North Queensland.

If it’s not one thing, then it seems to be something else conspiring against Ricky Stuart. A 
repeat of last year’s unsettling injury toll has once again reared its ugly head, only this time 
with a sprinkle of Covid-19.

Matt Frawley directed traffic against the Cowboys, but in the absence of favoured 
organisers Brad Schneider and Josh Hodgson, the fumbling Raiders lurched from one error 
to the next like a kangaroo hopping L-plater.

And after last week’s debacle, if Stuart can’t put the ‘mean’ back into the Green Machine 
then a repeat of last season’s record 44-6 loss to the Titans on home turf looms large.

Assuming Schneider shakes his virus, the rookie will rejoin Jack Wighton in the halves. Nick 
Cotric is a welcome addition on the wing, but it’s Jordan Rapana’s return that is the kick in 
the guts Canberra need.

Fresh from suspension, the Canberra flyer not only knows how to cross the stripe but his 
flair through the middle alone should be enough to lift Canberra’s spirits.

For the Gold Coast, with two wins from their past four in the ACT, the trip south should hold 
no fears. Particularly in March on a fast track before the sun sets for an icy winter.

AJ Brimson announced his seamless transition from fullback to five-eighth when he rocked 
the Warriors with his first touch. Now with strike power across the park and with young 
half Toby Sexton, the Titans look to have outgrown an unhealthy reliance on the bulldozing 
David Fifita.

Unfortunately for Hollbrook, his troops concede as many as they score. The 28 points they 
put on the Eels wasn't enough, and last week the Warriors blew multiple opportunities to 
put them away.

Although with the battling Tigers to follow, a win on the road could propel the boys from the 
Sunset Strip to a season defining three on the trot.

But in what has the hallmarks of a high scoring shootout, the Raiders with six victories 
from the past eight encounters won’t be deterred as they set out to maintain a perfect home 
record.

WHO TO WATCH: Who knew Beau Fermor was so quick? Not only did the Titans back-rower 
keep up with Brimson’s early bust against the Warriors, but he blitzed the final 30m alone to 
score the opening try.

Now in his third season, his 173m and five tackle breaks not only destroyed the Warriors but 
it would have also caught the eye of the Queensland selectors.

Restricted by injury to just eight appearances in 2021, Charnze Nicoll-Klokstad is treading 
a steady path in his comeback to the top-grade. Not alone with several uncharacteristic 
handling errors in Townsville, this week the fullback could come into his own against an at 
times lackadaisical Titans defence.

Averaging more than 170m at his best, the Kiwi international will be out to restore 
confidence and at least double last week’s meagre 73m.

FAVOURITE: This one is harder to split than the Morris twins, but with less than a nose in it, 
the bookies like the Raiders.

MY TIP: Brash and carefree, the Titans’ attack is reminiscent of a free flowing Canberra 
Raiders. Easily the most expansive side of the opening two rounds, the Titans should pose 
too many headaches for Ricky’s slow maturing combination. Titans by 10.

Rivals make a day of it in all Queensland affair 

For the first time in 16 years, the Brisbane Broncos and the North Queensland Cowboys will 
face off in daytime conditions in the latest chapter to one of rugby league’s great modern 
rivalries.

Last clashing on a Sunday afternoon in the opening round of the 2006 season, where a 
24-point haul from Johnathan Thurston propelled the Cowboys to a 36-4 win, this latest 
encounter boasts the potential to attract the largest regular season stand-alone crowd at 
Suncorp Stadium since the on-set of COVID-19.

Starting the season undefeated after two rounds, the Brisbane Broncos will be out to 
continue upholding their goal line, having conceded just 14 points over the opening 
fortnight, equalling the club’s best defensive start to a year alongside the 1997 and 2016 
sides.

Fighting back from a second-half deficit to finish over the top of the Bulldogs 16-10 in the 
final match of Round 2, coach Kevin Walters will be stressing the importance of capitalising 
on attacking opportunities after centre Kotoni Staggs squandered four-points for the taking 
last Sunday.

Winning three out of four daytime matches last season, new captain Adam Reynolds will 
lead out an unchanged line-up for his first appearance on home soil.

Bouncing back from an opening round loss with a strong reversal of form on home soil, the 
North Queensland Cowboys will need to overcome a horror run at Suncorp Stadium, having 
only won two of their previous 13 visits to the venue since 2013.

Claiming their first competition points of the season with a 26-6 win over Canberra last 
Saturday, coach Todd Payten will be hoping his side can dispel a poor record in daytime 
conditions following a single win from six fixtures in his first season at the helm.

Versatile forward Reuben Cotter comes into the side in place of injured forward Mitchell 
Dunn (ACL), while hooker Reece Robson is set to make his 50th appearance in first grade.

Contests between the two Queensland rivals have been evenly matched during the four 
matches held throughout the pandemic era with each side claiming wins in Brisbane and 
Townsville respectively.

WHO TO WATCH: Regaining the Broncos number two jersey after a challenging run 
following Wayne Bennett’s departure, long-serving winger Corey Oates will be aiming to 
keep the tries coming after becoming only the sixth Brisbane player to register a century 
of tries last Sunday. Entering his tenth season in first grade as the only member remaining 
from the side’s last grand final appearance, the 27-year-old Maroons representative has 
offered plenty of impact with the ball averaging a try and 177 metres per game in 2022. 
Joining exclusive company alongside Steve Renouf, Darren Lockyer, Michael Hancock, 
Wendell Sailor and Allan Langer as a triple-figure try-scorer, Oates has enjoyed limited 
returns against the Cowboys over the year with six tries from 19 clashes.

Justifying his coach’s show of faith with a run of impressive performances during the 
pre-season and early rounds, Cowboys playmaker Tom Dearden will be out leave an 
impression against his former club. Beating out Scott Drinkwater for the right to partner 
Chad Townsend in the halves, the 21-year-old has been at the forefront of the side’s much-
improved form averaging a try assist, forced drop out and more than 100 running metres 
over the opening fortnight of the season. Thriving in the number six jersey after playing the 
bulk of his early career at halfback, look for Dearden to play with an attacking mindset in 
only his fifth NRL match held in daytime conditions.

FAVOURITE: Eyeing off three straight victories to start a season for the first time since 
2009, the Broncos are favoured to keep the wins coming on Sunday afternoon.

MY TIP: With both sides showing vast improvement from twelve months earlier, 
particularly in defence, Sunday shapes as a true test for where the long-standing rivals 
stand among the NRL hierarchy. In a match that could go either way, the home ground 
advantage could be enough to tip Brisbane over the edge. Broncos by 4.

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The Australian Rugby League Commission has approved the 
expansion of the NRL Telstra Women's Premiership, Ampol 
Women's State of Origin and the introduction of a salary cap 
system which will increase average salaries by 28%.

To ensure new teams have time to prepare and allow further 
talent development, the 2022 NRLW season will remain at six 
teams before expanding to eight teams in 2023 and 10 teams 
in 2024. The Commission will determine new licences by July 
this year.

For the 2022 season, NRLW teams will move to a salary cap 
system with the salary cap set at $350,000 per team. The new 
system will increase average salaries by 28% and clubs will 
also be given the ability to contract up to two marquee players 
as full-time employees with additional salary cap dispensation. 
Private Health insurance will also be covered for all contracted 
NRLW players.

In 2022 Representative payments will increase substantially. 
State of Origin match payments will increase from $4000 to 
$6000 while All Stars payments will increase from $1,600 to 
$3000. From 2023, the Ampol Women's State of Origin will 
expand to a 2-game stand alone series, with both games aired 
live on free-to-air television.

The Commission has also approved substantial increases 
in investment of junior female participation and pathways 
programs, including national age group championships as well 

as coaching and referee academies.

NRL Chief Executive Andrew Abdo said the Commission is 
committed to a sustainable growth strategy of the women's 
game from grassroots participation to the elite level.

"Today is an exciting day for the women's game. We're 
expanding to eight teams in 2023 and 10 teams in 2024. We're 
also introducing a salary cap for next season and creating the 
opportunity for more players to access full time employment 
through their club,'' he said.

"The expansion of the NRLW competition and the introduction 
of the salary cap will ensure players earn substantially more 
income from our game.

"We're experiencing significant growth in television audiences 
and that's down to the players and the Commission will 
continue to invest and support that success.

"Importantly the announcements today are about ensuring a 
sustainable NRLW competition. We've always been very clear 
that we would ensure our playing talent is deep enough and 
our clubs are prepared before expanding. The lead-in time 
ahead of the next expansion phase will ensure our clubs have 
the right infrastructure in place and there is even more depth 
to our playing talent."

Mr Abdo said all existing NRL Clubs would have the ability to 

submit applications to join the 2023 or 2024 seasons. The NRL 
will work with interested clubs over the coming months with 
the Commission to make final assessments and approve licence 
applications in July. The Commission will focus on investment 
in female pathways to ensure the playing talent pool continues 
to grow.

"Today is not just about the elite game, it's also about building 
stronger participation and pathways," he said.

"The Commission is focussed on building the women's game 
from the bottom up. Not just encouraging more participation 
as players but also more female coaches and female referees. 
Right across the game we will continue to work to create 
pathways for women regardless of whether they want to play, 
coach, referee or be an administrator."

Mr Abdo thanked the NRLW playing group and RLPA for their 
input throughout the process.

"I want to thank our players. They were incredibly patient 
while we ensured we could launch a 2021 season which 
gave everyone the opportunity to play and we've had really 
constructive conversations with the RLPA about the next steps 
in our growth strategy," he said.

"I also want to acknowledge our partners. Particularly Telstra 
along with Nine and Fox Sports who are incredibly committed 
to growing, investing and promoting the women's game."

COWBOYS TO APPLY 
FOR 2023 NRLW
Cowboys statement, 15 March 2022 

The North Queensland Toyota Cowboys will formally apply to 
enter the NRLW in 2023 following today’s announcement by 
the NRL not to expand the competition for the 2022 season.

North Queensland approached the NRL in December to register 
interest in entering a team in the NRLW for 2022.

The club believed it was ready to field a side in the premier 
women’s rugby league competition in the country following 
the success of the North Queensland Toyota Cowboys Gold 
Stars and the continued growth of the Cowboys Women’s 
Academy. The Gold Stars reached the semi-finals of the 2021 
QRLW season and subsequently had eight players sign NRLW 
contracts for the delayed 2021 season.

“Unquestionably we are disappointed the NRL will not be 
expanding its NRLW program in 2022. We were confident that 
we had the pathways, people and processes in place to ensure 
the Cowboys would be a legitimate contender in an expanded 
NRLW competition this season,” Cowboys CEO Jeff Reibel said.

“We are proud of the work we have done to develop the 
women’s game in North Queensland with the ultimate goal 
of creating a team of North Queenslanders playing for North 
Queensland – the vision upon which our club was built. We had 
the backing of our Board and the required budgetary support 
system in place including commitments from our partners.

“We will now turn our attention to preparing the required 
documentation for our 2023 license application which 
demonstrates the club’s investment and success at a 
grassroots participation and state development level over the 
past three years.

“While our club’s clear and stated preference would have been 
to have a team in the 2022 NRLW competition, we are pleased 
the NRL today outlined a significant investment in women’s 
rugby league for both 2023 and 2024.”

RABBITOHS WELCOME 
NRLW EXPANSION
Rabbitohs statement, 15 March 2022 

The South Sydney Rabbitohs have welcomed today’s 
announcement by the NRL regarding the expansion of the 
NRLW competition in 2023 and 2024, with the Club confirming 
it will be bidding for a licence into this competition as soon 
as possible. The Rabbitohs also welcome the commitment for 
more funding and resources towards female player, coaching 
and referee development for the long term.

The Rabbitohs made an initial bid to be a Foundation Club in 
the NRLW competition in 2018 but missed selection when 
the competition was a four-team format. The NRL announced 
today that the competition would be expanding to eight 
teams in 2023 and ten teams in 2024, opening the door for 
the Rabbitohs to once again bid for a team in the competition, 
complementing the open age women’s team the Club runs in 
the Harvey Norman NSW Women’s competition, the under 
19s Tarsha Gale Cup side, the under 17s Lisa Fiaola Cup team 
as well as numerous junior teams in the Souths Juniors 
competition.

Rabbitohs CEO Blake Solly confirmed today that the Rabbitohs 
will be submitting an application for admission to the NRLW 
competition.

“It is clear from our discussions at all levels of the Club and 
with all stakeholders that we want a team in the NRLW 
competition sooner rather than later,” Mr Solly said.

“From our Members to our investors, our directors and 
corporate partners, they have all asked why we haven’t been 
granted a licence before now and are very keen to see the 
red and green playing in the elite women’s Rugby League 
competition.

“We would love to be playing in the 2023 competition and will 
be making a bid for inclusion in 2023, if not 2024, as soon as 
we can.

“It was the first question asked at our AGM a couple of 
weeks ago and the investors in the Club are keen to see us 
represented on the big stage for women’s Rugby League.

“We want all girls and boys who grow up in the South Sydney 
district to have the opportunity to be a Rabbitoh on the big 
stage, to wear the red and green at the highest level. Our boys 
have had that opportunity since 1908 and now it’s time for 
girls in our region to have that same opportunity.

“We have a very inclusive Club and have both men, women, 
boys and girls training within our Black Rabbits Elite Player 
Development Program, working with the best coaches at our 
Club on a regular basis, including players like Ellie Johnston, 
Shirley Mailangi and Rachael Pearson who are all playing 
week-in and week-out NRLW at the moment, but unfortunately 
they can’t do that in the red and green of the Rabbitohs.
